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DR. M.K. VISHNU PRASAD: Hon. Speaker, Sir, | thank you for giving me an
opportunity to speak on this Question relating to the Ministry of Education.

Primary education is of paramount importance for all the students
because education at the primary level is fundamental for any child till their end.
At this stage, | would like to mention that in Tiruvannamalai, there is a Kendriya
Vidyalaya. | appreciate the Government’s efforts in including English and Hindi
at all levels. We welcome it. At the same time, most of the teachers are Hindi-
speaking teachers. So, the students are finding it difficult to understand the
subject at the primary level. If the teachers are from the local regions, at least to
a certain point or to some extent, the understanding capacity can be increased
manifold from teachers to students. Will the Government be kind enough to think
on this issue and recruit the teachers at the regional level in all regions?

Our hon. Prime Minister is very much proud of our Tamil language and
wherever he goes, he talks about Thirukkural, but unfortunately in my State,
especially in Tiruvannamalai, we find that local teachers are not from Tamil
Nadu; they are mostly from North India. That is why, students are finding it
difficult to understand the subject. | would request the Government to consider
this request. Will the Government be kind enough to consider this request?

SHRI RAM MOHAN NAIDU KINJARAPU: Sir, for the last four years, the State
of Andhra Pradesh has been suffering extensively due to financial
mismanagement which is being carried out by the present State Government. It
has not been able to pay the salaries of the employees. There is close to zero
expenditure being spent on infrastructure, like roads. There is mismanagement
and diversion of funds which are being sent by the Centre to the State
Government.

In this regard, | want to mention to the hon. Minister that when there is a
financial crisis in the State, firstly, it happens because of the mal-intention of the
State Government itself. Secondly, it happens when the State Government is
not able to maintain financial discipline. What | mean by this is there are FRBM
limits that are already there but the States due to their own greed are borrowing
much more than the limits. When the limits come into the picture, when they are
close to the FRBM limits, they are trying to use the State-owned corporations to
raise much more money which is pushing the State into much more debt but
maybe it is not being shown under the FRBM limits. One such example is of the
State of Andhra Pradesh. The present Government has promised that it is going
to do liquor ban. Now, it is so hypocritical that the Andhra Pradesh State
Beverages Corporation, which is going to sell liquor, they are taking funds by
issuing bonds through this Corporation and increasing the borrowings of the

State.
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| just want to know through the hon. Minister if the State is not following

this financial discipline, what is the responsibility of the Centre to ensure there is
proper financial discipline in the State?
SHRIMATI NIRMALA SITHARAMAN: Sir, the hon. Member referred to the
FRBM Act. Of course, at the Centre we do have it and every State has its own
FRBM Act. So, in other words, the FRBM for Andhra Pradesh would be
something which the Assembly there will be seized of and as per their Act they
should take the discussion forward in the House if anything at all.

Secondly, the kind of nudging or suggestion or oversight that we can have
is derived from Article 293 of the Constitution, which periodically we keep doing.
| just want to inform the hon. Member, through you Sir, that these are steps that
we take.

SHRI N. K. PREMACHANDRAN: Sir, thank you very much for giving me this
opportunity to ask a Supplementary on GST.

The GST compensation is a big controversial issue now in the country.
Most of the States are complaining, and also making a suggestion and giving
Memorandum to the Government of India to extend the GST compensation
period so that the State will be financially empowered. | would like to know about
it because the term of paying the GST compensation has already expired on 30
June, 2022.

| would like to know this from the hon. Minister and this is an anticipatory
Question that | would like to know academically from the hon. Minister. If the

GST compensation payable to the States continues even after June, 2022 at the
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present stage, how many States are eligible for getting GST compensation as
per the statistical data available with the Government? | am asking this because
so many allegations are made that since the GST compensation is not being
paid, the States are in big financial trouble and the stress is because the GST
compensation is not being paid. | would like to know from the hon. Minister
regarding this issue.

Madam may also remember that in the last Session also the same
Question was put regarding the IGST. The Integrated GST also is not being paid
to the State because they have not submitted the proper records and the hon.
Minister had directed me to discuss with the State Government and let them
supply all the documents regarding it. The State Government has already
mentioned that all the documents have already been submitted. Has the
payment due been given? These are the two Supplementaries from my side.
Thank you very much, Sir.

SHRIMATI NIRMALA SITHARAMAN: Sir, the hon. Member has raised quite a
lot of issues in his Questions and if you allow me, | would like to answer each
one of them.

Sir, the GST law and the one specifically on compensation -- as the hon.
Member rightly pointed out -- expired as of 30 June meaning giving
compensation to fill the gap between that assumed income and shortfall has
come to an end as of 30 June, 2022. Subsequently because all of us underwent
the impact of COVID-19 pandemic when we did not have revenues at all, we

had to borrow money and keep giving the compensation. That borrowed money
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has to be serviced and to be returned. So, under the GST Act, which provided
for the compensation because it is the compensation which will have to be paid
back to the States for the period that was covered by that Act and that had to be
borrowed and now the borrowing will have to be paid, with the advice of the
Attorney General of India the Council took a decision to extend collecting
compensation cess till such a time just that borrowed money and the interest
that has to be paid to it are repaid.

So, as of 30 June, 2022, paying of compensation per se has come to an
end. The Act allows us to extend collecting the compensation cess -- cess for
paying the compensation -- till March, 2026 only on account of repaying the
principal and servicing the interest for that amount for the borrowing that was
done, and that borrowing was done purely for giving the compensation during
that period ending 30 June, 2022. So, the compensation cess is getting
collected now beyond 2022 only for that point and nothing else, and that
technically will have to come to an end by 30 March, 2026.

Hopefully, we will be able to pay it back even earlier. Any extension of
paying compensation beyond the amount which is being borrowed is not
envisaged in the Act, and the GST Council has had several discussions on this.
It is not envisaged in the Act to extend the compensation cess collection beyond
30" June, 2022. The extension, which | explained, which is going on till 26" is
only as regards borrowed money which has to be paid back. That borrowing was

purely for paying the compensation. So, that is the true position.
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The second question was regarding compensation cess not being paid. |
have explained this a lot of time and | am seeking your indulgence so that | can
explain it again. The 30" June, 2022, was the last date till when we kept
collecting the cess and with the cess collected, we are paying for the States.
Paying for the States the compensation happens every time the State produces
AG’s certificate saying this is the compensation due to us, please pay it. The
moment that comes in with the AG’s certificate, we pay it.

Hon. Member, Shri N. K. Premachandran, comes from Kerala. | would like
to give him the factual position as of now. AG’s certificate has been received
from Kerala for years except for the first quarter of 2022-23. Kerala has not sent
the AG’s certificate as yet for the first quarter of 2022-23. Any payment will be
processed now that the AG’s has been received, and that is the principle on
which compensation cess is being given to every State. Every other State has
probably given it except for those which have not given AG’s certificate for any
year beginning 2017-18. Sikkim has not given it for three years, and West
Bengal has not given it for four years. So, the position varies. The moment the
claim comes along with the AG’s certificate, we release the compensation
amount. We are not holding back the compensation amount for any other

reason except for the AG’s certificate which has not received.

SHRI ADHIR RANJAN CHOWDHURY: The devolution of taxes including GST

and everything have been prescribed by our Constitution and you have to abide
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by the Constitutional mandate. But please do not take it otherwise, there is a
general perception growing across the nation that non-BJP ruled States are
being deprived of their legitimate due. The latest example is Karnataka where
the entire Ministry has been agitating against the indiscriminate and arbitrary
attitude of your administration. They are alleging that they are being famished by
sheer discrimination from your Ministry.

| would like to know whether the State Government of Karnataka has
been deprived of obtaining their legitimate due because a few months ago, this
situation was not there. That time, everything was going hunky dory but after the
installation of the new Government — the non-BJP Government has been
assumed there — the trouble has started. What is the reason behind this kind of
deprivation? ... (Interruptions)
SHRIMATI NIRMALA SITHARAMAN: Sir, devolution to the States is beyond
this question but still, because it is an important question asked by the leader of
the opposition party, | would certainly respond. Devolution to the States happens
in the direct tax matters as per the recommendation given by the Finance
Commission. The GST, particularly SGST, goes 100 per cent to the States. No
one can do anything with it. It has automatic provision that 100 per cent of SGST
collected by the States will be with them. | repeat 100 per cent is with them.
IGST is collected because it involves a lot of Inter-State payments.

It is also periodically reviewed by the GST Council. Because States
should get the money in their hands, roughly and grossly, 50 per cent is divided,

and then periodically it is re-adjusted to actuals. So, if a State were to get 41 per
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cent and not 50 per cent, adjustment happens. If a State were to get 52 per
cent, adjustment happens. So, every now and then, when money gets
accumulated under the IGST, it is divided grossly at 50:50 to all States, and gets
reconciled over the time according to the data that comes up.

The CGST is divided as per the advice of the Finance Commission. So, if
this is direct GST, direct taxation is completely determined by the proportions
decided, suggested, accepted and implemented by Central Government. Now,
of course, this rate fixation has nothing to do with the Government of India. With
regard to rate fixation as to how much should go to a State is done by the
Finance Commission. Does the Finance Commission sit at one place and take a
call on it? No. It goes all over, meets with every State Government, talks to
them, and only then submits the reports.

Sir, | want to humbly submit this before you. Adhir ji, please understand, |
do not have the right to change as per whims and fancies that I like a particular
State or that State is against my Party politics. No way. | have no role. In fact, |
would have to follow it 100 per cent, and that is what | have done in my term
here, and that is what every Finance Minister does in their terms.

| have to implement the recommendations which the Finance Commission
gives. It is done without any kind of fear or favour or anything like that. So, this
apprehension that some States are being discriminated against is a politically
vitiated narrative which, | am sorry to say, vested interests are happy to go
about saying. There is just not a possibility that any Finance Minister can

intervene to say, ‘l do not like this State, stop the payment.” No way. It cannot
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happen that way. The systems are well placed that the recommendations of the
Finance Commission for every month’s devolution will have to happen. But now
that Adhir ji himself has said, ‘politically you are doing this’, | want to also say ...
(Interruptions)

SHRI ADHIR RANJAN CHOWDHURY: Why do you not talk to them directly?
... (Interruptions)

SHRIMATI NIRMALA SITHARAMAN: Okay. Let me answer your first question
and also join you on your second additional point.

Sir, Adhir Ranjan ji in the first place said, Till six months ago it was all
hunky-dory, now it is not.” Can | seek your indulgence and say, if till six months
ago it was hunky-dory, what is going wrong now? Have you started spending on
items which you were not supposed to spend? | am not even questioning that.
Do spend it, but do not put the blame on me.

Do not put the blame on the Centre because it goes by the Rule Book. It
has to give, it will give. If the expenditure is going into areas which cannot be
sustained by your Budget, | am not answerable for that. So, Adhir ji, | am sorry
to say, six months ago which Government was there is not my role now to talk.
Hunky-dory it was, now it is not. Please introspect. ... (Interruptions)

SHRI ADHIR RANJAN CHOWDHURY: Now, everything is going back.

SHRIMATI NIRMALA SITHARAMAN: You are saying that. | did not say that. ...
(Interruptions) Therefore, Adhir ji, | respect him, | gave him a detailed answer.
But if there is an insinuation that it is because me holding money here, | am

sorry. When the Finance Commission comes, please tell your needs, please tell
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your requirements, please tell your status and let the Finance Commission fix it.
... (Interruptions) It is a Constitutional body. ... (Interruptions)

SHRI ADHIR RANJAN CHOWDHURY: Why do you not organize a meeting? ...
(Interruptions)

SHRIMATI NIRMALA SITHARAMAN: | certainly sat with the Karnataka
Minister. Deputy Chief Minister hon. D.K. Shivakumar ji came and met me. He
told me about the difficulties. | heard him. | have given him a matter-of-fact
answer. It is not as if | do not want to meet the State authorities or the State
Ministers.

SHRI ADHIR RANJAN CHOWDHURY: You are listening but not doing
anything. This is the problem. ... (Interruptions)

SHRIMATI NIRMALA SITHARAMAN: | cannot do, as long as the Finance
Commission does not tell me to do something. Constitutionally, unless the
Finance Commission tells me to do something, | cannot do | do not have the
discretion.

In the reply, it is said
that the Ministry of Tribal Affairs has not received proposal for inclusion of
specifically ‘Gond Kuruba’ community in the ST list of Karnataka. My question
was probably not understood properly or | might not have asked properly. In
Karnataka, in Gulbarga, Yadagir and Bidar, ‘Kuruba’ is ‘Gond’ and ‘Gond’ is
‘Kurba’. These are synonymous terminologies. Karnataka Government has
recommended four times for the inclusion of these communities in ST list. | am
giving the references.

The Government of Karnataka had sent the Cabinet-approved note to the
Central Government on 25.12.1996 and 10.02.1997 with regard to the districts
of Bidar and undivided Gulbarga for considering the tribes by name ‘Kuruba’ as
synonymous of ‘Gond’ Scheduled Tribe for these districts. In this regard the
Ministry of Tribal Affairs, Government of India, vide its letter dated 21.4.1997,
requested the Government of Karnataka, Department of Social Welfare to send
the ethnographic report on Gond-Kuruba of these districts. The Tribal Research
Institute, Government of Karnataka conducted an ethnographic study on Gond-
Kuruba and submitted its report to the Government of Karnataka. The report
was approved in the State Cabinet on 03.3.2014 and was recommended to
Central Government on 04.3.2014 for consideration. Again, the Secretary to
Government, Social Welfare Bengaluru also submitted TRI's comments and
views on the report to the Ministry of Tribal Affairs, Government of India, on

05.9.2014, 12.05.2017, 18.05.2018, 31.05.2021 for further necessary action.
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However, ORGI without getting into the merits of the ethnographic report
and considering the irrelevant literature has raised queries with the Ministry of
Tribal Affairs and the same has been taken up with the Government of
Karnataka. The Government of Karnataka has addressed all the queries and
recommended again for consideration. ORGI again asked for additional
information from the ethnographers. Comments of ORGI and justification of
ethnographer report to include the term ‘Kuruba’ as synonym of Gond
Scheduled Tribe in Bidar, Kalaburagi and Yadgir districts of Karnataka were

submitted.

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(xi) Regarding withdrawal of ban on export of onion

DR. SUJAY VIKHE PATIL (AHMEDNAGAR): India accounts for about a fourth of
the global onion output and is the 3" largest exporter. The export of onion has been
banned from 8" December, 2023 till 31% March, 2024 to ensure availability of onion
to the domestic consumers at affordable prices. Onion prices have crashed in
wholesale markets in Maharashtra including Nashik, Ahmednagar, Pune, and parts
of Marathwada which are major onion-growing zones in the State. The ban has
been enforced, even as the late kharif crop is being harvested and the rabi crop is
being planted. Onion farmers have been suffering losses amid unseasonal rains,
hailstorms and the current drought. A complete ban on onion exports is affecting
onion growers due to decline in prices and the short shelf life of onion. | request the
Government to withdraw the order for banning export of onion to ensure that
farmers can sell their crops at remunerative prices in the market. | also request the
Government to provide for an open policy for export of onions on the same lines as
sugar wherein the Government decides a specific quota of sugar to be allowed for
export, which stops when the limit is reached and the allocation is reviewed after

certain periods to ensure.

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(xiii) Regarding utilization of funds under various Departments of M/o
Agriculture and Farmers Welfare

SHRI BENNY BEHANAN (CHALAKUDY): | wish to bring attention towards the
issue of huge underutilization of funds under various Departments of the Ministry of
Agriculture and Farmer's Welfare (MoAFW). Although 47% of the country's
population depends on agriculture for livelihood, it is disheartening to witness an
unfortunate trend of decreasing budget allocations and poor fund utilizations for the
Ministry. It is reported that over the past 5 years, more than Rs 1 lakh crore
remained unutilized by the Central Government. Also, in FY 23, an alarming
unspent amount of Rs. 21,005 crores has been reported — which is 4 times higher
than FY 22. Consequently, operations of various farmers’ welfare schemes,
agricultural research, and irrigation projects, seem overlooked by the Government.

Therefore, | urge upon the Central Government to judiciously utilize and
timely disburse the funds to ensure optimal utilization of funds — so that farmers of

the country are truly benefitted.
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(xiv) Regarding timely payment to the workers employed under Mahatma
Gandhi National Rural Employment Guarantee Scheme (MGNREGS)
KUMARI RAMYA HARIDAS (ALATHUR): | want to draw the attention of the
Government towards the need for prompt payment to the workers employed under

the Mahatma Gandhi Employment Guarantee Scheme (MGNREGS).

During the pandemic period, the poor and SCs were totally dependent on
wages for their livelihood. But it is sad that these poor people have not been paid
for months. Workers are not getting clarity from the local level officials and they say
that there is dearth of funds. Government is requested to intervene in this matter
urgently to save the people from starvation. Similarly, they get meagre income as

daily wages.
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(xv) Regarding construction of IGNOU Regional Centre at Vadakara
in Kerala
SHRI K. MURALEEDHARAN (VADAKARA): | would like to raise the matter
regarding the construction work of building for the Regional Centre of Indira Gandhi
National Open University, which was to be started in Vadakara in Kerala. The
IGNOU centre at Vadakara is operating in virtual mode where the admission,
counselling and study materials are provided online and with the aim of expanding
the reach of education to the people in the remote corners of Malabar region.
Earlier courses were offered to those who were already employed, but now those
searching for jobs have been included. Five districts of Kerala namely Kozhikode,
Malappuram, Wayanad, Kannur, Kasargode and Union territory of Mahe comes
under the regional center of Vadakara . At present the IGNOU Center is
functioning in a rented building at Puthur in Vadakara. Maniyur Panchayat has
already allotted 2 acres of land for the construction of building, the land is
registered in the name of IGNOU and the construction of compound wall has been
completed in the allotted land. Hence, | request the Hon’ble Minister of Education
to give appropriate directions to the IGNOU for the construction of building for

IGNOU Regional Office at Vadakara, Kozhikode at the earliest.
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(xvi) Regarding educational scholarship to children of beedi workers in
Tirunelveli, Tamil Nadu
SHRI S. GNANATHIRAVIAM (TIRUNELVELI): The Union Government is providing
educational scholarship for students in schools and colleges in the country through
online portal. A large number of children of beedi workers of my constituency
Tirunelveli have been affected by rejection of their applications for educational
assistance in the academic year 2022-2023 by the District Nodal Officer without
giving any reason. As a result, children of many beedi workers are likely to drop out
of school, due to increase in educational fee. The educational scholarship for beedi
worker’s children must be given to all the eligible students and the online system
further needs to be simplified with a support of school authorities. The educational
institutions where the beedi worker’s children are studying must be monitored and
ensured that all the children are getting scholarship from the Government.
Therefore, | urge upon the Government to look into the matter seriously and take

suitable action on this matter.
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(xvii) Need to increase two more up- trains halts at Matla Station

SHRIMATI PRATIMA MONDAL (JAYNAGAR): | would like to draw the attention of
hon. Minister of Railways towards an urgent matter of public importance in my
Parliament Constituency, there is a Halt Station named Matla in Sealdah Canning
Lane which was made operational on 15th August, 2021. Since then, people are
getting the facility of availing four up and four down train services, but the problem
remained same for the students of schools and colleges and employees of different
sectors as there is no halt at Matla station during peak morning and evening hours.
Due to this reason, people have to travel long to reach the next station to board
their trains which takes more time and money. Therefore, | would request to
increase at least two more up train halt in the morning 7.23 am and 10.05 am and
two more down train halt at 16.35 hrs and 17.52 hrs at Matla station to solve this
long pending issue for the better interest of the local people of my Parliament

Constituency.
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(xviii) Need to enact a comprehensive law to safeguard the interest and
security of doctors
DR. SHRIKANT EKNATH SHINDE (KALYAN): There has been a significant
upsurge in assaults on doctors, hospital staff, and various medical professionals,
with statistics indicating that 75% of doctors in India have faced assaults during
their practice. There's inadequate training and awareness for doctors, hospital staff,
caregivers, and patients, potentially contributing to the issue. The World Health
Organization notes a widespread issue, with 8% to 38% of health workers globally
experiencing physical violence in their careers. India witnesses an average of
fourteen hospital strikes annually, reflecting the severity of the issue, with
healthcare workers and doctors protesting against violence directed at them. The
need of the hour is to bring in a law to recognize the profound impact of assaults on
doctors in India, extending beyond immediate physical harm. The law should
provide for stern measures to control the significant increase in assaults on various
medical professionals and caregivers in India, causing irreparable harm to the
medical profession. Hence, in view of the gravity of the situation and growing
demand in the medical fraternity demanding a separate law to prohibit violence
against doctors and healthcare professionals, | request the Government to enact a

comprehensive law to safeguard the interest and security of doctors in the country.

SHRIMATI SUPRIYA SADANAND SULE (BARAMATI): | wish to bring to the
attention of the Government towards the plight of farmers in Maharashtra.

Having
highlighted their struggles throughout the year, it's time for action. | request the
Government to provide a straightforward solution — a blanket loan waiver for
farmers facing losses. Government schemes and relief packages have failed to
help them effectively. Loan waiver will ease their financial burden immensely. Let's

stand by our farmers and take this step for their welfare.
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(xxii) Regarding Pradhan Mantri Jan Arogya Yojana (PM-JAY)

SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB (CUTTACK): Access to affordable healthcare is
the basic right of all individuals of the country. However, attaining quality healthcare
becomes difficult for those who are not economically well off. In the light of these
problems, the Government had initiated the Pradhan Mantri Jan Arogya Yojana
(PM-JAY) to provide a health cover of Rs. 5 lakhs per family per year for secondary
and tertiary care hospitalization. Although the effort is commendable, the scheme
has fallen short of achieving its objectives by a mile. Out of the target to cover 50
crore beneficiaries under the said scheme, only approximately 20 crore
beneficiaries have been covered so far. This results in a high rate of out-of-pocket
expenditure at 48.2% and also, no tentative timeline has been released by the
Government as to when it intends to achieve the targeted number. It is imperative
that the Government undertakes completion of the target at a war-footing so that
the goal of universal quality healthcare can be achieved and out-of-pocket

expenditure can be reduced.

SHRIMATI SANGEETA KUMARI SINGH DEO (BOLANGIR): In our country, girl
child faces several challenges like female infanticide and foeticide, gender
discrimination, abuse, trafficking, child marriage, malnutrition, dowry, drop out, low
gross Enrollment Ratio etc.

The CBSE and UGC have been implementing scholarship/fellowship
Schemes exclusively for Single Girl Child. However, the percentage of Single Girl
Child availing these scholarships is very less compared to their population. The
amount and number of Scholarships under Government Schemes are not sufficient
and there is a need for increasing it. There is also need for scholarships for foreign
education of single girl child on the lines of SCs/STs/OBCs.

There is an urgent need for Government to make concerted efforts for
welfare of Single Girl Child through various policy intervention and special
provisions like 33 percent reservation for women in Government Services, fee
waiver for education, reservation in admission, reservation in hostels, fee waiver in
recruitment, relaxation in age and number of attempts in exams conducted by
public service commission, coaching facility for competitive exams etc.

SHRI BENNY BEHANAN (CHALAKUDY): Thank you, Chairperson, Sir, for giving
this opportunity to speak on a very pertinent issue faced by our country currently.
The policy address by the hon. President has not mentioned the basic issue faced
by India today.

Our country is the biggest democratic and secular country in the world.
However, today our Constitutional rights and freedom are being denied. Even in
the Parliament, there was a mass suspension of the hon. MPs after which various
important Bills were passed. This shows how much the decency of Parliament has
degenerated today.

Hon. Chairperson, Sir, | would like to highlight the fact that if you undertake a
critical analysis of the achievements of past ten years as stated by the hon.

From women’s empowerment to revitalizing urban
infrastructure and civic amenities, the current Union Government takes credit for
everything. In fact, even the Women’s Reservation Bill which the Government
continuously boasts about has its roots in the 73" and 74" Constitutional
Amendment Acts enacted by Shri Rajiv Gandhi’'s and Shri P.V. Narasimha Rao’s
Governments in 1992. Even the Kerala Panchayati Raj (Second Amendment) Act,
2009 and Kerala Municipality (Amendment) Act, 2009 established reserving 50 per

cent seats in local bodies and panchayats for women since 2009.
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Similarly, the widely publicized Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana—Urban and the
AMRUT Scheme was basically a reframing of the Jawaharlal Nehru National Urban
Renewal Mission launched much before in 2005. It is another big lie of the
Government.

Hon. Chairperson, Sir, upon our country’s Independence, two words, among
others, were enshrined in the Preamble of the Constitution and they are Socialist
and Secular. It is my firm opinion that the current Union Government either does
not understand the meaning of these terms or is blatantly ignoring the Constitution
of the country. | do not know what is happening.

India is a Socialist Republic, one that should be dedicated to the welfare of
the marginalised without only serving the interests of the one per cent. But the

Union Government seems to cater to the one per cent that is crony capitalists like

in the steel sector PSUs which have existed almost since the Independence of the
country and have been foundational to the country. Now, the Cabinet Committee on

Economic Affairs has given an in-principal approval for the strategic disinvestment

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of four CPSEs, Subsidiaries and Units under the Ministry of Steel including that of
the Steel Authority of India. In fact, the state of our economy is so disastrous at
present that the BJP’s own Party members have identified this.

Dr. Subramanian Swamy has said, ‘If you look at the GDP growth rate since
2014, it has been falling consistently. The claims of the Government are nonsense’.
These are the words of Dr. Subramanian Swamy. Starting from 2022 to 2023, for
three consecutive years, the Budget allocated for agricultural sector has been
decreasing. When compared to 2022-23, there is a difference of Rs. 1 lakh crore in
the Budget allocated this year. When considering the actual expenses in all
agriculture-related sectors, the difference adds up to 22.3 per cent.

Hon. Chairperson, | hear the Prime Minister consistently speaking about
‘Modi ji ki Guarantee’. We can see it on TV and we can listen it on AIR. But where
is the guarantee against unemployment? Even among the so-called skilled
workers, the Labour Force Participation Rate (LFPR) according to the usual status
for the graduates (15 years and above), it is only 64.5 per cent, implying that a vast
section of educated youth is still unemployed. Where is the guarantee for that?
Where is the Modi ji's guarantee for the people of Manipur, where a supreme
Committee appointed by the hon. Supreme Court reported that among the 175
bodies in the mortuaries killed during the clashes, 88 bodies still remain unclaimed?

As | stated previously, the word ‘secular’ also seems to be unfamiliar to the
Ruling Party. While India’s greatest strength lies in the absence of a singular ethnic

or social identity defining the nation, it appears that the current Government is
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leaning towards portraying the country, which is home to diverse religions, as a
‘Hindu Rashtra’, as evidenced by the recent Ram Mandir Ceremony celebrations.

Sir, our country is heading towards becoming a theocracy today and this is a
point of no return. This is in stark contrast to the glorious values of secularism
enshrined in our Constitution. Upon the Independence of our country, the one
primary divergence that we had from our neighboring country Pakistan was that we
did not choose one religion to be the state religion.

Sir, | am very afraid that our country is heading towards a theocracy by
interlinking state and religion. Our Prime Minister, who is a State Representative,
was recently a part of the 'Pran Pratishta' ceremony of the Ram Mandir in Ayodhya,
clearly violating the idea of maintaining a principled distance between State and
religion, mandated by secularism.

Unfortunately, the Union Government's actions are currently only geared
towards electoral gains by creating a society divided across religious lines. And
while this 'drama’ is ongoing, important issues like economic turmoil, the Manipur
Conflict, poor infrastructure, and unemployment are being put on the back burner,
rarely featuring in the discussions of this House.

A Prime Minister is the head of our country. But, unfortunately, in a secular
country like India, the Prime Minister also acts as a religious head. Politics and
religion should never be intertwined and our Constitution has clearly drawn a line
between them.

When the Prime Minister of India simultaneously becomes a Pujari, power

and religion is becoming one. This is a threat for a country like India, which has
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secularism and pluralism. The love for our country should not be injected through
religion. Mahatma Gandhi has set an example for this. Gandhiji has never used
religion as a tool to inject patriotism in Indians during the freedom fight. Instead, he
symbolised Charkha and salt. According to Gandhiji, religion, God and nation are
synonyms for values and public services. Never did he pretend to be a saint to
please any religion. Nor did he grow his beard or wear a Kaavi. He always wore the
dress of the poor. Gandhiji symbolises secularism and pluralism and this is what we
always kept in our hearts.

Sir, before closing, | leave a thought with my fellow hon. Parliamentarians.
India was once the epitome of a democratic country where secular values were
respected and people's grievances were taken note of seriously. If issues existed,
then people-centric schemes were brought in place to address them. Today our
democratic values are being eroded with some even saying that the word 'Secular'
will be removed from our Constitution. People's grievances are suppressed by PR
stunts, and people-centric schemes are only renamed, thereby never addressing
the emerging nature of issues.

So, | urge my fellow Parliamentarians to take actions wisely in order to
prevent the further democratic backsliding of our country. | thank the hon.
Chairman for this opportunity to present my views.

Hon. President Madam said: “According to NITI Aayog, in the last one
decade of my Government, about 25 crore countrymen have been lifted out of
poverty.” This estimation by NITI Aayog, based on NMPI, invites more questions
than clarity. NITI Aayog has released NFHS-5 data for 2019 and 2021. It is also
important to note that the NFHS Survey was stopped after data collection was
stopped in 22 States due to COVID. Since the survey has already been stopped,
perhaps, the projection of the data has been taken by using data from non-COVID
years and the same non-COVID rates of improvement has been extended to 2022
and 2023. While consumption expenditure surveys were not done for eight years
from 2014 to 2022, it raises valid questions on the purpose of making the NMPI as
the poverty indicator for India. Thus, the question is whether the assumption of 25
crore is justified and credible or not.

My second point is that Madam President said: “Today, crores of citizens are
working in MSMEs.” What are the ground realities? According to Mint Street
Memo 13, August 17, 2018, the study paper from the Reserve Bank of India, the
MSME sector has withessed two major recent shocks, namely, demonetisation and
GST. As per the Udyam Registration Portal, the total number of MSMEs shut down
between July 1, 2020 and July 18, 2023, stood at 24,839, of which, during the fiscal

year 2023, 5152 units shut down their operations.
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My third point is that in the last decade 16 AIIMS have been established but
none of them is fully functional in the list of the Government as per the Press
release of 19" December, 2023 of the Ministry of Health and Family Welfare. In the
past, six AIIMS became functional within a period of nine years in spite of the fact
that there were different political parties in Government.

The next point is that the Government ordered Aadhaar-based payment
system for MGNREGA holders. The TRAI input indicates that as on October 2021,
in rural India where the job card holders of MGNREGA reside, only 29.3 per cent
broadband entry was there. In fact, the police and SBI are advising public at such
places to lock Aadhaar to prevent hacking from hackers.

Sir, what remain absent in Madam President’s Address are as follows. There
are issues like unemployment, which is a burning issue, the high inflation, the
average commoner compromising with many essential needs, safety and security
of girl child, MSP for farmers, and Manipur issue where we saw devastated lives of
girl children and commoners. The reality of suffering of ordinary and poor people
while traveling by trains across India has been hidden under the hype of flagging
Vande Bharat. Madam President said that her Government believes in following
pillars towards the journey of development — youth power, women power, farmers
and poor. However, the constructed optics merely establish that the majority of
youth, women, farmers, and poor are the confirmed victims in reality.

As far as the Ujjwala Yojana is concerned, out of 95.9 million PMUY

beneficiaries, 11.8 million did not get even a single LPG bottle during the last
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financial year as has been stated by State Minister of Petroleum and Natural Gas,
Shri Rameswar Teli, in a statement given on the Floor of Rajya Sabha in 2023.

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*Sir, | would like to say that when we talk about the youth, 50 per cent
population of India comprises of youths. The data of the World Bank shows that as
far as the youths between 15 and 24 years are concerned, the 2022 data says that
23 per cent youths in the country were unemployed. This unemployment
percentage is more than in Pakistan, Bangladesh and Bhutan. The Centre for
Monitoring of Indian Economy data shows that 45.4 per cent youths between 12 to
24 years were unemployed. It means every second youth in the country today is
jobless. This is the fact. Another data shows that 26,000 youths of the country
between 2019 and 2021 have committed suicides. 43,000 professionals who were
in jobs have also committed suicide as per this data which is shocking.

This is the reason, Sir, why there has been a rise of 68 per cent in students
leaving the country and going abroad. This is a 6 year all time high data. Two to
three lakh Indians have given up their Indian passports and in Punjab this number
has been maximum. Hon’ble President ma’am says that the enrolment of SC
students have increased. But, the fact is that 14,000 SC, ST and OBC students
have dropped out from pursuing higher studies.

| can tell you the data pertaining to my State. During my student days, lots of
SC students pursued higher studies. Now, the numbers of SC students have
remained half of that only. Many SC students did not get scholarships because
there was corruption that was indulged in by the Minister of Congress party. This

The 2.5 lakh monthly income ceiling has not been increased for the
last 10 years. It should be increased to Rs. 8 lakhs.

There is an increasing menace of drugs problem in the country. When we
talked about our demographic dividend 10 years ago, now it is becoming a
demographic disaster. Why are we not serious about overcoming the drug
menace. Punjab is facing a serious drug menace as Pakistan is sending drugs
consignment now via drones. Every nook and corner of Punjab, every family is
suffering. Daily, our youths are dying in Punjab due to drug overdose. Why drones
from Pakistan are not being stopped from entering India. Why are they not shot
down? Why borders are not being sealed and air-security is not being
strengthened? This is needed.

Sir, 60 per cent country comprises of farmers. In 2015, a promise was made
that the income of farmers will be doubled. NSO data shows that in 2015, the
income of a farmer was Rs. 8000/-. By 2018-19, it could increase to only Rs.
10,000/-. We do not have the data of their income after that. From 2015 to 2019, if
only Rs. 2000/- increase was there in farmers’ income, when did their income
double? Why did you not fulfil your promises? Why the income of farmers did not
get doubled? NSO data also shows that 50% farmer families are in debt now. In 5
years, this debt has increased 58%.

Centre for Science and Environment data shows that in 2019,
2819 farmers committed suicide. Which means, in our country, every hour, a

farmer is committing suicide. So, there is crisis among farmers.
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Punjab is an agricultural State. The farmers in Punjab are under maximum
debt. 80 to 85% small and marginal farmers are reeling under debt of Rs. 3 lakhs.
Thousands of farmers are committing suicide in Punjab. The Hon. President
ma’am has talked about Rs. 18 lakh crore MSP amount, but Sir, 850 farmers got
martyred during the farmers’ agitation. Promises were made that a mandatory
Committee will be constituted for fixing MSP, Swaminathan Commission
recommendations of C2 + 60% will be made compulsory. Years have passed, but
no such thing has been done.

The fact is that if we take wheat, DAP, urea, fertilizers — the cost input of
crops have increased 80% but the output of MSP is dismal. Farmers are spending
money from their own pockets. During Russia—Ukraine war, wheat prices had
increased. But, the Government banned the export so that farmers should not get
any money.

So, | urge upon the Government that your schemes are good. The 6,000/-
rupees scheme is there. Kisan Samman Nidhi is good. But, in 2021, this scheme
was given to 2 crore 90 lakh farmers whereas in 2023-24, beneficiary farmers were
reduced to 8.5 lakh farmers only. Why this reduction? Income of farmers has not
increased.

In Punjab, land is 1.5% of India. 80 crore beneficiaries are there of the ration
scheme. The farmers of Punjab contribute the maximum foodgrains. Why did you
reduce 26% beneficiaries in Punjab of Kisan Samman Nidhi Scheme? What is our

fault? Why is this step-motherly treatment meted out to Punjab?
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The farmers of Punjab have lost our river waters. We cultivate land by dint of
our sweat and blood. Why this discrimination? The Crop Insurance Scheme is
there. No one says that Insurance Companies have gobbled up Rs. 57,000 crore
rupees from this scheme. We in Punjab do not get a penny.

Our Chief Minister of AAP says that we will help farmers during a crisis or a
calamity. The AAP did not give a penny to farmers. Floods were there. Farmers
are committing suicide. But, the Punjab Government has not helped the farmers.

Now, | come to the poor people. The Aayushmaan Bharat Scheme for poor
is a very good scheme. You are giving houses and ration to poor which is a good
thing. But, the Hon. President says that Government has raised 25 crore people
and brought them out of poverty level. 80 crore people are beneficiaries of free
ration as they cannot feed themselves. They do not have houses, latrines, food
etc. How is India developing then?

Sir, the UN Report State of Food Security in the World says that 74 per cent
of Indians are unable to afford healthy food. In Global Hunger Index, we are at
111" spot. 1/3" girls of our country are anaemic. The fact is that income has not
increased. Price-rise has sky-rocketed. Petrol price has increased by 40 per cent.
Diesel price has increased by 60 per cent. Prices of pulses have increased by 70
per cent. Crop prices have increased by 75 per cent. Milk and milk products prices
have increased by 77 per cent since 2012. 5 years ago, we spent 55 per cent less
money on eating food. Now, it has increased by 55 per cent. Prices have gone
through the roof.

SHRIMATI HARSIMRAT KAUR BADAL: The RBI data shows that income of
people had got reduced by 5.1% and their debt has increased by 5.8%.*

Sir, | made my maiden speech in 2014, when | entered this House, on the
Motion of Thanks on President’s Address. Now, since | have declared that | am not
going to contest the coming general elections, this would be my final speech in this
House for now.

Sir, | come from a family of freedom fighters. My grandfather, Shri Paturi
Rajagopala Naidu was a freedom fighter, social worker, reformer, writer and the
right-hand of legendary Parliamentarian, Prof. N.G. Ranga. He was also an MLA,
MLC and twice, the Member of this very House. My mother was a fourth-term MLA
and also a Minister in the Government of Andhra Pradesh. So, | come from a family
which has a legacy of fighting for the people.

This is indeed the last Session of the 17" Lok Sabha, and every Member of
the House is bidding adieu. The reason that | have decided to not contest the
coming general elections is this. It is not easy to sail on two boats in one go, that is,
to be in public life and also to continue as an entrepreneur. So, | have decided to
give a pause to my political life. Despite stepping aside from electoral politics, my
commitment and resolve to serve the nation remain steadfast as | plan to contribute
to the country’s development by investing, innovating, creating employment
opportunities, and generating revenue and wealth for the nation.

My group of companies is providing jobs to about 17,000 people and
undertaking various welfare measures for them and their family members. So, |
serve the country in a different form and | am sure this House and people of my

State will appreciate my decision.
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Before | start my observations on the President's Address, | would like to
take the opportunity to first thank our party’s President, Shri N. Chandrababu Naidu
Garu, who has allowed me to be a part of this House twice. | admit that | have
learned a lot from him and he guided me during my tenure and difficult times.

| would also like to thank the Hon. Speaker and all the Chairmen for their
help, cooperation, and guidance in this House. | also express my gratitude to the
officials of the Lok Sabha Secretariat who are always ready to help the Members. |
particularly thank and wish to place on record my admiration for the Reporters
sitting at the Table who record and report our speeches verbatim. When | read my
speech the next day, | could not stop appreciating the flawless speech that has
reached me. So, | also thank them.

And, more than anybody else, | sincerely and wholeheartedly express my
deep sense of gratitude to every single team member of my Guntur Parliamentary
Constituency, the TDP leaders, and colleagues of Guntur without whose support,
cooperation, and blessings | would not have been able to undertake my ten-year
successful journey as an MP and would not have done whatever | could for the
people of Guntur. So, | once again thank all of them from the bottom of my heart.

Sir, | compliment the hon. Prime Minister, Shri Modiji, for finally consecrating
Ram Mandir in Ayodhya, and the entire country is greatly indebted to him. | plan to
visit the Temple one day, as it realizes the 500-year-old dream of all Hindus. The
world knows that we are one of the oldest civilizations on earth. Here, | only wish to
say that the stones may be old, but they are chiselled afresh. Our civilization may

be ancient; but, | feel, it is born again under Modi ji. The last ten years of Modiji's
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Government may be like any other; but he ensured that it marks a new dawn. The
date of 22™ January, in many ways, has redefined and rediscovered our civilization.
Not just this, this new Parliament imbued with the fragrance of Ek Bharat,
Shreshtha Bharat is one more testimony to our civilization and culture. So, |
compliment the hon. Prime Minister for his leadership and vision for the country.

Sir, even though we are not a part of the NDA, | cannot resist my temptation
to praise the Government under the stewardship of Shri Modiji over the last ten
years, how he has taken this country to new heights and we are on the verge of
becoming third largest economy in the world. It is not just governance, but it is the
leadership that counts, and, that is, Modiji's leadership.

| just want to mention the top ten achievements of this Government which
has really brought me a lot of joy. One, he has made our country the fastest-
growing economy among G20 countries. Two, twenty-five crore people have been
lifted out of poverty and 80 per cent are being given free food grains till 2028.
Three, the credit for rolling out GST goes to Modiji. Forex reserves have registered
US $ 615 billion now. Four, with the push to Digital India, about 46 per cent of the
world's total real-time digital transactions take place in India; 1200 crore
transactions were done through UPI in Dec'23; now, even Eiffel Tower ticket can be
purchased through UPI. Five, an amount of Rs.34 lakh crore have been transferred
through DBT and JAM Trinity and has helped to curb corruption. Six, 3.75 lakh
kilometers new roads have been constructed in villages; 1.46 lakh kilometers new
National Highways and 150 airports have been constructed; Seven, One-Nation-

One-Power Grid, One-Nation-One-Gas-Grid, One-Nation-One-Ration-Card, One-
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Rank-One-Pension have all been welcomed. Eight, successful dealing with the
COVID-19 pandemic and free vaccines to more than 150 countries. Nine, 33 per
cent reservation for women; women as fighter pilots for the first time; women
cadets given admission for the first time in Sainik Schools and the National
Defence Academy, and the tenth is the PM-KISAN and PM Fasal Bima Yojana
which have been a great boon for the farmers of this country.

Sir, the House is aware that | spoke on various subjects relating to local,
State, national, and international issues during my 10-year tenure in this House,
and gave valuable suggestions and recommendations, including in the Committees
that | participated in. Some of them have been accepted and have been
implemented as policy also. | thank Modiji and this Government for the same.

Sir, with your permission | wish to touch upon a few things which | have been
able to achieve for the people of Guntur. | fought for the capital Amaravati. | raised
it many times in Parliament. | am still supporting the farmers' agitation which is
going on for more than 1,500 days for making Amaravati as the sole capital. It is
still happening in my constituency.

Sir, | request for just a few more minutes. This is my final speech. Please
indulge me and give me a couple of minutes.

| could get Rs. 1,500 crore for the development of Amaravati and Rs. 1,000
crore for my constituency in Guntur for the underground drainage system from the
Central Government. Nearly 20,000 houses are sanctioned in the Guntur Lok
Sabha constituency area and 50,000 free water connections to the poor have

commenced. | have been instrumental in getting chilli and turmeric better
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remunerative price and also geotagging of chillis for export. | also succeeded in
getting exemption of tax on capital gains on the first sale of land for farmers from 29
villages of Amaravati. The Kondaveeti Vagu Lift Irrigation project was completed.
Many lift irrigation projects were completed in the constituency. There have been
completed AIIMS at Mangalagiri, CHC in Thullur and PHCs at Chebrolu, Duggirala,
Vatticherukuru and Madikonduru. | played a crucial role in announcing Amaravati
as a Smart City. Development of Guntur road infrastructure, including the Inner
Ring Road, and various railway works are under progress. One Kendriya Vidyalaya
at Tenali has been established during my tenure. There is also a National
Agricultural University for Guntur. Rs. 60 crore worth of development works were
undertaken in 10 years with MPLADS & MGNREGS funds. And, the list goes on.

Sir, the hon. President has rightly mentioned about setting up of a Central
Tribal University in Telangana. | welcome it. But at the same time, | ask the hon.
Prime Minister as to what his Government has done about various institutions
mandated to be set up in the State of AP under the AP Reorganisation Act. As per
the 13" Schedule of this Act, the Government of India should set up 11 institutions,
right from a tribal university to National Institute of Disaster Management.

Sir, the less | talk about Polavaram the better. When the TDP left the
Government in 2019, about 75 per cent of the project was completed. But now,
even after five years, it appears that the project is exactly where it was five years
ago. Since this is my final speech in this House, my appeal to the Hon. Prime
Minister is to approve the 2" revised cost estimate of the project, which comes to

Rs. 55,656 crores, and complete the project in a time-bound manner.
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Sir, again, | do not want to enter into a debate on special category status to
AP. It was Modi ji and former Vice President, Shri Venkaiah Naidu Garu, who
promised SCS for 10 years to the State. Nothing happened and the Government of
India is trying to escape by showing non-existing 14" Finance Commission
recommendations. All | ask the hon. Prime Minister is to either give special
category status to AP or extend all facilities, financial and otherwise, that are being
extended to the North-Eastern and hilly States, also to AP as a stop-gap
arrangement, till SCS is conferred, for a period of 10 years.

Sir, there are other issues also such as setting up of a major port, integrated
steel plant, crude oil refinery and petrochemical complex, and establishing a new
railway zone in Visakhapatnam, development of a metro rail facility in
Visakhapatnam and connecting Vijayawada-Guntur-Tenali among other things. The
Railway Minister is on record saying that Government of AP has not given land for
a new railway zone, but the Government of AP says that it has given the land.
Whom should | believe, Sir? We need a clarification.

Sir, since | am not speaking on the Budget, | wish to touch upon a couple of
points on the Indian economy. By moving from the 10" largest economy 10 years
ago to the 5" largest, it is an indisputable fact that we are one of the biggest bright
spots in the world's economy today. Modi Ji rightly says that we have immense
potential backed by impressive performance during the last decade as we could
demonstrate and showcase robust and resilient growth driven by perseverance,
ingenuity and vision. | wish that Bharat continues this in the coming years and

becomes the 3" largest economy in the next two to three years of time.
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Sir, we all should agree that reforms help us to be the fastest growing
economy among G20 countries. The growth this fiscal is estimated to be about 7.5
per cent when compared to 9.1 per cent in 2021-22 and 7.2 per cent in 2022-23.
Forex reserves are over USD 615 billion; FDI is impressive; foreign trade is going
up; 25 crore people came out of poverty; unprecedented creation of infrastructure
took place; 23.5 lakh crore tax receipts and 30.3 lakh crore revenue receipts are
very healthy; and less anticipation of borrowings is there in the coming fiscal. | am
sure that Bharat is poised to achieve the set goals in Amrit Kaal, and the list goes
on.

But, at the same time, we should admit that we are not able to provide jobs
that people are expecting. We are still making the industry run from pillar to post for
approvals and permissions, particularly in sectors like EVs and lithium-ion battery
manufacturing, among others, and imposing duties on them, despite claiming that
Government of India is facilitating ease of doing business. | appeal to the hon.
Prime Minister to focus a little bit more on this. Otherwise, it is not easy to achieve
the objectives behind Atmanirbhar Bharat.

There are some challenges that our economy is facing, such as increasing
integration of the global economy, and to be in tune with that, we have to push our
domestic performance and be also ready to bear the spillover effects of the global
economy. The second is Artificial Intelligence and the challenges it poses to
Governments, given apprehensions that Al may eat away jobs, particularly in the

services sectors. The third is non-availability of talented and skilled workforce in the
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industry. | am sure, the Government is looking into these and other issues to further
propel growth to become the third largest economy.

Sir, we are in the election year and a couple of months from now we are
going to have General Elections and also Assembly elections in my State. For free
and fair elections, the Election Commission should ensure error-free electoral rolls.
But, if you look at Andhra Pradesh, the ground reality is the other way around. The
DEOs and EROs are not following the directives of the ECI in preparing error-free
electoral rolls due to pulls and pressures from the ruling dispensation.

The delegation of TDP met the full ECI and a letter was also written by
former CM, Shri Nara Chandrababu Naidu garu, about the subjugation of the
democratic rights of the people of Andhra Pradesh through electoral malpractices
and removing names of TDP supporters and sympathizers from the electoral list.
So, there is a need to immediately deploy Electoral Roll Observers in Andhra
Pradesh from Government of India to stop these electoral malpractices. The
unfortunate part is that the field machinery deployed, instead of correcting mistakes
in the electoral rolls which is the crux of the issue, took a casual approach by
transferring the responsibility to lower officers and not following strict and
meticulous instructions given by the ECI.

As | said, Sir, | am taking a break from politics. The reason is | cannot sail on
two boats at the same time due to various limitations. | feel, that businessmen are a
very important part of the political process, which is essential in my opinion as they
play a pivotal role in driving the economy and its growth. They need to have

freedom to express themselves and to take a stand against the Government of the
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day, when necessary, without fear of reprisals and attacks on their businesses.
This institution, the Parliament should ensure law-abiding businesses are not
exposed to harassment even if they do not share the same political views. This is
extremely important because if we look at the affidavits submitted by all the
Members, 20 per cent of the Lok Sabha Members are declared as businessmen. |
am sure all of them are having the same problems that | have faced in these last
ten years.

In the developed world, business people are encouraged to be a part of the
political administration as they can play an important part in helping people take
charge of their economic destinies. Unfortunately, in our country, this means
constant fear of reprisals and vendettas. To start and run a business, one has to
get more than 70 approvals from various agencies at the local, State, and Central
level, and each of these agencies can be weaponized by the party in power which
is detrimental to the Make in India initiative, Atmanirbhar Abhiyaan and defeats the
very objective of Ease of Doing Business.

While | may be stepping away from politics, | will not be sleeping. | will
continue to contribute to my State and to the country, as a businessman, by
investing, innovating, and creating employment opportunities, revenue, and wealth
for the nation. When | can devote my full time to politics and be the type of
representative that | want to be and that people deserve, just like Shri Rama’s
return after his 14 years of vanavas, | will also come back stronger.

With these words, | support the Motion and thank the hon. President for her

Address to both the Houses. Thank you, for giving me the time, Sir.

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"SHRI V.K. SREEKANDAN (PALAKKAD): | thank you very much for allowing me
to express my views on the motion of thanks to the President's Address.

To be very frank, the countrymen expected a lot from the President’s
Address as this address is the last one of the incumbent governments, but the
people of this country were greatly disappointed as there was no mention of the
many challenges the country is facing such as huge unemployment, skyrocketing
inflation or price rise, the threat emanating from the tail like neighbouring countries,
etc. The Address is like an election speech and presents a progress card of the
government, but for the countrymen, it depicts a wasteful 10 years of the country
since the year 2014. By portraying a bad into good cannot become good. A
decoration without solid support cannot withstand and may fall and this is what is
going to happen in the next 2024 elections, the people will expose the government.

It was assured to the youths of the country that the government shall provide
two crore jobs every year, and the total number of jobs to be created during these
last nearly 10 years amounts to twenty crore, but | am surprised that the
government only distributed a few thousands of appointment letters here and there.
Even the one lakh fifty thousand youths who were supposed to be inducted into the
army were not lucky enough to have it. The unemployment ratio in this country is
moving so fast surpassing the speed of a Cheetah The youths have no direction on
what to do and the conditions of our youths are that they are even ready to go into

a country where their life can be at risk due to wars or conflicts. We saw thousands

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of youths lined up for jobs in Israel and the prevailing conditions in Israel are a well-
known fact to all of us. This is the pathetic condition of our youths today.

Many promises were made in the past that the government would bring down
the prices of all essential commodities The fact is that the benefit of a reduction in
the global crude oil price has not been passed on to the people and the people are
bound to pay the same price when the global crude oil price was at its peak There
is no relief for the women who take care of the kitchen from the escalating price of
cooking gas. The prices of all essential commodities have increased manifold and
the common man was not able to bear the brunt of escalating price rises on it. On
the one hand, people are without jobs or earning avenues, and on the other side,
the prices of all essential commodities have become beyond their reach to buy.

The government claims that it lifted twenty-five crore people from poverty, but
the fact is that the government itself is bound to provide a free ration of 5 kg food
gains to above 80 crore. What does this mean. is it not contradicting what the
government claims and the reality prevailing in the country?

Another serious thing that | noticed in the Address is that there has been no
mention of the Chinese occupation of our territory since the year 2020. There are
reports that more than 4,000 sq.mtrs. of our land has been encroached by China
and the people in border areas of our country were not able to move freely on their
land. This is a fact that even the party man of this government is publicly saying
about this on various social media.

It was widely publicized the vision of the government which aims the

government to make Hawai chappal wala board the flight and quoted many actions
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in this regard But what we are experiencing is that many State governments have
been pleading with the Union government to take action to reduce the airfares as
airfares have become not affordable to even affordable segments. So what to talk
about Hawai chappal wala boarding the flight. One should preach what he can
translate. Many thousands of Keralites who are working abroad and in other parts
of the country were not able to visit their hometowns in festive seasons due to
exorbitant airfares. Many organizations working for the welfare of Keralites based in
many countries were demanding to take steps to reduce the airfares or allow them
chartered flights. But nothing is heard and the government is repeating the slogan
"My dream was Hawai Jahaz for people with Hawai Chappal" which is in total
contradiction to the reality. Even the people were not able to undertake pilgrimage
to pilgrim places like performing Haj, etc.

Another cause of concern is increasing road accidents in the country, but in
the Address no mention has been made of it. According to the World Health
Organisation, road accidents across the globe are fastly declining but in our
country, it is steadily increasing. Keeping a check on the increased road accidents
in the country is also equally important for laying or constructing more kilometers of
roads. The authorities should take serious note of suggestions they receive from
the State governments of any local body institutions from time to time to prevent
road accidents by rectifying unscientific methods adopted while laying roads.

In recent times it has been noticed the deviation from the attention of the
railways' priority, resulted in many rail accidents in the country, including the

infamous Balasore rail accidents which killed hundreds of people. It has been
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reported widely that one of the reasons for the increased rail accidents is due to the
huge shortage of staff consisting of loco pilots, security-related staff, etc. The
shortage of staff is piling up and it seems that the government is moving on this at a
snail's speed. Another issue which | would like to state here about the increased
trade deficit. The trade deficit has reached to unprecedented level, especially with
China. The government claims increased exports, but the reality is that we have a
huge trade deficit.

The Government has assured the farmers that their income will be doubled
by 2022. But the conditions of our annadhataas are that even they were not able to
recover the cost they incurred for cultivation. It was assured that the Minimum
Support Price on all agricultural produce would be increased, but it is still on paper.
Similarly, the rubber growers in the State of Kerala are having a tough time on all
accounts and the Rubber Board is not coming to their rescue rather than sending

rubber plants to some north-eastern states from Kerala.

Government is making false claims of providing employment to
crores of youths.

Drug addiction among youths is an issue of great concern. Seizure of huge
quantities of drugs are being reported daily. Narcotics Control Bureau data reveals
manifold increase in drug abuse and trafficking in recent years. Even school
children are becoming the victims of drug mafia. Unfortunately, the Government is
not considering the seriousness of this issue.

The traditional fishing sector in the country is facing a crisis, unlike ever
before. The traditional fishermen are struggling to survive due to job loss and no
other source of income. The coastal areas in the country are the most vulnerable to
the adverse effects of climate change. The demand for implementing a scheme for
ensuring minimum employment in a year for traditional fishermen has not been
considered yet by the Government.
