T h ere  is no sense o f direction to the 
country. In  this context, whether it is 
relevant or not, it is for you  to consider. 
B ut I  m ay subm it that i f  this is the a tti­
tude taken by the Ja n a ta  G overnm ent, 
where w ill be the people lead to and 
whether they are getting the efficient 
ad m inistration  at the hands o f  the Ja n a ta  
G o vern iren t ? T h a t is m y po int.

A P R IL  19, 1979 Min of Comm., 
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N ow , S ir , I m ay subm it that so far as 
the p u b lic  d istribution is concerned, 
the param ount im portance o f public  dis­
tribution in bringing about social re­
form ation cannot be under-estim ated for 
a  country like  In d ia . O urs is a poor 
country w ith grow ing population ol 62 
to 65 crores, w ith people struggling agaii.st 
exp loitation, unem ploym ent ar.d growir.g 
social insecurity. N ow , the question 
is whether the pu b lic  distribution or 
p rivate  distribution could he a  solution. 
I m ay subm it that only the public dis­
tribution could be the solution, only the 
pu blic  distribution could bring btntfits 
to the masses o f this country. N ow, shall 
I subm it an d shall I suggest one thing? 
T h e entry o f pu b lic  scctor in consumer 
goods distribution is essential to keep 
up the prices o f  essential commodities 
balanced. O therw ise, the private tri.e;e,', 
the private m onopoly trade, w ill create 
im balances, Im ay say, to the detriment 
o f the common people ' o f the country. 
T h e y  m ay create chaos. In  the initial 
stages they m ay g ive  some tem ptirg 
benefits, but at the end they will 
destroy the entire distribution system. 
T herefore , I w ould suggest that in all 
respects, so far as the essential commo­
dities are concerned, there must be public 
distribution system. It must be stream­
lined  and further, it must be canalised 
in order to help the poor people, parti­
cu larly  the common people o f this country^

W e have been given the price index, 
statistics are furnished, but are the people 
concerned w ith  statistics ? You have 
stated that the wholesale price has been 
stable and that there has been no in­
crease, but w hat w ould be the reaction 
o f the people, o f the housewife ? The 
statistics that have been furnished are 
distorted. T h e correct statistics are, 
a va ilab le  today in the market. I f  we 
go to the m arket, we w ill find out the 
rate p revailin g  there, whether it has. 
gone up, whether there is stability in the 
prices. T h e  other day housewives de­
m onstrated an grily  before Parliament 
stating that the prices had gone up, and. 
that they could not m anage. So, people 
have no faith in the statistics furnished 
by the departm ents o f the Government..

W hat is thelposition prevailin g  in the 
country today ? H oarders are active. 
A fter the advent o f the Ja n a ta  Govern­
m ent they have become free. I can 
understand the philosophy o f people 
liv in g  w ithout fear, but I cannot under­
stand hoarders, smugglers and black- 
m arketeers liv in g  without any 
fear. G iv in g  freedom  to them is a 
sure m ethod o f  dam aging not only the 
econom y, but also the dem ocracy o f this, 
country.

T h is  M in istry  deals with ccmmerce,. 
c iv il supplies and co-operatior— svibject£?
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which a re  co n cern ed  w ith  the so c io ­
economic tra n sfo im atio n  o f  the co u n try . 
So, I h a v e  to su b m it w ith  sorrow  
that to d a y  h oarders are  e x p lo itin g  the 
common p eo p le  o f  the co u n try , th ey  are 
nicking the b lo o d  o f  the p o o r p eop le  
of the co u n try . W h a t steps are G o v e rn ­
ment ta k in g  a gain st these p eop le  ? I 
know th ere  is th e  E ssen tial C o m m o d ities 
Act, b u t w h a t a ctio n  has been  taken 
so far a g a in st these h oarders un der 
that A c t ?  U n less som e strin g en t a ctio n  
is taken ag a in st these h o arders, the 
economy o f  the co u n try  w ill be d efin itely  
ruined, th e  essen tial co m m o d ities w ill  
not rea ch  the com m on  p eo p le , th eir 
availab ility  w i l l  be je o p a rd ised .

Th e M in ister m ay  be c cn .p l;.c tr .t 
because o f  in crease  in  a g ric u ltu ra l p ro d u c- 
tioii, but I h av e  to v,'£.in 1 im . \Vc shovild 
be v ery  c a ie fu l, L c c a ts e , as w e  h ave  
learnt in  the p a st, i f  there is  a  fa ll in  
agriciiltural p ro d u ctio n  d u e  to b a d  m.on- 
soon it  w i l l  oversh ad o w  the oth er sectors 
of the eco n o m y, an d  there w ill  be a  d o w n ­
ward tren d  so far as in d u str ia l p ro d u ctio n  
is con cern ed. W e  also  k n o w  there is 
'large-scale d eficit fin a n c in g . In the 
atest B u d g e t it  is to the e xten t o f  R s. 
1355 crores. T h e  a rg u m e n t a d v a n c e d  
earlier in  fa vo u r o f  the S ix th  ro llin g  
,plan w as th at it  w o u ld  w ip e  o u t d efic it 
planning.

So far as the p r ic e  s itu atio n  is co n ­
cerned, the M in iste r  is fa c in g  a serious 
situation in  v ie w  o f  this h u g e  d eficit 
financing. H e  m ust b e  v e r y  ca refu l and  
cautious in  h is a p p ro a ch . [ O th erw ise , 
the s itu a tio n  w i l l  becom e w orse in  the 
near fu tu re .

C o m in g  to im p orts a n d  exp orts, w h a t 
is the p o sitio n  a t p resen t?  I q u o te  
from the E co n o m ic  S u rv ey  o f  1978-79:

“ T h e  w o rsen in g  in  the b a lan ce  o f  
trade n oticed  last y e a r  has co n tin u ed  
in  the cu rren t y e ar. Im po rts
w h ich  rose sh arp ly  last year h ave  
in creased  fu rth er in  the cu rren t 
y e ar a n d  are  21 p er cen t h ig h e r  in  
A p r il— N o ve m b er 1978 th an  the 
le v e l in  the co rresp o n d in g  p erio d  in 
197 7. E xp orts w h ose g ro w th  h ad  

sh arp ly  d ec elerated  last year 
sh ow  a  s lig h t  d e c lin e  in A p r il—  
N o vem b er 1978 as co m p ared  to 19 7 7. 
T h e  g ro w th  in  im p o rts w as d ue to 
in creased  im p orts o f  item s lik e  e d ib le  
o ils , a r t ific ia l fibres, iro n  a n d  steel, 
fe rtilize rs  a n d  h ig h er  costs o f  p etro ­
leu m  a n d  its p ro d u cts .”

I q u o te  fu rth er :

“ N o n -u tilisa tio n  o f  the c o u n try ’s 
g ro w in g  fo reign  e x c h a n g e  reserves 
for d evelo p m en t b ad  been  a  point 
of criticism e arlie r. T h is  situation
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has ch an ged  con siderably since then. 
Im po rts last year w ere 19.5 per cent 
h ig h er th an  in  1976-77 and  cu rren tly  
th ey  are  2 1 per cen t h igh er than 
in  the correspon ding period last year. 
A p a r t  from  ed ib le  oils, the increase 
is d ue to the im port o f raw  m aterials, 
in term ed iate  goods, and  cap ita l 
goods e .g ., cotton, artific ia l fibres, 
fe rtilizers , steel, cem ent, non-ferrous 
m etals an d  m ach in ery. T h e  ra te  o f 
g ro w th  in  the reserves has also 
slacken ed  because o f  the lev ellin g  
o f  n on -exp ort receipts w h ich  h ave 
been a m ajor factor in their g ro w th .”

“ T h e  exp o rt situ ation  has changed  
som ew h at d ram atica lly . W h ile  the 
ra te  o f  g ro w th  o f  exp orts h ad  com e 
d o w n  to 4 .5 %  in  1977-78 , d u rin g  the 
current year it  seems doubtful i f  
they w ill  cross last year’s level. It is 
therefore necessary that efforts are 
co n cen trated  on a  strategy w h ich  w ill 
prom ote  the co n tin ued  grow th  o f 
m an u factu red  item s and not re lv  
on  a  boom  in  com m odities lik e  sugai,- 
tea, a n d  coffee. I t  is im p ortant that 
the reg im e o f  exp ort assistance 
evo lve d  in  the past is con tin ued  w ith  
m odificatio n s on ly  w here excessive 
assistance has been gran ted .”  .

Y  ou h av e  ban n ed  the exp ort o f vegetables. 
V e g e ta b le s  are  h ig h ly  p erishab le  items. 
W h a t is the p ercen tag e  o f  exp ort o f vege­
ta b le s?  I t  is o n ly  one per cent, o f the total 
p ro d u ctio n  o f  v eg eta b les. B an n in g the 
e xp o rt o f v eg eta b le s  is n o t the solution. It 
w ill o n ly  h am p er the in crease in  produ ction  
o f  v eg eta b les. I t  w ill a lso  reduce the em ­
p lo y m e n t op p ortu nities.

“ A lth o u g h  the o v e ra ll perform an ce o f 
th e  eco n o m y can  be regard ed  as satisfactory, 
its im p a c t on the basic p roblem  
o f  u n em p lo ym en t is n ot percep tib le . A s 
p o in te d  o u t e arlie r, em p oym ent in the 
o rg an ised  sector does not show m uch 
im p ro v e m e n t an d  em p loym en t exch an g e 
d a ta , w ith  a l l  th eir lim itatio n s, d efin itely  
p o in t to  th e  fa c t th at em p loym en t opp or­
tu n ities a re  n o t in creasin g as fast as the 
la b o u r  fo r c e .”

I  h av e  q u o ted  this also  from  the E co n o - - 
m ic  S u rv ey . M y  submissioi? is, i f  w e  w a n t 
to  a ch iev e  se lf-re lia n ce , w e m ust in crease  
ou r exp o rts and  red u ce our im ports. T h e  
m ain  task o f  the J a n a ta  G o vern m en t, is 
to  g iv e  fo o d  and  m edicin e to the p eo p le  
o f  this co u n try . B ecause o f  the in tern al 
crisis in  the ru lin g  p a rty , th ey  do n o t find 
a n y  tim e to  lo o k  after the w e lfa re  o f  the 
p e o p le  o f  this coun try.

Y o u  m a y  g o  on sayin g  th at for the la st • 
30 years, n o th in g  w as don e. B u t yo u  
m ust rem em b er one th in g . I f  y o u  k eep  on 
sa y in g  th a t, p eo p le  w i l l  n o t h ear yo u r 
T h a t  a rg u m e n t h as b eco m e sta le . I f  y o u  :
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continue to show this altitude, one day, 
you willcomt ti this side and then only 
you will realise your mistakes

brow, simply because their coffers are now 
full with nearly Rs 4,000 crores, callous 
indifference is shown towards exports.

< xist Becaust of the valuable fomu1 
t xchange rt serve s we have tht Ministry 
is taking this attitude of indifirience it 
wards exports Already two years ha\ 
gone The indw ition is th it the rt is gomi?

SHRI A C  GEORGF I know, mv 
time is limited I am discussing only 
the philosophy behind Government s
functioning, the attitude taken by th 
Government that the valuable foreu? 
exchange is something which they can g t 
by a few thousands of Indian’s working 
abroad This philosophy is wrom, 
Exports are indicative of the growth of th 
economy At least now, let us think 
of building up a stabilised export poliev 
Let u» give our buyers abroad an assurance 
that we will not be going by quixotic 
methods, we will not be guided by adho< 
ism, we will have a steady policy where 
they can be assured of supply. Especially 
in the Gulf countries, many of them arc 
accustomed to condiments and other 
food items, since they are basically Indians, 
and if we ban the export of those, we arc 
cutting at the very root of the foreign . 
exchange resources May, I, therefoie, 
request the Commerce Munster tor v se
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this policy. This populist slogan of 
'meeting the indigenous demand’ is only 
an alibi. This bad and unhealthy trend 
has to be reversed I hope, the Commerce 
Minister will need the signs on the wall, 
correct the policy and bring forward a 
surplus, balance of payments situation ne\t 
year.

(Ahmednagar) : Sir, I  am  thankfful to 
you for callin g  me. Before I go to 
make some o f the observations which may 
notbe very pleasing to the hon’ble M inis­
ter and his colleagues, I would like to 
say at the outset something which is very 
much in favour o f  his M inistry. O ur 
general experience is th at government 
departments or governm ents organisations 
do not function properly but I  must con­
gratulate Shri D hariaji and his colleagues 
for the excellent functiniong o f  the 
N C  D  C  and the way it is taking a  
practical a'ttitude to a number o f problems 
of the cooperative movement in this 
country. A ll o f  us know how im portant 
the cooperative movement is for the 
well being o f  millions o f  poor people 
in this country. But I am glad in  this 
Report itself o f  the D epartm ent o f  
Civil Supplies and Cooperation a very 
significant para has been mentioned on 
page 3 w hich I quote :

“ In  no other country in  the w orld is 
the cooperative movement as large and 
deversified as in  India. I t  leaves 
almost no sector o f the econom y un ­
touched. O ver the years, cooperative 
a ctiv ity  has progressively increased in 
terms o f  mem bership, resources and 
transactions. T o d a y, th e econom ic 
value o f  cooperative a ctiv ity  exceeds 
Rs. 15,000 crores per annum — abou t 
one-fourth o f  the to tal n ation al incom e. 
T h e  m ovem ent involves abou t e ight 
crore people and is perhaps one form 
o f econom ic organisation w h ich  in­
volves the largest num ber o f  people.’ '

I broadly agree w ith  th e assessment o f  
the M in istry  as far as this aspect is con­
cerned but then I  w ould  lik e  to say th at 
though you r intentions are good and as 
far as th e C ooperation  D epartm ent is 
concerned, you  are g iv in g  proper lead er­
ship y e t the th in k in g  o f  th e governm ent 
as a w hole as far as th e cooperation m ove­
ment is concerned is to ta lly  confused.

Sir, some tim e back there was a  dis­
cussion o f  nationalisation o f cooperative 
units. I  do not w ant to say th at there 
are not weaknesses in th e cooperative 
sector. I  know there are m any m any 
draw-backs. B ut m y p oin t is when we 
discuss and talk about the dem ocratic 
structure and we also know there are m any 
drawbacks in  it, do w e take the position 
that chm ocracy has to  be abolished. 
In fact, we say th at dem ocracy is the oniy 
form of governm ent w h ich  can possibly 
take this country in  th e rig h t direction. 
Similarly, i f  in  cooperative m ovem ent 
there are some drawbacks is nationalisa­
tion a  reply to  it. N o doubt, u ltim ately 
has sen I t  iiled. prevas good.se good 
I am not basically  opposed to  nation ali­
sation.

But had it been a better foim  o f  in ­
volvem ent o f  people, I  would not have 
opposed the basic idea o f  nationalisation. 
N ationalisation in Com m unist countries 
is different. T here, comm unist cadre 
and people’s representative control the 
bureaucracy. T h ey  control and give 
proper direction, guidance and have 
proper check on bureaucracy. But here 
in this country, nationalisation elim inates 
people and impose bureaucracy on the 
organisation. T his is bow  your n ation a­
lisation functions. I t  clearly shows that 
your Governm ent is not going to be suc­
cessful, but I  am  glad th at u ltim ately 
this decision was not taken.

T hen, your M inistry is responsible for 
the adm inistration o f  the Essential Com ­
modities A ct and Consumer Protection. 
In  your own report you have m entioned 
like this.

“ T he basic strategy to com bat in ­
flation and im prove the ava ilab ility  
o f  essential commodities revolves 
round the evolution o f  a  workable 
system o f management o f total demand 
and aggregate supply in th e n aticra l 
economy. T h e  basic tenets o f  this 
strategy are;

(i) Control on money supply ;

(ii) Strengthening o f the p u b lic  
distribution systfm.

N ow  there are a num ber o f  points. I 
am afraid M r. D haria  is not going to 
succeed in his mission o f  con tro llirg  
prices. T h e reason is that there are m any 
factors in the economy which are beyonds 
his control. For instance, the Finance 
M inister yesterday was good enough 
to give some assessment to the country 
and I  hope you  must be aware o f  w h at he 
said in this connection. H e said: “ But 
the very fact th at money supply expan­
sion is running ahead o f growth in  real 
output cautions us about th e possible 
dangers w hich m ay lie  ahead” . A nd I  
m ay say th at you have already entered 
th e inflationary era. But nothing is 
going to stop this in fla ticn a iy  pressure. 
Y o u  should not have resorted to a h eavy 
dose o f indirect taxation and deficit 
financing. T h e  prices are going up. M y 
experience w ith the previous Government 
after 1972, is in spite o f all efforts made to 
bring down th e prices, the G overnm ent 
did not succeed in  holding th e pr/ces 
and this tim e you  are going to land 
yourself in th e same situation. Y ou  
say th at you have succeeded in having 
price stab ility. But ycu  m ay not have 
th at because you have resorted to first 
o f  a ll h eavy  dose o f  deficit financing. It  
is a  necessary evil sometimes. But this 
can be done when th e ru lin g p a rty  or 
th e policy makers have control o f the 
situation. T h ey  should have a firm  grip 
over the national situation. Y o u  see 
w h at is happening in B ihar and U . P.
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Different constituents of your party are 
fighting  against each other  You have 
no  political  grip  over  yourselves 
You are a conglomeration of different 
groups (om* together  Therefore, the 
d-fiut  finane mg itself is goinS to wreck 
th  ec >nomy of this country

I have already referred to the money 
expansion  Then you said about the 
public distribution system  I am in 
favour of public distribution  That is 
th  oily way to give protection to the 
millions of poor people bv making essential 
cmmjditics  available at reasonable 
lev tl of prices  In your constituency 
that is in Pune, there was a conference 
of tralng  community  Ministers be­
longing to yo ir party participate.cl in 
that  This happtns all over the countiy 
and the resolutions arc passed against 
public distribution s\ ste.ni with the en- 
courag'*m,'nt of vour colleague's  But 
you go on making announcements in 
the country that you are going to have 
pub'ic distribution system  If you are 
a single maj >nty partv perhaps vou w mid 
hav succeeded in your policy but vour 
p->ple wio are interested in working 
f>r th" middlemen who ire. expleuters of 
the cwmn people, will not, I think 
allow you to do so  You are talking of 
pabue  distribution system foi the last
io years but the vested interests would 
not allow you to d) se>  Therefore  wc 
sh >uld have a realistic assessment about 
all these matters

by m~ when I sp >ke on the Demands for 
Agriculture Ministry  But  it was a 
very brief reference  When the agricul­
tural produce is brought m the market 
imn*diately after its harvest the price 
is very low  What is the position of price 
index?  The all India position of price 
ind»x of riee has  rcceded from 174 in 
Augu t 1977 to 139 m March 1978

Then, the price index of wheat fell 
from 166 in January to 148 m June 
There was a decline in the prices of 1m- 
ortant  agricultural commodities  I 
avc no time to go into  the  details, 
but basically our price stability has been 
maintained at the cost of agriculture for 
w iich you will have to pay the price

‘ As far as export front is concerned, 
my hon  colleague has already made an 
observation that there is a total failure
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of the Ministry m this respect  1 am 
going to confine myself only to the agri­
cultural exports or the policy aspect of it 
But before that, I would like to say that 
while w are trying to improve relations 
with Bangladesh and Pakistan, as far far 
as improvement in trade is concerned, we 
have not succeeded much It is good tha 
our Prime Minister and toreign Minister 
went to Bangladesh and yesterday and 
day  before that they  have  armed 
at some understanding about trade etc 
At present, what is your trade with Pakis­
tan , the neighbouring ceuntry where 
we have the greatest export potential 
India’s exports to Pakistan during 1977*78 
were worth Rs 1 $ cioies, whereas our im­
ports amounted to Rs  23 crores  As 
tar as Banglad sh  is concerned  though 
there is a little improve version but th* 
same story  Exports to Bangladesh durmg 
1977-78 have been worth Rs  51 crenes 
and the imports in the same year hav< 
been of the e>rder of  Rs  i 16 eroic 
This shows that even m the ne ighbounng 
countries where the largest potential of 
trade is there  we have not succe ded 
much  This neeels to b  paid great r 
attention

As far as export of agricultural commo­
dities is conccrned, T would like to •■av that 
there is a lack of total understanding in 
your Ministn of these problems  last 
Year,  I  referred  to  the  pioblem 
of Swadeshi  concrpt  Wt  are all 
proud ol Gandhiji who ga.vt us this 
mantra Agriculture is our bigge st indus­
try  But how  discnmmately you take 
decisions at the official leve 1 to import 
mass commodities of aguculture without 
canng what will happc n to the agricul­
tural  production  h re  This  is 
what  has  been  happening  duting 
tlie last thirty years  I have a grievance 
against that, though I was a party to it 
being apart of the earlier Government 
Whe n the farmer used to bring his cotton 
to the market, we u ed to import this 
You  go  on  criticising  Shrunati 
Indira  Gandhi’s  Government  but 
you have also not changed your policy 
There is, thus, an  imperative need to 
change your policy  How discnmmately 
you import cotton and even edible oils 
worth Rs  800 crores  Have you ever 
heard of such a figuie?

Sir, imports have to be made but there 
should be a machinery for protection  or 
agricultural commodities  The time has 
come when there must be institutional 
structure for protecting the agncultual 
commodities from mdimminate imports 
so that an officer or a Minister is not free to 
take a decision  Many countries in the 
world have such legislations  Here, we 
become  unfortunate  onlookers
only  There must be a parliamentary
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legislation and an institutional structure. 
Without  proper scrutiny,  no  imports 
should be allowed which destroy the basis 
of agriculture, just as we  have  DGTD 
in the case of industries.  We know of PL. 
480.  This has caused a lot of damage, 
though  there are other sides of it also.
I am glad that we came out of it.

As  far  as  agricultural  exports 
are concerned—We may not follow them 
in  other  aspects  because  they  have 
different situations—there is a lot that we 
can  learn  from  America.  Last  year, 
ATisrica exported agricultural  commodi­
ties  worth  27 billion  dollars.  Their
favourable  trade of balance  after  the
agricultural imports and exports was  to 
the tune :of 13 to i4’'billion dollars. India, 
to  my  mind,  has  a  more  potential 
in  this  respect  than  America.  We
are  glad  that  our  agriculture  has
started  making  good  strides  and  we 
are proceeding in that direction, but our 
export policy has to be framed in proper 

I  perspective.  There  has  been  some 
indication that the Government has started 
in  the right direction.  I do  not know 

!  whether we will succeed.  I am reading 
from the Economic Survey :

“ Till now the policy has been to export 
products whose production has been  sur­
plus to  domestic requirements.  Export 
requirements have not explicitly entered 
the  country’s  production  planning. 
Conscious efforts should now be made  to 
develop production potential —both indus­
trial and agricultural—which will enable 
the export of a wide variety of goods.  A 
greater emphasis on developing  agricul­
tural exports is necessary for  it should not 
b; forgotten  that even to-day the bulk 
of India’s export consists of agricultural 
conmodities  and  agro-based  industrial 
products.  This will also  partly be an 
answer to the difficulties experienc’d on 
account of the restrictions imposed by 
developed countries on some of  India’s 
major  manufactured  exports.”

I have no time to go into details.  You 
have already appointed the Task Force. 
Do you know what the Task Force has 
said ?  They have said that your policy 
of agricultural export is erratic, ad hoc 
and inconsistent.  All these words have 
been used.  This is Government report. 
These are not my words.  I hope you 
will learn from it.

THE MINISTER OF ICOMMERCE,
,  CIVIL  SUPPLIES  AND  COOPERA­
TION  (SHRI  MOHAN  DHARIA) : 
It is my own report.

,  SHRI ANNASAHEB P.  SHlNDE  : 
Therefore,  you should accept it.  You 

■'  should tell the House and the country that 
you accept the recommendations of the 
Task Force.  They have said that India 
Can export Rs. 3,000 crores worth  of 
aj'icaltural  -commodities.  This  will
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Create a lot of employment.  Even at the 
time of difficulties, you should be Consis­
tent with  eicports.  Without that, you 
will not succeed in maintaining export 
markets.

Only one more point and I have done. 
About export of sugar, I must  say that 
your mention in the Report is  incorrect, m 
So, I would like you to see the  factual 
position.  You have said that the prices 
had declined in 1977-78, and that is  why 
you did not export.  I think it is totally 
incorrect.  At  that  time,  prices  were 
economic.  But it was  because  of our 
failure, i.e., when we had stocks we were 
not able to store sugar in this country 
and we had no godowns.  There was  no 
need for domestic requirement.  I couJd 
understand it if, for meeting the require­
ments of domestic consumers  you had 
curtailed  the  exports.  But as  far  as 
sugar is concerned, when it was not re­
quired  for  domestic  consumption,  we 
had no place to store sugar ;  and you 
stopped exports, even in 1977-78 when the 
prices were much better than in 1978-79. 
You exported in 1978-79 when the prices 
had come down.  I would request you  to 
look into  the Report, and see that this 
incorrect statement does not come in it, 
so that the Government’s credibility is 
not affected.

I will talk only of the product rs now 
I f Government is to protect consumers as 
well as producers it has 110 other go 
cxcept to adopt the dual pricing system 
Prof Ai G Ranga the national kisan 
leader, advocated as far back as 1950 a 
policy of dual pacing—1 e , remunerative 
prices should be paid to the agriculturists, 
and leasonahle puces must be fixed foi the 
poor consumers by giving subsidy Wc 
are doing it now We are subsidising 
food to the extent oi Rs 650 crores I 
know Therefoie, unless a dual price  
system is evolved and implemented, it is 
not possible for Government to protet the 
agriculturists

Members from the Janata Party, the 
Congress (I), the Congress (s) and the 
Communist Party, irrespective of party 
afhhations, are saying, and the Mimster 
also knows, that the agriculturists au*
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suffering  very much.  Therefore,  re­
munerative prices have to be fixed.  How 
can remunerative prices be  fixed, how 
can it be implemented ?  That we have 
to see.  Mr. Shinde has said that the 
time has come to come forward with a 
legislation.  Why ?  Because the whole 
thing has changed.  Previously we were a 
country of deficits.  How. with regard 
• to agricultural production, we are be­
coming  surplus.  Therefore,  our policy 
must be changed, and that policy must be 
continuous and stable.

Agricultural production and food are 
under the Ministry of Agriculture, while 
civil supplies has been taken away and 
given  to  another  Minister.  Therefore, 
confusion arises.  Even the Agricultural 
Department is not able to estimate what 
the  production  of agriculture will be. 
Because they are making estimates taking 
into consideration only the existing cir­
cumstances without caring for the research- 
results.  Tiicrefore,  they said that  we 
were going to produce 125 million tonnes 
of foodgrains this year, but we actually got 
127 million tonnes.  Therefore,  there is 
defect in estimating because they are not 
combining  or integrating the  research 
results.

I will give you one example.  Let  us 
take wheat.  In wheat we are going  to 
have a second rev'olution.  If you go  to 
Hissar, you can see a new strain of Kalyan 
Sona.  Earlier its spike was only six inches. 
Now in Hissar you can see the spike is one 
foot.  Earlier in every spike we had only 
two grains.  In the new strain we  are 
having five grains for every spike.  Tillers 
are also more, and it is being popularised 
in the agricultural  fields  by extension 
workers.  It is taking root.  They  are 
confident that within three years  they 
can popularise this strain in  the wheat 
belt.  Then what will be the production ? 
It will be doubled.  Without taking into 
■consideration the research results,  how 
can you estimate ?  Because of the defect 
in estimating, we are unable to  know 
how much surplus we are going to have. 
Unless we know what thesurpluS is going 
to be, it is not possible for us to define 
our policy, ̂ that  is what I am saying. 
Therefore, in every agricultural Tcommo- 
dity, the statistical data are defective 
the estimates  are also  defective.  ’

With_ regard to exports  also, the iMi- 
lustry IS not having the machinery to 
prepare the projections.  You are having 
a research  unit.  They  are  saying 
so  much exports ’—‘ad hoc  arrange­
ments ’ you have said.  I am very glad 
mat you have accepted that the exports 
fe ad hoc and defective.  Unless pro­
jections for the exports are made at least 
Mr five years,  it is not possible for us to 
“  out markets.  Only when we know 
which commodity we are going to have 
wrplus, %ve can explore the markets  in 
Dther countries through our trade  re- 

jjoLS—ij

presentatives  in  Embassies.  I Then we 
can find where we can market our agri­
cultural commodities.  It is quite neces­
sary for tlie Ministry to formulate a policy. 
Therefore,  I  would  request  the  hon. 
Minister to come forward with a legisla­
tion  so  that  remunerative  prices  are 
paid to the agriculturists and support 
prices are fixed and the surplus is pur­
chased and exported.

With regard to tobacco, I have to say 
one thing.  The Minister assured us that 
he is going to bring a comprehensive 
legislation.  I request him to see that it is 
brought as soon as possible.  In that, I 
want to him to have canalisation of to­
bacco so that the growers can be protected 
from the monoplists.  We are not going 
to eliminate private trade through cana­
lisation.  The Minister also knows  that. 
We can control the monopolists and pre­
vent them from exploiting the tobacco 
producers.  My friends will tell other 
details.

With regard to jaggery, 51% of sugar­
cane is going for jaggery production. 
The jaggery producers are not being 
protected.  Even for coconut, a Board 
has been formed.  I request the hon. 
Minister to form a }55oard for Jaggery 
also so that the jaggery producers are 
protected.

As regards,' jute, the Committee on 
Public Undertakings has said that jute 
growers are being exploited.  ,\Therefore, 
I have introduced a Bill for canalisation 
of jute.  It is not necessary that the hon. 
Minister should accept my Bill.  He can 
come forward with a Bill. Jute canali­
sation is also quite necessary.

I have to say one more thing.  Now
the time has come,  when there  is no
difference with regard to parties or politics, 
we want to be one and we have to sup­
plement and complement your  effort. 
We will cooperate with you, if you bring 
forward a legislation so as to save the 
agricultural producers and (he consumers. 
I want the hon. Minister to have a 
feather in his cap by stabilising agri­
cultural  prices.  He  must take  steps
to see that the consumers and (he pro­
ducers  are protected.

SHRI  PABITRA  MOHAN  PRA- 
DHAN _ (Deogarh)  :  Mr. Chairman,
Sir, I rise to support the motion brought 
forward by the Minister in  the forms 
of Demand for Grants of his Ministry.
I have  attentively heard the criticisms . 
made by the hon.  Members opposite. 
The most important criticism is that the 
Department, nay, (he Government  has 
not got any policy so far as export is con­
cerned.  In my opinion, the Government 
and the Department have a policy and it 
is the best policy and a national policy.

The import policy is to import  only 
those commodities which are not a\ai!able 
in our country, Avhich are very costly and
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very dear in the country. The com­
modities that are in excess of the national 
demand have to be exported.  In the 
last so many years, there has been a hue 
and cry that the foodstuffs have become 
very dear.  There has been a rise in 
prices of all sorts of commodities,  mainly 
of the foodstuffs and cloth.  So, they are 
following a general policy that where the 
prices of commodities have risen, the 
exports must be controlled though  not 
fully stopped.  As and when necessary, 
the  exports of commodities which are 
very badly needed for the nation have 
been stopped.  I am pretty sure, there­
fore, that our Government, our Depart­
ment, have a very good policy for the 
nation.

W’hile supporting the demands,  I 
have some grievances to submit before the 
House.  The hon.  Minister may take 
particular care to go into the grievances 
so that the same may be mitigated. 
My grievance is not against the entire 
Department.  My grievance is against the 
MMTG, Orissa branch.  The MMTC, 
Orissa branches functioning in  such a 
way that it is bringing calumny and ble­
mish to the Department, nay, to the 
Government of India.  I am giving one 
particular case.  There is the  Paradip 
port.  From  the Paradip  port,  the 
MMTG exports iron ore, etc. There are 
so many handling agencies there.  One 
of the agencies  the Mahabir Iron Ore 
Agency and this Agency is mostly con­
sisting of labourers.  The proprietor of 
that Agency is one Mr. Fakir Mohan Sat- 
pathy. He has been harassed to such an 
extent that he has been crying and they 
have been reduced to beggary.  I have 
no grudge against the MMTG. Being 
painfully duty-bound,  I am expressing 
this grievance. This iron ore handling 
Agency was given an agency to unload 
rakes of railway wagons at Atharabanki 
railway siding. For no fault of  the 
Agency, it has been  penalised and the 
agency has been taken away from them. 
It has been done only to give facility to 
another rich person or persons who have 
formed  some  organisation. This  iron 
ore Agency and its proprietor, Mr. Fakir 
Mohan Satpathy, have been dragged to 
the law court also by M.M.T.G.  This 
agency had  made a claim  against 
M.M.T.G. to the tune of Rs. 7 lakhs, 
in round figures.  He prayed, he deman­
ded, he entreated and beseached the local 
MMTG autorities there to appoint  an 
arbitrator, but they did not pay  any 
heed to that. Then he was compelled or 
rather forced to go to the law court and 
the law court appointed an  arbitrator. 
He lodged a complaint before the  ar­
bitrator, with a claim of Rs. 7 lakhs the 
MMTG people made a  counter-claim 
of Rs. 49 lakhs against Mahabir Iron Ore 
Agency  and Fakir  Mohan  Satpathy.

That is, as against Rs. 7 lakhs, they made a 
claim rf Rs. 49 lakhs, which is sovm 
times  the  amount.  The  Arbilrator 
heard both the parties and gave his judg­
ment in favour of Mahabir lion Oie 
Ageny and Satpathy.  He ralher passtd 
strictures  against  the  MMTC.  Fakir 
Satpathy was given a part of his claim for 
compensation but the MMTC was not 
given anything, not even a paisa. His- - 
findings were sent to the Court. As per 
the law, if any party was dissatisfied with 
the findings of the Arbitrator, within 50 
days of the pronouncement of the judg­
ment or findings, any parly may go to the 
Court. That was -written there, and the 
law is such. Whereas Fakir Mohan| Sat­
pathy Iron Ore Agency went to the 
court with a further claim, the MMTC. 
as I am informed, has not gone to the 
Court  for  claiming  the  amount  of 
Rs. 49 lakhs belong to the MMTC, nay., 
to the Ministry, nay. to the Goveirmenl. 
nay, to the nation. This means that if it is 
a fact,—and I claim it is a fad—the 
MMTC has caused a loss of Rs. 49 lakhs 
to the nation.  If it is not a fact, they 
have concoctd a claim against Mahabir 
Iron Ore Agency and Fakir Mohare 
Satpathy.

I have been persuing this for  the last
one year. My qviestion  was not allc/wed
here and so I remained silent, and r.ow I 
am using this opportunity to brirg this 
allegation to the notice of the Miristcr.
I am not laying any blame upon anybcdy; 
nor will the Minister get any answer fiom 
them because the Department people did 
not think such a matter will be  brought
up here.  I would be happy if this Fakir
Mohan Satpathy’s case is properly and 
openly enquired into and punishment, 
reward is given  to  the  MMTC.  I 
would be very happy if that is done---

MR.  CHAIRMAN  : Why  should
there be a reward ?

SHRI P.ABITRA MOHAN  PRA­
DHAN :  If they have dcine the right
thing in concocting a claim of Rs. 40 
lakhs...............

SHRI MOHAN DHARIA :  I shall 
look into the matter personally and see- 
that justice is done.

SHRI'  P.ABITRA  MOHAX 
PRADHAN : I am raising this niatter 
here.

SHRI MOHAN DHARIA: I shall look 
into it.

SHRI  PABITRA  MOHAN  PRA­
DHAN : I am compelled to j;aise it here 
because, otherwise, if we just put in an- 
application or a memorandvm, I krcw- 
what will happen to that in the Govern­
ment.  They send it to the pepartnicm, 
and the Department will stick to their
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old  decision  and  will  hide  everything. 

They will write in such a way that the 
Minister  has  no  time to  go  thoroughly 

into the files.  So, it must be thoroughly 
inquired into, and justice should be done 
to Fakir Mohan Satpathy and the Maha- 
bir Agency.  If they are in  the wrong, 
they  must be  penalised.  The penalty is 
that they should be termed as untruthful 
men.  I  have  nothing  more  to  say  on 

this.

There has been some criticism about the 
work of the cooperatives and the sale of 
the government materials.  But 1 would 
say  that  this  Government  is  running. 
very well.  Any other Party cannot  run 
a better government than what this party 

Government  is  running.  Especially, 
our Ministers are naanaging tlieir affairs 

very well.  India is a very big country 

with a population of 6o crores and having 
such  a  length  and  breadth.  I  think, 

there is nolhing wrong in the running of 
the  administration  in  any  department 

not  to speak of this Department alone.

About the cooperative department,  as 
I  was saying,  there was some criticism. 

The cooperatives represent  the  mind of 
the  masses.  If the masses are not  com­
petent and there is some lacuna or flaw 
in them, that flaw or lacuna will manifest 

itself in  the cooperatives.  Just as there 
are flaws in any government, at the Cen­

tre or in the States or in the smaller semi- 

govornment  bridies,  there  may be some 
lacunae here also.  So, although there may 

be  lacuna,  these  cooperatives  should, 

nonetheless, be encouraged.  If people wor­
king  in  the  cooperatives  mismanage  or 
spend  the  money  improperly,  they  are 

penalised.  There  must  be  a  thorough 

inspection  from  the  Government  side. 
The Government of India is at the highest 
place.  They  cannot  go to  the interior, 

to the villages or to the districts or to the 
States.  It is the State Government  that 

is responsible  for  the flaws and  lacunae 
in the cooperatives, not the Central Go­
vernment.  .So,  the Central  Government 

should not be hild responsible for that.

With these words, I support the Demands 
for  Grants  in  respect  of this  Ministry.

SHRI  SOMNATH  CHATTERJEE 
(Jadavpur)  :  I  would like to speak  on 

three or four things.

One  is the public distribution system 

which, I believe, is an article of faith with 
the Miaister and to which he is commit­
ted.  Even  during  the  last  Government 
when  he was  there,  until he was incar­

cerated, as Minister for Planning, he was 

also  advocting  for  public  distribution 
system.  But  I  would  like  to  give  a 

friendly warning  to him  that, so  far as 

introiaction of public distribution is con-
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ctrned, he is up against a most coordinate d, 

ruthless, organized sector in this country. 
Therefore, there will be concerlfd rrx\es 
to frustrate  and  nullify  this  s-̂sttm,  to 

v̂hich he is committed.

So  far  as  the  Government  of  ^̂ ■est 

Bengal is concerned—I  can  speak with 
confidence on behalf of the Government 
of West Bengal—we have been asking for 

it also and we shall do our best no doubt 

to  make it a successful venture.

Sir, our request to  the hon.  Minister 

is  this.  Realising  the  other  difficulties 
he  will face,  apart  from  administrative 
difficulties,  I  think  the  time is  already 
overdue  when  we should  make  a start 
on  this.  Not  only  that.  We  should 
also try to bring within the umbrella as 
many commodities of daily necessity of life 

as  possible.  For every article of  daily 
use,  specially,  after  the  last  budget— 
you will realise  this—how shortages are 

being created and how the price rise is 
being resorted to  which  has  completely 

nullified whatever little public distribution 
we have.  That  has made this system 
ineffective.  I,  therefore,  request  the 

hon. Minister to keep to the target date 
that he has mentioned for this.  1 take it 

that the date is  ist July.  And let that 

be introduced with  the  fullest sense  of 
determination.  Here,  I  believe,  the 

Panchayats  can  help  him  quite  a lot 
Public is  waiting  impatiently—hopefully 

so, as to the method that would be laid 
down in the system or the modus operandi 
that  will  be  evolved  for  making  it  a 

successful  venture.  Here,  Panchayats,
I believe, can play a very vital role.  The 

hon. Minister will continue his efforts in 

this regard.  He has got  three  or  four 
months  left  with  him for  this  purpose. 
There are of course, certain inherent in­

built difficulties in  the system of public 

distribution.

Take  the  case  of rapeseed  oil.  The 
hon.  Minister  knows  that  in  West 
Bengal,  at  least,  a  serious  effort 
has  been  made  by  the  Government  to 
popularise  the  rapeseed  oil.  Initially, 
there  was  a  considerable  resistance.

It had to take a serious effort on  the 

part of Government to make it acceptable 
to  the  people.  Now,  the  people  have 

accepted  it.  You  will  kindly  consider 
how administrative bottlenecks are created. 
One is about the regular supply of oil. 
That is not there.  So far as crude rape­
seed oil is conceined, for March, the allo­
cation to West Bengal was 1925  metric 

tonnes.  That  still  remains  to  be  deli- 
\-ered.  Although  the  total  quantity  is 
2200  metric  tonnes,  1925 metric tonnes 
of March allocation has not been  received. 

275  metric tonnes  have  not  yet  been 

received  from  the  February  allocation. 

The difficulty is  that the  S.T.C. is not
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~making any arrangements for the put- 
post ofstorage cm for stoc kpilmg it  Once 
th<rc is a shortage of rapeseed oil  edible
oil v stcd int rests wno are controlling the. 
oihti edible oil are ra-iking hey  They 
aie raising thur prices and making un­
lawful gams and the Government un­
fortunately nm*ui!» as a silent spectator 
and the oidinai) p ople are the victims

The refort, my t«qu< st to the  hon 
Minister is that in the interest oi public 
distribution ol ithnecl oil  immediate 
stock-piling by means oi bulk movement 
m ahip to West $cngai should be done (or 
ensuring regulai supply of rapcsecd oil 
by the STC.

For one month theie was no supplv of 
it  The price had become unstable and 
the people got disillusioned  Not  only 
that  There is bound to be resentment 
\nd if we are unable to sc cure the re gular 
supply of these essential  commodities, 
people s faith in this system will not be 
generated and it will be  the gieatest 
drawback  We appreciate the commit­
ment  ht has made and the efforts he is 
making m that regard  I know the 
constraints he has to face  This has to be 
done on the basts of—.not 1975 brand 
cmt rgency'—of serving the people Kindly 
take note of this  Two or three minutes 
more, Mr Chairman and I havt done

We feel very greatl> aggrieved over the 
ycais, ever sincc  Independence,  Mr 
Chairman you an very well awate as 
to how the ras-ttin sector of this country 
is suffuing fiom the freight equalisation 
■svstem  You aie also aware as to how 
um us t disc i imination  has  been  done 
against the eastern pait of the count!y. 
1 do not mind anv part of the country 
getting supply of coat at a uniform iate 
But, are we not entitled to this treatment 
as being part and parcel of India for being 
provided with the essential commodities 
like coal etc  7  \it we not entitled to 
leceive the similar matmcnt m so fai as 
cotton is conccintd >  \nd are we not 
•entitled also to receive the similar treat* 
meat in so far as edible oil is cottcc rned *

Sir, you ate aware that under the new 
railway sudget, railway freight has been 
increased on the basts., of  distance 
Greater the distance an essential commodity 
has to cover the greater is the incidence 
of railway freight  Therefore, we have 
been making this drmandi—-we are not 
msktng a grievan - n respect of coal— 
of u iiform price lovei >o be followed in
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a manner which will not create .justified 
feeling  of  unmerited  discrimination. 
This n»s to be removed and I request̂ the 
hon'ble Minuter to look into ji.

MR CHAIRMAN  Please conclude

SHRI SOMNATH  CHATTERJEE 
With regatd to coopftation, my  jpatty 
colleague has also spoken and it it, an 
undeniable fact  that  cooperation  in 
vatious sectors in this country is still 
uudei tile contiol of the vested in trusts 
Even in West Bengal where such poweiful 
cooperatives like cotton and sugai are not 
tlieit we have seen same set of people 
controlling the cooperatives for years 
together and whene\ei there has been an 
attempt to bung about a change resis­
tance is there and court injunctions ait 
then  I am very sony to say that even 
the entire buitauciacy stems to be witnin 
thtu control  Highei echelons of  bu­
reaucracy are in their support and this
has to be frted from tht  strong hold of 
a handful of peoplt  m this country
Hon’ble  Minister’s efforts,  I  hope 
will not be fiustrated by such manot- 
u\ rt s  There foi t  he has to be cartful 
and 1 am sure all oidmary people will 
give him the grtatest htlp and not only 
encomiums which he deserves

PROT R  K AMIN  (Surendia-
nagar)  Mr Clian man, Sir, I lise  to
support the Demands of the Ministry of 
Commerce  I whole heartedly agree with 
the lady member who spoke a little while 
ago that the Munster is to be  specially 
congratulated for his  quickness  and 
execution in administration  1 am #u*e 
whenevei any member ha*  approached 
him he has trud his best t*> see tke oilier 
po at of view and if  he is convinced 
we  were also sure that he will pursue 
ihi matter till the end  He has also the 
capacity  to  convince  his bureaucracy 
with a point of view with which he is 
convinced  Having said this I must 
also say for the hon’ble Minuter that 
there are certain weaknesses m ht* policy 
decision which I would like to point out 
now so  that while he shape* his policy
for the next year  he might take these
points into consideration  The hon'ble 
Minister has been incharge of this De­
partment for the last two years  Now- 
Sir when he took up the dbai-ge of this, 
department two  years  ago vie  also 
changed our developmjeat strategy m 
this country fi ©m investment growth 
strategy to erapfoyxmntHOwcKted iprowh 
strategy Has he gcaretjl the e*(K>rt *p22 
import policy to tht* ae*r Qeymepmrnt 
policy ? The «*w strategy require* that
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im port b s  lib eralised  and also that the 
im port o f the capital intensive goods 
sh nild bs encouraged. Sim ultaneously, 
the export o f labour intensive goods is to 
be encouraged In  w h at w a y  he has ad op­
ted a  consistent po licy  to see that the 
capital intensive im port is en­
couraged and the labour-intensive export is 
encouraged too ? I f  I w ant to encourage 
the im port o f cap ita l intensive products, 
I m ust encourage im ports o f fertilizers., 
petro-chem ical goods and even 
filam ent yarn  and m achinery.  ̂ When 
I ta lk  about export o f labour intensive 
goods, I talli about the export o f hand- 
looms an d powerloom  , textiles, agricu l­
tural products, sericulture products, 
cottage industries and sm all-scale indus­
tries products. N ow , i f  I ap p ly  the cri­
teria to judge his po licy  which has been 
there for the last two years and espe 
c ia lly  during the last year, I must point 
out that it has not been acco rd in g  
to new requirem ents. M y  hon. friend 
from  the other side has ind icated  as to 
how the ban on export o f agricu ltural 
com m odities had been adopted fio m  tim e 
to tim e. I know that at one tim e salt 
im port was encouraged, at another tim e its 
export v/as discouraged. Som etim es the 
onion export was banned and som etimes 
its export was encouraged. N ow , I  
know his d ifficu lty or dilem m a. I f  he 
allow s onion export to take p lace, the 
price w ill go up. T h e  poor people and 
the slum  dwellers are those who are 
consum ing this com m odity. I f  the price 
o f onion is low , then the producers w ill 
grum ble. But at the sam e tim e, i f  he 
bans its export the price w ill crash and the 
agricu lturists w ill suffer. A t the sam e 
tim e, it is difficult to have a  dual price 
system  for onions and potatoes. B ut 
I w ould lik e  to put a question to him . 
W hat do you gain b y banning onion ex­
port ? I f  the export is banned, the 
prices w ill tum ble down. N ext year 
nobody w ill grow  it and the output w ill 
be low , the production w ill be less and 
prices h igh. B ut this w ould m ean that 
you are accentuating the problem  and 
you are denying the poor people to 
have this com m odity. N ow , i f  you a llow  
its expot, the prices w ill go up and 
therefore some substitute w ill have to be 
found out instead o f banning its ex ­
port, because next year i f  more w ill be 
produced that w ill enable you to satisfy 
the dom estic dem and and also enable 
you to export. From  this d ilem m a, he 
should get out in this m anner and se­
condly you  should know when you ban 
its export from  tim e to tim e, that you 
should keep in m ind that trade is a very  
delicate m atter an d it cannot be en­
couraged a ll o f a  sudden and it cannot 
be discouraged a ll o f a  sudden either by 
export or im port o f  a  particu lar com m o­
dity . I f  you w ant to encourage its ex ­
port, you h ave to exp lore the m arket 
first for that product an d  then its su p ly

M in of Comm.,
' I ' t i c v

can be encouraged on ly  after increasing 
its production. T o d a y  you have allov.ed 
export o f potatoes without ascertainir.g 
its com petitive priccs in  the m arket, 
but because o f uncertainty during the 
last year whether the export o f potatoes 
w ill be allow ed or not, nobody has 
entered the m arket and m ade arrange­
ments for the export o f  potatoes. W e 
find that the export o f  potatoes is not 
taking p lace. It  takes time to develop 
the export m arket. T h is point should be 
taken into account while a l lc w irg  exp ort 
o f  certain com m odiics. Even some or­
d in ary  difficulties must be met by substi­
tuting rather than im posirg  ban on the 
export o f agricultural com modities.

N ow, 1 would request the M in ister to 
adopt a  policy in regard to im port o f 
inputs. L e t there be a  ^arge q u an tity  
o f fertiliser, I do not m in d ; le t  (here 
be a  large quantity o f crude o il, I  
do not m ind i f  it is im ported, i f  need be.
But we are very  keen to use our foreign 
exchange w hich we have accum ulated. 
W hether it is enough or not, adequate 
or not, a  poor country like ours cannot 
afford to keep a la rge  am ount o f foreign 
exchange where you get 5 %  or 6 %  rate 
o f interest. D eveloping countries are  
suffering from  a lot o f difficulties. T h ere­
fore, im port o f  'n p ut should be en­
couraged b y using the accum ulated 
foreign exchange. N ow , d u rig  the last 
(wo years, we have not been g iv in g  
sufficient encouragem ent to the develop­
m ent o f sericulture though it is an em p­
loym ent-oriented industry. I t  is a  more 
labour intensive industry. H e should 
have taken special care to see that the 
sericulture industry is develoed in this 
country and export is also b u ilt up.
H e should have taken care to see that the 
handloom  ird ustry  is so m uch developed 
N ow , textile is one o f the items which is . 
labour intensive as com pared to a ll other 
m anufactured com m odities. H as he 
follow ed an y consistent po licy  in so far 
as textile  is concerned ? C erta in ly  
not. H e should have developed expor 
o f textiles, w hich is not being done.
O n the contrary, during the last two or 
three years, it is fa lling . T h e raw  m a­
terials, th at is polyester filam ent yarn 
phis viscose fibre and other things are 
im ported worth R s . 200 crores, while 
the final products that we are sending 
out are h ard ly  worth R s. 8 to 10  crores. 
T h ere is a  deficit on the trade account.
H e should have taken steps to see that the 
deficit is m in 'm ised as much as possible.

Secondly, I would request you not to 
m ake these changes so very often. 
Changes made in the im port and export 
policy so very often create lot o f d i­
fficulties. because o f  the procedures and 
processes arc so intricate and com ­
plicated th at the law  cannot forsee how it 
is going to affect these changes. I  can
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give you an example, which die hon 
Minuter has already seen Palm oil and 
edible oils were under O G L and they 
were to be kept upto 31-3-1979 under 
that, but because of certain bungling, 
rightly or wrongly, he had to cancel it 
on Jnd D-cemb'r and the item was ca­
nalised When it wa< canalised, there 
were so m*ny things in tlu pipeline 
Somebody must have entered into a firm 
contract, somebody had opened an LG  
for it, somcb dy had purchased, but those 
goods w-rc in the godowns and some 
on the seas How are you going to take 
them * Have vou made any arrange­
ment in your law to nee that everything 
from the top to the bittom in the pipe­
line has b en taken mto considera­
tion. The law mav b* defect \ e and the 
Governm'nt will say that the law is 
an ass; law will not look aU these things 
It is just like a dead b »dy, they will handle 
it and the business will suffer At that 
time the business will suffer, but if you 
want to encourage export next time, they 
will nor come Mv pica is that when­
ever you are deilihg with export import 
trade, this tenderness in handling must 
be kept in view Such changes m cotton, 
sallt termer;c potatoes r ce, jeera 
edible o 1 hive been made during 
the last year May I  request the 
hon - Minister that sû h change* should 
not be made veryt often 9

In chemicals als 1 when you impose 
a duty a relationship b tween the basic, 
intermednte and final goods has to be 
maintained It is also a deileate one 
between large scale and small scale, 
I f  you want to en oarage small scile then 
the relanships should be in a part cular 
manner AU these things, the Govern­
ment cannot take mto account So, some 
flexibility should be imparted in the 
system of expoit and import taxes m 
regard to such sophisticated items ltke 
drugs and other things which are basic 
stuff intermediate stuff and final stuff

Then, Government again should also 
not nullify each other's action For 
turm'nc and r tton when the prices 
were hw we pleaded with the G vrm- 
ment that exp>rt b- allowed They 
allow'd th» cotton export on the one hand 
and increased the duty on the export 
of cotton from Rs 700/- to Rs 9500/- 
In order to get higher returns the export 
was allowed What is the fun m putting 
the export duty simultaneously ? That 
opening has no meaning whatsoever 
Therefore, both the actions which ate 
taken simultaneously one encouraging 
the export to raise the price tn the do* 
toestie market and secondly imposing ex­
port tw *  to depress domestic prices 
mould not be resorted to. ,

The hon lady Member was talking 
about milauon and other things She 
must know that inflation u not totally 
because of the domestic factors; inter­
national factors are also there Prices of 
most of the basic commodities are going 
up abroad The prices of tin, coppcr, 
polyester, cotton, etc are all going up 
its effect is bound to comt in this country 
You cannot avoid it, however much you 
may trv On the contrary, what is 
required is that your import taxes and 
«xport duties should be revised tarly 
enough so that the domestic market is 
least affected by the changes m the prices 
abroad Do you have a machinery to 
review from time to time, the prices 
pre vailing abroad and to make changes
111 the import and export taxes in such a 
m anner that the outside prices are ab­
sorbed by vou, and the least changes are 
made m the domestic market ? Steps 
should bt taken in this regard

Thert is one more suggestion from me 
The earliet situation was one of import 
substitution Now a machinery is re­
quired, vi/ a Board of Protection, to 
decide which ts tht appronatc tech- 
nol gy for processes and products and to 
utvc protection accordingly and to that 
extent Now, that can bis done only by 
a Board of Protection which should 
be instituted tn this countrv It will study 
various import substitution and exportt 
promotion measures and will sugges- 
that the import of su<h-and-such com 
modities should be encouraged into this 
country and that you should ensure the 
import of such-and-such technology 
That Board does not exist now and it 
it should comt into being

My last point is about the public dis­
tribution system, for which Mr Dhana 
has a lot of zeal My advice will be that 
he should confine it to as few commodities 
as possible, and extend it to the rural 
areas as much as he could Don’t have 
it only at the urban fair price shops It 
should go to the rural areas Otherwise 
you will have to undertake the produo 
tion, distribution and also fix prices for 
a longer period The you will have to 
have the Communistic way of doing 
things {Jnt'tntpHonty

Now about forward markets So long 
at we have a genuine forward market 
mechanism for our allocation reasour- 
ces, genuine hedge contra* ts are a must 
Otherwise, the price fluctuation will be 
too much And there will be a lower 
price during the season and a higher 
price after the season. You cannot avoid 
the forward market mechanism But 
when you make the market mechanism 
operate in your economy, you will *1»  
have to introduce forward market, ana
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if you don’t do it, then it remains inopp- 
rative- which will do more harm t’lan 
good.  You have already done it for gur. 
You shoiiM do it.for Cap'll, cototon and 
o'lseeds.

♦SHRI P. S. RAMALINGAM (Nilgiri ): 
"Mr.  Chaiiman.  Sir,  on  behalf  of 
A.I.A.D-M K  I rise to sav a few words 
on the Demands for Grants of the Ministry 
of Industry and Civl Supplies and I thank 
you for giving me this opportunity.

In tht first II months of 1978-79, the 
export was of the orderof Rs. 493! crores 
iand as compared to the same  period 
n 1977-78, the increase is of the order 
of 3.1%.  In  1978-79, during the first 
II months the import has been of the 
order of Rs.  6001  crores and the in­
crease in ports in comparison w’ith the 
same period  in 1977-78 is of the order 
of 26.5%.  The trade imbalance is  to 
the tune of Rs. 1063 crores.  If the ba­
lance of payments is not in our interest, 
especially to the tune of Rs. 1063 crores, 
industrial retardation and economic back­
wardness would set in.  The hon. Mi­
nister must pay special attention to this 
problem.

I come from tea-growing constituency 
of Ootacamund.  Recently, the honour 
of heading the International Tea Pro­
motion  Association  started  under  the 
auspices of U.N.O. has come to India and 
Shri P. K. Kaul is going to head it. 
Instead of going to Geneva for everything, 
as the Secretariat for this organisation 
has to be finalised within a period of 
three months, the hon. Minister should 
use his offices and get the Headquarters 
of I.T.P.A. located in the Indian-Gen»va 
of  Ootacmund.  It  w'Ould  give  great 
fillip  for  tea-growers  of  the  country

In the recent annual General meeting 
of the Indian Tea Association, the hon. 
Minister  of Commerce  announced that 
he has accepted all the recommendations 
of Tea Board,  particularly  the  target 
of tea production of 140 crores KG by 
the end of this century and he would 
provide adequate reasources for achieving 
this  target.  When  a  few  colleague 
M.Ps and I met the hon. Minister to 
plead for reduction of export duty on 
Tea  from  Rs.  5,  he  appreciated  our 
arguments and first reduced the  duty 
and now he has completely eliminated 
the export duty on Tea.  I thank him 
heartily on my own behalf and on behalf 
of all tea-growers of Nilgiris.  We are 
all indebted to him for his great interest 
in  tea-growers.

We are ignorant about the intricacies of 
auctioneering of tea in the London mar­
ket; consequently Indian  tea does not 
fetch proper prices.  We should set  up 
Indian Tea Company in London to study 
the auctionneerering processes in London. 
The Government should also try to pur­
chase shares in the Sterling Companies 
of London so that we have a say in the 
auctions.  The Indian Tea Board should- 
think about this seriously and do  some­
thing positively as early  as  possible.

Recently, a 30% cut has been imposed 
on the export of semi-processed hides and 
skiins.  I do welcome the incentives to be 
given to the export of processed hides and 
skins.  But  we do not have modern 
machinery to do this.  Tamil Nadu con­
tributes 80% of the export of hides and skins. 
The  Government  should try to get  us 
modern machinery for processing  hides 
and skins so that we canincrease the export 
of processed leather.

Now the free-trade zones of Kandla and 
Santa Crus  have not proved a success. 
We should set up a free-trade zone on the 
East Coast.  I would like to refer to the 
fact that a free-trade zone would become a 
success  where there is not much port 
congestion.  Tamil  Nadu  Government 
would give all the land required for this 
purpose.  I request the hon. Minister to 
set up the free-trade zone at Madras Port 
as early as possible.

I would refer to the problems of ready­
made  garments  export.  The export 
quota is distributed by the Apparel Coun­
cil.  Aparticular officer here seems to have 
entertained some animus against  South 
Indian Ready-made  garment exporters. 
He has  not given any quota to them. 
There are also reports of serious malpracti­
ces against him.  I demand that the power 
of distributing quota should be taken away 
from the Apparel Council and this must 
be entrusted to the Textile Commissioner 
or the Ministry  themselves can do this 
work.

The Government has given about 330 
approvals for joint ventures abroad.  Out 
of them 102 joint ventures are being imp­
lemented and initial action has been taken 
on  197 joint ventures.  150 approvals 
have been unsuccessful.  The Government 
to Government joint venture  is looked 
after by the Ministry of Industry.  The 
P'-ivate sector joint venture is under the 
Commerce Ministry.  The Turnkey pro­
jects are suoervised by the Industrial Deve- 
iooment Bank of India under the charge 
of  the  Finance  Ministry.  The  Civil 
construction joint ventures are under the

*The original speech was delivered in Tamil.
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Works Ministry. These manifold authori­
ties have brought multiple drawbacks iu 
the implementation of such joint ventures. 
I suggest that an Overseas Project Develop­
ment Board should be constituted forth­
with so that a ll such joint ventures are 
taken care o f under one umbrella. It 
w ill be in the interest of the Government 
to do so.

In order to help the importers and ex­
porters it is imperative that an Import- 
Export Bank is set up immediately so that 
for meeting their credit needs they need 
not run in all directions.

In 1978-79 the Defence Ministry had to 
surrender 80 crores of rupees because 
the source ofsupply of parts in foreign coun­
tries could not be located. The IPS officials 
in the Indian Embassies do not know 
anything about commercial intelligence. 
Unless wepostin these Embassies technically 
trained officials from the Commerce 
Ministry, we w ill not be able to get the 
required commercial intelligence for deve­
loping our trade. A t present, the indus- 
rialists who go abroad draw blank because 
they do not get any assistance from our 
Missions abroad. The hon. Minister of 
Commerce should look into this and do the 
needful.

The Export Policy has been extended upto 
31st March, 1980, while the import 
policy is going to be modified after April 
to, 1979. The export and the import are 
two sides of the coin of industrial economy 
and I wonder why this kind o f half-hearted 
tep should be taken.

A t the moment, in Geneva, discussions 
are going on about incorporating in the 
Rules ‘Principles of Protectionism’ . It is 
time for us to think whether we should 
extend Rs. 400 crores export subsidy. 
The hon. Minister should ponder over this 
problem o f ‘protectionism’ and ensure that 
our exports are not affected.

T he hon. Minister, Shri Mohan Dharia 
has assused the nation that by 31st Ju ly, 
1979 the entire country would be covered 
by the public distribution system. We have 
5 lakhs o f villages and only 1,30,000 fair- 
price shops are there. I do not know how 
he w ill be able to establish a ll the remain­
ing fair-price shops throughout the coun­
try in a ll the villages within three months. 
But I am sure that his contagious dynamism 
and dedication to the cause w ill ensure that 
this policy of public distribution becomes a 
reality by the target date.

With these few words, I conclude my 
speech.
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SH R I K .A . RAJAN  (Trichur) : This 
Ministry is a Ministry which has got var­
ied activities in different sectors of our 
economy. I am going to confine my ob­
servations to the particular saspect of the 
Public Distribution System. I am glad, 
he has mentioned that he is going to bring 
Public Distribution System from July ist 
if  I am correct. W hy I express my appre­
hension and anxiety over th's problem. 
The Minister very well knows, this particu­
lar distribution system is intended to bring 
stability in prices. How far is it dfeasibleto 
bring stability in prices within the four 
walls of a private capitalist economy 
workingin this coiro try? You are thinking 
of bringing this system and thereby bring­
ing down the prices or to stabilise the pri­
ces especially in the Private econcmy,. 
that is why I am expressing, my anxiety. 
Secondly, my anxiety is you are just 
bringing the scheme under a particular 
economic situation. In that situation, it 
is a high dose of deficit financing. You 
know its impact, its implications and its 
a ll round activities. We know from the 
past experience how it worked havoc with 
the price system. So, f  I express my 
anxiety and apprehension, do not mis­
understand me. I stand for public 
distribution system. But as you proceed 
in this matter, you should be on the guard. 
You should be alert— that we are working 
for a particular situation. In that back­
ground what is the present situation?' 
Regarding prices I may submit that the 
price movement has been noted in the 
Report already submitted. That is only 
uptoNovember, 1978. The current price 
situation, ifyoujustgo through thewhole 
sale price index after the Budget February,. 
24>i979it was 184.4.

The whole sale price index which was« 
184.4 in February 24, 1979 rose to 189.4 
inM arch 24,1979. Ifyousplititintovari- 
ous articles and seethe figures for March 
1978 and March, 1979, you find thatin the 
the case of primary articles it rose 
from 179.2 to 180.5. the case of food
articles, itfelldow n from 171.0 to 170.3 
In the case of non-food artiles it rose from 
167.910172.2. In the case of fuel, power,, 
light and lubricants i( rose from 242.5 
to 258.5. You are working you r scheme 
in this back ground. This is not a 
feature of the post- budget position. 
Even i f  you take pre-budget position in 
February, 1979 before the budget was' 
announced, there wereclcar signs of an 
upturn in prices. This was reflected in the 
fact that at 184.4 the price index for that 
month was a fu ll three points above the 
level o f February, 1978. Though it; 
cannot be denied that the budget has made 
an impact on the prices of a variety of

goods, these pressures too have grown 
more pronounced during the month of 
March. Immediately following the bud­
get, during the week ended March 3, 
there was a rise in the prices of matches 
(28%) , talcum powder (23%), face cream 
(20%), toothpaste(i2% ),cigarettes(i 1% ),
bidi (9% ), synthetic detergent (6%) and
soa p (5% ). Also attributable to the bud­
get were increases that week in the prices 
of gasoline and aviation spirit (i4%)> 
high speed diesel oil (9%) and kerosene 
(8% ). Follow irg the raising of import 
duties, prices of edible oils, inck dirg vana- 
spati and oilseeds also moved up. This is 
about essential articles. What about 
industrial products? Between February 
24 and March 24, the index for paper and 
paper products increased by no less than
4.5 points to 206.5, leather and leather 
products by 11 .2 points to 309.5, rubber and 
rubber products by 0.4 to 189.8, chemicals 
and chemical products (including cos­
metics ) by 2.8 to 181.7, the sub-group 
cosmetic, soap and detergents by 10.6 
to 197.1 , basic metals, alloys and metal 
products by 3.1 to 219.2 and machinery 
and transport equipment by 5.4 to 194.1.

These are the symptoms of the economy. 
That is why I expressed my anxiety about 
the public distribution system. Don’ t 
think I am making theoretical jargon 
formulations. M y firm belief, based on 
past experience, is that this public distri­
bution system should serve primarily 
the rural people. I have no doubt about 
it. W e are bringing it in the larger 
interest of the rural population. So far 
they were not benefited and they could 
not get essential commodities at stable 
prices. Unfortunately, there is a malady 
here. I am not going to discuss the prices 
of agricultural products and a ll there
things, because I have no time. But 
what is the parity between the prices of
agricultural products as w ell as goods 
manufactured from the agricultural pro­
ducts? The disparity between the two is 
growing and it is creating havoc in the 
whole structure of our economy. That is 
why I say, even with good intentions, with
great labour, after great consultations and 
dialogue and taking into confidence the
State Governments and all concerned, if
you are going to have the public distribution
system, my firm opinion is that unless 
you take over the basic consumer indus­
tries, you are not going to succeed. 
Sugar, drugs and textiles at least should be 
in your command. This is being mani­
pulated. This is being manoeuvred. 
This is being governed by the private 
people. Everything is in the hands o f the 
private capitalists. So, unless you have a 
command over the whole production, 
you w ill not be able to do anything in the

field of public dislribulicn sys((m. Slill 
you are going to have a trial. It is good. 
But when so many other complicated 
policy questions are involved in (his issue 
still you are initiating a network of ruial 
ration shops and other things. But the 
question of enough articles under your 
command is very important. There ihe 
traders play havoc. You cannot n-.cve an 
inch lecause the traders aie so powerful. 
Even, then I appreciate the steps taken by 
the hon. Minister for initiating a network 
of public distribution system. I say that 
all the basic consumer industries should be 
in the hands of the Government. Here,, 
you know, the public sector is in the eem- 
manding heights. It is p lay irg  a very 
vital role and there is a huge allotment for 
it. But the public sector has to turn to 
consumer industries. Consumer ircust- 
ries should not be left to the whims and 
fancies of 75 monopoly houses or those 
capitalist sharks who just ficece cur 
people and make them destitutes. Side- 
by side you build up a network of consumer 
industries and evolve a public distribut­
ion system which, I think, will help you.
I and my party w ill support this policy.

I would also like to say tnat tne vigilance 
o f  the people in the working of the public
distribution system is very important. 
There are various forces which want to 
scuttle these things. Though you have
suggested certain schemes, I say that V ig il­
ance committees should be more active in
this movement. Unless the system is 
carefully watched and carefully run with
public cooperation and the vigilance of
the people, there are two forces which are
going to scuttle this system, i.e., the private
traders abetted by the bureaucrats who
w ill just squeeze the scheme and throw
everything to dust.

I now come to another important indus­
try which is mostly in my State, that is, 
the cashew industry. On page 19 o f the 
Report it is said :

“ Over the last ftw' years, there has 
been a continuous fall in the exports of 
cashew kernels from 65 thousand tonnes 
in 1974-75 to 40.3 thousand tonnes by 
1977-78 and during the first half of 1978-79 
exports were mere 11.8 thousand tonnes 
accompanied by decline in the unit value 
realisation. The industiy is faced with 
the problem o f acute shortage o f raw 
nuts. The high prices fixed by the State 
Government for procurement o f raw nuts, 
coupled with the low import availability 
o f raw nuts from East African countries
has dislocated the functioning of Indian
Cashew industry” .

This industry is very important. Nearly
1.5 lakh workers mostly wcmen are employ­
ed in this industiy. This is one o f the tra­
ditional industries in our State. In this
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•sctor, oar State has built up a public 
tectar unit But this industry is passing 
thrush a particular cmis We cannot 
think of getting raw materials as w wui 
thinking in the pant b cause th Vfrican 
countries arc also p-ocessmg The only 
solution is to produce mire indigenous 
cashew On that particular point I 
w > iilh k  to b ’goftht Mmistei that en­
ough g ints and aidi hav* to b givtn foi 
4he growth of miigenou* plantations 
Unless that is d >ne, unless wc grow our own 
plantitions , w cannot depend upon 
th » ountrn s for import for all the time 
and live al the m-rcy of these people 
Now, the public coi poration in the State

About tobacco the Repen t ofD< partment 
of Commerce for 1978 79 says this—and
I  quote :

4 The unit  value  realisation for the 
c xpjrt of tobacco has been ste adilv mere as- 
mg during the last 3 yeais  It ros«* from 
Rs 8 75 wr kg during 1974 7-5 toRs t6 17 
duung December, 1978”

The Report says that the value of tobacco 
has  doubled, but  the tobacco growers 
have not gained  The agriculturist has 
not got even 10% more foi the tobacco he 
sold during the last q yean  This year, the 
position is  very  ridiculous  Though 
the Mimstei has announced enthusiasti­
cally that the STC will purchase 15 million 
kgs  directly from the agriculturists and 
not from the middlemen experience has 
shown that the rate has not gone up and 
the STC has not  purchased anything 
from th** agriculturists  I bring to the 
notice of the Minuter a four column 
article in the Htndn dated 14th April,
1979 about “Delayed, Ineffective Entry 
of STC into Tobacco Market” The first 
para says :

“The private trade had mopped up most 
of the Virginia tobacco producedtn Andhra 
Ifeufe* tkuvaum bv the tim* the
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Trading Corporation entered the market 
with a view to helping the farmer in dis­
tress. The STC has bought hardly two 
million kg. as against its targeted 15 million 
kg- while the private trade has bought 
85 million kg. out of estimated production 
of 95 million kg.”

I request the hon. Minister to go through 
this. The main point is to give relief to 
the tobacco growers. First of all, about 
the Tobacco Board, I would like to say 
a few words. Though the Government 
haveclearly saidthateitherforexport ope­
ration or price support operation, STC 
has to deal with tobacco purchase, the Tob­
acco Board itself tried to get involved in 
die purchase. It was going around in 
Delhi asking the Commerce Minister to 
give them permission to enter into tobacco 
purchase neglecting their other duties such 
as proper regulation, proper promotion 
of production and proper assistance to the 
agriculturists.

es. For the last ao years the average 
production of tobacco is about xoo million 
kg. In two or three specific years—1964, 
1972, and 1978, there was a bumper crop 
and production was 20 million kjg. more. 
These are the years when the Government 
had to take care of the bumper crop. _ But 
the normal prod uAion is about 100 million 
kg. Even this year when the Tobacco 
Board restricted the area to t.4 million 
acres or so, the court struck it down and the 
acreage has gone up to 1.8 million. Even 
now the total tobacco productions around 
too million kg.
