National Curriculum Framework (NCF), 2005. In these textbooks, there are

several references to stories of the heroic freedom fighters who were part of

the freedom struggle of India. Consequent upon announcement of the

National Education Policy (NEP), 2020, a new National Curriculum

Framework (NCF) will be prepared followed by development of textbooks in

all subjects. The textbooks will be developed after extensive research and

consultation. In higher education also, the NEP will be followed.
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
