Import Licences for Newsprint 

'661. SHRI PREM CHAND VER-
MA: Will the Minister of INFORMA-
TTO,", AND BROADCASTING AND 
COMMUNICATIONS be pleased to 
state: 

(a) whether it has come to the 
notice of Government that import 
licence3 are issued by the Chief Con-
troller of Import. and exports based 
on the recommendations of the Re-
gistrar of Newspapers for India who 
is the recommending authority for 
the newsprint and machinery '1cco'd-
ing to the requirements of the news-
papers; 

(b) whether it has also come to 
the notice that thb Department of 
Ministry of Foreign Trade and SuP-
ply takes a long tim.e to .iss,:,"e the ~­
port licences resultmg m mconvem-
ence and difficulties; 

(c) if so, whether a Licence Cell 
will be ouened in the Office of the 
Regist-ar ~f Newspapers for India fC'r 
expediting the work; and 

(d) if so, when a decision is likelY 
to be taken and if not, the rea'30n, 
therefor? 
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THE MINISTER OF STATE IN 

THE MINISTRY OF INFORMATION 
AND BROADCASTING, AND IN THE 
DEPARTMENT OF COMMUNICA-
TIONS (SHRI I. K. GUJRAL): (a) 
(i) Licences for import of printing 
equipment are issued by the Chief 
Controller of Imports and Exports on 
the recommendations of the Inter-
Departmental Committee on Licens-
ing. The essenti'ality for printing 
equipment required by a newspaper 
establishment is examined by the 
Registrar of New3papers for India, on 
the basis of information made avail-
able to him. 

(ii) Licences for import of news-
print are issued by the Chief Con-
troller of Imports and Exports en the 
basis of the authorization. issued by 
the Registrar of New3papers in ac-
cordance with the' Newsprint Alloc'l-
tion Policy in force. 

(b) Import licences for newsprint 
are issued by C.C.I. & E. generally 
within two weeks from the date of 
receipt of recommendation of the Re· 
gistrar of Newspapers for India. Ap-
plications for printing machinery frOm 
newspaper establishment3, ho\,·,~ver, 

take longer as issue of such licences 
depends on indigenous non-availabi-
lity and foreign exchange allocations. 
The appliC"ations are consid1;!red by ['n 
Inter-Departmental Committee which 
also consider applications for printing 
machinery from non-newspaper "stab-
lishments. 

(C) and (d). In view of the posi-
tion stated in reply to part (b), there 
is no need for a change in the exist-
ing licensillg system.

SHRI 1. K. GUJRAL: My hall. 
friend might understand that tn, 
policy of Government, so far as news 
print is concerned, is not equal dis-
tribution but equitable distribution. 
If 30me bigger newspaper has a big-
ger consumption, naturally, we have 
to give it more. But I can say with 
confidence-I hope .my han. friena 
appreciates it-that the Government·~ 
policy is very much biased in favour 
of small and medium newspapers, and 
we are trying our best to give assis-
tance to them to grow. 

SHRI ANANTRAO PATIL: This 
question of newsprint is very vital 
and important as far as small and 
medium-sized newspapers are con-
cerned. We haVe to deal with diffe-
rent Ministries. The recommendation 
for licence is made by the Re~i-;trar 
of Newspapers and the licences are 
issued by the Chief Controller of Im-
ports and Exports. Let me quote just 
one instance of my own case. The 
import policy was declared in April. 
May, and the recommendation of the 
Registrar of NewspapeM for the 
various newspapers was made in May 
or June. Still, we have not received 
our import licences. In view of this, 
it is very difficult to carryon the 
newspaper publishing business, parti-
cularly in the C'3:'3e of the small news-
papers located in the mofussil areas. 

As far as printing machinery is 
concerned, we have to go from the 
Finance Ministry to the Commerce 
Ministry and to the Information and 
Broadcasting Ministry Far the last 
six months, my application ha3 been 
going from one Ministry to another. 
In view of this, may I know from 
the han. Minister whether he is pre-
par<!d to think of having some ar-
rangement with the Registrar of 
Newspapers to remove all these diffi-
culties as far as the ~mall and medium 
newspapers are concerned? 

SHRI 1. K. GUJRAL: 3m in 
sympathy with what my han. friend 
has said. If his particular paper has 
been having some difficulty, I shall 
look into it. AI< I have mentioned 
in my reply, the applications for 
Printing machinery 20 to the Chief 
Controller of Import::; and Exports 
who obtains the views of the Regis-
trar of Newspapers, places them be-
fore the Inter-departmental commit-
tee which finalises the licences. It is 
difficult for us to be the final autho-
rity in this because the authority for 
imports remain> with the Ministry of 
Foreign Trade and we cannot help 
it. But I can assure my han. friend 
that if there is any difficulty in the 
Way of the n~wspapers. . . . 

SHRI RANGA: He has put a gene-
ral question and that should be re-
plied to. 

SHRI ANANTRAO PATIL: My 
complaint is not against the Registrar 
of Newspapers ... 

SHRI RANGA: The qu~tion was 
about simpliti,cation of the procedure 
so as to reduce or minimise the delay. 

SHRI 1. K. GUJRAL: So far 3S I 
have been able to check up th~ pro-
cedure, I think it is very simple. But 
now that it has been brought to my 
notice, I will definitely look into it. 

SHRI UMANATH: How lonE( are 
Government going to continue the 
policy of reliance on import, even 
though a part, of (lur newsprint re-
quirements, because processes have 
been found in our country by which 
neW3print can be made from baggase 
which is available in plenty here but 
a lot of which is going waste today? 
Newsprint machinery can also be pro-
duced in HEC, 'Ranchi, where there is 
a lot of idle capacity at present. Have 
Government any programme of 
achieving self-sufficiency in both 
these respects? 

SHRI I. K. GUJRAL: Government 
are very keen that indigenous manu-
facture should be (ltepped up. Fortu-
nately, Nepa has stepped up its capa-
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city considerably and We hope in 
the course of new year, production 
will go up about 70.000 tonnes. At 
the moment, they have a pro:iuction 
of about 45,000 ·tonnes but they are 

. targeting for an expansion of 70,000 
tonnes by next year. Some new 
plants are also under consideration, 
one in Himachal Pradesh and the 
other in Kerala. Some other projects 
are als being examined. We are very 
keen that as SOOn as possible we 
should become '3eJf-sufficient in news-
print.
