The Minister of State in the Minis-
try of Home Affairs (Shri Datar):
(a) and (b). There have been some
press reports to this effect, However,

according to the information avail-
able with Government, only 972
Pakistani nationals were detected

entering illegally across the Assam-
East Pakistan border during the
period from January to September
1962, Adequate measures have al-
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ready been taken by the State Gov-
ernments to check illegal inflltration
of Pakistani nationals,

know whether these people have
been cross-examined; if so, may I
know what was the motive behind
their comin? intp India without re-
gular passports?

Shri Datar: This question was ans-
wered by the Chief Minister of
Assam, and he pointed out that they
came mostly for the purpose of earn-
ing their livelihood.
