Science organisation, Defence Prodnc-
tion and other interested organisations 
are represented and they look into it 
So far as these research scheme. are 
concmed, they are longstanding pro-
grammes and they are continuing. We 
will, of course, see that there is no 
duplication or overJappling.

I am glad to inform the 
House that the Education Ministers 
unanimously agreed that no further 
c:hanges in the pattern should be 
made without pl1ior consultation with 
1he Education Ministers' Conference. 

Shri Maheswar NaIk: May I know 
whether Government have made any 
assessment of the extent of attainment 
of the objectives for which the 
three-language formula has been 
introduced in the different States? 

Dr. K. L. SbrimaH: No assessment 
is made. This question baa been 
examined by various boddes, and it 
has been felt that it is in the national 
interest that our children should learn 
three languages.

STATEMENT 

Pursuant to a note prepnred in the 
M.ristry of Education, the University 
Grants Commission considered the pro-
posals made by various Universiti~ 
with regard to facilities tor students 
'lnlisting in the Armed Furces during 
tlhc National Emergency and agreed 
that short of awarding deJtrees (with-
out taking the university' examina-
th,m) , every facility should be pro-
vided to such students to complete 
tlheir courses and take their examina-
tions on their return. 

2. With regard to any request for 
migration arising directly out of 
parents jOining the Armed Forces, th,~ 
Commission agreed that Univer!rities be 
requested 1.0 give sympathetic co. Isi-
dt>1 ation to deserving cases with a view 
to avoiding undue hardship.
