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It has been the practice to evaluate 
periodically the proll"eS8 of imple-
mentaiioo. of the CommUDity Develop-
ment Programme and to apprise the 
State Governmeots of the failinglS 
and shorUall8, apart from the review 
Df the Programme in the annual con-
ferences of Development Commis-
sioners and State Ministers. The lut 
Annual Conference held in July, 1964, 
:made specific recommendations to 
improve the performance in the fol-
lowing strat1.!gic areas, viz., prepara-
tion and implementation of realistic 
village agricultural production plana, 
institutional and departmental co-
ordination to aohieve increased farm 
production, strengthening the pro-
gramme of training for pro,resaive 
fanners and for the various Extension 
functionaries, routing of funds of the 
different Development Departments 
through the Block agency to streng-
then the programme content, giving 
advance intimation to Panchayati Raj 
institutions of flDancial Pl"OVlSlonB 
well in time to enable them to frame 
realistic .budgets, ensuring proper 
working conditions to the Extension 
ata1f and weeding out unsuitable per-
BOImel. ' 

On the buis of the annual apprai-
sal of the Programme for 1963-64, a 
lette,- has just been issued by the 
Ministry followed by a letter from 
tihe Minister to all the States, with 
• pedal emphasis on the need for 
increasing the provision for Com-
munity Development in reprd to 
those States where the programme is 
suffering owing to inadequaCy of 
1unc!s.
