all these cases.

Force-landing of an American Plane
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| Bhri Daji:
Will the Minister of Home Affairs

be pleased to state:

(a) whether it is a fact that an
American plane had forcelanded at
Bhubaneswar on the 15th June, 1965
under suspicious circumstances;

(b) if so, whether any inquiry has
been made into the incident; and

(¢) the result thereof?

The Minister of State in the Minis-
try of Home Affairs (Shri Hathi):
(a) Yes, Sir.

(b) Yes, a detailed inveatigation
was conducted by the Central Bureau
of Investigation.

(c) Investigation haz shown that
the landing at Bhubaneswar was due
to bad whether en route to Calcutta
and the failure of the aircraft's com-
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munications equipment. There were
not suspicious circumstances attached
to this landing.
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
