Nagaland and not to India, what fur-
ther steps are being devised to 8ee 
that the settlement is made with the 
Naga hostiles here? 

Shrimati Lakshmi MenOR: The latest 
statement appeared in the Press, but 
Government have no information 
about this. 

Bhri M. L. Dwlvedi: Since Mr. Phizo 
i:; unwilling to come io India in s i~ 
of the safe conduct provided bv the 
Government, may I know whether 
Government is thinking ot advising 
the Peace Mission to finalise its talks 
without Mr. Phizo as soon as possible! 

Sbrl Lal Bah_dur Shastri: We have 
not received any information from 
Mr. Phizo that he would not be wil-
ling to come here. In case he doe. 
not corne, then certainly we will have 
to review the position. 

Shri P. C. Borooall: May I ttnow 
wbether it is a tact t.hat the Naga 
hostUes have been giving increased 
pressure on the section loyal to Nagu 
led by Chief Mini8'tet' Shilu Ao to 
join the hostiles and that the naw ap-
proach formula brought by Rev. Scott 
is nothing but some sort of a Gov-
ernment of Na,aand which will ha ..

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Shrj Rem Barua: It was on the 
floor of tills House that our late Prime 
Minister Mr. Nehru had said with re-
gard to Mr. Phizo's political influence 
in Nagaland that Mr. Phizo had fizzl-
ed out, and it waj on the floor of this 
House that our present Foreign M.in.is-
ter had said with respect to :Mr. 
Phizo's projecte.d sojourn to Pekl.'b 
that Mr. Phizo was a foreign national 
and that was why Government did not 
watch his movement. In the context 
of these two clear statements made 
by Government representatives on the 
floor of this Hou:e, may I know (a) 
why it is that Government propose to 
perpetuate and intensify and increase 
Mr. Phizo's political influence in Naga-
land by blessing the Peace Mission's 
proposals to negotiate with Mr. Phizo, 
anrl (b) whether it is morally and le-
gally correct to negotiate with a f'lr-
eign national which Mr. Phizo i~ for 
a piece of territory that is indisput-
ably 8 part of India? 

Shri La. BabadurShastri: It is true 
that Mr, Phizo i~ a foreign national. 
But the hon. Member is perhaps aware 
of this, and I think he was also one 
or those who went along with the 
team of M.P.'s who visited Nagaland, 
and on his return he felt it essential 
and necessary th'at every effort should 
be made to settle the matter peace-
fully with the hostile Nagas and 
others. In accordance with that ad-
vice, we have been pursuing that 
peaceful approach. It is almost, I 
think, the last demand from the hos-
tile Nagas. We feel let us concede this 
also, because after that we shall be 
able to decide one way or the other 
ftnally. So, in this complicated dtu-
ation, we felt that we should not re-
fuse Mr. Phizo's coming here, if he 
really wanted to come, and hav.e some 
talks on this matter. 
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Shrl Bem Barua: I could not !ollow 
the Prime Minister when he referred 
to the Parliamentary Delegation ....•
