Shri M. C. Chagla: I agree with my
hon. friend that some appointments
of Vice-Chancellors have been de-
plorable, and whenever my attention
has been drawn to a bad appointment,
although strictly it is not within my
domain, I have immediately written
to the Chief Minister or the Education
Minister of the State pointing out that
in the interests of higher education, in
the interesis of the integrity of the
university, a proper Vice-Chancellor
should be appointed. But may I point
out about Allahabad—I have not got
all the facts—that as far I know, the

High Court has set aside the appoint-
ment purely pn legal grounds, The
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Chief Justice, instead of appointing
somebody else, had appointed him-
self to the Selection Committee post.
It has nothing to do with the merits
ot the Vice-Chancellor. (Interrup-
tion) It was a procedural point. The
appellate court took the view that the
appointment was procedurally not
correct.  So, it has nothing to do with
the merits of the Vice-Chancellor, I
want to say this in fairness to the
Vice-Chancellor and the decision of
the Allahabad High Court.

Shri M. C. Chagla: We have sug-
gested a very simple machinery to the
Andhra Government, The University
Grants Commission has supported it,
and I have supported it also. The
machinery is, as the hon. Prime Minis-
ter has painted out,—I am glad it has
been done—to suspend the operation
of this Bill, appoint a small sub-
committee on which you have a repre-
sentative of the State Government, of
the UGC and the Ministry of Educa-
tion; let them go into the provisions
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of this Bill andMsme to some conclu-
sions. Unfortunately, this Bill was
passed without any consultation with
us or with the UGC. 1 pointed out
to the Chief Minister that although
universities are a State subject, they
do get grants from us and therefore a
convention should be laid down—and
| am going to ask the other Chief
Ministers to agree to it—that no uni-
versity legisiation should be wunder-
taken and no university Act should be
amended without first consulting the
University Grants Commission and the
Central Ministry of Education,

Shrimail Vimla Devi; May I be
permitted to put two questions, be-
cause—please listen to me and then
decide—I had given a Calling Atlen-
tion Notice and it has been disallowed.

Mr. Speaker: On that also she is
vntitled to put only one question first.

Shrimati Vimla Devi; Kindly allow
me to put the questions; only if you
allow me, I will put them. What is
the implication of the circular from
the Inter-University Board? Can the
Board refuse lo recognise the degrees
awarded by the colleges of the Andhra
University? Will the degrees of the
Andhra University colleges be recog-
nised by the other universities after
this decision of the Inter-University
Buard?

Shri M. C. Chagla: May T explain
the position? A complaint was made
that thig Bill undermined the auto-
nomy of the university and the uni-
versity became gubservient to  the
government. One of the principles
laid down by the Inter-university
Board before they admit a university
is that the university must be in-
dependent.  The Inter-university
Board has appointed a sub-committee
to look into the matter. May I tell
the hon. lady member, assuming that
they disaffiliate the university, the
result does not follow that its degrees
will not be recognised by the other
universities. The only result would
be this particular university will’
cease to be a member of this impor-
tant forum-—the Inter-university
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Board—which represents most of the
universities in India.

Shrl Yallamanda Reddy: When the
Bill was in the process of being pas-
sed, may I know whether this gov-
ernmenl advised the Chief Minister
to stop the Bill and consult the
Prime Minister? Did the Prime
Minister take the initiative and send
any communication to the Chief
Minister to that effect?

Shri M. C. Chagla: I wrote to the
Chief Minister while the Bill was
still pending and I requested him to
hold his hands till our consuliation
took place, I sald the Banaras Uni-
versity Bill and the Jawaharlal
Nehru University Bill were before
the Parliament and the Education
Commission’s report was expected by
the end of March, and 1 said there
was no particular hurry why  this
legislation should be passed.

Shri H. N. Mukerjee: I am cons-
trained to ask this supplementary be-
cause it arose out of what Mr. Chagla
has said. Do I take it that when a
High Court expresses itself—rightly
or wrongly is a different matter and
whether it is for a technical or other
Teason is also g different matter—when
a High Court gives a verdict that a
particular  Vice-Chancellor should
quit, is it not proper and dignified for
the government to accept the order at
least for an interim period, whatever
its view in regard to the merits of
the Vice-Chancellor concerned? 1t
that is so, how is it that the Minister
of Education here lends his moral
sanction t0 an action which negates
the decision of g Hight Court and
perpetuates the tenure of g Vice-
Chancellor against whom the High
Court hag given a verdict?

Shri M. C. Chagla: My hon. friend
very often uses strong language, and
I am sure without meaning it.

Shri H. N. Muokerjee: Tell me
where is the terminological inexacti-
tude.

Shri M. C. Chagia: T was only ex-
plaining that the invalidation of the
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appointment of the Vice-Chancellor
was not due to merits, but on proce-
dural grounds. I have not made any
comment on whether the State Gov-
ernmet wag justified in passing this
order or not

Shri H. N. Mukerjee: This is very
peculiar. We want {p have satisfac-
tion about facts, We have a head
over our shoulders and we under-
stand what is what. When the Minis-
ter here says things of the sort which
he has said and the records can be
consulted, it does amount to moral
approbation of what was done by the
U.P. Government, about which I am
not in g position to say  anything.
But when a Minister here says that
kind of thing, we ought to have satis-
faction. It is no good merely trying
to score a debating point, because we
also can pay back in the same coin in
a different fashion. It is very pecu-
liar that we do not get satisfaction
in the region of facts. Earlier you
had occasion to pull up the Home
Minister because he did not answer
a point of fact. Here is g point of
fact in which the minister expresses
himself quite explicitly and tries to
take shelter behind verbosities. This
is very peculiar.
