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Pakistan’s plans for subversion in
Jammu and Kashmir, but it would not
be in public interest to discolse the
details of the information that Gov-
ernment have in this behalf.

(c) Government have tried to keep
foreign Governments informed through
our Missions, of significant develop-
ments, some of which have also been
covered by international  news
agencies and foreign correspondents
in India.

Shri Hem Barua: Since these mili-
tary preparations by Pakistan are a
clear violation of the Tashkent Pact
and since the Indo-Russian joint
communique issued after our Prime
Minister’s visit to Moscow is silent
about this, may T know from our
Prime Minister whether she brought
this fact of the violation of the
Tashkent Pact by Pakistan to the
notice of the Russian leaders and, if
so, what was their reaction?

The Prime Ministey and Minister of
Atomic Energy (Shrimati Indira
Gandhi): I would be making a state-
ment today which will cover all these
aspects.

An hon. Member: We could not
hear it.
