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The Deputy Minister e f Railways 
(Hut Skahntmi Khan): (a) On lftth 
March, 1958 at about 04.25 hrs. while 
No. 388 Down Delhi-Nagpur passenger 
was leaving Jaulkhera Station, two 
coaches which were 8th and 9th from 
the engine, derailed.

(b) Out of 8 passengers who re­
ceived injuries, 7 were cases of minor 
injuries and one trivial. The loss on 
account of damages to Railway Pro­
perty has been Rs. 525 only.

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Medical Colleges

*1726. Shri L. Achaw Singh: Will 
the Minister of Health be pleased to 
state:

(a) whether facilities for admission 
to medical colleges are available to 
students coming from the Union terri­
tories without any restriction;

(b) whether Government have 
made any reservation of seats for 
students from Union territories; and

(c) the names of the medical col­
leges where reservation is arranged?

The Minister of Health (Shri Kar- 
markar): (a) and (b). Facilities exist 
for the admission of students belong­
ing to the Union territories to medical 
colleges. Government have reserved 
certain seats for students belonging to 
these territories.
