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apart from calls not resulting after the
coin is put, there are also devices by
which calls can be had without put-
ting coins, and the coins can also be
taken back?

Shri 8. K. Patil: We know. We are
aware of many things, but that is true
in all walks of life. You do some-
thing, but there are cleverer people

who find an answer to it. But we are
improving.
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Some hon. Members: In English also,
Shri 8. K. Patil: (a) Rs. 526 lakhs.

(b) The Central Workshop of the
Transport Department of the Himachal
Government attends to major over-
hauls of vehicles, re-conditioning of
engines, construction and repairs of
bus bodies and servicing of the staff
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cars of the Himachal Pradesh Adminis-
tration. Motor vehicle batteries are
also being made in the Workshop.
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Shri Tyagi: I hope they are not in-
fectious.
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Mr. Speaker: We need not pursue
that simile.

Shri Kamal Singh: In view of the
heavy expenditure incurred in wear
and tear of motor vehicles, is it con-
sidered that some extra amount be
spent on the upkeep of roads, build-
ing of new roads etc.?

Shri 8. K. Patil: That is exactly what
is contemplated. But it is a State
responsibility, of course in consulta-
tion and co-operation with us, and we
have decided to give every help to
that Government to do that.
