In 1959, the under-graduate 
courses were shitted to the permanent 
site at Powai and from July 1960, 
.all work will be done there. 

The Madras Institute is functionin&: 
-in temporary accommodation since 
1959 and construction of workshop 
and other buildings has started at 
the permanent site at Guindy. 

11 is proposed to start the Kanpur 
Institute in 1960 in temporary premises 
and construction of buildings will be 
taken in hand soon. 

For the IIrst degree courses the 
Bombay Institute admitted 100 
students each in 1958 and 1959, and 
the Madras Institute 120 students in 
1959. Besides the Director, 77 persons 
have been appointed on the academic 
.latl' of the Bombay Instiute in addi-
tion to 13 Unesco Professors. Madras 
has three German Professor. and 12 
members of the staff in addition to the 
Director.
