Final Settlement of Claims

*363. Shri Keshava: Will the Minis-
ter of Rehabilitation and Minority
Affairs be pleased to refer to the reply
given to Starred Question No. 738 on
the 9th March, 1960 and state whether
the final settlement of claims in res-
pect of refugees from West Pakistan
has been accomplished?

The Minister of Rehabilitation and
Minority Affairs (Shri Mehr Chand
Khanna): No. Sir. As a result of
physical verification made in  April,
1960, it was found that actually 42,000
cases were pending in March and not
34,000. Out of these 12,000 cases have
since been settled and 30,000 cases
still remain to be settled. In addition
there are about 4600 Rehabilitation
grant applications pending settlement.
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
