The Minister of Defence (Shri 
KrisIma Menon): (a) Government 
have received a report that three 
women were injured on the 10th Octo-
ber. 1961 due to the landing of one 
round of mortar in village Dolum 
near Doporijo, in the course of 
firing practice of trainees of the 
Assam Rifles. The injured persons 
were evacuated to the Civil Hospital, 
Doporijo, where one of the women 
died on the 13th October, 1961; the 
other two were later sent to Civil 
Hospital, Dibrugarh. 

A Court of Inquiry has been ordered 
and its report is awaited.-

(b) and (c). Compensation for 
damage to ,person or property due to 
field firing is paid according to estab-
lished procedures and on the recom-
mendations of the civil revenue autho-
rities. It is understood that a claim 
has been preferred by the concerned 
parties to the Assistant Political Offi-
cer. 

(d) There are comprehensive in-
structions on safety precautions to be 
observed by units holding firing prac-
tices and these are invariably ohserv-
ed.
