Coal Deliveries 

*'70'7. Shri Vldya Charan Shukla: 
Will the Minister of Steel. Mines and 
Fuel be pleased to state: 

(a) the' particulars of the measures 
adopted by Government to see that 
coal deliveries are made according to 
allocations decided by Government; 
and 

(b) ,how far these measures have 
succeeded? 

The MinIster of Steel, Mines and 
Fuel (Sardar Swaran Singh): (a) The 
following measures have been adopted 
to bring an improvement in the des-
patches of coal:-

(i) The rail transport capacity for 
coal movement from Bengal/Bihar 
fields has been increased by 200 
wagons per day from July last. 

(ti) In addition to whatever can be 
moved by rail, movement of coal to 
Southern and Western parts of the 
country has been planned by the rail-
cum-sea route via Calcutta port. 

(iii) Movement in block rakes is 
being arranged in the case of indus-
tries having low priorities, lor exam-
ple, brick burning and small scale in-
dustries. 

(iv) Coalfields in the Central India 
are belng developed in the Third Plan 
lIO that nearby States may get their 
supplies from these fields and the long 
haulage from Bengal/Bihar fields may 
be avoided. 

(v) Coal dumps are being set up 
at suitable consuming centres by the 
vari01lll States. 

(vi) Movement of coal and soft 
coke by road has been liberalised. 

(vii) The daily coal loading tar,et 
is being increased from 6535 wagons 
in 1961 to 89211 wagons In 1982.
