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Title: Regarding dumping of biomedical wastes by Hospitals in forest

areas.

SHRIMATI MAHUA MOITRA (KRISHNANAGAR): Mr. Speaker,
Sir, I thank you for allowing me to raise a matter of urgent public
importance. The hon. Minister of Environment, Forests and Climate
Change is here. I would like to draw the attention of the House and the
Minister to the issue of dumping of biomedical waste in forest areas.
There 1s a big forest outside Delhi called the Shahdara Forest where a lot
of hospitals in the Vasant Kunj area are continuously dumping
biomedical waste. We are all waiting for the M.C. Mehta case to go on
in the Supreme Court and the directions of the Supreme Court. But |
would urge the Minister of Environment, Forests and Climate Change to
please take strong cognizance of this issue. Obviously, hospitals are
giving contracts to contractors for, what they think as, efficient dumping
and they are absolving themselves of their responsibilities. But these
contractors are using forest area to dump this. So, if we could set up a

Task Force to deal with it immediately, I would be grateful.
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
