 Speaker,  Sir.  Today,  I  would  like  to  bring  to  the  notice  of  this  House  that

 the  Indian  Embassy  in  Manila  has  stopped  responding  to  the  students

 who  are  there  at  the  airport.

 Today,  I  happened  to  call  a  couple  of  students  and  they  have

 mentioned  this  fact  that  the  University  is  almost  80  kms.  away  from  the

 airport  and  the  local  transport  is  also  stopped.  Who  is  going  to  take  care

 of  those  students?  Our  country  has  banned  somewhere  around  27

 countries  because  of  Coronavirus.  What  kind  of  measures  are  being

 taken  by  us  for  the  students  who  are  stuck  at  the  airports  in  those

 countries?

 My  suggestion  to  this  House  would  be  that  as  we  are  having

 quarantine  facilities,  why  we  cannot  bring  back  all  the  students  to  our

 country  and  lodge  them  in  these  quarantine  facilities  so  that  students  and

 their  families  will  be  happy.  What  would  be  the  fate  of  those  students

 after  31  March?  Something  has  to  be  spelt-out  from  the  Government  of

 India  side  in  terms  of  the  situation  being  faced  by  those  students.  We

 have  to  take  care  of  the  students  and  their  parents  also,  and  some  sort  of

 message  has  to  be  given  to  all  the  people  in  the  country.  The  hon.  Prime

 Minister  should  take  initiative  in  addressing  the  safety  of  those  students.

 This  is  my  humble  request  to  the  Government  of  India,  that  is,  to  take

 this  initiative.

 I  would  like  to  request  the  Government  through  you  Sir  that

 compensation  should  be  given  to  these  farmers  at  the  earliest  and

 adequate  financial  assistance  should  also  be  provided  to  the  families  of

 the  deceased.
