SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB (CUTTACK): Hon. Speaker Sir, |
would like to raise a matter of very serious importance which deals with
the international relations and international issues. Recently, the hon.

Prime Minister visited Brazil.

Despite the change of Government in Brazil, it has chosen to stay
with BRICS. That was actually a surprise to the world. BRICS
represents Brazil, Russia, India, China and South Africa. Each Member
of the very diverse, geographical and dispersed group has internal
contradictions which are not easily overcome. There are sharper
contradictions between China and India. It was Russia that helped to
develop this forum and sustain it. The Russian objective was to mount
international opposition to the United States in the unipolar moment that
followed the collapse of the Soviet Union in 1991.

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As China rose in 215 Century, it found much common with Russia

in fighting US dominance of the world. China also found the BRICS a
useful forum to promote a global economic agenda. It is in sync with its
emergence as the world’s biggest exporter and second largest economy.
For both Russia and China, having three large developing nations —
India, Brazil and South Africa — as partners in their enterprise makes

eminent political sense.

But what is India’s gain? How is our interest in alignment with the
declared policies of the BRICS? Many of India’s problems in the
multilateral domain are rooted in China’s opposition. It stalled our
efforts to join UN Security Council, the Nuclear Suppliers Group. It also
stalled taking action against the extremists who are being harboured in
Pakistan. Delhi’s biggest trade deficit is with China. India has cited

China’s economic threat for not joining the RCEP.

On countering terrorism, China views the problem through

Pakistani eyes.

There 1s a profound imbalance of power with BRICS. Chinese
economy is twice as large as the other four put together. What does India
gain by becoming a part of BRICS? Will the Government come out with

an answer?

Since a bridge i1s being constructed in the
middle of the sea, fishermen may not be able to venture into sea for
fishing activities using their boats. Hot waste water released from the
Uppur thermal power plant joins the sea affecting the fishing resources.
Fishermen of this area are in danger as their livelihood will be affected.
Government of India should give an assurance that the lives of
fishermen will not be affected. The fishermen of this area are in protest
for saving their lives, The Government should stop implementing the
Uppur thermal power project if there is any danger to the lives and
livelihood of fishermen. As land has not been acquired fully for this
project, farmers have got stay from Hon Courts for land acquisition in
this regard. If the required land has not been acquired fully for the
project, the project work cannot be completed. Moreover, power cannot
be generated. As the land acquisition work has not been completed,
there is an apprehension that project work worth several Crores may be
affected. Necessary clarifications should be issued by the Government
for removing the apprehensions in the minds of the people and
fishermen of this area or else this project should be scrapped.

Besides that, the aggrieved party is required to deposit a
massive sum of Rs.l lakh in order to present their case before the
committee. The only remaining way is to approach the Appellate

Tribunal which 1s expensive and time consuming.

Therefore, I urge the Government to dissolve the Committee to

bring an alternative that is fair and non-arbitrary.

#*SHRI T. N. PRATHAPAN (THRISSUR): Thrissur Lok Sabha
constituency which I am representing in the Lok Sabha is popularly
known as the cultural capital of Kerala owing to its rich cultural, natural

and spiritual heritage. Located at the centre of Kerala, lying between the
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Western Ghats and the Arabian Sea, my Parliamentary Constituency is
marked with a number of tourist and cultural landmarks.

The unique cultural landscape of Thrissur has been enriched with
the presence of all major religions. The famous Guruvayur Srikrishna
Temple, Vadakkumnathan Temple and Kudalmanickyam Temple, which
1s the lone temple dedicated to Lord Bharatha is South India, are being
frequently visited by the devotees. The first mosque in India, was built
at Cheraman in Kodungallore and the St. Thomas Syro-Malabar
Catholic Church, Palayur, is one of the oldest churches in India.

The religious centres have incredibly produced cultural and tourist
heritages over time. The famous Thrissur Pooram, the annual temple
festival at the Vadakkumnathan Temple 1s a world-famous cultural
event. ‘Boun Nathale’, the Christmas-New Year celebration of Thrissur
has been included in the Asia Book of Records. Like this, every village
or areas has a unique cultural manifestation and celebration which gain
huge attraction of tourists. The traditional temple music art forms
flourished in local villages like Peruvanam. Kerala Kalamandalam at
Cheruthuruthi 1s the focus point of learning and performing both sacred
and secular performances. Modern art forms and literature have been
receiving patronage from institutions like Sahithya Academy, Lalita
Kala Academy and Sangeeta Nataka Academy situated at the town head
quarter. Besides this, the place i1s also credited with several natural
wonders like Athirappilly and Vazhachal waterfalls. The pristine natural
settings at the wildlife sanctuaries at Peechi and Chimminy surrounded
by the beautiful dams and the nature gifted beaches scattered at the
Western shores of Arabian Sea attract a lot of tourists every year. And
the Thrissur Kole wetlands and renowned for its biodiversity and
geographical uniqueness. It attracts scientists, scholars and tourist as

well. Considering these facts, I would request the Government to
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implement a tourism circuit connecting all these cultural, spiritual and
natural landscapes in Thrissur to boost tourism. The lack of proper
connectivity among the destinations is a great hurdle for a better tourist
movement. Creating a tourist circuit by developing basic infrastructures
and connectivity is highly necessary to advance the tourism sector.

Title: Regarding deaths caused due to falling into borewells.

DR. T. SUMATHY(A) THAMIZHACHI THANGAPANDIAN
(CHENNAI SOUTH): Hon. Chairman, it is very sad that hundreds of
children falling into bore wells a disaster that we can live without. The
unfolding scenario on the recent death of a two-year old in Tamil Nadu
shows that we are still stuck in the situation that we encountered almost
12 years ago. In fact, some estimates show that around two thirds of the
children who fall into the borewell shafts are killed each year. But the
worst part 1s that despite the regular recurrence of such events over the
years, nothing substantial has been done to put an end to these
harrowing incidents. While it is true that the Central and State
Governments have made regulations to ensure that adequate safeguards
are put in place to prevent such incidents, the scenario continues

unabated.
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The Supreme Court had issued guidelines to prevent such incidents
in 2010. Despite these regulations there has been no dearth of
causalities. However, the Government has no details about the action
taken against the guilty or the compensation paid for the deaths of

children.

With hundreds of thousands of borewells dotting the country and
increasing more numbers drilled each year in an elusive search of the
fast-depleting resources, it is unlikely that a few officials of the State can
effectively intervene to end this growing menace. For this to happen we
have to ensure that the society as such eschews its callous approach and
works continuously to ensure that safety measures of the highest
standard are implemented to ensure that no child again falls into a
borewell shaft. I urge the Union Government to bring a comprehensive

law to prevent further loss of lives.

Thirdly, there is a need to overhaul and modernise the licensing and
review system. Delays lead to loss of contracts and consequent financial

Title: Regarding infestation of rice crop 1n Ambedkar Nagar
Parliamentary Constituency of Uttar Pradesh.

SHRI RITESH PANDEY (AMBEDKAR NAGAR): Sir, rice blast is a
destructive fungal disease caused by the fungus, pyricularia oryzae,
which attacks the rice crop at all stages. Its symptoms include visible

The Paris Accord has already been talked about in this House. |
think, it 1s a matter of great regret that the world’s largest polluter, the
world’s largest contributor to climate change which is the United States
of America, under the leadership of its present President Mr. Donald

Trump has decided to walk out of the Paris Agreement.

It has been endorsed unequivocally by our Prime Minister and our
Government, cutting across Party lines. It was done by the UPA, and
now been redoubled by the NDA. It 1s a matter of salutation to our
Government that we have adhered to the Paris Accord. But it is a matter
of great shame that the United States, which is the greatest polluter on
this planet has chosen to walk out of it without giving any reason, and a
great legacy set by the former Vice President, Gore who is one of the

world’s foremost environmentalists, has now been given a go-by to.

Mr. Speaker Sir, those are unfortunately the issues on which we

have no control over here. Therefore, I do not want to dilate on them
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here. I would rather localise our issue which has affected all of us
present here, and which is why you, very kindly, decided that this debate
must take place immediately.

I completely agree with Mr. Tiwari here when he says that the
farmers, like the farmers of Punjab, the farmers of UP and the farmers of
Haryana have been vilified completely and needlessly. Yes, stubble
burning is a problem, it is a contributor, but is not a major problem and

not a major contributor — [ want to say so on the floor of this House. Let

us look at some dates. Stubble burning started between gth oth and 10t

of October this year in Western UP, Punjab and Haryana. Diwali was on
271 of October. All of a sudden, on the night of 27 and the morning of

28" the air quality took an alarming dip in Delhi and the surrounding
areas. Stubble burning had been happening for two weeks before that.
Therefore, do not say that stubble burning 1s the primary issue. It is a

contributor, but not a primary issue.

This morning, I had the occasion to meet the hon. Prime Minister.
He has taken a salutary step in the direction of Swacha Bharat. There 1s
no question about it. Everybody across party lines accepts it. That has
been one of the successes of this Government. His mission now to
eradicate single plastic use is again going to be, according to me, a path
changer, a game changer. I requested him that he has to take this issue
of curbing pollution, eradicating pollution in his hands because without
leadership from him, without his coordination, without him being able to
show the trail blazing path that he is capable of, I do not think there is
going to be a solution. It can be eradicated; the simple solution for
stubble burning is, you have to give some subsidy to the farmers from

the Central kitty, not from the States, because the States have no money.
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It 1s a matter of fact, but from the Central kitty, you can easily give the

subsidy to the farmers to cultivate alternate crops like maize, pulses etc.

I heard Diya Kumari Ji’s speech earlier for a raise in the support
price for pulses. You do that, the farmers will shift. It is a matter of
simple economics for the farmers. The farmers will go where they can

make their two ends meet. He is a poor farmer, he is marginal farmer.

S| He will shift somewhere else or you give the farmers the
opportunity to use his stubble in biogas, in paper manufacturing, in
cogen, in electricity, in cardboard manufacturing, but for that, the
Government has to take the initiative to put up these plants. The farmers
cannot put up these plants. The Government should be able to give the
farmers its support by putting up these alternative mechanisms, so that
stubble burning stops in and around Delhi. I will, though, make a plea

15t of December. It is

that I have seen the Dubai fireworks on the 3
spectacular fireworks. For 10 minutes, the sky is completely set ablaze
with fireworks at midnight. There is no pollution. Why is there no
pollution? It is because they use fireworks which are of extraordinary
good standard. Our problem in India is that the fireworks that are
manufactured here are, unfortunately, of very poor quality, very cheap
quality as cost cutting is involved. Therefore, you are cutting costs, but
you are going to blame the burning of crackers. Of course, cheap
crackers from China are unfortunately being smuggled in, which are
very high with sulphur content. So, there is a serious problem. I believe

that there should be self-restraint.
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When the Supreme Court has laid down certain parameters and
guidelines for bursting of crackers, I believe that it should be accepted
by us and there should be self-restraint. Unfortunately, there has not
been any self-restraint. Now, that is one of the issues that I have serious
concern about that there 1s no self-restraint. Do we go the China route?
Mr. Tewari talked about China. China has taken some extraordinary
steps in cleaning up its air and that is why it has succeeded. It has
prohibited new coal fired power plants in the polluted regions of the
country, particularly close to cities. Its existing plants have been told to
reduce emissions and coal has been banned. They have been told to
substitute it by natural gas. In large number of cities, the number of cars
has been restricted very very strictly. Here in Delhi and in surrounding
areas, Ubers and Ola have added around 65 per cent further burden to
our roads. Therefore, nobody is looking at the kind of influx of cars that
have moved into the NCR region all of a sudden which is creating this
massive pollution in the last 5-6 years. So, instead of blaming farmers,
we should blame ourselves that we no longer want to travel by metro or
buses. Everybody wants to travel in Ola and Uber and quickly reach

their destinations.

Now, further what has China done? China, in fact last year,
completely banned winter heating there and there is severest winter
where there is sub-zero temperature. They have banned it in homes.
There 1s no coal fired heating at home. People had to suffer but they are
willing to suffer for the sake of their environment. They have cut down
their coal foundries. They have cut down their iron ore and steel
manufacturing. They are happy to import from India. The Indian
exporters are, actually, now, benefitting because of this boom because

they are big importers. They are cleaning their air while we are fouling
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our air. Therefore, you have to take some interim steps and these
interim steps also involve some loss of profit, some privation for our

entrepreneurs but it has to be done and we have to bite the bullet.

I must also remind this House that the Great Smog of London of
1952 took toll of 12,000 deaths. Can you imagine this? London’s air
was so foul that 12,000 people died there. Again, they had to bite the
bullet. They took harsh steps and they managed to clean up their air. I
would urge the Government under the Prime Minister and under your
very very active leadership that the Central Government has to take the
first step. This must not happen everywhere. This year the German
Chancellor was here on one of the most polluted days. There was a
reception in the Embassy where I was speaking with the Ambassador
and they were, actually, at pains to figure out how to get the Chancellor
out of here as soon as possible. Every doctor, you go to for respiratory
diseases, says there 1s only one solution “leave Delhi”. If “leave Delhi”
is going to be the one panacea or one solution for our problems, that is a

very sorry state of affairs.

Mr. Speaker, Sir, there is a very old American native proverb which
says: “When the last tree has been cut down, the last fish caught, the last
river poisoned, only then will we realize that one cannot eat money.” I
have been criticised on Twitter today that I have to lead this debate in
this House and I appear for the redevelopment of colonies in Delhi for
instance where trees have to be cut down. But, then, I have to say,
sustainable development is the only way forward. For every tree that is
cut down, you have to plant 100 trees or 200 trees. That is the way
forward. The way forward is not to leave 25,000 or 30,000 Government
employees without accommodation. They are serving this nation.

Therefore, that is the defence I have to offer that, that is necessary and
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this 1s also necessary. Yes, you are right that we cannot eat money.
Profit is not everything but this is not about profit, this is about
sustainable development. If sustainable development is going to be the
way forward, then, we all have to work together to understand that this
pollution is, actually, costing us almost $ 10.6 billion a year. Can you
imagine, Rs. 70,000 crore i1s what India is losing every year on account

of pollution? This is a moderate study report.

Mr. Speaker, Sir, our economic output could actually go down by as
much as two per cent because of pollution reasons. This is affecting the
whole of North India which is one of the productive basins of India.
Therefore, we have to also see that if seven out of ten cities in the world
or 22 out of the worst 30 cities of the world, as Mr. Tewari has already
said, are going to be the Indian cities, then surely, productivity is going
to go down. Therefore, the Government must take a leaf out of the hon.
Speaker’s book and deal with this with alacrity. The Government must
deal with it with immediacy. The Government must deal with it with
ferocity, with single mind dedication and ensure that what we suffer in
the months of November and December does not happen year after
year. This blame game between various States and between the Centre
and various States helps nobody. It is also misconceived, as I said, that
we keep blaming Punjab, Haryana, Western UP for stubble burning. I
do not believe that is the primary cause of concern. There is empirical
evidence to show that this 1s not the primary concern. In any case, 1f
there is some contribution, even that contribution can be waived and
done away with. Therefore, let us work towards that. Let us work with
the single-minded focus. Let all shades of opinion in this House come
together under your leadership Mr. Speaker. Let us ensure that the

Government’s hand is strengthened in this regard to ensure that we go
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forward and not let this shameful episode which has become an
epidemic now, or epidemic must not be increasingly beset us year after

year after year.

DR. T. SUMATHY (A) THAMIZHACHI THANGAPANDIAN
(CHENNAI SOUTH): Hon. Chairperson, thank you very much for
having allowed me to participate in this discussion on air pollution. I
would like to begin my discussion about air pollution with the famous
lines of Coleridge from his The Rime of the Ancient Mariner. Those

lines follow thus:

Water, water, everywhere,
And all the boards did shrink,
Water, water, everywhere,

Nor any drop to drink.

The modern version of this poem would be:
Air, air, everywhere,
Polluted, our lungs will shrink,
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Air, air, everywhere,

Beware oxygen bars everywhere.

Alarming isn’t hon. Chairperson?

According to Air Visual, the leading source of International Quality
Data, India is home to 20 of the world’s 25 worst polluted cities.
Needless to state, increasing air pollution in our national Capital, Delhi
is a matter of great concern as well as worry for all of us. But it is sad to
note that the Government probably concentrates more in taking
temporary measures rather than finding any permanent and preventive

solutions in the long-run.

The Air Quality Index in Delhi indicates that the PM 2.5
concentration to be more than 500 micrograms per cubic metre during
the month of November which is an alarming sign. These PM 2.5 levels
are extremely damaging because they can straightaway interfere with
our human defensive mechanisms like sneezing, swallowing as well as
other involuntary human mechanisms. They can penetrate our trachea,
and they can easily get into our blood streams thereby damaging the
healthy lungs of a healthy person. So, the alarm bell has already rung. I
would like to bring to the attention of this august House the seriousness
of the issue and would like to persuade the Union Government as well as
the State Government to take proper measures and introduce stringent

laws concerning the climate changes as well as the air pollution.

This is not just the case in Delhi. According to the Air Quality Index
of Central Pollution Control Board, the ozone and the nitrogen dioxide

particles are increasing in Manali and Chennai as well in recent times.
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7th November in

This is a matter of personal concern to me. On 1
Velachery in my South-Chennai constituency in Tamil Nadu, the
nitrogen dioxide was the permanent pollutant throughout the day. It
remained prominent as well as permanent pollutant throughout the day
and the PM 2.5 levels were around 46 to 67 micrograms per cubic metre.
In the Alandur Depot in Tamil Nadu, it remained more than 110
micrograms per cubic metre throughout the day. But the present State
Government instead of taking the bull by the horns just slumbered on it
without taking any proper steps. It is neither aware of the seriousness of
the situation nor it 1s taking any permanent and preventive measures. In
contrast, when our party leader, Dr. Kalaignar was the Chief Minister of
Tamil Nadu and our Party President Shri M.K. Stalin was the Deputy
Chief Minister, a lot of lung spaces were created in Chennai. I would
insist that the present State Government should take lessons from Dr.
Kalaignar as well as from our Party leader, Shri M.K. Stalin in saving
the environment from the hazards of air pollution as well as the global

warming.

| already stated that it is not a local issue, but a global one. Now that
India has been put on the top in the list of most polluted countries with
Georgia and Bangladesh, we need to take it up with utmost urgency like
a health emergency. It is also not a regional problem pertaining only to
Delhi or to Manali or to Chennai. It is a problem of the tomorrow’s
youth, problem of today’s as well as tomorrow’s children. It is the
problem of our posterity. We say that the destiny of the nation is known
in the way in which it is treating its senior citizens as well as its
children. I urge upon the Union Government as well as the State
Government, through you, to take proper steps to ensure the health and

safety of the children who are the assets of the nation.
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Our respected Member, Shri Manish Tiwari also had spoken about
China as a trend setter. In that pathway, I would like to bring to the
attention of the House the trend-setting attitude of the Londoners and the
measures taken by Shri Sadiq Khan in 2016 when he was holding the
office of Mayor of London. He declared the pollution rate of the city as
public health emergency stating that the children living and studying in
pollution hotspots are growing up with underdeveloped and stunted

lungs.

Therefore, it 1s not just an environmental issue, but a health issue of
utmost emergency. That was what he had stated and along with Madam
Shirley Rodrigues, his Deputy Mayor for Environment and Energy, he
published the city’s first ever integrated environment strategy aiming to
make London greener, cooler and ready for future. Probably, they would
have taken the clue from famous English saying that “we have not
inherited this earth from our ancestors, but we have borrowed it from
our children”. When London could take it, why not Delhi and Chennai?

But it is a journey of thousand miles.

I have a very shocking data to share with this House. Air pollution
in India 1s estimated to kill about 1.5 million people every year. It 1s the
fifth largest killer in India. According to the WHO, India has the world’s

highest death rate from chronic respiratory diseases and asthma.

In Delhi, poor quality of air irreversibly damages the lungs of 2.2
million or 50 per cent of all children. Do we not take utmost emergency
methods on a war-footing at the level of climate change as well as to
control the air pollution so that we can give a very safe planet to our

posterity?
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After a great smog of Delhi in 2017, the air pollution has spread far
beyond acceptable levels in the last two years. Levels of PM 2.5 and PM
10 particulate matter hit 999 micrograms per cubic metre, while the safe

limits for those pollutants are just 60 and 100 respectively.

Hon. Chairperson, Delhi 1s described as gas chamber. I am
reminded of the line of Shelley about wind, west wind in particular,
which can be very well befitting to air also. He said, “Wild Spirit which

art moving everywhere, Destroyer and Preserver; hear, O hear!”

Air in Delhi is a destroyer, rather than the preserver. The air quality
index of 999, Sir, is equivalent to smoking 45 to 50 cigarettes a day. It is
very alarming. According to one study, Delhi citizens would live on an

average of extra nine years, 1f Delhi met WHO air quality standards.

The popular myth about the cat is that every cat has nine lives. Can
our own individual be not entitled to have those extra nine years? The
Government should take up the issue very seriously and work on it with

stringent laws with utmost care and also adopt preventive methods.

Coming to the causes of air pollution to note a few, I understand that
vehicle emissions, wood-burning fires, fires on agricultural land, exhaust
from diesel generators, dust from construction sites, burning garbage
and 1llegal industrial activities in Delhi are the haphazard factors, but
blaming the voiceless firework manufacturers alone is not very fair. I
come from Tamil Nadu and my village is next to Sivakasi, which thrives
mainly on the firework industry and just to blame the firework
manufacturers is not very fair just as we cannot be blaming the burning
of the agricultural wastage. There are many other factors like fire in

Bhalswa landfill, which is the cause for it.

I would just like to mention a few loopholes and lacunae in the
system. The usage of machines called high-volume samplers to measure
PM 2.5 is not up to the standard in India. Also, there is data
manipulation as most Pollution Control Boards of States present
outdated data. For example, Odisha has 2006 data on its website.
Gujarat gives an annual average for 2009-2010. No exact figure has

been given, and only the average figures have been given so far.

One more important fact, which I would like to draw your attention
to is that the Ministry of Earth Sciences has published a research paper
in October, 2018 attributing almost 41 per cent to vehicular emissions;
21.5 per cent to dust; and 18 per cent to industries. The Director of
Centre for Science and Environment alleged that the Society of Indian
Automobile Manufacturers is lobbying against the Report because it is
inconvenient to the automobile industry. So, it is a very serious factor,

which I would like the Government to take attention towards.

Further, the Indian Government is imitative, parrot-like, in adopting
methods set by the US Environmental Protection Agency. For example,
some of the machines only work when the temperature is between 25

and 35 degrees, which is not suitable for a tropical country like India.

Sir, kindly give me two more minutes to speak. I have got a few
suggestions and questions. I would like to pose a few questions. There
are other States around, which follow slash and burn agriculture. But is
there another State whose Air Quality Index is this low as Delhi? Also,
has India being part of the Paris Climate Change been to any good? Has
India taken up any fruitful tips from the treaty to tackle the situation on
an emergency basis? Also, I would like to ask this from the Union

Minister, through you, Sir. Are there any major important policy
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decisions in the pipeline to tackle this situation? 1 would also like to
mention a few solutions. The major contributor for the air pollution is
the construction sites, and the Government instead of making policies on
the shadow-level or the cosmetic-level should make very strict laws
thereby insisting compulsory covering of sheets around the construction

areas and burning of debris should be banned inside the cities.

One other way can be by introducing pre-fabrication and modular
construction techniques, which 1s cheaper, and cost and time effective

also. ...(Interruptions)

Are we choking?

HON. CHAIRPERSON: No.

DR. KAKOLI GHOSH DASTIDAR: Is Delhi Choking? Out of the ten
most polluted cities in the world, nine are in India. It was quite
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unnerving — | have the records here — when a foreign premier, I do not
want to name her here - on her visit to our nation, our India, about
which we are so proud, made an adverse comment. Hon. Minister is
here. It 1s laudable that we have the Swachh Bharat Mission. Can we

launch Swachh Hawa Mission? Shall we give it a thought?

Another point is about what hon. Member, Kapil Patil ji spoke. You
know, when I was studying medicine in the MBBS course, the teachers
would always tell us, read the question properly before writing the
answer. Hon. Member did not read the question. The question was not
on the failure and success of the Delhi Government. It was on Pollution
and Climate Change. I mean, he should read the question, before

answering.

PROF. SAUGATA ROY (DUM DUM): His name is Shri Parvesh
Verma.

DR. KAKOLI GHOSH DASTIDAR: Maybe. It was written wrongly

there.

We are fighting to breathe. Should not we ensure the right to breathe
clean air in India? It is our human right to breathe clean air. We are
actually standing and staring in the face of natural calamity. It is a very
serious calamity because a rich man feeling hot, may put on the AC. A
rich man feeling very cold, may change the Daikin AC and set it in a
hotter temperature mode. But when you are breathing, whether you are
rich or poor, you are going out on the road, you are breathing the same
air. Whether it is Delhi or whether it is the Indo-Gangetic Plain, it
houses 40 per cent of the Indian population, that is 55 crore people live

in the Indo-Gangetic Plain of India.
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Due to the topography and geography of this place, this is an air
locking area and the air keeps moving. When a strong wind from the
West comes and blows away, the particle size and the particle presence
reduces over Delhi, but it might be over Kanpur or Benaras or Kolkata
because it is going there. So, we have to ensure clear air not only for our
country, India, but also we have to ensure a clean climate, clean air,
clean water for the world.

It 1s the only planet as we know of; there might be others, which
we do not know. Climate Change 1s affecting the whole planet. Today’s
discussion included Climate Change along with Pollution. And Climate
Change is a very serious matter. We might be staring at the face of mass
asphyxia.

Mr. Mishra, an hon. Member, was talking about the deaths of many
people in London in 1952. I think, in India, we might be staring in the
face of mass asphyxia because of the particulate matter, sulphur dioxide,
nitrous oxide, lead, ozone and carbon monoxide. Carbon monoxide is a
poisonous gas. Being a doctor, I know if somebody forgets to put off a
generator or he is lighting the chulha to keep himself warm, due to
incomplete combustion, carbon monoxide is produced, not carbon
dioxide, that reduces the oxygen carrying capacity of the RBC within
the body and the person will silently die in his sleep due to carbon
monoxide poisoning. Are we staring into a face like that in our country
in Delhi? Should we all not sit up? Instead of politicising this issue,
should we not leave politics out of this and think for once about human
good? Whether it 1s our posterity, today’s society or elderly people,

should we not be thinking about the climate first? We are really facing
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this danger and every individual has the right to breathe clean air. Let us

strive towards this.

The ‘climate change’ is real. Though there are many Premiers of
large nations, I do not want to name them, who feel climate change is
unreal, 193 countries got together and signed the Kyoto Protocol. They
sat for nights together in Paris working on the dos and don’ts to prevent
such hazardous result of climate change, not to be thrown into the
dustbin.

Depending upon the success of the Millennium Development
Goals, the Sustainable Development Goals were drawn up with 17 goals
and 169 targets, out of which a very important one was the ‘Climate

Change’.

This ‘Climate Change’ depends a lot on literacy or illiteracy and
poverty. If people are illiterate of what they are doing, how can you
prevent them from doing things like stubble burning? The poisonous gas

1s coming towards us from the west.

Many poor people burn cow dung cakes, in our State, we call it
Ghutya, for cooking. Cow dung cakes pollute the air but if the same cow
dung 1s converted to gobar gas, it does not pollute. So, poverty is also
linked with it. If poverty alleviation is done properly, it will take care of

the climate change also.

We have to be talking about water pollution, air pollution, food that
we are eating, the pesticides that are being used and the fertilizers that
are being used. They are causing cancer. The incidences of cancer have

risen, the incidents of heart attack have risen and the incidences of lung
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diseases have risen because of the uncontrolled use of chemicals. The

Government really has to sit up and do something about that.

We have to know what air pollution is. Forty-one per cent of the air
pollution is vehicular pollution due to the emissions by automobiles. As
Madam was speaking that the automobile industry does not like it, if
they do not like it, it is their problem, it is not the problem of the people
who have the right to breathe clean air. Twenty-one per cent is the wind-

blown dust which includes dried mud, asbestos and silicon.

When these little particles are less than 2.5 microns, they can easily
go into our respiratory system and cause inflammatory reactions in our
breathing apparatus. It gives emphysematous change in the lungs which
means the lungs become inefficient; they cannot take in oxygen. Even if
you are breathing, the oxygen will not go into the blood. It will not
supply the oxygen to the brain and the important organs like heart and
kidney.

Emphysema till today has no cure unless we replace the lung, we
transplant the lung, which is not so common, very expensive. So,
emphysematous change in the lungs is going on in each of our cities. It
is not a matter on which we can just say ‘tu, tu, main, main’. Let us keep
politics out of it. Let us not sit here and say that that MP was not there,
his Minister has done this, his Chief Minister has done this, etc. Let us
all work together towards giving our children, our country, our people
clean air, clean water, clean environment, clean atmosphere, and at least

try to mitigate the effects of the climate change.

Eighteen per cent of pollution is contributed by the industry. Why
can we not have a check on the industry to see what kind of pollution

they are causing? Why can the construction work not be done under
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cover? When buildings are being made, they should be covered.
Otherwise, the cement enters the air that we breathe. Unknowingly we
are smoking cigarettes, like the hon. Member sitting over there was

saying.

In answer to an Unstarred Question in Lok Sabha on 2
2019, hon. Environment Minister — he was sitting here a little while ago
— had stated that the Central Government notified a comprehensive
action plan in 2018 for prevention, control and mitigation of air
pollution. What I want to know from the hon. Minister is, what about the
assurance, Sir? He 1s not there now. I do not know who will answer for
him. Only notification will not help. We will have to monitor what is
actually happening at the ground level. Monitoring and implementation

are imperative.

As I said, even after that, power production is also giving rise to
pollution. Even today most of the electricity is produced from fossil
fuels and that is causing pollution. What about the commitment of
moving towards renewable energy? Forty per cent of power must be the
renewable energy produced should be electricity. I do not know what the

Government is thinking about that.

In 2016, the Government of India had come out with a draft
national wind, solar, hybrid energy policy with the aim of facilitating
functioning of 10,000 MW of hybrid, wind, solar plants by 2022. What
the status of that is, we do not know! In 2016 again, Government of
India had decided to install 175 GW of solar power capacity building by
2020. What about the status of that? Are we serious when we are

thinking of climate change?

17.07 hrs (Shr1 Kodikunnil Suresh in the Chair)
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I have been fortunate to attend a few climate parliaments and also
meetings of the International Renewable Energy Agency where these
things had been discussed. But when I seek permission and NOC to
attend such a conference to be held in Abu Dhabi, I do not get NOC
from the Government. I come and enrich my country, but we are not
given NOCs.

Air quality is judged by the presence of emissions of hazardous
amounts of sulphur dioxide. I spoke about the ozone layer. The annual
concentration of sulphur dioxide in industrial, residential areas should
not be more than 50. We have it at more than 100 here. Nitrous oxide
should not be more than 40. Particulate matter of 10 microns size should
be less than 60 per cubic metre. Particulate matter of 2.5 microns size
should be less than 40 per cubic metre. And the hazardous quality that
we have here is an emergency benchmark having these at the level of

300 or 500 micrograms per cubic metre.

If the air polluted with lead 1s inhaled, people might die. People
might die of carbon monoxide poisoning. As an hon. Member was
saying, 1s all the pollution of the country settled in Delhi? No. I have the
report of the hon. Minister here which says that particles of 10 microns
size are present in Bihar at 212 per cubic metre; in Chandigarh it is 105;
in Delhi it 1s 278; in Ranchi it is 196; in Mumbai it is 119; in Pune it is

107, etc., etc. I do not want to read from this very long list.

So, the Government should take up this matter very seriously. But
the efforts of the hon. Prime Minister is definitely laudable when they
have eight National Missions namely, the National Solar Mission, the
National Mission for Enhanced Energy Efficiency, the National Mission

on Sustainable Habitat, the National Water Mission, the National

Mission for Sustaining Himalayan Eco-system, the National Mission for
Green India, the National Mission for Sustainable Agriculture, the
National Mission for Strategic Knowledge for Climate Change. It is
definitely laudable.

I am sure we are moving forward. But let us all work together
towards it so that we can give a clean environment for our future. Not
Delhi, not Kolkata, not the country, I am talking about the world, our

planet. Let us all together save our planet.

SHRI P.V. MIDHUN REDDY (RAJAMPET): Thank you, Sir, for
letting me talk on this very important issue of air pollution and climate
change. It is a burning issue right now. We have to understand the
gravity of the situation and the magnitude of this issue. Earlier, many

speakers have spoken.

We have that dubious distinction of having 13 out of 20 most
polluted cities in the world. Earlier also, the hon. Member from TMC
mentioned that we have 9 out of 10 most polluted cities. So, if this is the
situation, I think, it is time to act. We also do not have enough time for

this and every day counts now.

We can attribute the pollution problem to continuous urbanisation,
industrialisation, and increase in the number of automobiles in a very

short period of time. We have various pollutants in the atmosphere like
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nitrogen oxide, sulphur dioxide, carbon monoxide, lead, and suspended
particulate matter. More than 95 per cent of the emissions from
combustible gases or automobiles are of PM2.5. PM2.5 is a particulate
matter with an aerodynamic diameter less than 2.5 micrograms. This is
very small. As the speakers earlier mentioned, it can easily go into the
organs through our respiratory system. It can choke the organs and this

is very dangerous.

The World Health Organisation in their report have stated that the
permissible level of PM2.5 is 25 micrograms per cubic meter 24-hour

mean. [ would like to share a report which was published in newspapers

on 3™ November, especially in Delhi, the PM2.5 for a 24-hour period
was 625 micrograms. This i1s 24 times more than the World Health
Organisation permitted levels, which i1s very very high. So, if this is the
case, we can understand what is the state of the people living in our
capital. Not only our capital, Sir, throughout the nation, we need to take
steps to curb this menace of air pollution. It is particularly complicated
in Delhi because of the huge number of automobiles and also due to
stubble burning. They have automobiles more than Mumbai, Chennai,

and Kolkata put together.

In India, studies have revealed that the third highest cause of deaths
due to health risk is air pollution. Studies by Health Effects Institute
revealed that almost 1.2 million deaths in India in 2017 were due to air
pollution. So, we need to act in a way where the common public do not

get affected for no fault of theirs.

Air pollution is a group 1 carcinogen and it 1s highly toxic and the
contents are similar to that of smoke generated from cigarettes. Smoking

happens now and then. People smoke, but in polluted cities, you smoke
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as good as smoking for 24 hours. If this is the case, this is going to play
a huge role on the economy. At this stage, where we are fighting
recession and at this particular time where we are targeting a five trillion
economy, we do not need to spend and we do need to drain our coffers
for mitigating the problems we have created. We do not need to drain
our people’s money for no fault of theirs. So, we need to act on this and

it is a very very important issue right now.

Climate change is an important issue. We have seen the spate of
incidents which have happened in our country. India is especially very
vulnerable to climate change because we have a huge coastline. Even
small rise in the levels of the sea will affect us drastically. We have seen
what happened earlier in Kerala; we have seen what happened in
Chennai; and we have seen what happened in Mumbai. Large areas were
inundated. In Chennai people used boats to commute on the main roads.
All this 1s because of adverse impact of climatic conditions. We also
have a huge Himalayan range which is the gateway to India. Even slight
change in temperature will spoil the ecosystem and will impact the

whole balance of the Ganges plains.

The Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change has predicted that
global warming will raise the temperature in India and it will be above
average. This increase in temperature will play a very devastating role
on our country. This would increase the frequency and intensity of

extreme climatic events.

According to the Report of our Parliamentary Standing Committee
on Agriculture, the Committee has predicted that four to nine per cent of
our agricultural economy would be affected by climate change. If this is

the case, almost 1.5 per cent of our GDP would be affected. These things
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should be avoided. We have 60 per cent of our population thriving on
agriculture and it is very important for us to move forward as a country.
The threat to life and loss of work will lead to huge migration and we
need to be in a situation to handle the huge migration. We are already

having huge urbanisation going on.

There are two or three points on which the Government has taken
positive action. I think, it should be carried down to the bottom level.
We have nationally determined goals as agreed in the Paris Agreement.
India has launched the Solar Alliance to reach the target of 40 per cent
dependence on renewable energy. It is a very good initiative. Even the
Bharat-VI norms for automobile industry is a very good initiative
because it will reduce PM2.5 levels in the air down by 80 per cent.
Subsidies for electric vehicles to the tune of Rs. 1.5 lakh per vehicle is

also a good initiative.

I would like to sum up my submissions by saying that we need
collective effort. I have heard people saying that this 1s a State subject;
some people are saying it is a Central subject. Each one of us is blaming
the other party. I will guarantee that any person from any party breathing
this air 1s going to end up in a hospital. We need to put petty politics
aside and act together. There is a famous quote by an important person
who said: “If you do not act in time, you are going to be pushed into

smoggy irrelevance.”

SHRI GAUTAM GAMBHIR (EAST DELHI): Hon. Speaker, Sir, the
topic of discussion is something that affects each and every one of us,

irrespective of our caste, creed, age and religion.

In fact, it is affecting us while we stand and talk about it here in the
Parliament. It 1s high time we stop politicising over these grave issues.
The public is smart and the current state is that of a climate emergency.
Delhi is our Capital and it 1s worst affected. It is a fact that cannot be
ignored. The State can no longer get away with these gimmicks like
odd-even, shutting construction sites, etc. What have they to do so that
they do not reach this situation? We need long-term sustainable
solutions. We need to stop stealing the future from our kids and stop

playing the blame game. It 1s time to own up and act responsible.

When I talk about the change on the ground, I would like to
highlight the biggest source of pollution in my constituency which is the
Ghazipur landfill. It is Asia’s largest garbage mountain. Whoever is in
Delhi should go there and try to stand within 200 metres of that place.
They will definitely experience what it is to be in hell. Solving this has
been my biggest priority.
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We have started working at the grassroots level. We have brought
ballistic separators and compost machines for every Assembly. To fight
pollution, we have bought sprinklers, road cleaners and industrial size
vacuum cleaning machines worth Rs.90 crore so that we can at least

reduce large pollution particles.

I am working on a plan to install 30 feet air purifiers. The idea is to

give our public a better place to live.

Another major pressing issue is stubble burning. We have to devise
a strategy for representatives of various States to work together to solve
this crisis. Merely penalizing farmers for burning their crops will not be
enough. We have to start exploring innovative ways like moving the
sowing and harvest seasons so that they do not coincide with the advent
of winter. For this, we would also have to provide the farmers with

incentives to grow other crops.

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ADV. AM. ARIFF (ALAPPUZHA): Thank you, Speaker Sir, for

giving me the opportunity to speak on this serious issue.

Before starting my speech, I have to clarify one thing regarding the
allegation raised by hon. Member, Kunwar Danish Ali. In his speech, the
hon. Member Kunwar Danish Ali alleged that most of the Members of
the Standing Committee on Urban Development did not attend the
Committee meeting for the discussion on air pollution. He accused that
it 1s because they were scared of air pollution in Delhi and he added that
it 1s a shame for all. Sir, I am a Member of this Committee and I could
not attend that meeting not because of scaring air pollution but I got the
notice of the Committee meeting only before 48 hours. So, I could not
come within this short span of time. Most of the Members could not
come to attend the Committee only because of this short notice. I have
been engaged in many other programmes in accordance with the date of
State Ministers. So, I request him to correct his views and withdraw his

allegations.

Sir, we are passing through the worst history of environment
pollution in India. But even among countries notorious for pollution,
India stands out for air that is consistently and epically terrible. Drawing
on measurements and calculations as of 2016 from air monitoring
stations in 4300 cities, the WHO reported in March that cities of India
suffer the most. Both surface and groundwater in the country is under
stress. Around 86 per cent of water bodies are critically polluted. Indian
cities are reeling under multiple problems, including environmental

issues that they must contend with.

Most pressing of them all is the issue of air pollution. In 2016, a
World Health Organisation study found that 14 of the 20 world’s most
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polluted cities belonged to India. It is estimated that in 2016, over nine
lakh deaths were caused due to air pollution in India. Over 100,000
children below the age of five die due to bad air in the country. Delhi,
India’s capital region, home to nearly 19 million people, is notorious for
choking air. We cannot breathe in Delhi. It is a public health emergency

as pollutants in the air have spiked to extremely toxic levels.

Sir, under the leadership of the hon. Prime Minister, a National
Action Plan on Climate Change (NAPCC) was released. Eight National
Missions were framed by the Council on Climate Change.
Unfortunately, the Council could not achieve the desired goals. I would
urge the Government that these measures should be taken in a time-
bound manner for achieving these goals. We should also try to find out

new techniques against the stubble burning.

The recent environment studies reveal that many districts of Kerala
including Alappuzha, which is my constituency and Ernakulam will sink
in sea within 25 years. Due to global warming, the sea level of Arabian
Sea will increase up to two metres. We have to anticipate the terrible
situation and find out a solution for the same at the earliest. Therefore, 1

urge the Government to take

earnest steps to curb the menace of environmental pollution and climate

changes as early as possible.

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Sir, the National Clean Air Programme (NCAP) was launched in

key sectors like transportation, household energy and waste management
during the month of January 2019 with ultimate actions to prevent and
reduce air pollution and improve air quality across the country, aiming to

reduce air pollution by 20 per cent to 30 per cent by the year 2024.

I would like to appreciate the Government on behalf of my party
and term this timely action as a comprehensive strategy of our hon.
Minster for Environment, Forest and Climate Change, Shri Prakash
Javadekar under the auspicious guidance of our hon. Prime Minister,
Shri Narendra Modi.

Sir, I would like to bring to your notice that my State, Tamil Nadu,
is the first State to become plastic-pollution free State in India due to the
incentives/ steps taken by the Chief Minister and Deputy Chief Minister
of Tamil Nadu.

Massive consumption of fossil fuel is also one of the major reasons
hampering the atmosphere. The Government has already announced
various incentive schemes to increase the usage of electric vehicles.
However, the average usage of electric vehicles is very less because of
the cost of those vehicles, limited number of service facilities, spare
parts etc. Therefore, steps should be taken to increase the number of

electric vehicles across the country.

Even though the impact of climate change is at an alarming level,
there 1s no awareness among people. Therefore, there is a need to take
initiatives at the grass-roots level. I would like to request the hon.
Minister to start awareness programmes at all levels and particularly, the
importance of healthy atmosphere should be made known at the primary

school level. Accordingly, the subject of climate change should be
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included in the schools and necessary instructions should be given to the
States for inclusion of climate change in the syllabus at their board level
examinations. I hope that by taking such effective measures, we can

reduce the impact of climate change significantly.
