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SHRIMATI APARAJITA SARANGI (BHUBANESWAR): Hon.
Speaker Sir, [ am grateful to you for giving me the opportunity to speak
on this very important subject, ‘'The Transgender Persons (Protection of
Rights) Bill, 2019°. ...(Interruptions). 1 can say with conviction at my
command that with the passage of this Bill, we are going to remove
centuries of stigma, negativity and bias associated with a particular
community in our society. ...(Interruptions). I strongly feel that this is a
historic piece of legislation which has the potential to change the lives of

lakhs of transgender persons residing in our country...(/nterruptions)

I must say that they are an integral part of our society. ...
(Interruptions) If we look at the statistics, there are about 19 lakh
transgenders in our country. Out of these 19 lakhs, around 4779 stay in

my State Odisha where I come from. ...(Interruptions)

During my tenure as a civil servant, | have very closely interacted
with this segment of the community. ...(/nterruptions) There have been
lots of interactions with them. ...(/nterruptions) 1 have seen their
struggle from very close quarters. ...(/nterruptions) Their non-
acceptance in the mainstream society is a gross violation of the

fundamental right to equality and also their rights to life and personal
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liberty. ...(Interruptions) I think, with the passage of this Bill, we will be
ensuring that their Fundamental Rights and Constitutional rights are
restored. ...(Interruptions) This is an extremely important Bill and we

should unanimously resolve to pass this Bill.

Let me tell you, this particular Bill is not new to the Lok Sabha.
...(Interruptions) It had come to the Lok Sabha; it was passed by the
Lok Sabha. ...(Interruptions) It had also been sent to the Parliamentary
Standing Committee. ...(Interruptions) The Parliamentary Standing
Committee gave a number of recommendations. ...(/nterruptions) I am
very happy to inform the House and I convey my appreciation to hon.
Minister of Social Justice and Empowerment and his team for analysing
all the recommendations and incorporating as many recommendations as
possible. ...(Interruptions) So, this is a very comprehensive scheme at
this juncture. ...(Interruptions)

As I talk to you, I am reminded of the judgement of the hon.
Supreme Court which was passed in 2014. ...(Interruptions) I call it a
landmark judgement because that particular judgement terms
‘transgender’ as ‘third gender’. ...(Interruptions) 1 would like to read
out the judgement of the hon. Judge ...(/nterruptions) In this particular
case, the hon. Judge has said: “Recognition of transgender as a third
gender is not a social or medical issue but a human rights issue. The
spirit of the Constitution is to provide equal opportunity to every citizen
to grow and attain their potential, irrespective of caste, religion or
gender.” ...(Interruptions) To bring into effect this order of the hon.
Supreme Court, the Bill has been introduced in the Lok Sabha and the

Bill 1s required to be passed. ...(Interruptions)
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If we read the Bill, there are a couple of salient features which I

would definitely like to put forth before the House. ...(Interruptions) |
hereby compliment the hon. Minister and the Ministry for scrapping the
earlier proposal of identification or recognition of the transgenders
through a District Screening Committee. ...(/nterruptions) The proposal
was to form a District Screening Committee comprising the Chief
Medical Officer, a transgender from the community of transgenders, a

psychologist ...(Interruptions)
11.24 hrs (Shri Rajendra Agrawal in the Chair)

But, fortunately, the Ministry, in fact, has scrapped this particular
proposal. ...(Interruptions) At this juncture, it has been stated very
clearly in the Bill that now a person to be identified as a transgender will
be going through self-identification exercise and the District Magistrate
will issue a certificate to that effect. ...(Interruptions) This is definitely a
very progressive step taken by the Ministry. ...(Interruptions) We must
commend the efforts of the Ministry. ...(Interruptions)

The second thing which I would like to highlight if that in
response to the public opinion, the Ministry has also deleted a provision
thereby decriminalising begging...(Interruptions) As we know, many of
our transgender friends are dependent on begging for their livelihood. ...
(Interruptions) Now, it has also been taken up by the Ministry and
begging for this particular segment has been decriminalised so that they
are given some time before they actually move to alternative
occupations. ...(Interruptions) This is the second thing which has been

done very rightly...(Interruptions)

The third thing — which 1s very important — I would like to bring
to the knowledge of the House is the proposal that the Bill envisages to
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set up a National Council headed by the Hon. Minister of Social Justice

and Empowerment.

This particular Council’s role is very significant. They would be
actually looking into the execution of policies and the legislation. They
would overall monitor the welfare measures that are taken up for the
welfare of the transgender persons. This particular Council is also likely
to address and tries to address the grievances of the transgender

persons.

Sir, the Bill prohibits discrimination against transgender persons
in areas such as education, healthcare, and employment. It directs the
Central and the State Governments to take up various welfare measures
for the transgender persons and offences against the transgender persons
like forcing them to beg and denial of access to public place and their
mental, physical and sexual abuse etc will be penalized and the penalty
is up to two years of imprisonment with fine. ...(/nterruptions) So, the
passage of this Bill, let me honestly tell you, will empower a very
vulnerable segment of our society and this is definitely a concrete step in
the direction of our hon. Prime Minister’s clarion call to the nation of
sab ka saath, sab ka vikaas, aur sab ka vishwaas. This Bill will actually

strengthen the Prime Minister’s resolve.

Sir, I must say a very proud thing about our Government is that
we are learning from others and this calls for a lot of broadmindedness
and large heartedness. We have been looking into the best practices of
other countries and we have been learning from them. ...(Interruptions)
It 1s not that this Bill i1s new to India. In fact, there are countries which
have tried to go for welfare measures of the transgenders and they have

gone for significant legislation. Let me name three countries in this
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august House. I would like to mention the names of the three countries

— Australia, Germany and Tasmania.

In fact, in Australia, there 1s a Sex Discrimination Act of 1984
which makes it unlawful for any person to be treated less favourably if
there are certain gender related issues on the basis of which he is treated
like that. There are many provisions to ban this kind of discrimination.

...(Interruptions)

[ would also like to mention the Equal Treatment Act of Germany
which actually bans discrimination based on sexual orientation. Let me
honestly tell you that very recently, Tasmania has passed a legislation
related to the welfare measures for the transgender community. ..

(Interruptions)

Sir, I would like to conclude with very significant, very important,
and wonderful words of Mr. Ban Ki Moon, the former UN Secretary-
General and also a Nobel Laureate. ...(I/nterruptions) I would like to say
all those things 1n this particular House. I would like to quote the words
of Mr. Ban Ki Moon. He said:

“To those who are gay, lesbian, bisexual, transgender, I must
say they are not alone. Their struggle for putting an end to
violence and discrimination is a sheer struggle. I call upon all
countries and people to stand with them. I stand with them.
All of us should stand with them. The historic shift is
underway. We need to educate the people. The time has

come.”

These were the words of Ban Ki Moon, the former UN Secretary-

General and Nobel Laureate. ...(Interruptions)
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Sir, I would make an appeal to this particular august House to
unanimously resolve and to do something very concrete for the welfare
of the transgender community and the time has come. ...(Interruptions)
We must resolve to come together and take a decision to pass this Bill.

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I support this Bill with this expectation that society will
change. Thank you. ...(Interruptions)
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SHRIMATI VANGA GEETHA VISWANATH (KAKINADA):
Thank you, Sir, for giving me this opportunity to speak on the
Transgender Persons (Protection of Rights) Bill, 2019. This Bill was
introduced in Lok Sabha by our hon. Minister for Social Justice and
Empowerment, Shri Gehlot ji....(Interruptions) This Bill 1s aimed at
recognising and protecting the rights of the transgender, intersex and

gender non-conforming community....(/nterruptions)
11.36 hrs (Hon. Speaker in the Chair)
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SHRIMATI VANGA GEETHA VISWANATH : Sir, these transgender

persons face a lot of discrimination and disrespect in the society. ...

(Interruptions) They are not treated equally in public and are looked
down upon as degraded and unworthy to live. They face rejection of
entry directly or indirectly at public places like hospitals, hotels, malls,
restaurants, dance floors, theatres, and shopping complexes.

(Interruptions) They are raped and abused orally and physically. ...

(Interruptions) They are forced to leave parental home if identified as
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transgenders. Their presence causes unwanted attention and people do
not behave or act normally with them. ...(/nterruptions) The society
usually calls their names loudly and associate them with incidents of
child nabbing and prostitution. ...(/nterruptions) Even when we see
them begging, we look down upon them negatively and also teach the

new generation to do the same. ...(Interruptions)

Many a time they face social and physical abuse which may lead
to some physiological disorders. In addition to that, they are mostly
excluded from all privileges which may lead to bias and injustice to
them. At the most they are being thrown from their own families and

villages. ...(Interruptions)

Even with these new empowering provisions as mentioned in the
Bill, I would like to say that having worked as a committed social
worker for a long period, I really have apprehensions about the effects of
this and the qualitative difference it will make in the lives of the

members of the community. ...(Interruptions)

Now, I come the most important points which the Bill
incorporates. The first point is about definition of a ‘transgender
person’. The Bill aims to define a transgender person as one whose

gender does not match the gender assigned at birth. ...(Interruptions)

The second important point incorporated in this Bill is that it
prohibits any kind of discrimination against a transgender person,
including denial of service or unfair treatment in relation to education,
employment, healthcare, access to or enjoyment of goods, facilities,
opportunities available to the public, right to movement, right to reside,

rent or otherwise occupy property, opportunity to hold public or private
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office, and access to a Government or private establishment in whose

care or custody a transgender person is. ...(/nterruptions)

On behalf of the entire transgender community, I hope that these
provisions actually become a reality on the ground and the lives of
members of this community are impacted in a meaningful and positive

way. ...(Interruptions)

Sir, my third point is regarding the right to residence. Every
transgender person shall have a right to reside and be included in his
household. If the immediate family i1s unable to take care of the
transgender person, the person may be placed in the rehabilitation centre

on the order of a competent court.

Very often, we find that getting a residence for members of this
community i1s the most difficult thing. It is very hard to find home-
owners who would rent out their accommodation to transgender people.
The minds of the people are so prejudiced that it is very difficult to
change things at the ground level.

My fourth point is regarding employment to transgender persons.
The Bill maintains that no government or private entity can discriminate
against a transgender person in employment matters, including
recruitment and promotion. Every establishment 1s required to designate
a person to be a Complaint Officer to deal with complaints in relation to
the Act.

My fifth point 1s regarding their education. The Bill provides for
the educational institutions funded or recognised by the relevant
Government to provide inclusive education, sports and recreational

facilities for transgender persons without discrimination.
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My sixth point is about healthcare to transgender persons. The Bill
encourages healthcare and says that the Government must take steps to
provide health facilities to transgender persons, including separate HIV
surveillance centres, and sex reassignment surgeries. The Government
shall review medical curriculum to address the health issues of
transgender persons and provide comprehensive medical insurance

schemes for them.

Sir, I have a major concern regarding the educational and
healthcare facilities to transgender persons especially because their
fellow-students drive these persons to drop out from schools and
colleges because of their orientation. Healthcare to transgender persons
is also a terrible trouble as even government hospitals also shy away
from treating transgender persons. However, the constitution of the
National Council for Transgender Persons is a welcome step in this

direction.

Sir, before concluding, I would like to state some observations. As
criticisms from various groups arise, I feel that they are valid to a certain
extent. The main criticisms are on account of two things. First,
effectively outsourcing the determination of gender identity to a State
official negates the individual’s Fundamental Right to autonomy and
self-determination. What this Bill does is that it also sends a message
that while 1t 1s normal to continue to 1dentify with the gender that one 1s
assigned at birth, it is deviant and abnormal to experience the opposite.
To understand why this is unjust, we must consider a situation where
each one of the members has to get a certificate from a magistrate before
he can be recognised as a man or a woman. The members would
consider such a requirement as both absurd and demeaning. Therefore,

to make the recognition of transgender persons, their trans-identity,
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subject to the determination of the State — to say nothing of the
requirement of gender affirmation surgery — amounts to a clear violation

of the constitutional rights of the transgender community.

Secondly, in the 2014 NALSA judgement, the Supreme Court
recognised that the transgender community has been historically
persecuted, deprived and denied access to the economic, social and
cultural opportunities that are necessary for leading a dignified and
fulfilling life in the society. The Court, therefore, directed that the
community should be treated as a socially disadvantaged class under the
terms of the Constitution and, therefore, is entitled to reservations.
However, the Transgender Bill makes no mention of reservations,
contenting itself instead with the phrase ‘rehabilitation’. This will not

do. Our constitutional philosophy has long recognised that.

Sir, I will finally conclude by saying these words. If we provide
them with job opportunities, they need not beg or do any anti-social
activity as they are accused of. If we think God created three kinds, then

we will stop discrimination.
Sir, I thank you for giving me the opportunity to speak.

PROF. ACHYUTANANDA SAMANTA (KANDHAMAL): Hon.
Speaker, Sir, I rise to speak in favour of the Transgender Persons
(Protection of Rights) Bill, 2019 as introduced by the Minister of Social

Justice and Empowerment, Shri Thaawar Chand Gehlot in this Session.

[ would like to congratulate the Minister for having come with
such a considerate and humane Bill with solid amendments to the 2018
Bill for the transgender community which is one of the most

marginalised communities in the country. The Bill addresses problems

ranging from social exclusion to discrimination, lack of education
facilities, unemployment, lack of medical facilities and so on. Most
importantly, it bolsters their right to live a life with dignity as guaranteed
by the Preamble under the leadership of Shri Narendra Modi ji.

If we ask people in India as to what they know about the
transgender persons, most of them will tell you that they have seen them
begging near traffic signals and inside trains. Some people start
complaining about their bad behaviour. This is the harsh reality
regarding the transgender persons in India. But the fact is that we often
ignore or do not even realise that, directly or indirectly, we as a society

are responsible for their condition.

Having been disowned by their own families and having been
subject to harsh treatments from other people in the society, they are
pushed in to that kind of behaviour. Lack of access to education and
non-availability of jobs often forces them to take to begging and
prostitution. But still, amidst all these adversities, there are some
transgender persons who are brave enough to make their way to the
mainstream, achieve their goals and prove that they are also capable and

deserving as any other Indian, thus breaking the stereotype.

We all know that only after an order from the Supreme Court,
transgender persons have got legal recognition. There is a great
transgender rights activist, Acharya Mahamandal Laxmi Narayan
Tripathi j1, who struggled a lot to get this order from the Supreme Court.
After that only the transgender persons are able to get even PAN card,
Aadhar card, passport, and many other things, getting equal treatment

like other citizens.
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Actually they are not to be blamed for their condition. It is just a

biological change in their body. Due to this biological change, they are
suffering a lot. 39 @R P b ATAI-U TR T AHbTd < &, THS I

begging, etc. for their own survival. So, we welcome this Transgender
Persons (Protection of Rights) Bill, 2019. We hope that through this Bill

their condition will be made better definitely.

I hope, the problems they face, such as sex exploitation, cruel and
dangerous castration, being cast out and constantly humiliated,
sufferings from psychological and health issues, increased vulnerability
to HIV and other diseases, including mental health conditions, limited
access to education and employment, lack of opportunities for economic
and social advancement, hatred and aggression towards a group of
individuals who do not conform to social norms, andextreme violence
towards them, will be sorted out through this Bill.

I humbly request that the Ministry of Women and Child
Development should also be included along with other Ministries in the
Council. Also, in the Council, there should be ten members from the
transgender community instead of five members. Their voice should be

given more weightage in the Council meetings.

So, I support this Bill on behalf of Biju Janata Dal. Once again I
would like to mention that in Odisha also, our hon. Chief Minister, Shri
Naveen Patnaik ji has introduced some concessions for the transgender
persons, making it easier for them to get commodities like rice and

kerosene at a subsidised rate under the BPL category.
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In this context, I would also like to mention that if the transgender
persons get scope and opportunity, they will be at par with others in the
society. They have already proved it. Many transgenders have proved

their worth by becoming judges, etc.

In this context, I would also like to mention that KISS is the first
organisation in the country to provide a job to a transgender, Sadhna
Mishra, who has become the idol for other transgender persons ...

(Interruptions)

Similarly, Shri Naveen Patnaik in Odisha has given a political
position to Meera Parida, a transgender social activist ...(Interruptions)
On behalf of Biju Janata Dal, I would like to say that we support the
Transgender Persons (Protection of Rights) Bill, 2019. Thank you...

(Interruptions)

SHRIMATI SANGEETA KUMARI SINGH DEO (BOLANGIR):
Mr. Speaker, Sir, I rise to support this progressive and humane Bill
brought by the Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment which will
go a long way in mitigating the abuse, discrimination, and stigma which
have been perpetrated on this marginalised section of the society...

(Interruptions)

Sir, this Bill is about social inclusion and protection of
fundamental rights of the transgender community...(/nterruptions)

Through this legislation, the transgender community will have a legal

record in case of violation of their rights...(Interruptions) The 215
Century, on the one hand, has seen an erosion of old-world myths,

taboos, and archaic laws and, on the other hand, the evolution of social
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awareness, tolerance, acceptance of sexual orientation, and gender

identity rights...(Interruptions)

The Bill was introduced in the 16" Lok Sabha. However, it lapsed
due to the dissolution of the House...(Interruptions) Once again, it has
been introduced which goes to show the commitment of our

Government towards progressive legislation...(/nterruptions)

Sir, I would like to mention here that the transgender community
has had a very strong historical presence in the social, cultural, and
religious tradition of our country...(/nterruptions) We find many
mention of transgenders in our Vedic literature, in pauranik literature
like Ramayana and also in the Buddhist texts...(Interruptions) Besides,
the Mughal period was the golden age of the transgender community
where they were allowed to hold important posts in the court, guard the
Islamic harams and hold the offices of great confidentiality and

responsibility of the emperor...(I/nterruptions)

Sir, I would like to enlist the chronology of events leading to this
legislation...(Interruptions) In 2009, the Election Commission allowed
the transgender persons to choose their gender as ‘other’ on the election
ballot forms...(/nterruptions) After that, there was the landmark
NALSA judgement in 2014...(Interruptions) The Supreme Court

created the third gender status for transgenders and on 6%

2018, the Supreme Court decriminalised Section 377 of the Indian Penal

September,
Code by which now the transgender community have a legal right to live
with dignity...(I/nterruptions)

Sir, coming to the provisions of the present Bill, I would humbly

request the hon. Minister to kindly consider to incorporate certain
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clauses relating to chapter 3 of Clause 5...(/nterruptions) It says:

“A transgender person may make an application to the District
Magistrate for issuance of a certificate and provided in the
case of a minor child, such application be made by parent or

guardian”

Sir, I would like to mention here that in our country, till the age of
18, you cannot vote to elect a political party to rule the country and you
cannot appear in the Board examination till the age of 15...
(Interruptions) Hence, the Minister should put in a provision where a
gender identity will be determined by age either by the minor or by the

guardian or parent of the minor...(Inferruptions)

Secondly, I want to mention that while looking after the rights of
the transgender community and talking about social inclusion, nowhere
do we mention about their right of inheritance. ...(Interruptions) Now,
this i1s a major issue. ...(/nterruptions) I am saying this because if we
want to bring them into the mainstream of our society, then we have to
treat them at par with other citizens of the community. ...(Interruptions)
So, I would request the hon. Minister if he could kindly incorporate the

right of inheritance into the Bill. ...(Interruptions)

Thirdly, I feel that the welfare measures by the Government are
commendable. ...(Interruptions) But the parents of the transgender child
cannot wash their hands off financial responsibility. ...(Interruptions)

This should also be incorporated into the Bill. ...(Interruptions)

Next, I would like to mention here that in the constitution of the
National Council for Transgender Persons, a psychologist should be

included in the panel since this is an issue where the mind is in conflict
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with the gender of the body. ...(Inferruptions) So, a psychologist must

be included in the National Council. ...(Interruptions)

Lastly, I would like to mention about the Chapter dealing with
offences and penalties that right from bonded labour to sexual abuse the
punishment that is to be meted out to the perpetrators should not be less
than six months, but which may extend to two years. ...(Interruptions)
My request is that in the name of social inclusion and bringing them into
the mainstream of society, they should be treated at par with other
citizens, and the relevant sections of the IPC may kindly be applied to

them. ...(Interruptions)

As regards the right of adoption, I would like to request the hon.
Minister that when we are bringing in such a landmark social legislation,
then the right of adoption of transgenders should also be addressed. ...
(Interruptions) This 1s all that I have to say on this issue.
(Interruptions) Thank you, Sir, for giving me the opportunity to speak

on this Bill in the House. ...(Interruptions)

SHRI JAYADEV GALLA (GUNTUR): Thank you, Sir, for giving me
this opportunity to speak on this very important and historic Bill. ...
(Interruptions) This Bill will pave the way for bringing self-respect and
dignity to a marginalised society. ...(Interruptions)

The genesis of this Bill emanates from a Private Member Bill

passed on 24th April 2015 in the Rajya Sabha. ...(Interruptions) So,
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first, I salute Shri Tiruchi Siva, Member of the Rajya Sabha, who
successfully piloted this Private Member Bill. ...(/nterruptions) 1 also
congratulate Shri Arun Jaitley, without whose intervention on this Bill
we would not be discussing this official Bill brought by Shri Gehlot. ...
(Interruptions) It 1s Mr. Jaitley who convinced the entire Rajya Sabha to
unanimously support this Bill. ...(I/nterruptions) Even though, I am a bit
disappointed due to the delay, I wholeheartedly support this Bill and
congratulate the hon. Minister for bringing it before the House. ...

(Interruptions)

It is not a question of giving rights to transgenders. ...
(Interruptions) There are very many deprived, disadvantaged and
marginalised sections, which are deprived of their rights even after
seven decades of Independence. ...(Interruptions) It is a question of
recognizing them as human beings, embracing them and treating them as

part and parcel of this great country of ours. ...(/nterruptions)

Keeping such marginalised sections in mind, the framers of our
Constitution, particularly, Dr. Ambedkar, included Article 14, which
guarantees equality before law for all citizens of the country. ...
(Interruptions) Article 15 (1), Article 15 (2) and Article 16 (2) explicitly
prohibit, in express terms, discrimination on the ground only of sex and,
of course, Article 19 ensures freedom of speech and expression. ...
(Interruptions) Each and every one of these Articles has been denied to

them. ...(Interruptions)

Sir, the acrimonious part is that the Government of India never allotted
the subject or work relating to transgender or eunuch to any Department
under the Allocation of Business Rules, 1961 until 2012. It was only in
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2012 when there was a hue and cry about it, the Government of the day
allocated this subject to the Ministry of Social Justice and
Empowerment. I am just bringing these facts out of anguish, because we
are not treating our fellow citizens as human beings, leave alone giving
them rights in education and employment. And, this Bill helps them to

some extent.

Sir, this Bill substantiates that we have not been treating
transgenders as per what the Constitution mandates us to do. But, now,
through this Bill, the Government is intending to fulfill this part of the
mandate of the Constitution. So, it 1s a laudable move, and I welcome
and appreciate the hon. Minister for commending this Bill for

consideration of the House.

Sir, | would be failing in my duty if I do not remember and salute,
Laxmi Tripathi, a transgender, who fought for their rights and went up to
the Supreme Court, and the Supreme Court in a historic judgement in
2014 recognized their rights and considered them as the third gender.
And, it is the consequence of this judgment that we have a third column

in all applications, to indicate the third gender.

Sir, the next point I wish to make is that the Supreme Court
observed that henceforth transgenders would fall under the OBC
category. I had gone through the Bill and did not find a provision
treating transgenders as OBCs. So, I request the hon. Minister to please

consider this.

My next point is relating to Clause 2(k) of the Bill which defines
'transgender.' The sub-clauses mentioned only Kinner, Hijra, Aravani
and Jogta. But I wish to submit that there are host of other socio-cultural
groups like Shiv-Shaktis, Jogappas, Aradhis, Sakhi, etc.
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Secondly, these socio-cultural groups are not only transgender
people, but there are others who do not belong to any of these groups but
are transgender persons individually. So, these and such other socio-
cultural identities should also be included in the definition. It is only
then that we can achieve the objective. So, I suggest to the hon.
Minister to include a Schedule in the Bill listing out all the socio-
cultural groups of transgenders so that it becomes foolproof to claim

their rights.

With these observations, hoping that my suggestions will be taken

into consideration, I support the Bill. Thank you, Sir.

It is because this Bill establishes a law for lakhs of
transgender persons who have been deprived of their rights, their
fundamental and most basic rights and their dignity. This Bill seeks to
eliminate all kinds of discrimination, all forms of harassment and
victimization. I would like to borrow from the judgment penned by
hon. retired Justice K S Radhakrishnan. He said, "moral failure lies in
society's unwillingness to contain or embrace different gender identities

and expressions'.

My second point is regarding a technical issue, 1.e. the Health
Manual related to sex reassignment of transgender person.
(Interruptions). This Health Manual will be made in line with the
guidelines of the World Professional Association for Transgender
Health. But the Bill in its current language says that the appropriate
Government will prepare the Health Manual. Now, this includes both
State Governments and the Union Government. The State Governments
and the Central Government will prepare their own Health Manual. ...
(Interruptions). In my opinion, the Manual relating to sex reassignment
surgeries 1s purely technical in nature. Therefore, would it not be better

if the Centre prepares the Manual and circulates it among the States?

Along with this, I would also urge the Government to bring a law
prohibiting discrimination against the LGBT community including gay
people. The Supreme Court’s decision to decriminalise homosexuality
was a huge victory for the community and a legislation in this direction
will further the fundamental principles of our Constitution so that every
individual 1rrespective of their caste, religion, gender or sexual
preference is given equal rights, equal access to opportunity, free from

any discrimination.
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With these inputs, I would like to conclude my speech by saying

that it is long due that the Parliament of India gives its residents the right
to a self-perceived identity, that our transgender brothers and sisters are
not deprived of their basic rights, that they are not victimised and
marginalised. And as parliamentarians, it i1s a moment of pride for all of

us who are contributors in this significant piece of legislation.

I would once again thank our hon. Prime Minister, Shri Narendra
Modi Ji, and hon. Minister Thaavar Chand Gehlot Ji for their sensitivity,
bravery and commitment to ‘sabka saath, sabka vikas and sabka
vishwas’ by including every Indian regardless of gender in their quest
for justice to all. Also, I would like to say that it is this Government, and
this Government only, which has stood by the marginalised whether it
was the Muslim women, whether it was the SCs, STs, and now, the
transgenders who have always been respected in Indian society but
because of the British Victorian age rules and laws, were discriminated

against.

Thank you very much, Speaker, Sir. I support this Bill
wholeheartedly.

SHRI P. RAVEENDRANATH KUMAR (THENI): Hon. Speaker, Sir,
I rise to speak on behalf my party AIADMK in support of the
Transgender Persons (Protection of Rights) Bill, 2019.

Minister of Social Justice and
Empowerment Shri Thaawar Chand Gehlot Ji who has brought this
amendment, under the auspicious and caring guidance of our hon. Prime
Minister Shri Narendra Modi Ji, for providing social, economic and

educational empowerment of the transgender persons in our society.

This Bill will benefit a large number of transgender persons, will
mitigate the stigma, discrimination and abuse against this marginalised
section and bring them into a normal society. This will lead to

inclusiveness and will make the transgender persons productive.

This Bill stipulates that no establishment shall discriminate against
transgender persons in matters relating to employment, recruitment,
promotion and other related issues, and provides for a grievance
redressal mechanism in establishments apart from establishing a
National Council for Transgender Persons headed by the Minister for

Social Justice and Empowerment vide clause 16 of this Amendment
Bill.

Tamil Nadu State Government hiked the income ceiling to
Rs.72,000 per annum for availing social welfare schemes for
transgenders such as providing Rs.1,000 per month to those transgender
persons aged above 40 years and unable to earn their livelihood so that

more transgenders will benefit from June 2019.

Sir, transgender persons in Tamil Nadu celebrate a world-famous
festival. In the history of Hindu religion, a transgender person is revered
as God Arthanareeswara, that is half Shiva and half Parvati. I request the
hon. Minister to give recognition to this world-famous festival which is

celebrated in Villupuram in Tamil Nadu.
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Sir, keeping in view the good points mentioned above, I welcome
this Amendment Bill and hope that it will reflect the obvious realities.
