(a) to (c) As informed by the National Medical Commission, at present there are 493 medical 

colleges across the country imparting Post Graduate medical education. There is no proposal 

of the Ministry of Health and Family Welfare for establishment of a new PGI in the year 

2022-23. However, under Centrally Sponsored Scheme for ‘Strengthening and up gradation 

of State Government Medical colleges for starting new PG disciplines and increasing PG 

seats’, 5930 PG seats have been approved in 22 States/UTs in two phases.   

  

(d)    As informed by the Government of Uttar Pradesh, there is no Post Graduate Institute in 

Saharanpur.  
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
