provisions of the National Education Policy, 2020, it has revised the Choice Based Credit 

System and developed the draft curriculum framework and credit system for undergraduate 

programmes. The UGC has further informed that ‘community engagement and service’ is one 

of the components of the proposed framework and will involve activities that would expose 

students to the socio-economic issues in society so that the theoretical learnings can be 

supplemented by actual life experiences to generate solutions to real-life problems. 
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
