(a) to (c) Setting up of a Central University is a continuous process. The Central 

Government has already established two Central Tribal Universities namely the Indira Gandhi 

National Tribal University, Amarkantak and Central Tribal University of Andhra Pradesh, 

Vizianagram with a view to provide avenues of higher education and research facilities to the 

tribal students of the country. Besides, the Andhra Pradesh Reorganization Act, 2014 provides 

for establishment of a Central Tribal University in Telangana. All the Central Universities and 

other institutions also cater to the educational aspiration of the tribal population. 
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
