(c) One office will be opened in 

Csimp No. 2, as soon as a suitable 
building is secured.

Shri Gidwani: Are Government
aware that there are a number of 
barracks available there which could 
be used?

Shri Raj Bahadur: I shall be only
too grateful to the hon. Member if he 
would place one such barrack at the 
disposal of the P. T. Department. 
Immediately that is arranged you will 
get the new office.

D evelopment and  M arketing  of 
Spices

*823. Shri N. Somana: Will the 
Minister of Food and Agriculture be
pleased to state:

(a) whether the Committee appoint­
ed to investigate into the development 
and marketing of spices has submitted 
its report;

(b) if so, what are the recommenda­
tions made by that Committee; and

(c) whether Government have any 
proposal for setting up a Board for the 
development and marketing of spices 
on the lines of the Indian Coffee 
Board?

The Minister of Agriculture (Dr. 
P. S. Deshmukh): (a) No. The Com­
mittee is, however, expected to sub­
mit its report shortly.

Shri N. Somana: May I know whe­
ther Government is aware that the 
prices of the spices are very uncertain 
at present?

Dr. P. S. Deshmukh: That is a fact
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The Deputy Minister of Railways 
and Transport (Shri Alagesan): (a)
The estimated expenditure on the 
construction of the Railway line from 
Madhepura to Murliganj is Rs.
32,15,000.,

(b) No. The work was being done 
as a relief measure by the Bihar Pub­
lic Works Department, but has now 
been taken over and is being executed 
by the Railway.
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The Deputy Minister of Railways 
and Transport (Shri Alasesan): (a)
The Indian Shipping tonnage is esti­
mated to be about half a per cent, of 
the total world tonnage as in July 1952,

(b) The increase in Indian tonnage 
during 1952 was 33,705 gross regis- 
t6red tons. In 1951, the increase was
23,353 gross registered tons.

(c) The increase has to be at the 
rate of about 62,500 gross registered 
tons per year.
