Regular administration is being gradu­
ally extended into the interior of the 
tribal areas of the North East Frontier 
Agency. About 16.000 additional square 
miles with a  population  of  about 
8,00,000 have been brought under ad­
ministration since independence.

Districts Headquarters and Admin­
istrative Centres have been establish­
ed in the interior. The tribal people 
are being provided with benefits of Ad­
ministration,  such  as  educational, 
medical and Public Health facilities, 
improved methods of Agriculture, Cot­
tage Industries Centres and improved 
lines of communications.

A statement of  welfare  activitieŝ 
undertaken in accordance with the 5 
Year Development Plan for the North 
East Frontier Agency is laid on  the 
Table of the House.
