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travel which were detected up to 
about the 1st week of February, 54 
is nearly 36,000.

(b) The actual expenditure incurr­
ed is not known as returns have not 
yet been received, but a total ex­
penditure of about 45 lakhs of 
rupees has been provided for in the 
Revised Estimate for works for 
Kumbh Mela.

Th. Lakshman Singh Gharak: May
I know how many ticketless travel­
lers were convicted and what ampyint, 
if any, was realised by way of fines?

Shri Shahnawaz Khan: We have not 
got full details yet.

Th. Lakshman Singh Charak: May
I know what were the permanent 
constructions as mentioned in part 
(b) of the question?

Shri Shahnawaz Khan: The Kumbh 
Mela is supposed to last till the 15th 
March. It is not over yet. When 
the Mela is over, we will get full 
details.

Th. Lakshman Singh Charak: The
question is only regarding perma­
nent constructions that have been 
put up so far. It has got nothing to 
do with the ending of the Kumbh 
Mela.

The Minister of Railways and 
Transport (Shri L. B. Shastri): The
permanent constructions are: some
platforms have been raised and im­
proved. sheds have been put up in 
several platforms, circulating areas 
have been made and there are cer­
tain other constructions, which will 
t>e maintained for other Kumbh Melas 
in the coming years.
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The Deputy Minister of Communi­
cations (Shri Raj Bahadur): (a) New
Delhi Post Office, No account was 
kept. Calcutta G.P.O. 500. Madras 
G.P.O. 266, and Bombay G.P.O. 394.

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Shri Raj Bahadur: The figures
given here pertain to those who visit­
ed certain important post offices speci­
fied in the statement.

The results achiev­
ed were really very good because it 
brought the people whom the de­
partment serves and the depart­
mental officials together and enabled 
them to know each other’s difficulties.
