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Dr, Keskar: It is not possible to give
an exact answer why different power
{ransmitters are located in the various
centres. Various fatcors, including
the effect of the coverage, have to oe
taken into consideration, Over and
above these the question to be consi-
dered is whether the particular station
will be purely a coverage given for the
State or whether it is going to be zonal.
All these factors are taken into consi-
deration.

Shri Raghuramaiah: In view of the
fact that there is now a cry for Visal-
andhra. may I know whether Vijaya-
wada will not have a zonal and wider
prospect?

Dr. Keskar: I hope my hon. friend is
aware that, after the coming into being
af the Andhra State, we have made
special efforts and this 20 K.W. trans-
mitter to Andhra State has been allot-
ted during the last two or three months,
after making adjustments and changes
in the Five Year Plan.

Shri K. K. Basu: Is it- not true that
it is more convenient to have 20 K.W.
power stations in greater numbers than
having 50 K.W. with much less
arrangement?

Dr. Keskar: It will not be right to
make such wide generalisations. It all
depends on the target that we want to
cover and it also depends on the recur-
ring administrative expenditure that
we are prepared to incur, but there are
cases where having a number of 20
K.W. transmitters is much better than
having a very high power transmitter.
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The Deputy Minister of Rchabilita-
tion (Shri J. K. Bhonsle): A statement
giving the terms on which the amounts
have been sanctioned is laid on the
Table of the Sabha.
