170 departmental candidates who have
been approved for permanent appoint-
ment to Grade III but cannot be so
appointed for want of vacancies will
be confirmed as Assistants unless
they are already confirmed Assistants.
The remaining vacancies have been
distributed on a proportionate basis
as follows:—
