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50 block grants were being given by 
the Central Government to State Gov­
ernments for all development pur­
poses and the amount given for Pri­
mary Education alone is not readily 
available in '1949-50, a sum of 
Rs. 2,60,000 was given as grant to U.P. 
for the training of Basic Schools 
Teachers.

(e) Vehicles not required for mili­
tary purposes or no longer in suitable

condition are declared for disposal 
from time to time.

(p There is lack of suitable accom­
modation but steps are taken to pre­
vent deterioration to the maximum 
extent possible and most of the vehicles 
are covered by tarpaulins. Suitable

(g) Un^ryiceable vehicles which are 
considered beyond economical repairs 
md which are surplus to requirements 
are disposed of from time to time.
