RESIDENTIAL ACCOMMODATION TO
GOVERNMENT EMPLOYEES

77. Shri Mohanlal Saksenma: (a) Will
the Minister.of Works, Housing and
Supply be pleased to state what are
the Government’s plans, if any, to
Dprovide accommodation to Central
- Government employees at Delhi cn
the waiting list?

(b) What is the total number of
‘Government quarters at Delhi "and
have Government considered the feasi-
bility of constructing a second storey
1o the existing quarters at Delhi?

The Minister of Works, Housing and
Supply (Sardar Swaran Singh): (a)
:Subject to the availability of funds, it
15 proposed to sanction the constryc-
tion of additional quarters for
officers and staff, from year to year,
till such time as the accommodation
position eases. Accordingly, 100
flats for junior officers, 500 quarters
for clerks and 500 quarters for class
IV and work-charged staff were
sanctioned during 1951-52 and a cor-
responding number has been sanction-
-ed during 1952-53.

(b) The total number of Govern-
ment quarters available in Delhi is
14,031 which includes 1,224 for officers
dr-wing Rs. 500 and more, 8,287 for
officers- drawing less than Rs. 500 per
month, and 4,520 for Class IV and
-work-charged staff.

The feasibility of constructing a
second storey to the existing quar-
ters at Delhi was considered but was
‘not found practicable.

241
families have been sent for resettle-
ment to Bhopal.

TRADE WITH PAKISTAN

tity of goods exported from India to
Pakistan and vice versa during the
years 1949, 1950 and 1951 together
with the value of goods in each case?

The Deputy Minister of Commerce
and Industry (Shri Karmarkar):
Detailed statistics for the iinancial
years 1949-50 and 1950-51 is given in
the compilation “Indo-Pakistan Trade
Statistics for the twelve months end-
ing March 1951” which has already
been published. A statement show-
ing main features of the trade during
these years and statistics for the
period 1st April to 31st December
1951 is placed on the Table of the
House.

DisposaLsS DIRECTORATE

81. Dr, P. S. Deshmukh: Will the
Minister of Works, Housing and Sup-
ply be pleased to state the strength of
staff in the Disposals Directorate in
each of the years 1949, 1950 and 1951
according to each category?

The Minister of Works, Housing and
Supply (Sardar Swaran Singh): A
statement showing the strength of
staff (Class I, II, III and IV) in the
Disposals Wing of the Directorate
General of Supplies and Disposals on
1st January 1949, 31st December 1949,
31st December 1950 and 31st Decem-
ber 1951 is placed on the Table of the
House; this shows progressive reduc-
tion in strength.
