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^purchased, both by the displaced per­
sons and the general public.

(d) 54 Job Printing Presses have 
been manufactured out of which 51 
have been sold. 8 Hand Oil Expellers 
have been manufactured out of which 
5 have been sold. 10 Plastic Injucting 
Machines have been manufactured out 
of which 2 have been sold. 8 Power
Oil Expellers have been manufactured 
but none has yet been s jIJ.

(e) 579 displaced persons have com­
pleted their training at the Arab-ki- 
Sarai Centre, 2,834 at NHokheri and 
77 at Fulia. Of these about 3.200 have 
been able to secure employment.

Training of Labour Inspectors

Closure of Looms in Jute Mills

It led to the tetrenchment of only 475 
permanent workers who were paid in­
voluntary unemployment benefits;.!

50 per cent, of the basic wages, 50* 
per cent, of Dearness allowance and 
Rs. 2 or in lieu thereof food at con­
cession rates each week. The retrench­
ed workers were subsequently absorb­
ed in the mills.

Tibetan Wool
