There has been no need in
recent years for special consultations
with other Ministries on procedure in
regard to the recoupment of shortages
in respect of orders placed for rolling
stock. The eonsignee is responsible
for reporting shortages to the purchas-
ing authority who in turn would take
up with the suppliers.

New RarLway LINES

443. Shri Elayaperumal: Will the
Minister of Railways be pleased to
state:

(a) whether Government are con-
sidering any proposals to open new
lines in Madras State;

(b) whether Government received
any representation from the peovole of
Kallakkurichi. Thiruvannamaiai and
Chinnasalem to open a new railway
line; and

(c) what action has been taken on
the representaticn?

The Minister of Railways and Trans-
port (Shri L. B. Shastri): (a) Yes.

(b) and (c). A representation was
received from the people of Kallakuri-
chi Taluk in connection with the cons-
truction of "a railway line from Chin-
nasalem to Tirukoilur via  Tiruchi.
This particular line has not been con-
sidered but an alternative project from
Chinnasalem to Chingleput via Tiru-
vannamalai and Tirukoilur was consi-
dered by the Central Board of Trans-
port and they decided that the project
should be held over for the present in
view of the difficult ‘ways and means’
position of the Government.
