8hri V. P. Nayar: In view of the fact
that minerals include strategic material,
may I know what enguiries have been
made by the Government of India
regarding the antecedents of these
scientists who come to India and ahout
threir possible connections with armles
of foraign powers?
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Shrl K. D. Malaviya: We take ail
necessary precautlons. But I may in-
form the House that so far as the
three experts are concerned. they have
been concerned so far wlith surveys
which are not particularly of any
secret type.

Shrl V. P. Nayar: May I also know,
Sir. what definite steps have the Gov-
ernment taken to ensure that such In-
formatlon as has Been obtained by
rescarch on minerals in this couniry
is not used by foreign armies?

Shri K. D. Malavlya: Sir, we arc
taklng sufficient care to see that the
information cannot be used agalnst us.

Dr. S. P, Mookerjee: The hon. Edu-
catlon Milnister said that there is no
Indian scholar, available in these sub-
jects for that grade. May I know, Sir,
what definite steps have Government
taken to train up qualified Indlans in
these special subjects with the help of
these foreign experts?
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(Manlana Aszad: The aim of all our
schemes Is that in future the need of
sending Indlans abroad for education
and of importing men from outside
should be obviated.]

Dr. S. P. Mookerjee: Where exactly
is such trainlng being given?

Shri XK. D. Malavlya: When we
assoclate these experte who come from
outside with our own people. the latter
galn experience and knowledge from
them. So far as these surveys are con-
cerned, we have placed In associatlon
with them our own #nd we
hope that by this association, our
people will gain more knowledge.

Dr. S. P. Mookerjee: How many
people are belng trained under these
experts? i

Shri K. D. Malaviya: Parties have
been organised. 1 have not got the
exact number.

Sardar HokamBiagb: Is this research
by thiese experts being carzied on
under the Iadlan Bureau of Mines, or
are there any other different institu-
tlon which carrles on thls research?

Sbr1 K. D, Malavtya: The question
refers to aurveys, and not to research.
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The surveys are being conducted under
the auspices of the Geological Survey
of India.

Shrl Kelappan: Has any country,
from which these experts are drawn,

been eive:: the right to exploit these
minerals?

Shrl K. D, Malavlya: No. Sir, These
surveys have no connection with the
right to explolt the minerals.
