Sardar Iqbal Singh: Is it a fact that
the Navy and A irForce do not get 
so much publicity as the Army?

Sardar Majithia: No, that is not a 
fact. As a matter of fact, the Navy 
and the Army do the recruiting join­
tly, whereas the Air Force have got 
their own organisation for recruit­
ment, and publicity for their respec­
tive branches is being undertaken by 
them. I think it is quite adequate.

Sardar Iqbal Singh: May I know 
whether the number of officers emp­
loyed in these publicity activities is 
in proportion to the Services or in 
proportion to the number of indivi­
duals? •

Sardar Majithia: As I said, the pub­
licity is taken up jointly, which is in 
the interest of economy. Due publi­
city is being given. Besides, the In­
formation and Broadcasting Ministry 
also come and help us by giving vari­
ous items in their programmes over 
the All India Radio and also by pro­
ducing documentary films. .

Shri Subodh Hasd :̂ May J know
whether the applications were invited 
directly or through industrial firms?

Dr, M. M. Das: Applications of can­
didates for award of these scholar­
ships were invited through Central 
Ministries, State Governments, Uni­
versities, engineering and technical 
institutes and industries.

Shri Subodh Hasda: May I know
whether such scholarships have been 
offered by the British steel industry 
during 1955-56?

Dr. M. M. Das: I have got no infor­
mation on that point, with me at the 
present moment.

Shri Subodh Hasda: May I know
what is the value of the scholarships?

Dr. M, M. Das: The scholarships are 
of three types—type (A), type (B) 
and type (C). Type (A) scholarships 
ere of the value of £390 per annum 
for two years plus cost of travel to 
and from U.K. Type (B) scholarships 
are of the value of £300 per annum 
cost of passage to and from U. K. 
will be met by the Government of 
India. As regards type (C) scholar­
ships, the value is £300 per annum 
or pro rata for a lesser period of six 
to twelve months according to require­
ments, the cost of travel to and from 
U. K. will be met by the Government 
of India.

Shri Subodh Hasda: May I know
how many were selected for 1954-55 
out of the 515 candidates?

Dr. M. M. Das: Only 6.
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Shri K. K. Basu: May I know whe­
ther all the raw materials required 
for the manufacture of this particular 
type of paper are available in our 
country.

Shri A. C. Guha: I think so. At
least, we have enough of the main 
raw materials, that is, rags and cut­
tings from textile mills.

Dr. Ram Subhag Singh: May I know 
whether only currency note paper is 
proposed to be manufactured or any 
other kind of paper, for instance, paper 
required for defence and security pur­
poses, is also proposed to be manufac­
tured, in this factory?

Shri A. C. Guha: Currency and im­
pressed / stamp paper—these are th* 
two types of paper which we want to 
manufacture.
