The Parliamentary Secretery to
the Minister of Railways and Trans-
port (Shri Shahnawaz Khan}: (a) The
distance botween Tezpur and  Gauhati
is 122 miles and not 112 miles as stated in
the question. Passrnger train [rom
Gauhati to Tezpur takes 13 houss and 15§
minutes. which includes ferry crossing
and onward intrney of connecting train from
the bank, The normal oveiall time taken in
transit of goods from Gauhati to Tezpur is
about five days for wagon loale and a
day in addition for ‘smalls’ consignments.

(b) Complaints have been received oc-
casionally.

(d) A separate rail district for a short
branch of 94 thiles cannot be justificd.
The present District  Headquarters  at
Alipur Duar are suitably located ani no
change is contemplated.

Accident at Bina

*2252. Shri M. L. Agrawal: Will the
Minister of Railways be Jpleased to
state:

(a) the circumstances in which some
parcels exploded at Bina Junction on
the Bhopal-Jhansi Section of the Cer-
tral Raillway on the 7th  September,
1955; and

(b) whether some persons were in-
jured ?

The Parliamentary Secretary to the
Minister of Railways and Transport
(Shri Shshnawaz an): (a) An ex-
plosion took place at abcut § P. M. on
7-9-195S, while some parcels were being
conveyed on a trolley from the up to the
down platform at Bina Station for onward
despatch to destination.

The details are under investigation by
an Enquiry Committee of Officers.

(b) Six persons received serious injuries
of whom 3 expired subsequently, 5 p:ssoas
received minor injuries.
