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Shri Alagesan: Yes, it is definitely
more than the number for the previous
year.

Shri T. B. Vittal Rao : May I know
what has been the demand of the
colliery-owners in Bihar and Bengal
and what have been the actual sup-
plies? May I also know when this
disparity will be removed?

Shri Alagesan : Their demand may
be slightly more than what we are
able to supply at present, but these
demands. the hon. Member knows,
are adjusted by the Coal Commis-
sioner. We are fairly able to meet
the demands.
