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under which the sixteen State Govern-
ments have taken financial help from
the Government of India. This list con-
sists of a large number of items.

Shri V. P. Nayar: From the answer
of the hon. the Parliamentary Secretary
it would appear that Travancore-
Cochin is the only non-Hindi speaking
State with an educational institution for
the special training of Hindi teachers.
In view of this fact may 1 know whe-
ther any financial assistance has been
rendered by the Government of India
for running this only institution in the
non-Hindi speaking States?

Dr. M. M. Das: Yes, Sir, for opening
Teachers’ Training Schools in Hindi,
the Travancore-Cochin Government
has been given financial help to the
tune of Rs. 21,899 for the year 1955-56.

INDIAN BUREAU OF MINES

*1618. Shri Krishnacharya Joshi:
Will the Minister of Natural Resources
and Scientific Research be pleased to
state:

(a) the number of mines inspected
by the Indian Bureau of Mines during
1955;

(b) the object of inspection; and

(c) the nature of advice given there-
after?

The Deputy Minister of Education
(Dr. K. L. Shrimali);: (a) 364 Mines.

(b) The mines were inspected with a
view to promoting systematic working
and conservation of minerals under the
Mineral Conservation and Develop-
ment Rules, 1955.

(c) The mining industry was advised
as necessary to adopt scientific methods
of working the mines, and to carry out
efficient extraction of minerals,

Shri Krishnacharya Joshi: What
are the improvements suggested ?

Dr. K. L. Shrimali: The Director,
Indian Bureau of Mines has issued
various kinds of directions, and a
manual has also been prepared. The
main purpose is to conserve the na-
tural resources so that there might be
the minimum of wastage.
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Shri V. P, Nayar: May I know whe-
ther the three hundred odd mines
which were inspected by the Indian
Bureau of Mines include mines where
there is no extraction of minerals at
present, like the gold mines of Malabar
and the mica mines of Travancore-
Cochin?

Dr. K, L. Shrimali: So far as mine
inspection is concerned, it has been
done in respect of manganese ore,
mica, iron ore, chromite, asbestos,
bayrites, sonporom, etc.

Shri V. P. Nayar: That is why [
asked whether it includes......

Mr. Speaker: He said that they are
confined only to these.

Shri V. P. Nayar: Travancore-
Cochin has mica mines which are not
working at present.

Mr. Speaker: He has said gold, etc.
Is mica there?

Dr. K. L. Shrimali: Mica is there.

Shri V. P. Nayar: I want to know
whether the Travancore-Cochin mica
mines which are not working today
have been inspected by this body.

Dr. K. L. Shrimali: Sir, Travancore-
Cochin has not been included so far.
Inspection has been done in Madhya
Pradesh, Andhra, Mysore. Rajasthan,
Bihar and Orissa. And in course of
time as more staff is recruited, other
mines will also be inspected.

Shri P. C, Bose: May 1 know how
many qualified inspectors are now
working under the Bureau of Mines,
and what their qualifications are ?

Dr. K, L. Shrimali: We have got so
far six officers for work in that Divi-
sion, and we are hoping to recruit
tweleve Assistant Conservators and
one Deputy. I am sorry I cannot give
the detailed qualifications of the
officers at this time.
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Shrimati Kamlendomati Shah: What
are the districts in U.P. where the
mica mines have been discovered, and
is the Government aware that near
Rudraprayag and other places there is

plenty of mica that can be seen lying
about where the road is under con-

struction?

Dr. K. L. Shrimali: 1 shall need

notice for that.
