SHRI ADHIR RANJAN CHOWDHURY : Sir, already, we have gone through the Address. It consists
of 82 paragraphs. I will certainly try, without any qualm and compunction, to find out the objectives and
intentions of this Government and also the lacunae, deficiencies and shortcomings which are also visible

in this Address. That is why, I rise to dwell on the Presidential Address. Our hon. Prime Minister is also
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coming to attend this House. It is a great opportunity for all of us. Now the question is: how do you

define the intent and objectives of this Government, which have been enshrined in this Address?

It has been stated that my Government is celebrating the sacred occasions of the 400 Prakash
Parv of Guru Tegh Bahadur Ji, the 150" birth anniversary of Sri Aurobindo, the 150 birth anniversary

of V.O. Chidambaram Pillai and the 125™ birth anniversary of Netaji Subhas Chandra Bose with
grandeur. From this year onwards, the Government has started the Republic Day celebrations from
January 23, the birth anniversary of Netaji.

Now the question is: should we confine ourselves to the celebration of sacred occasions and
anniversaries in memory of those grand souls? Or, should we inculcate the ideas preached by them and
to imbibe the teachings of those great personalities to build the nation and to build the future of our

country? That is the moot point so that we can have a real introspection and to peep into these core ideas

of those great souls of our country, such as the 400™ Prakash Parv of Guru Tegh Bahadur Ji who was
depicted as a hinde chadder.

That is the motto
of Guru Tegh Bahadur Ji’s life.

Are we emulating that that motto or not? He had defended Hinduism but never opposed the idea
of Islamism or Muslims. We should not equate all the Muslims of our country with Aurangzeb as much
as we should not equate all the Hindus of our country with Jaichand. Sometimes, we are confusing the
mind of the common people by bogus depictions of the history. History is the remembrance of the past.
We cannot hide the truth of our history even if we strive hard to distort it. That should be kept in mind.

[ would like to quote Mr. V.O. Chidambaram Pillai. He said: “That quality relationships are built
on principles especially the principle of trust.”” We should follow his idea. The great saint Rishi
Aurobindo said and I quote: “All problems of the existence are the problems of harmony. Ever since the
dawn of history, man has been actuated by the persistent dream of triple harmony — harmony within
man, social harmony between man and man, and the harmony between the man and the world around

him.” Whether we are pursuing that idea of harmony or not, that needs to be considered.

Swami Vivekananda taught us that each must assimilate the spirit of the others yet preserve his
own individuality, and to grow according to his own law of growth.

Here, you are talking about Subhash Chandra Bose ji. Yes, we must appreciate it from the core
of our heart. The entire country pays its regards, homage or tribute to the great soul of our country. He is
the tragic hero of the world, whose date of birth is known but date of expiry is riddled with
controversies. Yet we all celebrate his birth anniversary. He exhorted the people of our country that with
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the advent of the Mohammedans, a new synthesis had gradually worked out. Though they did not accept
the religion of the Hindus, they made India their home and shared in the common social life of the
people their joys and their sorrows through mutual cooperation. A new art, and a new culture was

evolved. Whether heavens would have fallen upon us, if we follow the guidance given to us.

| India recorded a daily average of 77 rapes a day in 2020, a negligible decline from 88 rapes per day in

2019. Ninety per cent of crimes were registered under the Protection of Children from Sexual Offences
Act (POCSO) in 2020. There was 9.4 per cent increase in crimes against members of Scheduled Castes
and 9.3 per cent increase in crimes against the members of Scheduled Tribes. The highest number of
cases of atrocities were recorded in BJP-led States of Uttar Pradesh, Madhya Pradesh and Bihar. India’s
status in the Freedom in the World 2021 Report was downgraded from ‘Free’ to ‘Partly Free’. Hate
crimes against religious minorities have spiked by 300 per cent since the BJP assumed power in 2014.
Incidents of cow vigilantism and related violence have increased sharply in PM Modi ji’s successive
governments. Despite the COVID-19 lockdown in 2020, 16 such incidents were recorded which
resulted in 94 deaths.

#*SHRI V.K. SREEKANDAN (PALAKKAD): The people of this country expected a lot from the
Address by our Hon'ble President this year too, but were greatly disappointed as the address lacks
direction and the way the Government intends to move in the year ahead. Therefore, I strongly oppose
the Address. However, I would like to highlight here some of the issues that were found no place in the

entire address such as:

The word Amrit Mahotsav found at many places in the entire Address of the Hon'ble President,
but no mention has been made about the supreme sacrifices of our 20 jawans who have been killed in
Galwan Valley at the hands of our enemy, China and China is posing very serious threat to our nation's
security than ever. The country has lost its first Chief of Defence Staff and 13 other defence personnel in
a helicopter crash very recently, again no mention about this tragic loss in the address. 14 innocent
people were killed by the army wrongfully in Nagaland very recently, and again no mention about this
brutal killing and how it has happened. Bhagwaan Birsa Munda was a great freedom fighter and he was
a Gaurav for the entire nation. Therefore, celebrating his birth anniversary as Jan Jatiya Gaurav Diwas,
as mentioned in the Address, is really disrespecting him instead of honouring him and his contribution,

as no celebration can be attached with the name of caste or religion he or she belongs to.

[t is now more than two years that we are experiencing Covid-19 pandemic, no mention been
made in the Address as to how the government has failed to vaccinate the entire population of the
country. Several crores of people are yet to get even the first dose.

The Address has failed to acknowledge the benefit of the Green Revolution brought out by our
then Prime Minister, late Smt. Indira Gandhi, when the Government takes the credit of providing food
during Covid-19 pandemic.

There has been no mention in the address that when will the government be able to make rules
against the Citizens Amendment Act, 2019. The bill was passed by both the Houses of Parliament in the
year 2019 and 83 people have lost their lives while protesting against it. Very sorry to state that even a
starred question of mine laid for answer on 8.2.2022 in this regard has been simply taken off to

unanswer it.
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It is really surprising that no mention has been made in the Address about more than 700 farmers

who have lost their lives while protesting against the three farm bills brought out by the Government
and later on withdrawn them. Our annadatas have been demanding for a new Minimum Support Price

guarantee law for all agricultural produce, but no mention has been made in the Address in this regard.

The global demand for Indian ayurved products is increasing day by day, but the Government is
yet to take steps to boost this sector, and moreover, no mention has also been made in the Address in

this regard.

In the Address it has been stated that 1 crore 17 lakh houses have been approved at a cost of
Rupees one and a half lakh crore in the last three years under Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana — Gramin,
but no mention has been mentioned that how many have been constructed and handed over to the
beneficiaries during the said period as there have been reports that the scheme is moving at snail's
speed.

As per the Address 2 crore 25 lakh youth across the country have been skilled through various
forums, but the fact is that these trained skilled youths have no employment for most of them.
Therefore, this Address lacks the number of youths skilled who have got employment because of the
skill development they got.

High cost for all input materials and non-availability of some of the important input materials are
the burning issues the MSMEs are facing now. This Address has no word on how to help these MSMEs
which are the main sources of employment in the country.

Covid-19 pandemic added further loss of employment in the country and the people are facing
difficulties to meet their day to day needs. The high cost of petrol and diesel pushed the prices of all
essential commodities at an all-time high. However, no mention has been made in the Address how to
provide relief to the people.

Now I come to some of the issues that are concerning the State of Kerala, the State which I
belong to. It has been a demand of the people of Kerala to set up an AIIMS in the State as this State does
not appear in the list of 22 AIIMS the Government has initiated. Therefore, I urge that an AIIMS be
sanctioned for the State of Kerala and Palakkad is the most ideal place for the same to be set up there, as
it 1s centrally located in the State. Land has been acquired which is lying unused and is in the custody of
the Central Government. Apart from that, an institution is also willing to offer its giant campus of more
than 500 acres with requisite infrastructure for the proposed AIIMS. The proposed AIIMS at Palakkad,
can also put an end to the continued infant child mortality in Attappadi which is a tribal area due to lack
of medical care there. This will also benefit people of various districts in the neighbouring State of
Tamil Nadu too. Therefore, setting up an AIIMS at Palakkad will benefit people of two States.
Therefore, it is requested that AIIMS be set up at Palakkad at the earliest.

Palakkad, which is my Parliamentary Constituency, is a centrally placed district in the State of
Kerala and adjoining to the State of Tamil Nadu. Airports for the people of Palakkad are at
Nedumbassery, Karipur and Coimbatore having a road distance of 113 kms., 101 km. and 69 kms
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respectively. Palakkad is the second largest industrial district in Kerala, having all types of industries,
including both Central and State governments public sector undertakings. The only IIT in the State of
Kerala is at Palakkad. Palakkad is also the divisional headquarter of Southern Railway. The work on the
Industrial Corridor between Coimbatore and Kochi via Palakkad is in progress. Palakkad is the gateway
for reaching all materials to the State of Kerala from many parts of the country. More-over, many
thousands of people from this district and its neighbouring district are settled in many parts of the globe,
earning precious foreign exchange for the country. The proposed Coimbatore-Kochi Industrial Corridor
is expecting huge foreign Investment. Hence, it is necessary and essential to have an airport at Palakkad
to make travel to/from Palakkad easier. Therefore, I urge that Palakkad may also be included in the

airport expansion plan of the Government.

There has been a long pending demand to take steps to get UNESCO heritage site status for
Edakkal Caves in Kerala, but this Address has no mention of this. Getting UNESCO heritage site status
for these caves at Edakkal shall pave the way for attracting more tourists to this place and thereby
economic development of the area in which these caves are located. With this I conclude and I oppose
the Address.

*DR. TALARI RANGAIAH (ANANTAPUR): | am very thankful for the opportunity given to me. We
are very thankful to the Honourable President, for reminding us about the words of the Chief Architect
of our constitution Dr.Baba Saheb Ambedkar that the soci ety should be based on liberty, equality and
fraternity..... and Democracy and not merely a form of Government. And assuring the country that the
present Government in social justice, equality, respect and equal opportunities as the mantra of
Antyodaya.

We are very happy to note that the present Government has decided to celebrate the birth
anniversary of Bhagwan Birsa Munda on 15th November as a 'Jan-Jatiya Gaurav Diwas' and from this
year onwards to celebrate to start the Republic Day celebrations from January 23rd which is a birth

anniversary of Netaji Subhas Chandra Bose.

The measures taken by the Government to vaccinate 90% of the adults out of which both the
doses given to 70% of the adult citizens is remarkable and appreciable. The health infrastructure

mission with an allocation of Rs. 64000/- crores hopefully will meet the demands in the coming years.

Providing free ration to 80 crore beneficiaries in the last 19 months and extending the same up to
March 2022 is a big relief to the poor. It is appreciable that the Government has approved 117 lakhs
houses in the last three years. However, it is estimated that there is a requirement of 25 million houses

by 2030, under 'housing for all', in the backdrop of fast urbanization.

Jaljeevan Mission really given greater relief to the women of six crore households by accessing

tap water connection. But nearly 15 crore households are without piped water in rural areas. This
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number may be higher than this. It is also a fact to note that seven states in the country water table
depleting rapidly. But it is a long way to go.

In the agricultural sector 80% of farmers belong to small and marginal category with less than 2
acres of land. The PM SAMMAN Nidhi amount need to be enhanced from Rs. 6,000/~ to Rs. 10,000/-
as requested by the Chief Minister of Andhra Pradesh Sri. YS. Jangan Mohan Reddy.

I am thankful to the Prime Minister for sanctioning the Kisan Rail which is a first in south India
and second in the country which was started in Anantapur of Andhra Pradesh which is also my
Parliament Constituency. So far 122 trips of trains from AP to Delhi and other places were run by the
Department to meet the demand of Horticulture production.

The 1ssues related to Minimum Support Price (MSP) purchase and procurement of the produce of
the farmers need to be taken into consideration.

Creating a provision for Gender Inclusion fund in the national education policy and admitting
women cadets in the National Defence Academy is paving ways for equal opportunities for women.
However, there is a decrease in the budget allocations from 3.8 % of the spending in 2015-16 to 2.7%
allocation in 2021-22 There is a need to relook into the spendings.

The opening of Ekalavya Model Residential Schools is a welcome step to provide quality
education. But budgetary allocations to provide infrastructure, teaching staff and other support staff
need to be taken care of. Sufficient budget allocation is the need of the programme to achieve its
success.

Divyang facilities should be taken on a priority basis. The Data suggests that there are seven
crore population in the country who are Divyang. Establishing National Institute of Mineral Health
Rehabilitation and developing a 10,000-word Indian Sign Language Dictionary is appreciable.

Reference to the development and security of Scheduled Castes is totally missing in the speech.

As part of Atmanirbhar Bharath, increasing the support to MSME through guaranteed collateral
free loans from rupees 3 lakh crore to Rupees 4.5 lakh crore is a welcome step. However, the
employment loss during the COVID- 19 pandemic is huge. It is estimated that 35% of MSMEs cither
closed or de functional as a result of the pandemic. The Government needs to create some more
supports to the MSME sector.

It is also estimated that India's unemployment rate has reached to nearly 8%. Announcing an
urban employment guarantee programme might have given hope to millions of urban labour in the
country.

Developing infrastructure facilities like roads, railways, airports, higher Education institutions in
north east and Jammu, Kashmir and Ladakh is very much needed and the steps taken by the
Government is very much appreciable.

As a Member of Parliament coming from the state of Andhra Pradesh which is affected by the
bifurcation in 2014, we are consistently urging the government to provide Special Category Status
(SCS) for the state to overcome the problems inherited. However, in the Hon'ble President speech the
sanction of the special category status is missing. Similarly, the supports promised in the AP Bifurcation
Act 2014 are also not proclaimed in the speech of the Hon'ble President.
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We whole heartedly thank the President for the commitments towards health, creation of water

resources, employment and farmers’ welfare.

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*SHRIMATI SUMALATHA AMBAREESH (MANDYA): This is the Amrit Mahotsav year of India
as the country is celebrating the 75th year of independence. The Hon'ble President Address of this very
important year, is full of confidence and having many significant things in terms of how to develop
country with a view to pay respect to the great heroes of the country.

With regard to Housing for All by 2022, I would like to say that it is a very good initiative by the
Union Government, But the scheme is not properly implemented and real beneficiaries are not getting

the benefits of the Housing scheme.

However, there is a need for review of the implementation of the scheme. Out of the total 4.3
crore persons earmarked for the scheme, only 2.32 crore have become eligible after verification by
Gram Sabhas, The possibility of a politically motivated approach in identification of beneficiaries. To
ensure proper identification of beneficiaries, So, there is a need for downsizing the role of Gram Sabhas
and Panchayats in identification of beneficiaries and roping in private/ non-governmental bodies for

verification and authentication.

I would like to suggest that the Government should take necessary steps to streamline the
identification of beneficiaries for incorporation of a block development officer for oversight and also to
take steps to transferring ownership of the housing unit to the designated nominee after the death of a

beneficiary. So that real beneficiaries would get the benefits of the scheme.

The overall economic, employment situation in the country has been a matter of grave concern

for all of us due to Covid-19 led crisis. The widespread havoc that it inflicted on the economy.

While MSP is announced for 23 crops every year, public procurement is limited to a few crops
such as paddy, wheat, and, to a limited extent, pulses. [ am of the opinion that the government should
take necessary steps to procure more crops to help the farmers. The BJP on the demand of minimum
support price plus 50%, gave a version that satisfied no one. There are reports on shortcoming in the
implementation of MSP. Mainly, procurement is largely from a few states. And lack of awareness
among farmers before the sowing season. Increasing cost of transportation for farmers, and also there is
an inadequate storage capacity.Therefore, I would like to suggest that the government should address
these 1ssues to ensure benefits for the farmers. | would like to suggest that the agricultural pricing policy
needs to be reviewed to ensure that farmers are receiving remunerative prices for their produce. Farmers

are often forced to engage in distress sales, i.e., selling below MSPs.

India has a real opportunity to become a global leader if it chooses to focus strongly on ethanol
made from a by-product of the sugar industry, namely molasses and farm wastes. This would help our
farming community and also bring a strong climate and air quality benefits, since these wastes are
currently often burned, contributing to smog. Therefore, I would like to suggest that the government
should take firm steps in this regard to provide benefits to the farming community particularly for
sugarcane growers.
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India is one of unique countries in the world that has the legacy of diversity of languages. Among
these three languages, Sanskrit, Tamil and Kannada have been recognized as classical language with
special status and recognition by Government of India. The Government is not funding adequately for
the promotion of Kannada as a classical language. Classical language Kannada Rs.1 crore in 2017-18,
Rs. 0.99 crore (Ninety-Nine lakhs) in 2018-19 and Rs. 1.07 crore in 2019-20. Rs 643.84 crore on the
promotion of Sanskrit in the last three years, which is 22 times the total amount of Rs 29 crore spent on
the other five classical Indian languages - Tamil, Telugu, Kannada, Malayalam and Odia.During the
same period the funds given to Tamil was Rs. 10.59, Rs. 4.65 and Rs. 9.80. Rs. 11.73 crores allocated
during 2020-21. Till date Tamil language received nearly Rs. 50 crores. However, it is only Rs. 8 crores
to Kannada language. Hence I urge the Union Government to do justice to Kannada language and
people of Karnataka by releasing adequate funds.

As far the environmental impact assessment to give approval for industrial, real estate and mining
schemes 1s concerned it is not being done scientifically to assess the impact of industrial, real estate and
mining schemes on the environment and lead to an unhealthy competition amongst these agencies to
swiftly clear projects without due diligence. There is huge concern among people and widespread
criticisms against the way the EIA 1s being done. Hence at a time when climate change 1s driving home
the ecological fragility of large parts of India and pollution and water scarcity are taking a serious toll
on the well-being of people in cities, towns, and villages,Regulatory bodies require enabling policies to
perform their task with riger. The grading exercise, Instead, reduces them to clearing houses. The Centre

must rethink its move.

Pradhan Mantri Fasal Bima Yojana has also benefitted small farmers of this country. The issues
being faced in the implementation of the scheme is that due to lack of awareness, several farmers do not
submit declaration forms to opt out of the scheme and face mandatory deduction of premium from their
bank accounts, and also there is inordinate delays in settlement of insurance claims. There is also delays
in taking action against defaulting insurance companies by the Government. Therefore, in order to
address the problems, the Government should use technology and the coordination of all institutional
mechanisms.

One Nation, One Ration Card (ONORC) is implemented by the union government successfully to
ensure pan-India availability of food grain entitlements to beneficiaries through portable ration cards
and Aadhaar based authentication. 34 states and union territories have implemented the ONORC plan as
of August 24, 2021.

In order to provide expenditure support to these farmers, Pradhan Mantri Kisan Samman Nidhi is
implemented. However, the scheme is being faced in the implementation of the scheme. They are
mainly slow pace of identification of beneficiaries and uploading of data by states, and poor internet
connectivity in rural areas hampering the uploading of data and some other issues. Therefore, I would
like to suggest that the Government enhance coordination with states where enrolment is slow and take
corrective steps to ensure the poor farmers are benefitted from the scheme. Thank

*SHRI A. GANESHAMURTHI (ERODE): I would like to give my views on the Motion of Thanks
on the President’s Address delivered to both the Houses of Parliament on 31.01.2022.

In the wake of high price rise and the prices of petroleum products skyrocketing, there is not a
word about it in the President’s Address. The policy of the BJP Government, namely, one nation, one
language, one culture, one registration, is highly condemnable. India is a secular democratic country
having federal structure. You will find unity in diversity and that is the beauty of this nation. Therefore,
we strongly oppose any move by the Union Government to thrust one culture, one language, one view

on various States.

Similarly, of late, the names of all the schemes and development programmes are being given in
Hindi language and no English translation is provided. With the result, the people from non-Hindi

speaking areas, in fact, MPs also, are confused about the purpose of schemes. Though the Centre is
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spending crores of rupees on these schemes, hon. Members are not able to explain to the people about
the aims and objectives of these schemes. Therefore, it is our demand that names of all the schemes and
programmes should be given in the English language also so that the people in the South can understand

and take benefit of these programmes.

According to estimates of Centre for Monitoring Indian Economy, two crore Indians lost their
jobs in April-May, 2021. In October, 2021, at least, 5.46 million Indians lost their jobs and in November
last year, six million salaried people lost their jobs. There is no mention in the President’s Address about
this alarming loss of jobs in the country due to policy paralysis of the Union Government. This
Government assured before coming to power that there will be creation of jobs for two crore
unemployed youth every year. This is the real picture that the Centre for Monitoring Indian Economy
has assessed. This is the real picture of equality among the richest, rich, middle class, marginalised and

the poorest of the poor of the country.

Similarly, the recent amendment proposed to IAS Cadre Rules is arbitrary and an attempt to
undermine the executive powers of the States. Already nine Chief Ministers of our country, including
our Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu have vehemently opposed this unilateral and arbitrary decision of the

Union Government.

The Constitutional Heads in the Opposition-ruled States are behaving like political functionaries
and interfering with the day-to-day administration of the States and challenging the policy decisions of
the elected Governments of the Opposition-ruled States. NEET Exemption Bill passed by the Tamil
Nadu State Assembly, 1s a glaring example. The Governor did not forward the Bill for the President’s
assent and he was sitting over all these months. Now, due to pressure from our side, the Governor has
sent back the Bill to the State Assembly to reconsider the Bill with the remark that NEET examination is
good for the people of State. It is nothing but an insult and a disrespect to the sentiments of the people
of Tamil Nadu.

The farmers’ unions have given a press statement exposing the empty promises of Government
on MSP and doubling farmers’ income. It is because the Government said that we would increase the
farmers’ income by 200 per cent but now it is not so. Their input costs have increased. The DAP and
urea which was Rs. 1,300 is now Rs. 2000. There is no mention in the Address about fixing the
Minimum Support Price of various agricultural products and also to provide legislative backing to
Minimum Support Price mechanism. The MSP has not been increased. Basically, eighty per cent people
of the country are agriculturalists. Even during the COVID pandemic, India had food sufficiency
because of our agriculturists but you are destroying the efforts of the farmers.

You are giving 5G technology to the private sector but not even 4G to BSNL and MTNL. It is a
silent way of killing the public sector undertakings like BSNL and MTNL.

The MSME sector is in a difficult position. First it suffered a severe blow because of

demonetisation and the hasty implementation of GST. The States surrendered their sovereignty of
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collecting taxes but the promise that was given by the Union Government that it would give its due
share to the State Governments has not yet been fulfilled. The due share has not been paid to many
States. It is the States which are collecting the GST but you are simply taking that money and not re-

distributing to the State Governments.

The attack on fishermen of Rameswaram and Nagapattinam while they were on high sea for
fishing, by Sri Lankan Navy is continuing uninterrupted despite our protests and agitations. The Centre
has not tried to bring any permanent and effective mechanism to find a permanent solution. No steps
have been taken for controlling and reducing the prices of petrol, diesel and other petroleum products.
The workers have been demanding increasing the EPF minimum pension to Rs. 9000 by implementing
the orders of the court for higher pension on the basis of actual wages. But this Government has not

taken any step in this direction.

I highly condemn the attitude of the Government in rejecting the Republic Day Tableau depicting
the portraits of freedom fighters from Tamil Nadu, as was proposed by the Government of Tamil Nadu,
thereby hurting the sentiments and patriotic feelings of the people of Tamil Nadu.

The President’s Address does not mention about the alleged purchase of Pegasus software for
spying and unauthorised interception of messages and audio conversations by probing and investigating
agencies, leading to manifestation of arbitrariness and violation of fundamental rights of citizens. The
President’s Address also does not mention about the need to provide ex-gratia compensation to the kin
of all doctors, including private practitioners who lost their lives in the line of duty during the second
COVID wave in the country. We have been demanding the Union Government to restore travel
concessions to various categories of railway passengers in the Indian Railways but it has not been done.

The President’s Address also does not refer to giving facilities for the upliftment of women
belonging to the backward and rural areas of the country. There is no mention about the need to provide
immediately all basic facilities like fixed wages, insurance, risk allowance to ASHA, Anganwadi

workers and village health workers who worked as frontline workers during the pandemic.

In view of all these omissions and misgovernance, | strongly oppose the Motion of Thanks on the
President’s Address delivered to both the House of Parliament.
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*SHRI KURUVA GORANTLA MADHAV (HINDUPUR): It 1s a mandate under Article 87
given to the hon. President to Address both the Houses at the beginning of every year essentially to
highlight the Government's policy priorities, what it had done the year gone by and what plans and
programmes it has for the coming year. President Address is one unique instrument available to the
Members of this House to speak their heart out and I am here to speak from the core of my heart on
behalf of the people of AP and submit my views before the hon. Prime Minister, since he is the head of
the executive, and appeal to him for sprinkling a few drops of 'Amrit' on AP as it swallowed 'Garala' in
the form of bifurcation and has been suffering since then.

Hon. President has said and rightly so that we are into the third year of pandemic. And, one can
imagine the plight of a State which was crushed in rush ruthlessly, further ruined by misgovernance for
five years and devastated its economy by pandemic during the last more than two years. My State is in
this state. The country is completing its Amrit Mahotsav and entering into Amrit Kaal. But, AP is still,
as | said, screaming for a few drops of 'Amrit' that the PM is offering to the other parts of the country.
So, I am deeply anguished, pained and frustrated that neither the President's Address nor the Budget has
given a few drops of 'Amrit' to AP. Hence, I am standing here to pitch my voice, the voice of my party,
the voice of the people of AP for AP.

I am deeply perplexed as to where should I start from; should I start from unscientific bifurcation
made by Congress Party in 2014 or should I start from what this Government has been doing for the
State of AP since June, 2014. Government is a continuum. It is like a relay race where batons change
hands from one participant to another with an overall intent of reaching the destination. But, here, the
baton is with 'Usain Bolt' of India and we expected that he alone is enough to take AP to its destination
and no need to exchange the baton. And, this is precisely the reason why people of AP gave a thumping
support to our hon. PM, Shri Modi, in 2014, anticipating that he and he alone can take the State to its
destination. But, it appears that this 'Bolt' is not fixing the 'blots' of AP. AP is on the brink and if Union
Government does not come to its rescue, it will be gloomed and doomed.

AP Reorganisation Act passed in 2014 and the Act given mandate to the GOI to implement
certain provisions. [ am not denying that GOI is not implementing them. It is implementing, but look at
the pace with which things are moving. We are into 8th year of its implementation, but not even a single
project has been completed, be it relating to educational institutions or Polavaram or Railway Zone or
setting up of a major port or steel plant or crude oil refinery and petrochemical complex or industrial
corridor on the lines of Delhi-Mumbai Industrial Corridor or metro and the list goes on. Not even a
single project is completed. Why? I want answer to this from the hon. PM. The people of AP wanted
answer from the hon. PM.

Before touching other issues, I wish to first focus on issues plaguing the State of AP and appeal
and pray with folded hands to the PM to, at least, now show your magnanimity and compassion towards
the State of AP and don't add AP to BIMARU. When AP was divided, it was burdened with huge
revenue deficit of Rs. 16,078 crores and it was assured on the Floor of Parliament on 20th February,
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2014, by none other than the PM that the resource gap of AP would be compensated through regular
Union Budget. And, if you look at the accounts for FY 2014 15, audited by CAG, the revenue deficit is
Rs. 16,078 crores and, in addition to this, there are other financial obligations pertaining to that period
that have not been discharged due to shortage of funds which has rightly been regarded as part of
resource gap for 2014-15 and the total resource gap comes to Rs. 22,948 crores. This is the 8th Budget
people of AP seen expecting that provision would be made in the Budget. But, the 'bahu' of Telugu
States disappointed again. Secondly, in the recently held South Zone Council meeting, hon. Minister
assured that he would reconsider the issue and resolve the matter and we were expecting that provision
would be made in this Budget, but nothing has been provided for. So, I request the hon. PM to kindly
intervene and see that the resource gap of Rs. 22,948 crores be paid to AP and don't wash away. by just
paying Rs. 4,117 crores.

The next point is about Polavaram. Things are not moving smoothly since R&R package has to be
executed and for this, we need money. Since it is the National Project, it is the responsibility of the GOI
to release sufficient funds to complete the project which aims to be completed this year. Technical
Advisory Committee and the Revised Cost Committee - both are the Committees of the Government of
India - have given their approval for revised cost estimate of Rs. 55,656 crores. People of AP were
keenly looking at the Budget that the FM may approve the revised cost estimates. She again
disappointed the people of AP. There are 2-3 issues relating to Polavaram and I wish to place them again
before the hon. PM and request him to clear them. The first one is pending bills to the tune of Rs. 2,100
crores which are still pending for clearance by GOI. The second one is that the Ministry is hell-bent not
recognizing supply of drinking water as part of irrigation component. We have had National Projects in
the country earlier and take any project and see whether drinking water has been made part of irrigation
component or not. Why are you separating drinking water with irrigation and how come that you are
propounding a new theory that drinking water does not become part of irrigation component for
Polavaram? So, don't do that. Secondly, the cost of the project has gone up, not because of AP. It is
because of the Central legislation of Right to Fair Compensation and Transparency in Land Acquisition,
Rehabilitation and Resettlement Act, 2013 since huge amount has to be paid to the project displaced
families. So, don't negate what Section 90 of AP Reorganisation Act says and immediately approve the

revised cost estimates and help State Government to complete the project this year.

The hon. President talked about giving free foodgrains to poor and migrant labour and we all
welcome that since it 1s the need of the hour in the times of pandemic and we all welcome this. We have
distributed nearly 700 lakh metric tons of rice with an estimated cost of Rs. 2.65 lakh crores in 5 phases
under PMGKAY. But, I wish to point out here that there is a section of poor in AP who are left out under
NFSA. Let me give the details. Beneficiaries under TPDS are selected as per NFSA. And, if you look at
the national average of beneficiaries covered under the TPDS, it is 75% of the rural population and 50%
in urban population. But, when it comes to AP, the number of persons covered under TPDS is 2.68
crores which translate into 60% in rural areas and 40% in urban areas which is much below the national
average of 75% and 50% respectively. And, surprisingly, the States which have higher GSDP than AP
are given higher percentage of coverage! Let me give some examples. 76% of population is covered in
Karnataka whose per capita GSDP is Rs. 2.27 lakhs. In Gujarat, 76.64% of population are covered
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under NFSA and its per capita GSDP is Rs. 2.22 lakhs. 62% is covered in Tamil Nadu and 76%
population is covered in Maharashtra. But, why coverage in my State is just 60% in rural areas and 41%
in urban areas. This is gross injustice done to AP even in distribution of foodgrains. I request the Food
Minister to look into this anomaly and see that 75% in rural areas and 50% population in urban areas are
covered under NFSA. Along with this, there is one more issue of clearing dues by GOI to the tune of Rs.
1,700 crores to AP Civil Supplies Corporation for procurement of paddy. GoAP had submitted UCs in
the prescribed format to the Ministry. Hence, kindly release this due forthwith.

Now that AP is at the receiving end, as I said, due to unscientific bifurcation and misgovernance
between 2014 and 2019 and subsequent pandemic, and everybody started picking a stone and throwing
at it. I will give another example.

At the behest of the GOI, in spite of AP decided to discontinue power supply to Telangana after
June, 2014, AP had to supply power to Telangana. We have agreed and AP supplied power to Telangana
DISCOMs till 10th June, 2017. And, an amount of Rs. 6,112 crores dues have to be paid by Telangana
DISCOMs to AP. We have been repeatedly requesting for release of amount, but Telangana Government
is not moved. Now that it is nearly five years, I appeal to the hon. PM to deduct the pending amount

from the devolution of Telangana and adjust the same to AP.

Railway Zone 1s another important project to come up in AP and the then Railway Minister Shri
Piyush Goyal announced setting up of Railway Zone in 2019, but the recent statement by the present
Railway Minister, Shri Ashwini Vaishnaw has brought back the issue where it left. This is exactly is
what is happening with AP, be it new Railway Zone or providing assistance to backward districts of AP.
GOI has taken back 350 crores earlier already released for backward districts in AP. So, I ask: Why this
apathy towards AP? Why this indifference towards AP? Is AP not part of this Indian Union? Are people
of AP not Indians? So, I urge the hon. PM not to take things too long before they broken. Kindly do
justice and be with AP.

Hon. PM may recall the hon. CM meeting him recently and submitted a Memorandum on various
issues relating to AP. I am happy that there are some discussions taking place between officials of the
GOI and the officials from GoAP. I appeal that let there be a timeline to clearing all issues and not to
drag them further. I also appeal to the hon. Home Minister to release a White Paper on implementation
of AP Reorganisation Act, so that the country knows where the issues stand today and also know
whether there is time and cost overrun.

Don't think that we have forgotten SCS to AP. It is an inalienable part of our demands. The Union

Government has again reiterated its earlier stand in reply to a question asked recently in this very House

by saying that 'following the recommendations of the 14" Finance Commission, the class of Special
Category Status ceased to exist." No one subscribes this argument and let me give a few examples
which clearly demonstrate that the purported argument of the Government of India is far from truth.
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There is Micro and Small Enterprises - Cluster Development Programme of MSME Ministry.

Under this, GOI is supporting Common Facilities Centre by giving 90% of project cost to Special
Category States (North-East, Hilly States, etc.) and ID 80% for SCSS.

The second one is 'Industrial Development Scheme. Under this, Special Category States are given
100% reimbursement of insurance premium on insurance of building, plant and machinery; 30% of
investment in plant and machinery. Registration of new units under the above scheme is also granted

after 2017 by Empowered Committee for Special Category States.

Apart from this, if you look at Article 4 of the Constitution, it says when any State is bifurcated
under Article 3 - AP is divided under Article 3 - then supplemental, incidental and consequential
measures can be taken by Government. The very bifurcation of my State is predicated upon assurance of
Special Category Status. So, SCS is supplemental, incidental and consequential to bifurcation. And, to

say that 14 FC has not recommended it is conceptually wrong.

All that we are demanding is to implement the decision of the Union Cabinet in March, 2014. So,
kindly grant SCS to AP.

So, these are some of the issues which I thought that I should bring to the notice of the hon. PM
with a hope that he would address all outstanding issues relating to AP and do justice to the State before

becoming it too late.

I support the Motion moved by Mr. Dwivedi. Thank you.
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*SHRI ANTO ANTONY (PATHANAMTHITTA): Atrocities against the minority communities have
been on the rise in the country ever since the NDA Government under the leadership of Shri Narendra
Modi assumed power in 2014. Christians residing in various States such as Madhya Pradesh, Karnataka
and Uttar Pradesh have already become the target of fundamentalists. Institutions run by Christians are
being vandalized. For instance, a church was demolished in Delhi. A school was vandalized in Madhya

2t ¢lass CBSE Board Exam. Nuns were

Pradesh when the students of that school were attending the 1
attacked by some extremists on board a train nearby Jhansi, Uttar Pradesh. Christmas Carol programmes
were interrupted by some anti-social elements on the eve of Christmas. Several Muslim lynching cases
reported in the country only because they ate beef or carrying beef. Dalits were brutally attacked and
killed across the country. This Government is not taking adequate measures to contain such types of

activities and even not condemning such activities. This will hurt our concept of unity in diversity.

After this Government came into power the co-operative federalism in the country is under
threat. There is no consultation between the Centre and the States and Union Territories. The people of
Lakshadweep are in deep distress due to the malicious intervention of the Government in their daily life
to destroy their culture and tradition. The Government is trying to grab the powers of the States,
especially in the education, health, and cooperative sectors. The introduction of a new Ministry for
cooperation is an example of this move to bring the cooperative sector under the control of the

Government.

Foreign policy of this Government is a failure in many aspects. Previous Governments at the
Centre always had a good relationship with our neighbouring countries. Even during the period of the
Vajpayee Government, India maintained cordial relations with our neighbouring countries. The
Government has not taken any concrete steps to solve the issues with our neighbouring countries.

The economic sector in the country is on a downward trend even after the statistics of the
Government is showing that the country is growing up. So, there is some lack of integrity in the
statistics. The people of this great nation have the right to know about the actual economic situation
prevailing in the country. This Government is always trying to hide actual facts before the country. The
three black laws on agriculture are examples in this regard.

The average annual rate of growth of GDP under the Modi Government so far has been just 4.8
per cent compared to 8.4 per cent during the first seven years of the Manmohan Singh Government.
Even if one excludes the year 2020-21 (FY 21) due to massive contraction caused by COVID-19, still
the average of six years of Modi Government stands at 6.8 per cent, way below Manmohan Singh’s 8.4

per cent.

The Modi Government’s decision to demonetise 86 per cent of India’s currency overnight on
November 8 is seen by many experts as the trigger that set India’s growth into a downward spiral. As
the ripples of demonetisation and a poorly designed and hastily implemented Goods and Services Tax
(GST) spread through an economy that was already struggling with massive bad loans in the banking
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system, the GDP growth rate steadily fell from over 8 per cent in FY'17 to about 4 per cent in FY20, just
before COVID-19 hit.

In January 2020, as the GDP growth fell to a 42 years low (in terms of nominal GDP) before
COVID was even declared a global pandemic — the fundamentals of the Indian economy were already
quite weak. Overall, if one looks at the recent past India’s GDP growth pattern resembled an “inverted
V’ even before COVID-19 hit the economy.

If this continues as business as usual, the dream of a $5 trillion economy by 2024-25 is not likely
to be achieved. In fact, India’s Gross Domestic Product in 2020, according to the World Bank, was just
under $2.7 trillion, so the economy has been treading water rather than marching ahead.

Unemployment is another fundamental factor. Here the news is possibly the worst of all. First
came the news that India’s unemployment rate, even according to Government’s own surveys was at a
45-year high in 2017-18 — the year after demonetisation and the one which saw the introduction of GST.
Then in 2019 came the news that between 2012 and 2018, the total number of employed people fell by 9
million — the first such instance of total employment declining in independent India’s history. As against
the norm of 2 to 3 per cent unemployment rate, India started routinely witnessing unemployment rates
close of 6 to 7 per cent in the years leading up to COVID-19. The pandemic, of course, made matters

considerably worse.

As per the Oxfam report, the income of 84 per cent of households in the country declined in
2021, but at the same time, the number of Indian billionaires grew from 102 to 142 (39 per cent
growth). The richest 98 Indians own the same wealth as the bottom 55.20 crore Indians. During the first
two waves of the Pandemic (March 2020 to November 2021), the wealth of Indian billionaires increased
from Rs. 23.14 lakh crore (USD 313 billion) to Rs. 53.16 lakh crore (USD 719 billion). This growth in
the wealth of billionaires (Rs. 30.02 lakh crore) is 86 per cent of the Union Budget of FY 21-22 (Rs.
34.83 lakh crore).

*SHRI SAPTAGIRI SANKAR ULAKA (KORAPUT): I would like to discuss about Tribals,
Scheduled Tribes. The total population of Scheduled Tribes is 10.43 crore as per the Census 2011,
which accounts for 8.6 per cent of the total population of the country. The share of the Scheduled Tribe
population in urban areas is a meagre 2.8 per cent. For Scheduled Tribes, 47 seats are reserved in Lok
Sabha. There are around 645 distinct tribes in India.

Budgetary Provisions and effectiveness
Displacement
Disinvestment of PSUs

The Tribal Sub Plan (TSP) strategy is a Government of India initiative aimed for the rapid socio-
economic development of tribal people. The funds provided under the Tribal Sub Plan of the State have
to be at least equal in proportion to the ST population of each State or UTs.

Similarly, Central Ministries/Departments are also required to earmark funds out of their budget
for the Tribal Sub-Plan. As per guidelines issued by the Planning Commission, the Tribal Sub Plan
funds are to be non-divertible and non-lapsable. Expenditure on Schedule Tribe Sub Plans is budgeted at
Rs. 89,265 crore an increase of a mere 2 per cent from RE 2021-22 to BE 2022-23.

From Sub Plan in Higher Education Department allocation, Rs. 240 crore is allocated for
assistance to IITs. Regarding the money allocated under this scheme in the previous years, the report of
the Comptroller General of India says that most of the seats for PG courses in these IITs remain vacant

and in PhD, 95 per cent ST seats remain vacant in the course.

The percentage of shortfall in enrolment of PhD courses was very high in respect of ST category
ranging from 73 per cent (IITH) to 100 per cent (IITJ). In the audit of budget for the year 2016-17, it
was found that there are many departments, which do not have any plan for SC/ST, but they use their

budget in large amounts.

Provisions made for them in the country’s budget, and the reply to the questions placed in the
House are proof of naked truths of justice denial. Through the budget, the whole country is being told
that the Government follows the Constitution and 1s friendly to the Dalits and Adivasis. But in reality,

all this is a game of numbers. Attempt is made to divert SC/ST welfare funds as ‘deemed Expenditure’.

The National Commission for Scheduled Tribes is vested with the duty to
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participate and advise in the planning process of socio-economic development of STs, and to evaluate
the progress of their development under the Union and any State. The approach of ongoing project
model and cluster method must be relooked. In the changing condition slowly many of them are
migrating from their homeland to outside in search of livelihood and mostly they get engaged in odd

jobs, low paid works and join in slums as scavengers and housemaids in the cities.

Unfortunately for a long time, they are being exhibited as museum materials in most vulgar and
undignified manner in the State-sponsored Adivasi exhibitions and melas, wall paintings in the cities
and decorated as statues in traffic islands. Is it decent to show human beings — men, women and
children — in such a fashion before others? How such exhibitions are going to help in building a positive
image of such communities in public needs a pondering. They struggle to cope with external changing
conditions which are quite challenging for them. The fact is mostly non-tribal actors play a major role in
the development of PVTGs of the State. The over domination of non-tribals persistently continue in all
spheres.

Forest clearances have got accelerated with alarming speed in last few years. Under the law, such
diversion is only allowed with the consent of the concerned gram sabhas and with a certificate from
these gram sabhas that all forest rights have been recognised.

Displacement 1s the biggest Challenge - Compensatory Afforestation Fund Act, Climate change
related plantations - seriously threaten FRA, PESA.

The Scheduled Tribes and Other Traditional Forest Dwellers (Recognition of Forest Rights) Act,
2006 (FRA in short), in section 4(5) states that save as otherwise provided, no member of a forest
dwelling Scheduled Tribes or Other Traditional Forest Dweller shall be evicted or removed from the
Forest Land under his occupation till the recognition and verification procedure is complete.

Right to fair compensation and Transparency in Land Acquisition, Rehabilitation and
Resettlement Act, 2013 (RFCTLARR Act, 2013 in short). The purpose of the said Act is to ensure, in
consultation with institutions of local self-government and Gram Sabhas established under the
Constitution, a humane, participative, informed and transparent process for land acquisition with the
least disturbance to the owners of the land and other affected families and provide just and fair
compensation to the affected families whose land has been acquired or proposed to be acquired.

The Panchayats (Extension to Scheduled Area) Act, 1996, also provides that the Gram Sabha or
the Panchayats at the appropriate level shall be consulted before making the acquisition of land in the
Scheduled Areas or development projects and before resettling or rehabilitating persons affected by such
projects in the Scheduled Areas. The actual planning and implementation of the projects in the
Scheduled Areas shall be coordinated at the State Level.

Constitutional provision under Schedule V also provides for safeguards against displacement of
tribal population because of land acquisition etc. The Governor of the State which has scheduled Areas
is empowered to prohibit or restrict transfer of land from tribals and regulate the allotment of land to

members of the Scheduled Tribes in such cases. Land being a state subject, various provisions of
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rehabilitation and resettlement as per the RFCTLARR Act, 2013 are implemented by the concerned

State Governments.

We condemn any attempt by Government in disinvesting any profit making PSUs, especially

Nalco.
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SHRI JAYADEYV GALLA (GUNTUR): I support the Motion moved by Shri Harish Dwivedi to thank
the hon. President for his Address to both the Houses of Parliament on 3 1st January, 2022.

Though President's Address to both the Houses at the beginning of every year is a constitutional
obligation and ritual through which the Government of the day informs what it has done during the
previous year, be it relating to major policy achievements, programmes, schemes and other things, it
also broadly outlines what it i1s going to do in the coming year. So, this broad outline gives an
opportunity to the Members of both the Houses to ventilate our point of view and suggest how the goals,
policy interventions, etc., proposed can be better achieved. So, I thank the hon. President for his Address
not only on behalf of my Telugu Desam Party but also on my personal behalf.

Hon. President has given details of the success story of India in controlling, containing Corona
and also about our capability and capacity in the fight against COVID-19 through the on-going
vaccination programme. It is a great achievement that we have been able to administer more than 150
crore doses in less than a year and so far, we have administered nearly 170 crore doses which is a
record. No country out of 225 countries inflicted with COVID has achieved this enormous feat. So, I
compliment the COVID warriors for this scintillating achievement and also the hon. Prime Minister,
Shri Narendra Modi ji, for his intervention and guidance as to how to go about to deal with pandemic
through innumerable virtual meetings, National Addresses, social media and how he motivated the
people to follow COVID protocol to deal with this purported 'once in a Century' menace.

We have seen waves which have devastated every country, crushed every single economy and
have their way in both waves. We ourselves have witnessed the devastation caused by 2 waves, with the
country facing economic & humanitarian crisis in the first wave and during the second wave we saw the
stress on our Healthcare system and a huge loss of life.

When Omicron was first reported in South Africa and spread to Europe and the US, economists,
health and medical experts had warned that the third wave would be more disastrous than the previous
two waves and predicted that at the peak we would see around 14 lakh new cases being every day. We
were all worried, every citizen of this country was worried as to what to do and how to stop this
menace. But, with guidance from the hon. PM, repeatedly asking the people of this country to follow
COVID protocol and people, after learning lessons from the first two waves, following the COVID
protocol with discipline, we have been able to control the 3rd wave, with the country seeing a decline in

the daily cases being reported.

So, |
compliment hon. PM for writing a success story of COVID and thank him for guiding the nation like a
true leader who has concern for the people of his country.
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The next point I would like to make is relating to hon. President's mention of celebrating the
sacred occasions during this Amrit Mahotsav, be it 400th Prakash Parv of Guru Tegh Bahadurji or 125th
birth anniversary of Subhas Chandra Bose or celebrating 15th November every year as Janjatiya Gaurav
Diwas as a tribute to a great freedom fighter, Birsa Munda, on his birth anniversary. I welcome all this. |
also bring to the notice of the Government that the Committee on Installation of Portraits and Status of
National Leaders and Parliamentarians in Parliament House Complex approved installing the statue of
another great freedom fighter and Tribal (Manyam) Leader from Andhra Pradesh, Shri Alluri Sitharama
Raju, within the precincts of Parliament. It has been many years since approval given by the Committee,
but so far it has not been installed. So, I appeal to the hon. Speaker and the hon. PM to see that this
Telugu bidda and a great tribal freedom fighter from AP is also respected by installing his statue in
Parliament without any further delay.

There is no doubt, as mentioned by hon. President in his Address at Para 42 that India again
emerged as one of the fastest growing economies in the world and the Budget figures indicate that we
are going to grow at 9.2% this fiscal and it would be around 8.0-8.5% in the coming fiscal substantiates
that. Attracting nearly 48 billion FDA is another testimony to this achievement and sitting comfortably
on 630 billions of foreign exchange is a proof of that. There are very many policy, fiscal and monetary
interventions of the GOI through which this has been possible. And, one such policy intervention is the
Insolvency and Bankruptcy Code. IBC is one such Code which aims to resolve and help corporate
entities, partnerships firms and individuals when they go bankrupt. It was a good move. But, my point
is: When Government is extending a handholding for corporate, why cannot the same analogy be
applied to States which are on the verge of going bankrupt.

I suggest that GOI should also intervene and protect the interests of the people and other
stakeholders in those States which have gone bankrupt. Sir, AP is one such State which is on the verge
of financial bankruptcy. So, I appeal to the hon. PM to intervene and see that my State does not become
bankrupt and become and join BIMARU. So, kindly help AP.

Parliament is witness to the reply given by the hon. Minster of State, Home Affairs, in the Rajya
Sabha a couple of days ago on Wednesday where he has made it clear that Amaravati is the capital of
AP in response to a question asked in the Upper House. This substantiates my point, our party's point,
the point of farmers from 29 villages who have given their 2-3 crop farm land for construction of the
capital and have been agitating for more than two years now. It is not just Home Minister, but also High
Court of AP is also supporting and stated that Amaravati would be the capital of AP.

I would also like to bring to the notice of the Hon PM and Hon Home Minster that the farmers
and women of the Amaravati walked from the High Court in Amaravati to Sri Venkateswara Swamy
Temple in Tirumala, a distance of over 430 Kms over 45 days braving heat, rains and harassment from
the police. And all through the walk these farmers and women were received in every village as heroes

which shows the support of the people to have Amaravati as the sole capital.
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So, without dwelling deep into the issue, since I have raised it many times, I request the hon.PM

to take cognizance of the struggles and hardships faced by the Amaravati Farmers and women, and
declare that Amaravati would be the capital of AP. I also urge him to talk to the farmers, convince them
that Amaravati would be given every financial and other help and would be built, as assured by him, as

a bigger capital than Delhi and it would be people's capital.

I also request the hon. PM to intervene and see those pending annuities be paid by GoAP to the

farmers without any further delay.

One important announcement that was made during the budget was the 5 projects for inter-linking
of rivers which include Krishna Godavari, Krishna-Penna and Penna-Cauvery. We welcome this
announcement. I would like to remind this august House that the leader my party, Sr1 Chandrababu
Naidu garu had already laid foundation to this idea in Andhra Pradesh when he was the Chief Minister
of the state. And I would like to bring to your notice that the Polavaram is a critical component for the

success of this inter-linking of rivers project in the State.

Everyone is aware of the Polavaram issue which has been raised innumerable times not just by
TDP but also by Members from the YSRCP and BJP. We are appealing to the hon. PM and the GOI to
approve the 2nd revised cost estimates of Rs. 55,656.87 crores which has been approved by the
Technical Advisory Committee and the Revised Cost Committee - both of which belongs to the Ministry
of Jal Shakti. I also request that drinking water component be treated as part of irrigation component
like any other National Project constructed so far. So, I appeal once again to do this so that project is

completed as targeted.

My next point is relating to creation of new Railway Zone headquartering at Visakhapatnam.
Announcement for this was made just before the General Elections of 2019. People of AP felt happy
that we are getting a new Zone, so that economic activity would gear up, get direct and indirect
employment opportunities. But, the recent statement of the hon. Railway Minister that there is no
proposal before the GOI to set up new Zones, apart from the existing 17 Zones, has created a flutter in
the minds of the people of AP as to what is happening and why such statement was made by the Union
Railway Minister.

Till today, this statement has not been clarified. So, I appeal to the hon.PM to clear the air while

replying to the debate and also give timelines by when the new Zone will become operational.

I have been raising various issues relating to AP Reorganisation Act, be it relating to educational
institutions or setting up of a major port or steel plant or crude oil refinery and petro-chemical complex
or Vizag Chennai industrial corridor on the lines of Delhi-Mumbai Industrial Corridor or Metros and the
list goes on. But, so far not even a single project has been completed totally and dedicated to the nation.
We are only getting a standard reply that 'the work is in progress.' So, taking advantage of this, I appeal
to the hon. PM and hon. Home Minister to release a White Paper on the AP Reorganisation Act, 2014,
so that people of AP and the people of the country know where we stand today. So, kindly do that.
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The next point I wish to make is about PM Garib Kalyan Anna Yojana. So far 4 phases have been
completed and we are in the Sth phase of its implementation. There 1s no doubt that the hon. PM has so
far given 700 lakh metric tons of rice/wheat to the poor and migrant labour by spending more than 2.6
lakh crores. Hon. President has also mentioned this in his Address at Para 15. It benefited 80 crore
people and is no doubt the largest food distribution programme. But, I wish to bring to the notice of the
hon. PM - I am sure, he must be aware of this that this scheme is going to expire next month and, as we
know, pandemic is not yet over. A new Corona variant - NeoCoV has been identified and experts have
termed it as the deadliest one, be it relating to rate of infection or mortality which are very high. [ am
told that it can cause 1 death in every 3 cases. Secondly, migrant labour is still struggling. So, I request
for consideration of the hon. PM to extend PMGKAY for six more months which will help poor and
migrant labour a lot.

Another policy that is going to end this fiscal is GST compensation to be paid to States. As per
the agreed scheme of things, compensation will have to be paid to States at 14% for five years from
2017 for the loss of revenue by States due to implementation of GST. This is going to expire in a few
months from now. Pandemic has hit economy of every State and AP is no exception. So, every State,
including BJP ruled States are demanding for extension of this for five more years. I find every
justification in this and request the hon. PM to see that this is extended for five more years.

Petroleum prices is another contentious issue. It has become contentious since GOI is sharing
only around 6% of revenue it is generating through petroleum prices. I am not going into why GOI has
imposed so much excise duty, why some States have not reduced price on petrol and diesel when GOI

reduced recently and all that.

All T appeal to the hon. PM is to share whatever Cesses, Addl. Excise Duty, Surcharge,
Infrastructure Cess, etc., collected by GOI be shared with the States in the same percentage in which it

is sharing the Excise Duty. It will help States financially, as they get some money.

Hon. President talked about women empowerment from Paras 30 to 33. There is no doubt that we
have to empower women, not only economically, socially but also politically. I compliment the hon. PM
that he can walk the talk as far as empowering women is concerned. But, the political empowerment at
the national and State level is still eluding them. This can be achieved only when this House passes the
Women Reservation Bill. So, I appeal to the hon. PM to make a pahal for this as well, the way he has
done in other areas, and give the women of this country this legislation in this Session itself.

Hon. President talked about MSMEs in Para 45 and 46. Under Atmanirbhar Bharat package
MSMEs have been given collateral free loan of 3 lakh crores and in the Budget hon. FM made 8
MSME-related announcements. It is welcome. The Emergency Credit Line Guarantee has been
extended to 5 lakh crores. It helps 130 lakh MSMES and extension till 2023 also helps them. FM also
announced that Credit Guarantee Trust for MSMEs will be revamped, along with other steps. They are
all good. But, they are demanding some fiscal stimulus. I will speak on this in detail during the

discussion on the Budget. So, hon. PM may consider this.
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So, these are some of the issues I wish to flag in the President's Address and request the hon. PM

to reply to these while replying to the debate.

With these observations, [ support the Motion moved to thank the hon. President for his
