(a) to (c) To promote Inland Water Transport in the country, 111 Inland Waterways
(Including 5 exhisting and 106 new) spread over 24 states have been declared as
National Waterways vide National Waterways Act, 2016. Action plan has been
formulated for development of shipping & navigation for 26 viable National
Waterways (NWs) based upon the outcome of study reports completed for the
National Waterways as detailed at Annex.-1. Projects worth Rs. 5520 Crore have
been approved for development of these National Waterways.

(d) & (e) For capacity augmentation of NWs, works have been initiated on 14 NWs,
details of which is at Annex.-2.

Vaikkom, Thanneermukkom (Cherthala), Alappuzha, Kayamkulam,
Thrikkunnapuzha and Kollam

¢ Construction of Road over Bridge at Kovilthottam. NW-3 is fully navigable.

National Waterway (NW)-4 (Krishna River (Vijayawada - Muktyala)):
Projects completed so far include fairway development works in the Vijayawada-
Muktyala stretch of river Krishna, fabrication /installation of four floating pontoons
and land acquisition for the RO-RO terminal at Harshchandrapuram.

Land acquisition for the RO-RO terminals at Ibrahimpatnm and Muktyala has been
initiated with the State Govt. of Andhra Pradesh
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National Waterway(NW)-5 (Pankapal - Dhamra Port — Mangalgadi— Paradip Port):

i. Monthly Longitudinal Thalweg Survey for assessing depth and horizontal /
vertical clearance for cross structures / bridges (212 km).

i. Consultancy / Work has been initiated / completed for preparation of
Detailed Project Report (DPR) followed by Front End Engineering Design
(FEED) for hydraulic interventions, modification of cross structures for
navigational clearances. Environmental clearance (EIA & EMP) including
CRZ and Wildlife Clearance - MoEF&CC informed on 05th Jan, 2021 that
no EC is required. Only CRZ & Wild life clearances are to be obtained from
Govt. of Odisha.

. Navigational clearance below existing power lines from Dhamra /
Paradip to Pankapal on deposit basis through Govt. of Odisha is
nearing completion.

e Under New initiative movement of Gypsum started from IFFCO Riverine
Jetty on NW-64 (Mahanadi) to Paradip Port (NW-5). Nearly 1,55,181
MT have been shipped till 31st October 2022. This will clear the huge
accumulation of (approx. 52 million MT) gypsum at the IFFCO plant.
MoU signed between IWAI and UltraTech cement for transport of the
gypsum to its plants around Hooghly-Ganga River systems in West
Bengal and Bihar.

. An Eol has been published for development of the waterway transport
on rivers Brahmani (NW-5) and Mahanadi (NW-64) under PPP (Design,
Built, Finance, Operate& Transfer - DBFOT model) for connecting Ports
of Paradip and Dhamra to Kalingnagar - Talcher mining and industrial
areas.

National Waterway(NW)-8 (Alappuzha- Changanassery Canal):
Development proposed as per DPR recommendations. 24 hours navigational aids
(15 nos.) provided at critical locations and being maintained.

National Waterway(NW)-9 (Alappuzha -Kottayam - Athirampuzha Canal):
Development of the waterway at an estimated cost of INR 1.60 crore has
commenced in 2017-18. Night navigation facilities (25 nos.) have been installed and
maintained.

National NWs of Goa are operational under a Tripartite MoU with
Waterway(NW)-27 | Govt. of Goa, Marmugao Port Authority &  IWAI.
Cumberjua River: Development of NWs in Goa at an estimated cost of INR
22 .65 crore has commenced. Work for installation of 04 nos.

An amount of Rs. 11.60 cr. has been approved for fairway development by
bandalling and day channel marking, creation of floating terminals and monthly
surveys.

Scheme at a cost of Rs. 446 cr. has been sanctioned during 2021-22 for
development under Phase-| of the waterway.

National Waterway(NW)-86 (Rupnarayan River (PratapPur to Geonkhali) in West
Bengal):

Development of the waterway at an estimated cost of INR 24.00 crore has
commenced. Improvement to road from NH to water front terminal at Kolaghat at a
cost of Rs.15.45 crore is being executed by Irrigation Dept., Govt. of West Bengal
on deposit basis. Floating pontoon jetty is under construction for facilitating loading
and unloading of fly-ash cargo. Permanent terminal is also proposed at Kolaghat
for which land acquisition completed in June 2022 and development is considered
through annual scheme.

National = Waterway(NW)-97  (Sunderbans = Waterway  (Namkhana to
AtharaBankiKhal) in West Bengal):
Development of waterway at an estimated cost of INR 18.10 crore has commenced.
Navigational marks/buoys have been provided and maintained. Waterway is part of
Indo-Bangladesh Protocol route and already operational for vessels.
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
