() to (c): Manpur, Abu Road airstrip in Rajasthan is availablein the list of
unserved airportsin the UDAN (Ude Desh ka Aam Nagrik) Scheme document
for bidding. None of the airline bidder s has submitted any proposal to operate
UDAN flights from thisairport so far. In case, any airline submits valid bid
connecting to Manpur (Abu Road) Airstrips, the same shall be considered as
per the provisions of the UDAN Scheme.

As per provisions in UDAN Scheme, revival / upgradation of unserved &
underserved airports shall be done on its identification through valid bid &
award to the SAO (Selected Airline Operator).
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
