SHRI RAJIV PRATAP RUDY (SARAN): Several media reports have brought
out that many labourers from Bihar have been trapped in Tajikistan, bound in
contractual work, under appalling work conditions. As per information available
in the media, these labuorers are contract workers in Tajikistan who have been
subjected to acutely deplorable living conditions. The contract of the workers is
with an Indian placement company which is affiliated with a Tajikistan-based
company. The company in which they are affiliated with has unilaterally
increased their working duration to 14 hours per day without any
commensurate increase in wages.

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(xiv) Regarding mekedatu Project in Tamil Nadu

SHRI D.M. KATHIR ANAND (VELLORE): The proposed Mekedatu project
would impound and divert the first component of uncontrolled flows due to
Tamil Nadu, i.e. the flows coming in river Cauvery from the uncontrolled
catchment of Kabini sub-basin downstream of Kabini reservoir, the catchment
of mainstream of Cauvery river below Krishnarajasahara, uncontrolled flows
from Simsha, Arkavathy and Suvernavathy sub-basins and various other small
streams. Therefore, the implementation of Mekedatu project would certainly
affect the interests of Tamil Nadu’s farming community. While the drawal of
water from the river for drinking water usage in Bengaluru Metropolitan City
has been permitted by the Hon’ble Court, citing that as the reason for
constructing such a major reservoir at Mekedatu, which is too far away from
Bengaluru Metropolitan area does not sound valid. Further, when Karnataka
already has adequate infrastructure for drawing drinking water to meet the
demand of Bengaluru Metropolitan area even now, the justification of the need
for a reservoir with a storage capacity of 67.16 TMC to utilize 4.75 TMC as
drinking water is not at all acceptable. This would definitely jeopardize the
availability of water to Tamil Nadu. Therefore, | urge upon the Union
Government to intervene in this crucial issue and instruct the Karnataka

Government not to pursue the Mekedatu project.

(xv) Need to withhold the launch of Initial Public Offer
(IPO) of the LIC
SHRIMATI VANGA GEETHA VISWANATH (KAKINADA): LIC employees and
agents have been staging demonstrations across the country against the
Central Government’s move to disinvest a 5% stake in the Company and come
out with an Initial Public Offer (IPO). While the Government claims it is not
looking to privatise LIC and will continue to hold a controlling stake in LIC, we
have seen national public sector banks follow the same pathway to
privatisation. The IPO comes at a time of tightening of markets globally, with
many IPOs of Indian companies underperforming in the market. Moreover, this
month, Foreign Portfolio Investors (FPIs) have pulled out Rs.38,000 crore from
India. This is the highest sell-off in 22 months— before this the largest monthly
outflows were recorded at the beginning of the pandemic during March 2020.
In this light we request the Central Government to indefinitely put-off the IPO
and allow the markets to recalibrate to the new geopolitical pressures. In the
meanwhile, the Ministry of Finance can conduct thorough consultations with
management, staff, agents and policyholders to take a decision on its future

course.
