SHRI AHMED M. PATEL:
Will the Minister of AGRICULTURE 

AND IRRIGATION be pleased to state;
(a) whether any experiment has been 

made to improve the paddy crops hi 
the country;

(b) if so, the details thereof;
(c) the State selected for its cultiva­

tion; and
(d) the measures taken to popularise

it?
THE MINISTER OF AGRICULTURE 

AND IRRIGATION (SHRI SURJIT 
SINGH BARNALA) (a) to (d). Yes. 
Sir. A statement detailing the research 
on paddy which has been in progress 
is placed on the Table of the House.

Statement

(a) and (b). Research on paddy has 
been in progress at various centres in 
the country. At present the research 
programmes are organised through 
Agricultural Universities, the Central 
Rice Research Institute, Cuttack and 
the All-India Coordinated Rice Im­
provement Project whose headquarters 
is located at Hyderabad. In the early 
years of rice research, emphasis was 
on the development of locally adapted 
tall varieties of Jndica rice. In the 
1950s, the programme of crossing Jndica 
and Japanic* varieties of ric* was 
started for transferring tbe ability to 
respond to fertiliser application from 
Japanca varieties to Indies varieties* 
Improved strains, like ADT 27, wet* 
identified from the Indica-Japanica 
Hybridisation Programme. Mashuri, a
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variety developed in Malaysia from
the material sent from this programme, 
is also a popular variety in several 
p*rts of our country during the south* 
west monsoon period. From 1964 on* 
wards, emphasis has been placed on 
the development of dwarf and high* 
yielding varieties of rice. The breeding 
work conducted In different parts of 
the country has led to the release of 20 
high-yielding varieties in different 
States. These varieties have the ability 
of responding to fertiliser application 
and also possess varying degrees of 
resistance to pests. Since rice is grown 
In many parts of the country during 
three seasons experiments are under* 
way to develop specific high-yielding 
varieties for different seasons as well 
as growing conditions. The growing 
conditions vary from deep standing 
water (50 cm and above) to purely 
rainfed upland paddy. Rice is also 
cultivated at different altitudes ranging 
from almost below the sea-level in 
iKuttanad in Kerala to about 2000 metres 
in the Himalayas. Hence, work is in 
progress for developing drought toler­
ant, cold tolerant and salt tolerant 
varieties. In addition, research is being 
done on integrated pest control inte­
grated nutrient supply involving the 
application of organic and inorganic 
manures as well as blue-green algae 
and the fern Azolla. The application 
of neem cake has been found to mini­
mise leaching losses of fertiliser during 
the south-west monsoon period. Man­
agement practices, like the raising of 
community nurseries, have been stand­
ardised. Work is also being done on 
various aspects of post-harvest tech­
nology including par-boiling, extrac­
tion of rice bran oil and fortification 
of rice straw.

(c> and (d). All rice-growing States 
have programmes for the introduction 
of new technology of rice cultivation. 
Special efforts to popularise improved 
varieties through community nurseries 
have been initiated. A Rice Pest Sur­
veillance System has also been de­
veloped. Since the introduction of the 
high-yielding varieties programme in

1966*6? rice production and produc­
tivity have gone up. The maximum 
improvement has taken place in North- 
Western and Southern India. The 
States where there is considerable 
untapped production potential aie 
Bihar, Orissa, West Bengal and Assam. 
It is proposed to give special attention 
to rice research, and development pro* 
blems of these States. For this pur* 
pose, additional National Demonstra­
tions Minikit Demonstrations and 
Operational Research Projects will be 
initiated.

SHRI SARAT KAR: May I know 
whether this quantitative improvement' 
which the minister has mentioned in 
the statement has damaged consider-* 
ably the quality of paddy and rice as 
well as the usual fertility of our land 
by using excess of chemical fertilisers. 
May I know whether to that effect 
some research has been made or not?

SHRI SURJIT SINGH BARNALA: 
This is not correct that this improve­
ment has in any manner depleted the 
fertility of the soil or that it has reduc­
ed the quality of the foodgrains We 
are making efforts for qualitative as 
well as quantitative improvement

SHRI SARAT KAR: There is con­
siderable complaint about stomach­
ache etc. by taking high-yielding variety 
of rice, specially in the eastern States - 
and Orissa in particular. Mostly far-
I request the minister to specifically 
mers have complained about it. May 
order the research institute to look into 
this? We cannot by pass it.

It is mentioned in the statement that 
the States where there is considerable 
untapped production potential are 
Bihar, Orissa, West Bengal and Assam. 
Unfortunately or fortunately the Cen­
tral Rice Research Institute is in 
Cuttack in Orissa. I <jo not know 
where the fault lies—whether it 
lie8 with the Institute, the State 
Government or the Central Gov­
ernment. In the Eastern region, they 
have the national research instituted 
but why all the sources are untapped?

Oral Answers 4
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SHRI SURJIT BARNALA I would 
not gay that fault lies with the Insti­
tute, because it has to do research. 
They have done good research in that 
Institute I have visited it They are 
doing good work The question is one 
of taking the research to the farms 
That is a function of tbe State Gov­
ernments. Mainly, the State Govern­
ments have to take more care for tak­
ing the research done in the institutes 
to the farms so that there is proper 
development in these States

SHRI KRISHNA CHANDRA HAL- 
DER I would like to know from the 
hon Minister whether Government has 
done any research regarding the paddy 
crop in the drought prone and flood- 
affected areas of the country and if so, 
what is the result and what steps are 
going to be taken by the Government 
in this regard7

SHRI SURJIT SINGH BARNALA 
We have various types of institutes 
doing research Various centres are 
there and the total number of insti­
tutes doing research is 45 Thev are 
doing various types of research Some 
of them are doing deep-water rice cul­
tivation research For example there 
is one in Faizabad m UP And again, 
another institute in Chmsura in West 
Bengal is also doing research in deep* 
water rice cultivation Some of them 
are in the coastal delta areas They 
are located m different parts of the 
country to do research m different 
situations and for different types of 
agro-climatic conditions

SHRI JAGANNATH RAO This 
green revolution is confined only to 
wheat and wheat-producing areas par­
ticularly to Punjab and Haryana In 
regard to rioe in traditional rice-grow­
ing areas viz eastern and southern 
regions, they have not developed much 
They have developed some new strains 
of rice In spite of that, there is no 
appreciable rise in paddy production 
The State Governments are not active 
in taking the results of research to 
fanners Will this Government insist

upon the State Governments seeing to 
it that the benefit of research is taken 
by the farmers?

SHRI SURJIT SINGH BARNALA: 
We have made a good stride as far as 
nee production is concerned in the 
north-western States and also in the 
southern States, but, unfortunately, in 
the eastern sector the development has 
not been so quick. We are making all 
out efforts to improve the development 
in those areas particularly in Assam 
West Bengal, Orissa and Bihar In 
those areas, we are placing more em­
phasis and we are impressing upon the 
State Governments to do some more 
work in this field.

SHRI O V ALAGESAN. Research 
has now been going on with regard 
both to wheat and rice As far as the 
results of wheat research are concerned 
we have seen the practical results 
production has increased two-fold or 
3-lold But as far as research in rice 
goes, there is some lag, or else, the 
research process is not complete We 
have not evolved such high-yielding 
varieties in rice which will make pro­
duction go up by 2 or 3 times What 
is the lag in research with regard to 
nee and how is it proposed to be 
made upT 

SHRI SURJIT SINGH BARNALA 
This statement is not entirely correct 
We have made a break-through in rice 
also I will be making a statement 
perhaps to-day during the discussion, 
and I will inform the Members at that 
time in detail as to how much progress 
we have made as far as rice production 
is concerned

Central School, Simla

•825. SHRI VASANT SATHE: Will 
the Minister of EDUCATION, SOCIAL 
WELFARE AND CULTURE be pleas­
ed to state:

(a) in view of the high concentration 
of Central Government employees and 
Defence personnel at Simla, whether 
existing vacancies in the Central 
School are grossly inadequate and that 
there is a need to open extra classes 
or have one more central school;

(b) if so, action being taken for aca­
demic year 1978-79;

(c) the number of wards of the em­
ployees of the State Government who 
have been admitted in the Central 
School, Simla during th» last three 
years, and whether as a rule such ad­
missions are banned and the reasons 
therefor;

(d) whether Government propose to 
consider allotment of modest quota for 
wards of State employees in Central 
School purely on the basis of merit in 
view of the fact that other schools at 
Simla are very costly and beyond the 
meant of many State Government em­
ployees; and

(e) if so, the decision taken/propos­
ed in the matter?

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN 
THE MINISTRY OF EDUCATION, 
SOCIAL WELFARE AND CULTURE 
(SHRIMATI RENUKA DEVI BARA- 
KATAKI)- (a) to (e) A Statement is 
laid on the Table of the Sabha.

Statement
(a) and (b). The available seats in 

the Central School, Simla are ade­
quate for meetme the needs of the

wards of transferable Central Gov­
ernment employees, who have had 
one or move transfers in the preced­
ing seven years. A large number of 
proposals are under consideration fof 
opening of new Central Schools at 
civil stations having a high concen­
tration of Central Government em­
ployees. The existing quota for civil 
sector is limited to only four schools 
per year and the decision regarding 
opening of new schools during next 
academic session is still to be taken.

(c) to (e). The number of wards of 
the employees of the State Govern­
ment admitted in Central School, Simla 
during the last three years is 27. The 
children of State Government em­
ployees can also be considered for ad­
mission if seats are available after 
accommodating the children of Cerw 
tral Government employees and offi­
cers of the All-India Services/trans­
ferable employees of the autonomous 
bodies fully financed by the Govern­
ment of India. The admissions are 
regulated in accordance with the prio­
rity categories and no quota can be 
reserved for the wards of the State 
Government employees.

SHRI VASANT SATHE: In this
statement unfortunately, the Govern­
ment has not stated what is the num­
ber of vacancies available for Central 
Government employees’ wards in the 
Central Schools. The statement also 
talks of a large number of proposals 
being under consideration for opening 
of new Central Schools at civil sta­
tions having a high concentration of 
Central Government employees. The 
existing quota for civil sector is limit­
ed to only four schools per year and 
the decision regarding opening of new 
schools during next academic session 
is still to be taken. As is well known, 
these Central Schools are playing a 
very prominent role in providing tui­
tion for Central Government em­
ployees* wards who are transferable 
and who are sent throughout the 
country. But it is seen, for example, 
even the employees of the Avadi fac­
tory which produces heavy vehicles, 
Ajanta tanks, etc,, had to threaten
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to go on strike because their children 
«ot be provided with education. 

Now what is happening is that the 
standard of education in Central 
Schools is accepted as very good, and 
the Ministry need to be congratulated 
for that But because there u  not 
adequate room or adequate number 
of schools, the Central Government 
employees are forced to send their 
•wards to convents or other simi­
lar public schools which are very 
costly I would like to know from 
the Government why is it that there 
is such a stringency in opening Cen­
tral Schools when even the State 
Government employees want to send 
their wards to these schools’  What 
is your proposal for opening Central 
Schools on a large scale?

SHRIMATI RENUKA DEVI BARA- 
KATAKI I must express my grate 
iulness to the hon Member for his 
compliments given to the Central 
Schools But as for the opening of 
new Schools as the hon Member 
knows we have restricted it to open­
ing of 12 schools m a year Out of 
12 Schools 8 Schools are meant for 
defence stations and 4 Schools are 
meant for civil stations Out of these 
4 Schools Simla school is one of the 
civil station schools

As regards the first question that 
he asked, what is the quota or the 
vacancies m the Central School for 
the wards of the Central Government 
employees, that we have not men­
tioned it I may tell the hon Member 
that the whole School is meant for 
the Central Government employees 
Unless we are given more money it 
is not possible for us to start more 
Central Schools It the House agrees 
to give us more money, we are ready 
to start more schools

SHRI VASANT SATHE I appre­
ciate the answer given by the hon 
Minister Only recently, we have 
passed the demands of the Ministry 
If the Ministry had asked for more 
me—y for ofrefcin* Central Schools I 
sum gme, House would not have

grudged They do not aak for the 
money but say. why did not we grant 
the money to them? They could 
have asked for more money or they 
could even adjust within their alloca­
tion It is possible for them to do 
that

When I asked for the number of 
vacancies, I wanted to know how 
many students are on the waiting list 
Even in Simla, I am told, a large 
number of wards of the employees of 
the Western Command Headquarters 
there are on the waiting list They 
are not provided accommodation m 
this School I also gave an example 
of the Avadi factory They have 
made a grievance of it Now, as the 
hon Minister replied in the whole of 
the country they are restricting it to 
12 Schools m a year 4 scools for 
civilians and 8 schools for defence 
personnel I would like to know 
what positive steps the Government 
is taking to have a larger number of 
these Central Schools m the country

SHRIMATI RENUKA DEVI BARA 
KATAKI These Central Schools are 
run by the Kendriya Vidyalaya San- 
gathan which is a registered body 
The fund at its disposal is given by 
the Government of India in the form 
of grant-m-aid Whatever grant-in- 
aid is given to this organisation, ac­
cording to that, proportionately we 
are strating the schools The very 
fact that I have mentioned in my 
statement that 27 children of the 
State Government employees are ad 
mitted in the Central School, Simla, 
shows that there is no demand of the 
Central Government employees at 
this moment We have also received 
information from the Principal of the 
Central School Simla, that so far as 
the Central Government employees 
are concerned, that too with a trans­
ferable post there is no demand But 
there are demands for these schools 
As the bon. Member said, it is a good 
school and its stadard is good That 
is why everybody and many hon.

SHRI JYOTIRMOY BOSU: Central 
Government employees are there all 
over the country If the loan is not 
granted in time, there are difficulties 
because there is a buikUintfjnakift* 
season; if monsoon sets in which fr  
from Jane to October in many parts 
of the eoufitfy, you cannot do build* 
in f works. I would like to a *  the 
hon. itftnttter Why Ii it tftftt, afthdugh
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they have decentralised—that is ap­
preciated; this has been done *fter 
30 years—they are not converting the 
money into a revolving fund, so that 
it can be a running affair all the time.

THE MINISTER OP WORKS AND 
HOUSING AND SUPPLY AND RE­
HABILITATION (SHRI SIKANDAR 
BAKHT): The money is allocated and 
is spent. You can imagine the effi­
ciency: we have already said that the 
longest pending application is of the 
time of October, 1977. So, it cannot 
be said it is being kept for a very 
long time.

SHRI JYOTIRMOY BOSU: As I
have said, they have to wait for fresh 
budget allocations. So, a remedy 
should be found out. Now, people 
who are being advanced money ?rc 
paying it back. What are you doing 
with that money? You can give 
that money again to another applicant 
instead of waiting for budget alloca­
tions.

SHRI SIKANDAR BAKHT: The
allocations are made on the basis of 
•first come first served*. Last year 
the budget allocation was Rs. 29 
crores, whereas the actual amount 
sanctioned was Rs. 37.97 crores. It 
means we do take pains to spend 
more, too

MR. SPEAKER: You have not
answered his question. His question 
is, when you pay money and it comes 
back, why don’t you have a revolv­
ing fund so that they may not neces­
sarily depend upon—

SHRI SIKANDAR BAKHT: It is
not necessary because there is no diffi­
culty about money allocations. There 
is no need for a revolving fund: allo­
cations are made and the money is 

spent.

SHRI JYOTIRMOY BOSU: The
Hon. Minister has got the wrong end 
o l the statement. In his reply he has 
admitted that the longest pending ap­
plication for initial construction is 

that of October, 1977. Now, October,

November, December, January, Feb­
ruary, March, April—it la seven 
months. Therefore, if those who have 
received the funds are now paying 
back the money, if that money is put 
in a revolving fund and that money 
is given instead of waiting for fresh 
budget allocations, what is the diffi­
culty?

SHRI SIKANDAR BAKHT: We 
have not considered this question from 
this point of view and, in our opinion, 
it is not required.

SHRI JYOTIRMOY BOSU: That is 
no answer at all. The question is .. . .

MR. SPEAKER: He says they have 
not considered it: that means, youi 
suggestion may be considered.

SHRI JYOTIRMOY BOSU: Let him 
say so.

MR. SPEAKER: It may be given 
consideration, he says.

SHRI SIKANDAR BAKHT: No Sir. 
We do not think, it is necessary.

MR. SPEAKER; I cannot come to 
your rescue more than that.

SHRI JYOTIRMOY BOSU: I want to 
place this on record that the initial 
budget allocation could have been put 
into a revolving fund, and the revolv­
ing fund could have continued to go 
on disbursing money, without wait­
ing for fresh budget allocations. The 
Minister is evading a reply. The Hon. 
Minister. I thought, had a high I.Q., 
but now', Sir, 1 shall have to ponder 
about this.

MR. SPEAKER: That is all right
let us not go into that.

SHRI JYOTIRMOY BOSU,: My
second question is this: Government 
must be aware of the fact that the 
cost of building materials, especially 
cement, stone chips, sand—not labour 
and not steel, I agree—and bricks, 
has gone up by 800 per cent in the 
last four or five yean. Now, have 
they given consideration to that fact 
and made »  sufficient allocation to
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enable tbe employees to build houses 
with the money they get?

SHRI SIKANDAR BAKHT: I would 
like to bring it to the notice of the 
Hon. Member that in the year 1974- 
79 Rs. 8.37 crores were sanctioned on 
these house building advances, in 
1979-76 Rs. 20.99 crores were sanc­
tioned in 1976-77 Rs. 22.72 crores were 
sanctioned, whereas, in the past year 
1977-78 Rs. 37.08 crores were sanc­

tioned. So, does it not speak some­
thing about the realisation of the fact 
that we have taken into consideration 
the high cost.

SHRI JYOTIRMOY BOSU: No Sir .

MR. SPEAKER: They have taken 
it into consideration: he has said that.

SHRI JYOTIRMOY BOSU: But, by 
how much has the per unit alloca­
tion or per applicant allocation been 
enhanced7

MR. SPEAKER- He has said that 
the increased cost is taken into con­
sideration in making the allotments.

SHRI JYOTIRMOY BOStJ* My 
basic question is, what was the 
amount as per applicant prior to that 
and what is the amount now.

MR. SPEAKER: No, you did not 
ask that.

SHRI JYOTIRMOY BOSU: I ask­
ed, Sir. (Interruptions).

SHRI VASANT SATHE: He asked 
whether the percentage by which the 
cost, including the brick cost went up 
has been taken into consideration. 
Supposing he has given 100 per cent 
more: will that do? What he has 
answered is not correct. The cost 
has gone up three times; have they 
allowed for that in their allotment?

SHRI SIKANDAR BAKHT: Sir,
primarily, every proposal for cons­
truction of a house is of a different 
size and different type. You cannot 
expect me to have all the break-up 
figures here— (interruptions).

MR. SPEAKER: Mr. Jyotirmoy Bosu 
wants to know, whether the alloca­
tions for individual schemes have been 
increased.

SHRI SIKANDAR BAKHT: When 
allocations are made for individual 
houses, all these factors are taken
into consideration.

SHRIMATI PARVATHI KRISH- 
NAN: There are a large number of 
applications which are pending with 
the Ministry for a long time and there 
is a very big backlog. One of the 
problems is that even when the em­
ployer or the employing officer has 
certified or sanctioned or recommend­
ed the case, still it gets held up in the 
Ministry and sent back for some 
clarification or the other. This is 
causing a great deal of hardship to 
the employees and by the time, the 
sanction comes through the prices go 
up, as pointed out by Shri Jyotirmoy 
Bosu. Will the Minister consider 
liberalising the procedure whereby 
these loans and advances are sanc­
tioned? Unless the liberalization is 
done and the process is speeded up, 
this hardship is going to continue and 
your schemes are really not going to 
be helpful to the vast majority of the 
employees.

SHRI SIKANDAR BAKHT: Sir, I
beg to differ from the observation of 
the hon. Member that* there has been 
delays in sanctioning the loans. Dar­
ing the last year, 14951 applications 
were disposed of. It is only 76 appli­
cations for original construction which 
are pending and as already said, these 
will be disposed of within one month.

As far as the liberalisation of the 
rules is concerned, a new method has 
been evolved; the Ministries themselves 
have been given the authority to sanc­
tion these loans. Not only that, we 
have requested them that they may.

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Improving Cashew-Xut Farming in Goa

(b) The ICAR has established a 
multi-purpose research station in Goa, 
under the Central Plantation Crops 
Research Institute, Kasaragod. This 
station has taken up several, research 
trials on cashew-Gut like evolving high 
yielding varieties, identification of high 
yielding mother trees and vegetative 
propagation. Steps are underway to 
improve fruit set Field evaluation 
trials are in progress in this station 
and cashew improvement is one ol 1he 
main items of work.

SHRI AMRUT KASAR: Mr. Speaker, 
Sir, I am happy that the Minister of 
Agriculture is aware of the fact of 
cashew growing in Goa, but the trouble 
with this Government is that in spite 
of their being aware of it, they do not 
do anything concrete to bring about an 
improvement in cashew-mit farming 
and production. The research centre 
mentioned in the answer is only an 
eye-wash, tnis station is only a spray­
ing centre. Last year, the cashew crop 
failed in Goa. This year also the 
cashew crop in Goa has failed. There 
are 60,000 people out of the total popu­
lation of 8 lakhs who are dependent on 
cashew growing.

Now this cashew-growing has two 
aspects. One i« of the cashew seeds 
and tne another is the catihew fruits. 
Last year the cashew crop has fatted 
and this year also it has failed. At 
the top of this due to the prohibition 
policy of this government and I may 
say, of Prime Minister Shri Morarji 
Desai. the fruit is not going to be utilis­
ed. Now the farmers are not going to 
get any price lor their fruit and they 
will suffer.

In this condition due to the failure 
of the crop continuously for two years, 
the centre is not working. The ICAR,
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I learn, ha* come out with concrete 
Kkntiflc xeaearch on nutritional effect 
on the plants and the trees. I ask the 
Minister whether this scientific re­
search has been applied in this centre 
in order to increase the nutritional 
contents of the tree.

SHRI SURJIT SINGH BARNALA: 
Unlortunately, production of cashew 
iiom the cashew trees in Goa is *ery 
low and it is one of the lowest. The 
average yield per tree in the territory 
is only i-i2 kg which, as compared to 
other States, is very low. I do not 
know the reasons for it but we are 
doing some work on it already. We 
have identified some other trees 
which yield from 3.65 to 8.83 kg per 
tree. So we are trying to encourage 
Uu»e trees. Four high-yielding selec­
tions of cashew have ueeti planted 
along with the local variety to study 
their comparative performance and 
observations of their growth are con­
tinuing. This is also being done. 
Work on vegetative propagation is also 
in progress. Many steps are being 
taken so that the yield per tree may 
increase and persons who have these 
trees can get some income out of it.

SHRI AMRUT KASAR: The present 
centre in Goa is not a fully developed 
research centre. The Minister referred 
that there <’s a centre at Kasargod. 
This station is in Goa. I ask the 
Minister v'ha* ier this station will be 
lully developed in order to do research 
work in Goa itself s; that the farmers 
can get the benefit of the centre,

SHRI SURJIT SINGH BARNALA; 
This centre is doing the entire work 
in Goa and this is a sort of a branch 
of the Kasa^goa station which is a 
much bigger stat'on But we cannot 
have a big institute for every State ana 
for every subjen. The production 
here is not that high. It is only 5400 
tonnes per year. Taking into consuc- 
vation the production, we have a 
Nation there but an institute for Ihe 
f>me being is not possible.

SHRi EDUARDO FALEIRO: We are 
importing about Rs. 40 crores worth of
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cashew nuts every year. I want to
c o n t e n d  s!ew *** *overn,»«nt are contemplating t0 make the country
self-sufficient in this respect.

SHRI SURJIT SINGH BARNALA: 
Many steps are being taken. Though 
this question does not arise, we are 
trying to encourage..

MR. SPEAKER; He would require 
notice as it does not arise out of the 
main question.

SHRI SUR,JIT SINGH BARNALA 
We are taking steps in many States to 
increase the production of cashew. 
For example, in Kerala we are doing 
a good deal of work. Plantations are 
being encouraged and a lot of money 
has been advanced to them for that...

The demand for credit is 
much higher {han the supply of it 
and therefore it is the policy that the 
effoits of the cooperatives in the 
matter of provision of agricultural 
credit should be supplemented by the 
commercial banks. The scheme of 
adoption of primary agricultural 
credit societies by commercial banks 
is « pa it of this multi-ogency ap- 
pioach.

The scheme of financing primary 
agricultural credit societies by com­
mercial banks was initially introduced 
in 5 States, namely, Andhra Pradesh, 
Haryana, Madhya Pradesh, Karna­
taka and Uttar Pradesh in 1970 in 
areas jn which the central coopera­
tive banks were weak. Subsequently 
the scheme has been extended to 7 
more States, viz. Orissa, Jammu & 
Kashmir. West Bengal, Bihar, Maha 
rashtra. Assam and Tripura.

(b) The total number of primary 
agricultural credit societies adopted 
by commercial banks by the end of 
June 1977 stood at 3435.

(c) It would not be correct to sajr 
that commercial banks are not very 
enthusiastic about the implementa­
tion of the scheme. The progress of 
the scheme in different States has 
been uneven. No target has been 
fixed under this scheme for different 
States.

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Homestead Tenants

of ownership rights on homestead 
dwellers with permanent and herita­
ble, but inalienable rights. Practi­
cally all the State Governments have 
conferred security of tenure or own­
ership rights under the Tenancy and 
other laws upon homestead tenants.

(b) in the former Bombay areas of 
Gujarat and Maharashtra, the tenant 
in occupation of «  dwelling house 
built by him or his predecessor On a 
site belonging to the landlord is 
deemed to be the owner of the dwell­
ing house -on issue of notification, on 
payment of 20 times the annual rent 
to the landlord. In the remaining 
areas of Gujarat and Maharashtra, 
the law provides for first option for 
the tenants to purchase homestead 
lands.

(c) Land is a State subject but 
the Central Government has been 
urging upon the State Governments 
to prepare a time-bound programme 
for conferring ownership rights in 
areas where it is not already provid­
ed

The demand for coarse- 
grains for human consumption is very 
much elastic depending upon the 
availability of rice and wheat, their 
comparative prices, levels of income, 
population growth, extent of urbani­
sation, etc. In view of this, it is diffi­
cult to make a precise estimate of the 
overall requirements of coarse-grains 
in the country by the end of this 
century.

(b) The steps being taken to in­
crease the production of coarse grains 
in the country include: (i) increasing 
the coverage under high-yielding va- 
rieties|hybrids|composites of jowar, 
bajra, maize and ragi; (ii) improved 
management practices including con­
servation of soil and moisture and 
adoption of other dry farming tech­
niques on a large scale; (iii) integra­
ted pest management, particularly in 
the case of jowar where high-yield­
ing/hybrids of similar maturity pe­
riod are being suggested to be culti­
vate* in large compact areas within
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a short-time so as to achieve synchro­
nous flowering and avoid pest build 
up; (iv) training of extension work­
ers and farmers in the latest produc­
tion technology developed by the ag­
ricultural universities and research 
institutes; (v) adequate and timely 
supply of all inputs, including credit;
(vi) acceleration of the supporting 
programmes like the scheme of mini­
kit demonstrations; and (vii) intensi­
fication of research efforts to improve 
the yield potential of coarse grains 
and to incorporate built-in resistance 
to diseases and insect pests and also 
drought tolerance.

83) have not been received so far 
from the State Government.

However this Ministry pro­
poses to spend during 1979-80 at least 
Rs. 1834.66 lakhs.

Quarters are already under con­
struction in Delhi, Bombay, Calcutta, 
Madras, Bangalore, Chandigarh and 
Simla. During 1978-79 it is proposedL 
to sanction construction of 22,009 
houses—16,000 in Delhi, 2,600 in Bom­
bay, 2,000 in Calcutta, 500 at Hyder­
abad and 300 each at Bangalore, 
Madras and Chandigarh. Construction 
will be started after the project is 
sanctioned by Government. At Port 
Blair, selection of a site is being done 
after which the estimate would be 
prepared and sanctioned by Govern­
ment. Action for acquisition of land 
has been taken at Gauhati, Shillong, 
Afartala, Imphal and Kohims and 
construction of quarters would be 
taken up after land is acquired.

present form of a fully owned Gov­
ernment company, in August, 1955 
The Government have, so far, invest­
ed a sum of Rs 56 99 lakhs as equity 
capital

(b) No The Housing Factory made 
profits from its very inception m 
August, 1955 and continued to do so 
till the year 1973-74. It started in­
curring loss with effect from the yeai 
1974-75 The losses incurred during
1974-75, 1975 76 and 1976-77 were 
Rs 39 84 lakhs Rs 36 13 lakhs and 
Rs 64 51 lakhs respectively During 
the year 1977-78 a loss of Rs 71 lakns 
is anticipated The accumulated loss 
upto 31st March, 1978, after wiping 
off the reserves, would be Rs 178 08 
lakhs

(c) The following are the main 
reasons for losses —

(1) In 1974, due t0 financial diffi­
culties, the UP State Electricity 
Board, which was a major buyer, 
suspended taking electne poles for 
which it had placed a large order 
worth Rs 2 6 crores

(2) The cost of the factory pro­
ducts rose because of the unabsorb­
ed overheads arising from the 
suspension of the above order and 
the linking of the dearness allow­
ance with the dearness allowance 
rates of the Central Government em­
ployees as a result of an arbitra­
tion

Tbe Ministry has requested the 
Railway Board to give orders for con­
crete deepen at a viable price. The

U.P State Electricity Board, too haver 
resumed taking the electric petes as a 
result of persuasion by Government

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poration of India have planes to con­
tinue to construct godown* of their 
own during 1978-78. Apart from this 
the Corporation has launched Phase 
III of the construction programme 
under Guarantee Scheme through 
private parties in the States of Punjab, 
Haryana, Uttar Pradesh, West Bengal 
and Maharashtra. Under this scheme 
tbe private parties are required to 
complete the godowns within six 
months of entering into agreement 
with the Corporation. Applications 
were expected to be received by 81st 
March, 1978.

In securing space various factors 
like procurement, distribution, move­
ment, etc., are taken into account.

(c) and (d). Taking into account the 
various related factors, the Food Cor­
poration of India is building its own 
capacity in Rajasthan also. However, 
while some capacity under the earlier 
phases of construction by orivate 
parties in Rajasthan has been secured, 
no further augmentation under the 
Guarantee scheme in Rajasthan is con­
sidered necessary. Adequate arrange­
ments exist for storage of foodgrains 
in Rajasthan.

limited availability of boiid rice in the 
Central Pool and as requirements of
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boiled rice of other States, like West 
Bengal, are also to be met, it is not 
possible at present to supply boiled 
rice to the State Government to the 
extent of their requirements.

(b) Increase supply of boiled rice 
to Kerala was possible earlier because 
of additional supplies of boiled rice 
made available to Kerala from Tamil 
Nadu and by custom milling of Andhra 
Paddy in Kerala. As these stocks 
were exhausted, availability of boiled 
rice for issue to the State Government 
was reduced, which resulted in reduc­
ed supply.

(c) As supply of boiled rice is de­
pendent on availability in the Central 
Pool, from time to time, which cannot 
be assessed at present, it is not possi­
ble to indicate the quantity of boiled 
rice that will be supplied to the State 
Government against their total month­
ly requirements. Supply of raw rice, 
however, will continue to be made to 
the extent of the shortfall in supply of 
boiled rice.

Assistance for Teachers in Service 
Training

7880. SHRI GEORGE MATHEW: 
Will the Minister of EDUCATION, 
SOCIAL WELFARE AND CULTURE 
be pleased to state:

(a) whether the Central Govern­
ment are considering the proposal 6* 
the State Government of Kerala, for 
assistance for Teachers’ in-service 
training;

THE MINISTER OF EDUCATION, 
SOCIAL WELFARE AND CULTURE 
(DR. PRATAP CHANDRA CHUN- 
DER): fa) to (c). The Government of 
Kerala in December, 1977, approached 
the National Council of Educational 
Research and Training (NCERT) for

Financial Assistance for a five year 
Crash Programme costing approxima­
tely Rs. 143 lakhs relating to in-service 
education of about one lakh teachers 
of secondary and primary education 
handling physics and Life Science, 
Mathematics and Geography. The 
State Government desired NCERT to 
bear 75 per cent of the total cost of 
the programme. While appreciating 
the need for orientation of teachcrs, 
the NCERT informed the State r o / -  
emment about their inability to give 
substantial help due to the financial 
constraints. However, in 1976. NCERT 
had released financial assistance 
amounting to Rs. 1.5 lakhs to the State 
Government of Kerala for organisa­
tion of 31 in-service courses.

In addition a proposal was also re­
ceived by NCERT from the Director,
State Institute of Education, Kerala
for the training at higher level for at 
least a few hundred teachers who 
were already there in the field as 
resource persons in order to equip '.hem 
in the new content methodology «.)d 
evaluation of new curriculum. Ths 
ftve courses of 15 days duration .*ach 
proposed to be organised one each for 
physics, chemistry. biology, mathe­
matics and geography are estimated 
at Rs. 60,000. The proposal would be 
considered by the Executive Commit­
tee of the NCERT in its next meeting.

(c) Grants to universities are paid 
by the Commission on the basis of the 
development programmes approved on 
the recommendations of the Visiting 
Committees appointed by the Commis­
sion and the progress of expenditure 
incurred by the Universities on them.

(d) and (e). The Commission has 
relaxed the eligibility conditions vith 
regard to student enrolment and 
teacher strength in favour of colleges 
located in backward and rural areas. 
Under 'these relaxations, a college in

such areas will be entitled to develop­
ment assistance from the Commission, 
if it has 200 students and 10 teachers 
against the normal requirement of 400 
and 20 respectively.

Rural Water Supply Schemes In 
Himachal Pradesh

7883. SHRI DURGA CHAND: Will

The allocation will depend upon 
the progress achieved in the imole- 
mentation last year. No priority has 
been given to that State on account of 
its hilly terrain.

Constructional aid by Centre to Hima­
chal Pradesh

7884. SHRI DURGA CHAND: Till 
the Minister of WORKS AND HOUS­
ING AND SUPPLY AND REHABILI­

(a) what is the amount sanctioned 
to Himachal Pradesh for housing 
scheme during the lflSt three years, 
year-wise;

(c) how many houses were built 
with the Central amount in that State 
during the above period, year-wise?

THE MINISTER OF WORKS AND 
HOUSING AND SUPPLY AND RE­
HABILITATION (SHRI SIKANDAR 
BAKHT): (a) and (b). The Central 
financial assistance for all State 
Sector programmes including ‘housing’ 
is released to the State Governments 
in the shape of 'block loans* and 'block 
grants’ without their being tied to any 
particular scheme or head of develop­

ment. The State Governments are 
free to earmark funds for various 
State Sector programmes according lo 
their reauirements and priorities. 
During the last three years viz. 1975*76.
1976-77, 1977-78, the plan outlay on
housing for the Government of 
Himachal Pradesh was Rs. 109 
lakhs, Rs. 110 lakhs and Rs. 125 
lakhs respectively. The expendi­
ture on housing during these 
years was 112.18 lakhs, Rs. 109 09 
lakhs and Rs. 228.58 lakhs (anticipat­
ed) respectively. The Housing and 
Urban Development Corporation sanc­
tioned loans of Rs. 79.40 lakhs. 
Rs* 17.94 lakhs and Rs. 14.17 lakhs for 
the year 1975-76, 1976-77 and
1977-78 respectively to the various con­
struction agencies in the State of 
Himachal Pradesh. Out of the sanc­
tioned loan amount, the amount drawn 
during these years was Rs. 38.35 lakhs, 
Rs. 55.25 lakhs and Rs. 21.37 lakhs 
respectively.

(c) The total number of houses 
built under various social housin/
schemes during 1975-76 and 1976*77 
were 1218 and 304 houses respecti voly. 
The total number of houses ouilt 
during the year 1977-78 under various 
social housing schemes have not been 
intimated by the Government of Hima­
chal Pradesh. The total number or 
houses completed with HUDCO’s 
finance is 147 units out of 541 sanc­
tioned.

(d) The hill States are given priority 
in land development and soil con­
servation projects as the upper catch­
ment areas of major rivers fall in 
those States. The Centrally Sponsored 
Scheme of Soil Conservation in the 
catchments ol river valley projects, 
scheme of integrated soil and water 
conservation in the Himalayan areas 
and a scheme of afforestation of waste 
lands and degraded forest areas are in 
operation in Himachal Pradesh. The 
total assistance provided to Himachal 
Pradesh under these schemes during
1977-78 was about Rs. 158 lakhs of 
which Rs. 109 lakhs was grant and 
Rs. 49 lakhs was loan.

THE MINISTER OF EDUCATION, 
SOCIAL WELFARE AND CULTURE 
(DR. PRATAP CHANDRA CH UN­
DER): (a) The teaching of Science as 
a part of environmental studies has 
been recommended to be followed from 
the primary classes both in the 01 igmal 
curriculum prepared by NCERT as. well 
as by Ifiie curriculum recommended 
r>y the Ishwar Bhai J. Patel Committee.

Printing jobs 
are farmed out to private presses only 
in exceptional circumstances when the 
Government of India Presses are pre­
occupied with other jobs and are un­
able to meet the delivery schedule 
fixed by indenting Ministries/Depart­
ments or when the job is of specialised 
nature for which there are no facilities 
in these Presses.

(c) Due to reasons given against 
part (b), it is not possible to entirely 
do away with local printing in private 
presses.

Centre urged to move out Wheat and 
Rice Stocks from Haryana

7893. SHRI M. RAM GOPAL 
REDDY: Will the Minister of AGRI­
CULTURE AND IRRIGATION be 
pleased to state:

(a) whether Centre has been urged 
by Haryana Government to move out 
the wheat and rice stocks presently 
stood in warehouses in Haryana 
against the Central account; and

(b) if so, the decision of the Go­
vernment in the matter?

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN TH i 
MINISTRY OF AGRICULTURE AND 
IRRIGATION (SHRI BHANU PRATAP 
SINGH); (a) Yes. Sir.

(b) The stock of foodgrains in 
Haryana has already been reduced 
considerably to facilitate 1978 rabi pro­
curement operations. As on 31-3-1078,
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only about 13 thousand tonnes of 
-wheat was with the Haryana State
G ov ern m en t /HAFED. The stock of
foodgrains (wheat and rice) with the 
FCI is now about 7 lakh tonnes. The 
total storage capacity with the Haryana 
State Govt./HAFED/FCI by the end 
o f April, 1978 is estimated at 16.65 
lakh tonnes.

Adequate action had been taken to 
step up monthly inter-State movement 
o f sponsored foodgrains from Haryana 
from about 1 lakh tonnes to about 1.2 
lakh tonnes, per month. During the 
peak period, (May and June, 1978) for 
the procurement of wheat the move­
ment of sponsored foodgrains from 
Haryana by rail and road, both, is 
likely to be 1.5 lakh tonnes, in each 
month.

Demands of F.C.I. Employees

7894. SHRI PRASANNABHAI 
MEHTA:

SHRI C. R. MAHATA:

Will the Minister of AGRICULTURE 
AND IRRIGATION be pleased to state:

(a) whether it is a fact that Food 
Corporation of India employees have 
been agitating to press the demands, 
including better promotion avenues for 
Class IV category and grant of bonus 
and house rent allowance;

(b) if so, whether the Government 
have agreed to consider their de­
mands;

(c) if not, the reasons thereof; and

(d) if so, by what time the Govern­
ment are giving their verdict?

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE 
MINISTRY OF AGRICULTURE AND 
IRRIGATION (SHRI BHANU PRATAP 
SINGH): (a) to (d). A comprehensive 
revision of pay scales and service con­
ditions of the employees of the Food 
Corporation of India was effected two 
years ago. Whenever any demands

for further improvement in pay scales 
and service conditions are made they 
are considered by the management of 
the FCI which is an autonomous Cor­
poration and also by the Government, 
if necessary. In regard to demand of 
the employees for better promotional 
avenues for Category IV staff, the 
management of the Corporation feel 
that promotion quota having already 
been raised from 10 per cent to 20 per 
cent, any further increase would not 
be desirable. The demand for ex gratia 
payment In lieu of bonus for the year
1975-76 has not been found acceptable 
in view of the likely repercussions on 
other similarly situated public sector 
undertakings. The scales of house rent 
allowance sanctioned for FCI employees 
are already much better than those ad­
missible lo Government servants and 
employees of several other public sector 
undertakings.

Mechanisation and its effect of cows 
and bulls

78.95. SHRI D. B. CHANDRE GOW­
DA; Will the Minister of AGRICUL­
TURE AND IRRIGATION be pleased 
to state:

(a) whether due to mechanization 
which involves tractors also there is 
no place for the bull and with the 
coming of artificial insemination, even 
stud bulls have no place but to go 
to the slaughter house;

(b) whether Government realise 
that when the bull is not of any service 
to the farmer, maintenance of cows 
becomes difficult and impossible in our 
country; and

(c) if so, whether Government is in 
a position of getting a real and con­
crete solution to the problem?

THE MINISTER OF AGRICULTURE 
AND IRRIGATION (SHRI SURJIT 
SINGH BARNALA): (a) An over­
whelming majority of land holdings 
being small use of tractors is not going 
to catch up to an extent that draft 

would be no longer important. 
In fact, the use of draft animals is
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expected to increase, especially with 
the intensive land use being introduced 
in the country. The number of bulls 
which may become redundant with the 
introduction of artificial insemination 
would only go to add to the draft 
power.

(b) and (c). In view of above, the 
question does not arise.

Complaints regarding Bad Quality 
of Rice and Wheat to States

7896. SHRI KANWAR LAL GUPTA: 
Will the Minister of AGRICULTURE 
AND IRRIGATION be pleased to state:

(a) the names of the States from 
where the Centre received the com­
plaint about supplying bad quality of 
rice and wheat in the last three years;

(b) the details of complaints 
of each State and the reply given by 
the Centre to each State;

(c) how much rice or wheat was 
withdrawn from the ration shops in 
the States on account of bad quality;

(d) what specific steps Government 
have taken to supply good quality of 
rice in Delhi; and

(e) is it also a fact that rice of bad 
quality is bemg supplied in Delhi for 
the last many months?

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE 
MINISTRY OF AGRICULTURE AND 
IRRIGATION (SHRI BHANU FRATAP 
SINGH): (a) to (c). The information 
is being collected and will be laid on 
the Table of the Sabha.

(d) and (e). Most of the complaints 
about nee issued through the public 
distribution system in Delhi arise 
because of issue of IR-8 rice (medium 
variety) which has a low consumer ac­
ceptability. The rice so supplied how­
ever, conforms to the quality specifica­
tions laid down by the Government of 
India. The FCI has been asked to 
ensure that stocks of rice which do not 
conform to the specifications are clean­
ed/reconditioned before issue.

Rehabilitation of Outran m *
Hudson Lines, Delhi

7897. SHRI KANWAR LAL GUPTA: 
Will the Minister of WORKS ANI> 
HOUSING AND SUPPLY AND RE­
HABILITATION be pleased to state:

(a) whether a deputation of Kings- 
way camp residents along with their 
representatives saw the Minister in  
connection with the rehabilitation o f  
Outram Lines and Hudson Lines;

(b) if so, the details of decisions- 
taken by him to rehabilitate them;

(c) what is the problem of rehabili­
tation of that area;

(d) whether the scheme has been, 
transferred to Delhi Municipal Cor­

(e) how much money has been 
given to D.M.C. by the Centre for im­
plementing this scheme?

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE 
MINISTRY OF WORKS AND HOUS­
ING AND SUPPLY AND REHABILI­
TATION (SHRI RAM KINKER): (a) 
Yes, Sir.

(b) It was agreed that implementa­
tion of the Kingsway Re-development 
Scheme would be transferred back from 
the Delhi Development Authority to  
the Municipal Corporation, Delhi. In 
this connection the following sugges­
tions were made: —

(1) the original scheme should be 
implemented. Developed plots as en­
visaged earlier, should be given to those 
displaced person residents of Hudson 
Unes/Outram Lines tenements and 
barracks who had not already been 
provided in Bhai Permanand Nagar 
Colony and Mukherjee Nagar I and II 
colonies,

(ii) approximately, 106 acres of land 
available in Hudson Lines/Outram 
Lines should be utilised; in addition 
about 29i acres of land in Indra Vikash 
Colony, presently at the disposal of the 
Delhi Administration should also t o ­
rnado available.
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(iii) about 16 acres of land covered 
by nearly 200 plots in Mukherjee 
Nagar colony which could not be made 
available so far, should now be made 
available, and

(iv) the squatters be provided 40 
square yards per family in Jehangir- 
purL

The aforesaid suggestions were 
agreed to, on the understanding that 
the Municipal Corporation of Delhi 
would arrange—

(i) release of 29.5 acres of land in 
Indra Vikash Colony;

(ii) shifting of the displaced per­
sons who had been allotted 
plots in Dr. Mukherjee Nagar 
but bad not vacated the tene­
ments in Outram Lines/Hud­
son Lines; and

(iii) provision of temporary accom­
modation to 1400 families, to 
cover the time-lag between 
allotment of plots and con­
struction of houses.

(c) According to a survey recently 
conducted there are 1352 eligible dis­
placed persons families who have not 
so far availed of the benefits under the 
Kingsway Re-development Scheme.

(d) Implementation of the scheme 
bas been transferred to Municipal Cor­
poration Delhi, with effect from 
17-4-1978.

(e) A loan of Rs. 190 lakhs had been 
sanctioned to the Municipal Corpora­
tion, Delhi, in 1962, for the scheme. 
Against this funds to the extent of 
Rb 175 lakhs have already been 
released. The Municipal Corpora­
tion, Delhi, would now formulate de­
tailed scheme for the rehabilitation, 
of the remaining eligible families and 
the question of providing them with 
Additional funds would be considered 
by Government in due course.

Annual Reports regarding Ware­
houses from State Governments

7888. SHRI KANWAR LAL GUPTA: 
Will the Minister of AGRICULTURE 
AND IRRIGATION be pleased to state:

(a) how much amount has been 
invested by the Centre in the ware­
houses built by the State Govern­
ments;

(b) is it a fact that annual report 
along with the review has not been 
received by the Government upto
1976-77 by many State Governments 
about these warehouses;

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE

IRRIGATION (SHRI BHANU PRATAP 
SINGH): (a) There is no direct parti­
cipation m the investments by the 
Centre in the warehouses built by the 
State Governments. Central Govern­
ment provides funds to CWC which 
participates in the equity capital of 
SWCs. The CWC’s investments m Jhe 
share capital of State Warehousing 
Corporations as on 31st March, 1978 
was Rs. 12.35 crores.

(b) and (c). The annual reports upto 
the year 1976-77 have been finalised 
by six State Warehousing Corporations, 
viz, Gujarat. Haryana Kerala, Karna­
taka, Maharashtra and Rajasthan State 
Warehousing Corporations. A state­
ment showing the position in respect 
of various State Corporations is 
attached.

(d) and (e). A complaint was receiv­
ed in respect of the working of Andhra 
Pradesh S.W.C. The complaint was 
about irregular appointments, misuse of 
office vehicle, administrative lapses etc. 
The matter has been examined by the 
Board of Directors of Andhra Pradesh 
Slate Warehousing Corporation who 
have to take appropriate action m the 
matter.

SINGH BARNALA): (a) Yes, Sir, im 
June 1972.

(b) The Himalayan belt is prone to* 
seismic activities.

The Tehri Dam site lay between Xso- 
siesmals VII and VIII during Kangra 
earthquakes of 1905.
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(c) The dam site has been selected 
on the recommendation of the Geolo­
gical Survey of India. Besides the 
experts of Geological Survey of India 
and University of Roorkee, Prof. J. B. 
Cook and Dr. L. Muler eminent dam 
expert and geologist had also been con- 
suited in regard to the suitability of 
the dam site. The U.N. expert Shri 
Yakovlav had also visited the dam site 
and approved of the construction of 
rock fill dam.

It is also proposed to carry out tests 
to study the vibration characteristics of 
the rocks at the dam site and dynamic 
model studies of the dam to decide the 
seismic factor to be adopted to take 
care of scismic effect.

(d) There has been opposition by 
public but no adverse report on selec­
tion of the site from an expert has 
been received.

Circus

7900. DR. VASANT KUMAR PAN­

Yes, Sir.

(b) Circus is a State subject. How­
ever, Government have been encourag­
ing Circus as a recreational activity

by granting railway concession for 
movement of troupes and their luggage 
etc. for their performances in respect 
of bonafide Circus Companies. The 
State Governments and Union Territory 
Administrations have also been request­
ed to encourage Circus by granting ex­
emption from payment of Entertain­
ment Tax, allotment of open grounds 
for Circus shows at nominal rent, help* 
in maintenance of law and order, tem­
porary allotment of quota of foodgrains 
and other essential commodities.

(c) The Federation has been request­
ed to work out full details of its pro­
posal regarding National Awards for 
Circus artists and troupes to enable 
Government to consider it.

As regards sponsoring of foreign 
tours visit of an Indian Circus to 
Zambia for participation in the Zam­
bian Trade Fair at Lusaka during 1978, 
has been arranged. Besides, a pro­
posal to depute an Indian Circus to 
Sri Lanka under Indo-Sri Lanka Cul­
tural Exchange Programme is under 
consideration.

Future of Visva Bharati
7901. SHRI SAMAR GUHA: Will

the Minister of EDUCATION, SOCIAL 
WELFARE AND CULTURE be pleased
to state;

(a) whether the attention of Gov­
ernment has been drawn to a state­
ment issued by a number of import­
ant persons in West Bengal regarding1 
the future of Visva Bharati;

(b) if so, the main points stressed, 
in the statement; and

(c) the reaction of Government 
thereabout?

THE MINISTER OF EDUCATION, 
SOCIAL WELFARE AND CULTURE- 
(DR. RATAP CHANDRA CHUNDER):
(a) Government’s attention has been 
drawn to newspaper reports containing 
a statement issued by certain eminent 
persons in March, 1978 concerning the- 
affairs of Visva Bharati.
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(b) The main points stressed in the 
statement are as follows:

(i) The Bhavanas which Rabindra­
nath Tagore established him­
self, namely Patha-Bhavana, 
Kala Bhavana, Sangit- 
Bhavana, Hindi-Bhavana 
Cheena-Bhavana and Vidya- 
Bhavana should be restored to 
their pristine status and glory.

•(ii) Stepg should be taken to estab­
lish such other Bhavanas as 
the South East Asian Centre 
which Rabindranath Tagore 
proposed to establish at Santi- 
niketan, but could not do in 
his life time.

(iii) Government should ensure that 
Visva Bharati, which is a 
unique institution does not 
lose its special characteristics 
and does not drift away from 
its ideals as enunciated by its 
great founder.

(c) Government as well as the Uni­
versity authorities fully appreciate the 
sentiments behind the statement and 
are making all possible efforts towards 
the achievement of the ideals of the 
University’s illustrious founder. The 
University is giving more emphasis on 
the development of Patha-Bhavana and 
Siksha-Satra including their libraries. 
Special attention is also being given to 
the development of Sangit-Bhavana, 
Kala-Bhavana and Vidya-Bhavana. The 
possibility of setting up a South East 
Asian Centre is also being explored.

Charges against Functioning of

According to 
information available most of the 
Universities in Bihar and some in 
Uttar Pradesh, .namely those at 
Allahabad, Lucknow, Gorakhpur, 
Pantnagar and Benaras Hindu Uni­
versity were affected by violence and 
lawlessness during the past few 
weeks. The main reason in most of 
these cases was the issue relating to 
reservation in jobs for backward 

'classes. In the case of Benaras Hindu 
t University, the demand for reserva­
tion in medical college and the sub­
sequent assault on the Rector were 
the reasons for closure. The Pant­
nagar University was affected by the 
demonstration by farm labourers and 
police firing on them. There were 
also demands like postponement of 
examinations and removal of Vice- 
Chancellor, etc.

All the State Governments, have 
again been requested to take steps 
to look into genuine grievances of the 
students and redress them immediate­
ly. They have also been advised to 
set up a suitable machinery to keep 
a regular watch on the situation and 
take timely action to ensure that 
minor problems do not become major 
issues.

(c) the States where it is being im­
plemented and what assistance is 
being given to the State Governments 
concerned?

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN 
THE MINISTRY OF AGRICUL­
TURE AND IRRIGATION (SHRI 
BHANU PRATAP SINGH): (a) and
(b). The Food for Work Programme 
was started m Aptil 1977 and is be­
ing continued during 1978-7.9. Under 
the programme, assistance in the form 
of foodgrains, primarily wheat and 
milo, is provided to the Statea for 
augmenting their resources for taking 
up on going Plan and ntm-Plan 
schemes, new items of capital works 
and maintenance o f public works. 
The categories of works which qualify

for assistance under the scheme In­
clude major, medium and minor ir­
rigation works; flood protection,
drainage and anti water-logging 
works; soil and water conservation 
and afforestation works on Govern­
ment and community lands; roads, 
including State Highways; construe- 
tion of inter-mediate and main drains, 
field channels and land levelling etc.
in the irrigation command areas;
school buildings and community
centres belonging t0 the Government 
and local bodies including Panchayats 
provided provision for expenditure on 
such schemes is reflected conven­
tionally in the State Budget.

The scheme is designed to offer 
gainful employment to the rural poor 
and improve their nutritional and in­
come levels through development of 
infrastructures and durable com­
munity assets through utilisation of 
foodgrains stocks.

(c) The State Governments of 
Andhra Pradesh, Assam, Bihar, 
Gujarat, Himadhal Pradesh, Karna­
taka, Kerala, Madhya Pradesh, 
Maharashtra, Orissa, Rajasthan, 
Punjab, Tripura, Uttar Pradesh and 
West Bengal are at present imple­
menting the scheme.

Under the scheme, foodgrains, 
primarily wheat and milo are made 
available to the State Governments 
for the payment of a part or all of 
wages of the labour engaged in the 
execution of specified works taken 
up under the scheme. State Govern­
ments have to indicate additionality of 
expenditure by showing additional 
provisions in their budgets. Alloca­
tion of foodgrains during the year
1977-78 to different States were of 
the order of 204,580 tonnes. Another
1,17,000 tonnes have been allotted 
during April 1978. The list showihg 
the quantities of foodgrains allocat­
ed to the States during 1977-78 and
1978-79 is enclosed.

Import of Trawlers

In view of the urgency to ex-
ploit fishery resources in the exclu-
sive Economic Zone 'Of 200 miles and
to prevent other countries from ex-
ploiting our resources the Govern-
ment had decided in january, 1977,
to introduce 140 additional fishing
vessels by import, charter, joint
venture and indigenous construction,
In an inter-Ministrial meeting having
representatives of Departments of
Defence Production, Economic Affairs,
Heavy Industry and Ministry of
Shipping & Transport, 40 vessels
were considered for indigenous con-
struction OUt o"f which 30 were to be
ordered hy the parties who were at-
lOWedto import Mexican trawlers in
fulfilment of their commitment
under the scheme. The decision to
import fishing vessels has been taken
in consultation with concerned
Departments keeping in view the
urgency of the situation, immediate

possibilities -of indigenous construction
and other connected matters.

In all 18541 
evacuee properties were acquired 
under the Displaced Persons (Com­
pensation and Rehabilitation) Act, 
1954 in the Union Territory of Delhi. 
Out of these, 12041 were disposed of 
by transfer/auction, $200 properties
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were transferred to the Delhi Muni* 
cipal Corporation under the Slum 
Clearance Scheme and approximately, 
1800 properties still remain to be dis­
posed of. It has recently been decid­
ed to dispose of the remaining avail- 
ble properties By offering them to 
the sitting occupants on “as is where 
is basis”  under certain terms and 
conditions.

Properties transferred to the 
Corporation under Slum Clearance 
Scheme were transferred to the Delhi 
Development Authority in February 
1974 alongwith the Slum Clearance 
Department. The evacuee properties 
which are owned by Government of 
India and which, at present, fall with­
in the jurisdiction of the Slum 
Department, have not been transferr­
ed to the Municipal Corporation, 
Delhi to facilitate and expedite their 
disposal by offering them to the 
sitting occupants. The responsibi­
lity for repairs etc. of these properties 
rests with the Slum Department, who 
have been realising the rental, there* 
frem.

SHRI JYOTIRMOY BOSU (Dia-
mond lHarbour): Sir, On the 22nd
April 1978 within the hearing room
of Shah ' Co~mission itself, Shri
Sanjay Gandhi, his wife, Shrimati
Menaka Gandhil his mother-in-law;
Shri Kushwant Singh, former editor
of Illustrated Weekly, Bombay, and
-a large number of anti-social elements
conspired to create a riot in order to
tarnish the image of Shah Commis-
sion and demoralise the people. With
this object the' gang arrived about
40 minutes before the hearing time
and started creating chaos by throw-
ing chairs and wildly gesticulating.
Shri Gandhi and his three other law-
yers got up on a table witliln the
hearing room and started supervising
the operations.

Shrimati Gandhi even walked up
to Justice Shah's table and took out
the pen-stand and she also tried to
create as much disorder as possible.

After the confrontation was over,
the hearing room was all in sham-
bles. ,Window panes ,were destroy-
ed, furniture broken and many things
damaged. There was hardly one
chair left undamaged. Police . have
only arrested eight ·of the hooligans
and the rest have been allowed to
depart without any interference, by
the police. It is a matter of deep
regret that these things are not be-
ing put down with iron hand. For
creating these riots, prosecution
should be launched and the three
lawyers who had behaved in .most
unseemly manner, their cases should
be brought before the Bar Council
for suitable punishment. The Gov-

SHRI R K MHALGI (Thana) This 
ghastly accident took place in my 
constitucncy-district I am really not 
in a mood to speak, or to make a 
speech at this juncture

I have a few questions to ask of the 
hon Railway Minister Firstly, may 
I know the approximate amount of 
loss involved m this accident, includ­
ing the loss of railway property and 
the likely amount of compensation to 
b« paid to the n«*t of kin of the vic­

tims? Secondly, is it a fact that a 
large number of passengers who have 
been injured have to lose their tegs 
because of amputation? Thirdly, 
when is the statutory enquiry into 
the accident likely to be concluded 
and will the causes of the accident be 
made known to this hon House at 
least before tne end of this session? 
Fourthly, could this accident have 
been averted? in this connection, may 
1 invite the attention of the Railway 
Minister to a news item in a Bombay 
Marathi daily, Lok Satta, exposing the 
arrogance of one of the highest rail­
way officers who was present on the 
site of the accident

AN HON MEMBER What is his 
name?

SHRI R K MHALGI I do not 
know, because the name was not given 
there Lastly, the Railway Ministry 
had appointed a high-powered Acci­
dent Enquiry Committee a few months 
ago When will the report of that 
Committee be submitted to the Rail­
way Ministry so that they can take 
action in pursuance of the findings 
and recommendations of that Com­
mittee7

PROF MADHU DANDAVATE The 
hon Member has asked specific ques­
tions and I will give replies to all of 
them His first question was about 
the extent of the damage The dam­
age is of the order of Rs 8 28 lakhs 
So far as compensation" is concerned, 
according to the statutory provision, 
it has. to be paid after the ascertain­
ment of the claims by the Claims 
Commissioner Usually, the maximum 
compensation that has to be paid wilt 
be Rs 15 lakhs in addition to those 
who have died, there are some pas­
sengers whose legs might have got 
fractured or might have been ampu­
tated There is a provision for com 
pensation to them also and it will be 
paid after due verification has been 
made

Thirdly, the Additional Commis­
sioner for Railway Safety, who func
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tions under the Ministry of Tourism 
and Civil Aviation, has already start­
ed his statutory inquixy on the 21st 
of this month. Already an announce­
ment has been made that within ten 
days an interim report will be sub­
mitted. The findings will be placed 
on the floor of the House.

MR. SPEAKER: On the Table of
the House; not on the floor of the 
House.

PROP. MADHU DANDAVATE: I
am sorry. I am so much obsessed 
with the floor on which I am standing. 
But I agree that it should be placed 
on the Table of the House.

Then he referred to a report which 
has appeared in Lok Satta and a few 
other papers. I have already taken 
note of it. I have already got all 
those extracts translated and I have 
sent them to the statutory commis­
sion which is already going into the 
inquiry I have requested the officers 
to collect all the information in con­
nection with that and forward them 
to the statutory commission .so that 
proper steps could be taken.

SHRj R. K. MHAL'GrI: My last
question was about the high-power 
commission.

PROP. MADHU DANDAVATE: The 
Railway Accidents Enquiry Commit­
tee was set up under the chairman­
ship of Justice Sikri When he was 
appointed Chairman, he himself poin­
ted out that he will require some 
time to commence the enquiry work 
because he was pre-occupied with 
some professional work. We have
accepted that condition. Now that 
his work is over, he has already star­
ted working on this and I am very 
happy to report that the enquiry 
committee has started working very 
briskly. On this Committee, repre­
sentation has been given to some 
Member* of both the Houses; there 
-'re sflso scientists, technologists and

railway officers. I can assure the 
House that the full-fledged report, 
when it comes, will be laid not on the 
floor but the Table of the House.

PROF MADHU DANDAVATE On 
the contrary I am pointing out why- 
more allocations are necessary The 
traffic hag grown I am not satisfied 
merely with bringing down the acci 
dents in the last 25 years by 50 per 
cent 1 will be happy if the accidents 
are completely eliminated We have 
a very complex railway system 11000 
trams are running every day Th»
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traffic is growing fast. It has increase 
ed by 68 per cent in tbe last 25 years 
and the accidents have come down by 
50 per cent. I am not happy about 
it. As far as the incidence of train 
accident per million train km. is con­
cerned, it was 5.5 in 1952-53 and now 
it is 1.6. It can be brought down still 
further. We are trying our best.

SHRI KJ. P. UNNXKRISHNAN 
(Badagara); Mr. Speaker, Sir, the 
term “accident” has a wide technical 
connotation under the Indian Railway 
administration. That is why my 
friend hon. Minister for Railways for 
whom I have got great affection is 
trying, in a way, to trot out what the 
Railway Board has given him. This 
is apparent not only now but even 
from his earlier statements and rep­
lies and all that.

They had distributed a little book­
let to Members of Parliament—A Re­
view of Accidents on the Indian Gov­
ernment Railways. How they have 
tried to cover up the whole thing and 
tried to prove that, 1 quote from p. 3 
of that booklet:

"Thus, it will be seen from the 
table that there has been improve­
ment in the position of accidents 
not only in the aggregate but also 
in each individual category and in 
respect of all types of trains, that 
is, whether carrying passengers or 
not.”

This is from “A Review of Accidents 
on the Indian Government Railways” 
Issued by the Directorate of Safety.

Right now—we do not want to go 
into other questions—we are concern­
ed about the passenger safety. I am 
sure, my friend hon. Minister for 
Railways does not want to godown 
in the history of Indian Railways as 
a man who provided death-raps for 
the people of this country. So, the 
important question is one of passen­
ger safety and how the system is res­
ponding.

With all the figures and various 

other things, he has not been able to 
convince us that enough has been done 
I am not questioning his sincerity. I 
know he is a very sincere person. But 
the fact remains that the system has 
failed, in this case, the fire brigade 
did not reach the place at all for 
several hours. The Railway officials 
said there was no need for a fire 
brigade. But later on they realised 
that they had to bring one to pull out 
the people, according to press reports. 
The medical van which is only 45 
minutes awav running-time from 
Bandra station reached the place 
after four hours. The Minister men­
tioned three hours. But the news­
paper reports and all the reports 
from Bombay suggest that it reached 
after 3-} to 4 hours. You may ask:
Is it very important? I say, it is very 
important. It depends on how the 
system responds to meet immediate 
challenges. And railways have failed 
despite all these accidents in the re­
cent past. Tne basic thing Is that 
there can be accident and accident 
due to sabotage, an accident due to 
human failure, as this case could pos­
sibly be. The question of human 
failure brings us to the question of 
stresses and strains on the operational 
staff Sir, not only the conditions are 
far from satisfactory as was pointed 
out in the case of Station Masters by 
my friend Shrimati Parvathi Krishnan 
but it is not being attended to. It has 
been the tradition. I am not putting 
the blame on him. It has been the 
tradition of the Indian Railways ad­
ministration that they Just do not
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bother about it. If you ask the ope­
rational staff to work lor long hours, 
ten hours and the other regulations 
and accepted norms of other indus­
tries are not applicable to Indian 
Railways, then it is bound to happen 
that at some point or other they will 
break down. So, what 1 would want 
to know is: fa) whether he is will­
ing—he is going to recruit more 
people and all that—to consider this 
as an urgent question; whether this 
Government—he should not come up 
and say that I am helpless*—is willing 
to consider the question of reducing 
work to 8 hours, is it the program­
me of the Janata Party, that is what 
1 want to know so that the accidents 
can be minimised? Now the whole 
organisation of safety under the Min­
istry of Tourism is a big bogus racket. 
The idea of removing it from 
the Ministry of Railways, as I under­
stand, was to give a certain amount 
of independence. Now they do not 
function nor are they independent. 
That is the condition. No\p would he 
associate on a continuous basis, 
leaders of trade unions, Members of 
Parliament, social and other organis­
ations so that they will go into this 
question not only when a particular 
accident occurs, but the paramount 
question of passengers’ safety can be 
gone into in depth and also assurance 
can be given to people? These are 
the two" questions I want him to 
answer.

PROF. MADHU DANDAVATE: I
can assure the hon. Member that I am 
not adopting any complacent attitude, 
as far as accidents are concerned. I 
just pointed out that there were two 
types of accidents. One has been 
completely under control but the other 
is still there. He has raised two spe­
cific issues. As far the question 
whether the hours of work of the 
loco running staff are going to be 
properly adjusted, I may remind the 
House that already the loco running 
staff in the last administration had 
arrived at an agreement regarding ten

hours duty. After 1974 strike, that 
particular agreement wa8 broken with 
the consent and support of this House 
and I had already announced in this 
very House that lo hours duty rule 
on the trains will be restored. For 
that, we have already made a provi­
sion for appointment of 2700 Loco 
running stdff and similarly to see 
that Mianbhai Award is also imple­
mented. There is already a provision 
for the appointment of 10,000 staff. 
The loco running staff themselves 
have welcome this move. But their 
only grievance is that there are some 
other grievances that have to be at­
tended to. I can assure this House 
that those grievances are also to be 
attended to. Then he referred to the 
association of trade unions and other 
agencies with any institution that 
tries to study the problems of acci­
dents. And here again I informed 
tnis very House some time ago that 
we had requested the trade unions to 
put forward their point of view. Some 
seminars were organised by trade 
unions themselves and we had parti­
cipated in them. 1 can assure vou 
that all the trade unions irrespective 
of their , affiliation are giving us 
wholehearted cooperation and con­
crete suggestions to see that accidents 
are reduced to the rock bottom mini­
mum because what is called an acci­
dent in railway parlance. Even a 
small fire or more sort of derailment 
of even one wheel is also called an 
accident. To that extent accidents 
will be minimised. But if major acci- 
dents are to be completely eliminated, 
for that we will continue to take tne 
cooperation of Trade Unions as well 
as their institutions.

SHRIMATI PARVATHI KRISHNAN 
(Coimbatore): Will the Minister in­
tervene in the Station Masters’ mat­
ter?

MR. SPEAKER; That is not Calling

SPEAKER’S RULING RE DEMAND 
FOR LAYING CERTAIN DOCU- 

MENTS ON THE TABLE

MR SPEAKER In the course of his. 
speech dunnc the demands of the Mi­
nistry of External Affairs, the Minis­
ter for External Affairs stated that 
there was a secret understanding bet­
ween Mr Bhutto and Mrs Indira> 
Gandhi during their talks m Simla 
To quote his own words

“Since assuming the charge of the 
Ministry of External Affairs, I have 
made an effort to acquaint myself 
with not only various documents re 
lating to the discussions but also 
have held personal discussions with 
a number of knowledgeable indivi­
duals Piecing together all the evi­
dence from different sources I can­
not but re-affirm that some sort of 
secret understanding was reached by 
Shrimati Gandhi m her confidential 
conversation with Mr Bhutto ’

When the above observations were 
made several Hon ble Members of the 
House demanded that the Minister 
should lay on the Table of the House 
the documents on which he relied In 
support of their contention some of 
them relied on Rule 368 and others on 
Rule 370 The Hon ble Minister and 
several other Members contended that 
neither of the two Rules referred to 
earlier supported the contention of 
those demanding of the Minister to lay 
the papers on the Table The Minis­
ter further contended that it is not in 
public interest to place the relevant 
papers on the Table of the House

Rule 368 provides

* If a Minister quotes in the House 
a despatch or other State paper 
which "has not been presented to the 
House, he shall lay the relevant 
paper on the Table.
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Provided that this rule shall not 
apply to any documents which 
are stated by the Minister to be of 
such a nature that their production 
would be inconsistent with public 
interest:

Provided further that where a 
Minister gives in his own words a 
summary or gist of such despatch 
or State paper it shall not be neces­
sary to lay the relevant papers on 
the Table.”

In my opinion, this rule does not 
support the demand made by the 
Hon’ble Members to have the paper 
laid on the Table of the House. Before 
Rule 368 can come into operation, the 
Minister must have quoted in the 
House a despatch or other State paper. 
In the instant case, the Minister has 
not quoted any despatch or other 
State Paper. Even if we consider that 
the Minister has referred to any State 
paper then also the case falls within 
the scope of proviso (2) to Rule 368. 
The Minister has merely given in his 
own words a conclusion or gist of the 
State paper he has seen. He has made 
no reference to any despatch. Hence 
"Rule 368 is wholly inapplicable to the 
facts of the case.

Rule 370 reads;
“If, in answer to a question or 

during debate a Minister discloses 
the advice or opinion given to him 
by any officer of the Government or 
by any other person or authority, 
he shall ordinarily lay the relevant 
document or parts of document con­
taining that opinion or advice, or a 
summary thereof on the Table.’’

Before Rule 370 is attracted the 
.•condition precedent is that the Minis­
ter must have disclosed the advice or 
•the opinion given to him by any offi­
cer of the Government or any other 

I person or authority. In the present 
case, the Minister has not disclosed

* any advice or opinion given to him by 
anyone. On the other hand, he re­
lied on his own conclusions, drawn

from various circumstances including 
the material gathered from various 
documents as well as from the talks 
he had with several persons. Hence 
Rule 370 is not attracted.

The question as to when a Minis­
ter must place on the Table of the 
House a paper referred by him in the 
course of an answer given by him in 
the House or in the course of a debate 
has been the subject-matter of seve­
ral decisions by my predecessors. 
They have consistently held that it is 
for the Government or the concerned 
Minister to decide whether it is in 
public interest to place any particular 
document on the Table or not. In 
view of my opinion as to the scope of 
Rule 368 and Rule 370 it is not neces­
sary to go into the extent or nature 
of the privilege available to the Cabi­
net or to the individual Minister.

In conclusion, I hold that the de­
mand made by the Hon’ble Members 
to lay on the Table of the House the 
concerned papers is unsustainable.

SHRI K P. UNNIKRISHNAN (Bo- 
dagaro): Sir, I do not want to ques­
tion the soundness or the wisdom of 
your decision, but I must say that the 
interpretation you have given to Rule 
370 is taking a very narrow view of 
things, which does not protect the in­
terests of the people at large or those 
who are on this side. Now, he did 
make a specific reference to his having 
studied all the related documents. He 
related it to his own suspicions then 
and said that he has been vindicated 
by a study of a set of documents.

SHRI HARI VISHNU KAMATH 
(Hoshangabad): Sir, are you allowing 
a discussion on this? Is your ruling 
not final?

MR. SPEAKER: No, he has said that 
he is not questioning.. . .

SHRI K. P. UNNIKRISHNAN: 1 am 
only making a submission.

He also mentioned specifically that 
he had discussions with knowledge-
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«ble persons. That is a specific quan­
tity: it is not that somebody came for 
«  courtesy call or a social call and he 
had a word, but he pursued it. He 
pursued his feelings at Simla to the 
logical end. After he took over as 
Minister of External Affairs, he pur­
sued the matter and studied it, and it 
may include officials' advice. And 
what is ‘official advice’ ? This ques­
tion, I hope, has been gone into fully 
and at least for the future I hope this 
will not be a precedent, because it is 
being used for carrying on a campaign 
in the whole country. If it is true, as 
I said on that occasion, the former 
Prime Minister must be exposed. 
Otherwise, this should not be used as 
a  forum by any Minister to bluff the 
people. That was my only contention.

SHRI P. VENKATASUBBAIAH 
<Nandyal): Sir, I would like to make 
a submission.

As he has said, we are not question­
ing your ruling as such. You have 
quoted extensively Rule 368 and Rule 
370. This matter has attracted not 
■only the country’s attention but also 
international attention. Pakistan’s for­
mer Foreign Affairs Minister and also 
Mr. Agha Shahi who was here a few 
"days back completely denied the fact 
that there was any such agreement 
The persons said they were in Simla 
when the discussions were going on. 
Now, Mr. Vajpayee, the External Af­
fairs Minister, has come before the 
House and has said that he has gone 
through various documents and that 
he has got some circumstantial proof 
to  show that there was a secret agree­
ment, and that he has consulted very 
important people and knowledgeable 
persons who are associated with the 
matter. Now. the country is seized 
■of the matter and there has been a 
-controversy going on about it, and the 
former Prime Ministers denied catego­
rically there was any secret agree­
ment as such. It is therefore neces­
sary that the External Affairs Minis­
ter, who is occupying a very import­
ant position as a Cabinet Minister in 
Charge of External Affairs, should not

/
keep this country and Parliament, at 
any rate, in darkness. If there is any 
concrete proof in his possession, it 
would have been better for him to 
take the House and also the nation 
into confidence. So, I would only re­
quest you—of course, your ruling is 
there and it is final, and we are not 
questioning your ruling—that at least 
you must persuade the External 
Affairs Minister to come forward and 
state categorically on the Floor of the 
House the whole fact of the matter 
and not keep the nation in darkness.

MR. SPEAKER: I have only gone 
into the legal aspect; I have not gone 
into whether it is appropriate or in­
appropriate. It is not for me to do 
that.

SHRI K. P. UNNIKRISHNAN: You 
can give your guidance, Sir.

MR. SPEAKER: If the House can­
not do that, can I?

SHRI K. P. UNNIKRISHNAN: You 
can do it.

SHRI P. K. DEO (Kalahandi) • Sir. 
I respectfully bow to your ruling. I 
suggest a via media, as has been sug­
gested by Shri Chatidrappan. This 
country should not be kept in the 
dark. There has been a suspicion; the 
Government should take into confid­
ence the leaders of the opposition and 
you may call for the papers.

MR. SPEAKER: No, that I will 
never do That means, I am taking 
over the responsibility myself.

SHRI P. K. DEO: It happened last 
time. I beg to submit that in the case 
of Shri Tulmohan Ram—

MR. SPEAKER: Whether a particu­
lar Speaker may have accepted the 
responsibility, the implication of the 
responsibility must be realised. Sup­
posing I look into the papers and I 
come to one conclusion or the other.
I am not in a position to argue or 
satisfy the other side that my conclu­
sion is right. The Speaker should be 
above all this.
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ShRI p. K. DEO; The Government 
suo motu can call the various leaders 
of the opposition and take them into 
confidence. After all patriotism is not 
the monopoly of those who are on the 
treasury benches. In that way, the 
entire thing would be clear and there 
would not be any bickering.

ME. SPEAKER: That is all right.

SHRI G. M. BANTAWALLA (Pon- 
nani): Sir, on that day also, I was agi­
tated on this particular issue. Of 
course, ycUr decision is final and we 
bow to it. Not only that, I would go 
to the extent of saying that it is the 
most appropriate ruling that you have 
given. There is, however, another as­
pect of the situation. You are the 
custodian and protector of democracy 
here, as the Speaker of this august 
House.

There is already a rule to the effect 
that whenever an allegation is made 
against a person who is not a mem­
ber of this House, the Speaker’s con­
sent has also to be obtained, other­
wise, it would be a great abuse of 
the floor of the House. I would like 
to know whether any such consent 
had been obtained by the hon. Minis­
ter from you. You should realise the 
gaavity of the situation. Shrimati 
Indira Gandhi is no longer a member 
of this House. She cannot defend 
herself. There may be her Party’s 
representatives here, but I am sure, 
the attack is made upon her as an 
individual, who is not a member of 
this House to be in a position to def­
end herself. The hon. Minister makes 
a statement and refuses to disclose the 
document or lay the same on the 
Table of the House. Not only that, 
he is fortified with the rules and laws 
with respect to privileges. If Shri- 
mati Indira Gandhi wants to comment 
upon it, again she has to face the 
question of breach of privileges of the 
House etc. Under such a situation, is 
a citizen of India to be put totally at 
the mercy of any baseless allegation 
that may even be made on the floor 
of this House by any Member, much

more an hon. Minister? This Is a  
question that must seriously concern 
and engage the attention of all of us 
and more go, the Speaker of this. 
House.

On that day, I was agitated not on. 
the merits of the question, not whether 
such a thing has happened or not, but 
on the fact that a sweeping allegation 
is made here and the floor of the 
House is being abused. Were you 
satisfied? Did the hon. Minister ap­
proach you that he is going to make 
an allegation? Were you in your wis­
dom satisfied and allowed the Minis­
ter to make such an allegation on the 
floor of the House, especially which 
amounts to, I may say, the charge of 
treason against the ex-Prime Minis­
ter? If so, on what basis did you 
allow the hon. Minister to make such 
a statement who is fortified with pri­
vileges and a citizen of the country 
is completely at the mercy of the 
House? The only point that I am aris­
ing is whether allegations can be made 
in this House and in such a sweeping 
manner that a citizen is almost de­
famed and is almost charged with 
such a sweeping charge as high as 
treason.

MR. SPEAKER: It is a new question 
which you have raised. I have not 
considered it.

SHRI G. M. BANATWALLA: There 
is a rule.

MR. SPEAKER: Quite allright, my 
order was in respect of certain points 
raised... (Interruptions) Nobody rais­
ed this aspect the other day. The only 
points raised I have taken into consi­
deration and I am not myself going 
into it.

are great prospects of increasing such 
production because of numerous de­
posits of oil reserves in Assam Naga­
land and Tripura

Besides, it raises an apprehension in 
the minds of the people of that region 
that the Centre is not interested m 
the development of that area by con­
tinuing its policy of neglect and apa­
thy towards this legion While there 
is a great need to speed-up the crude 
production in order to move towards 
attaining self-sufficiency and all out 
efforts are being made to increase the 
production on the Bombay High, the 
slackening of such efforts in the North- 
Eastern region runs counter to the 
declared national policy on oil and 
the policy of removal of regional im­
balances It has been reported that 
due to the limited capacity o f  the 
existing refineries and the limited ca­
pacity of the pipelines such steps are
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•taken. If «o, O.N.G.C are to be blam­
ed squarely for not taking adequate 
steps before, inspite of its knowledge 
of known deposits of crude in that re­
gion.

SHRI P. VENKATASUBBAIAH 
(Nandyal); Mr. Deputy Speaker, Sir, 
I invite the kind attention of the Irri­
gation Minister. I have been pro­
voked by an answer given by the 
Irrigation Minister on March 6th with 
regard to utilization of Krishna 
waters by R&yalaseema. The Irri­
gation Minister has thrown a bomb­
shell and he has created a contro­
versy in Rayataseema and Andhra 
Pradesh.

Agriculture in India is a gamble 
without irrigation. One-third of our 
cultivable land is still subjected to 
vagaries of monsoon*. Even out of
116 million hectares of cultivable 
area only 43 million hectares mre 
under irrigation: and even out of 43 
million hectares of irrigated area only 
19 million hectares are u nder irri­
gation. This has resulted due to 
inter-State controversies that have 
been going on with regard to shar­
ing of Krishna waters, a major river 
in our country. So, we have been 
pleading that since water is a natu­
ral asset, national water policy has 
to be evolved by the Government so 
®s to provide surplus water to the 
deficit areas

With regard to allocation of waters 
of the major rivers there has been a 
dispute between the three States— 
Karnataka, Maharashtra and Andhra 
Pradesh—over the allocation of 
Krishna waters. They had failed to 
reach an agreement among them- 
selves and ultimately it was referred 
to a tribunal and the tribunal gave 
its .award in December 1973. In 
that award, it has been stated 
that the surplus water will be made
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available to Andhra Pradesh for 
irrigation purposes. The award has 
been given in order to make up lor 
the injustice that had been done to 
the Andhra State with’ regard to 
allocation of Krishna waters. This 
agreement having been made the 
then Andhra Pradesh Government 
had drawn up a scheme to provide 
irigation to Rayalaseema area; a 
survey had been made and a scheme 
felso had been (drawn up to take 
water from Srisailam hydroelectric 
project to irrigate the famine-stri­
cken area of Rayalaseema. Mean­
while, through the persuasive efforts 
of Shrimati Indira Gandhi when sBe 
was the Prime Minister, the three 
State Governments agreed to provide 
drinking water to Madras, each con­
tributing five TMC o f  water.

AN HON. MEMBER: Persuasive!
She dictates.

SHRI P. VENKATASUBBAIAH ; 
Whatever it is, it is for the good of 
the country. This water was to be
taken through Rayalaseema. Now 
the hon. Minister has stated on the 
floor of the House that only this 
scheme prevails, that is, taking water 
for dnnging purposes to Madras city 
alone is the scheme before the 
Government. This has really caused
sui prise an<j shock. The previous
Andhra Government has categorically 
committed itself that water for drink­
ing purposes will be taken along the 
irrigation channel that is going to 
provide migation facilities to Raya­
laseema. I want to know from the 
hon. Minister whether "they hare 
pressurized the Andhra Pradesh State 
Government to abandon this scheme 
and agiee for supply of drinking 
water to Madras City alone. We are 
not against faupply of water to Mad­
ras City, but at the same time it 
should be understood that our area is 
subjected to famine; it is a drought- 
affected area; the rainfall is erratic, 
it is only 17 to 22 inches per year; 
there is not even underground water 
potential. Many villages ®re now

suffering from acute shortake of 
drinking water. Unless this scheme 
is taken up and sanctioned, 1 do not 
think that that area can ever be free 
from famine.

I would like to mention in this 
connection that, when Shri Sanjeeva 
Reddy, our Rashtrapatiji, stood for 
election from this constituency, dur­
ing election the Janata Party made a 
solemn promise to the people of that 
area that wgter will be made avail­
able to this famine-affected area. I 
would like to remind the hon. "Minis­
ter to honour tEe commitment made 
by his own party. Otherwise, there 
will be serious repercussions in that 
part of the country, and we will not 
allow the water to pass through our 
territory if it is not going to benefit 
us in irrigation. Through this 
House I want to tell the hon. Minis­
ter in unmistakeable terms that that 
scheme has to be put through and 
that this Government should ask 
the State Government to send up the 
scheme for inclusion in the Sixth 
Five-Year Plan.

Another important point whfch I 
would like to mention is this. If 
Government can evolve a national 
water policy, it will be possible to 
link up big rivers so as to use their 
water potential. For instance, there 
has been a scheme to link the Goda­
vari with the Krishna, the Ganga 
with the Brahmaputra, and the 
Ganga with the Cauvfery. This link­
ing up can be done only "by evolving 
a national water policy. There- Will 
be immense employment potential 
that will be created.

The Janata Government, soon after 
it came to power, said that there 
would be a national plan for irriga­
tion and that they would be spending 
something .like Rs. 25,000 crores on 
this. 1 do not Know whether they 
have completely forgotten about it 
and have shelved that matter. I would 
like to remain the hon. Minister 
that there is still one-third of our
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cultivable area which is subjected to 
famine. That should be brought under 
irrigation, and water ghoultf Be trea­
ted as a uafTonal asset and shoulg be 
made available not only to the areas 
(through tfhlch the waters flow but 
also to the deficit" areas in this coun­
try. For instance, in States like Rajas­
than and Madhya Pradesh and other 
States, there are places where water 
cannot be reached. It is the duty 
o f the Government to see that such 
areas also are brought under irriga­
tion.

Now I am speaking about allocation 
of Krishna waters. There is a sur­
plus of water available in the river. 
According "to the Bachawat Com­
mittee of ours, the quantum of water 
available in Krishna is estimated at 
2060 tm.c.t. Now, tfTe ffA&r actually 
utilised is only 1,215 t.m.c.t. and if 
the on-going projects and committed 
projects are completed, then the 
fullest utilisation will be only 1,639 
t.m.c.t. of water. The rest of it is 
flowing into the sea. I would like 
the Hon. Minister to bear this fact 
also in mind and see that water is 
made available to the people of 
Rayalaseema. The Bachawat Com- 
mitte while delivering its award, has 
pointed out the efforts that have been 
made by Andhra farmers with regard 
to utilisation of water. I quote:

“For historical reasons Andhra 
Pradesh has been enjoying the 
benefit of river Krishna to an esP 
tent which might appear to be dis­
proportionate, but it has entered 
into the field much earlier than 
other States and has been able to 
build up its economy by bringing 
large tracts of land under irriga­
tion by hard labour and valiant 
efforts of the people and at great 
cost. It is no fault of Andhra Pra­
desh that it has undertaken to build 
the economy of the State much 
earlier than other States."

Therefore, this is the actual state of 
affairs that is prevailing and I would 
only request the Hon. Minister again 
to take this fact into consideration.

Coming to agricultural production 
in this country, many friends on the 
Janata front have been congratulating 
the Government and the Agriculture 
Minister for having achieved self- 
sufficiency and also for having been 
able to export some food-grains from 
this country. It is not the achieve­
ment of this Government. The 
■broad infrastructure that has been 
created over 30 years and the policies 
pursued by the previous Government 
have made it posible tor this Govern­
ment to achieve self-sufficiency. 
Whenever there is a wrong thing, 
they attribute it to the previous 
Government but whenever there is 
something which has happened which 
is to the credit of Government, they 
try to congratulate themselves. This 
is only gelfcongratulatory and self­
contradictory. We have to compli­
ment millions of our Kisans and also 
the various people who are working 
m the fields and also the scientists 
who have made this breakthrough 
possible in agricultural production. 
Some adverse comments are being 
made on the Floor of the House about 
our scientists who have dedicated 
themselves to this task of making this 
country self-sufficient and making 
this country stand high and hold its 
head erect and walk with pride 
among the comity of nations. It is 
unfortunate that some adverse com­
ments are being made against such 
eminent scholars and scientists of the 
country who have earned encomiums 
not only m this country but outside 
also. Such things will only demo­
ralise the scientists They have no 
protection; they cannot defend 
themselves on the Floor of this House.
I sny that our scientists are second 
to none in this country. They have 
established a glorious record and 
our compliments should go to them 
for having achieved this major break­
through.

Coming to other factors, there art 
two or three schemes that have 
brought in maximum agricultural 
production in this country. More 
particularly, the DPAV programme 
and the Small and Marginal Farmers 
Development programme have given
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[Shri P. Venkatasubbaiah]
immense benefits to people. Our 
friends coming from the north are 
speaking disparagingly about the 
schemes. I do not know whether 
their Governments have failed to 
implement these programmes, but so 
far as our States are concern*!, these 
schemes have been implemented and 
the small and marginal farmers have 
been immensely benefited by these 
schemes. I want thaf~more funds 
should be allotted for such schemes 
and that they should be made to 
continue.

Coming to land reforms, our State 
and KarriaTaka have T>3en efficient 
enough to implement land reforms. 
Land reforms in these two States 
have Wfen Implemented and T would 
invite my friends to go to those States 
and see for tHemselvcs how land re­
forms are being implemented. We 
should not shut our eyes to the pro­
gressive policies made by the pre­
vious Government which has made it 
possible for this country to achieve 
self-sufficiency in fOOd-graTns.

Another factor I would like to im­
press upon the Hon. Minister is with 
regard to the discriminatory policy 
that is being adopted with regard to 
price fixation for sugarcane in this 
country. Some States are being dis­
criminated against. There was some 
formula, at one time, of linking price 
with recovery but that has been given 
up. Now a premium is being given 
for inefficiency and no production 
and Kisans are being penalised for 
having produced more per acre. 
This should be given up and there 
should be a uniform policy. An 
impression is already there that the 
South is being discriminated against 
by this Government. There are 
various reasons to show that, and I do
not want that this Government 
should follow that policy and create 
a sort of gulf between State and 
State. These regional imbalances must 
be corrected and H should be seen 
to that sugarcane cultivated in other 
area also gets the minimum price 
and a remunerative price.

With these few words, I would 
again request the Hon. Minister to 
give his undivided attention to the 
utilisation of Krishna waters by the 
people of Rayalaseema.

••SHRIMATI RASHIDA HAQUE 
CHOUDHURY (Silchar): Madam
Cnairman, for various reasons I am 
not able to extend a wholehearted 
support to the report of the Ministry 
of Agriculture for the year 1977-78 
prepared by the Janata Government.

India is an agricultural country. 
Nearly 80 per cent of the population 
depend on agriculture antT therefore 
if we are really'" interested in eradi­
cating poverty from our land we have 
but no other option than to think of 
the economic betterment of our agri­
culturists and the rural economy.

Accoromc to the report under dis­
cussion, tne Indian Council of Agri­
cultural Research supervise* the acti­
vities oi agricultural universities, 
animal husbandry, development of 
fisheries, forest etc. It is a very big 
department which looks after many

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subjects and it would take a very 
long time if I am to dilate on all its 
activities. The time at my disposal 
is limited and I would only like to 
say this much about this organisation 
that they are not able to pay as much 
attention as is needed for the better* 
ment of agriculture in our country. 
For example, the agriculturists in our 
country. Tor example, the agricul­
turists are often asked to produce 
high-yielding varieties of crops but 
the villages located as they are, far 
from the cities, do not always get the 
helpful assistance from this organisa­
tion and the role of the ICAR remains 
a hearsay to the rural agriculturists. 
I also feel that the financial alloca­
tions that are made for this organis­
ation in the Ministry’s budget are far 
too inadequate and it should be grant- 
ed more funds so that it can play its 
legitimate role of promoting agricul­
tural know how to the agriculturists.

Rice and paddy are the two impor­
tant cereals.

MR. CHAIRMAN; Members who 
are having private conversations are 
requested to keep their voices low.

SHRIMATI RASHIDA HAQUE 
CHOUDHURY: Unfortunately the
Government have adopted a policy of 
discrimination in regard to these two 
crops. Rice is grown in abundance in 
the South but ag I have already stated 
that the paddy growers of the South 
are being subjected to a discrimina­
tory treatment and i would Uke to 
draw the attention of the Minister so 
that he may take immediate steps to 
end it as soon as possible.

I would now like to say a few words 
about the Pood Corporation of India. 
Madam Chairman, the establishment 
cost o f running this organisation is 
very high. It is like rearinng a white 
elephant. I would therefore strongly 
urge upon tbe Government to take 
steps to cut down the present admin­
istrative'cost of th“ s organisation and 
make it cultivator-oriented. The bene­
fits of this organisation must go to +he 
cultivator. Along with this we have

also to educate our farmers about the 
various scientific techniques to keep 
their produce in proper storage for 
the whole year. In the entire eastern 
region of tbe country rice is grown 
fairly well but almost all the nee 
mills located in this region are old 
and their yield is low. The Govt, have 
not been able' to pay much attention 
to modernise these mills according to 
the latest scientific technology. The 
small and medium cultivators have to 
go to these mills even though they 
get a low return of their paddy. The 
traditional method of hand-pounding 
of paddy which was once a flourishing 
cottage industry has virtually dis­
appeared from the rural scene and 
today it is difficult to get persons who 
are experienced in the art of hand- 
pounding of rice. In such circumstan­
ces the poor cultivators have to go to 
these mills even though they have to 
suffer, i would therefore appeal to 
the Government to initiate imme­
diate action to modernise the rice mills 
of the country so that they can be 
helpful to the small cultivators.

As at present, the policy of procure­
ment is so designed that leaves no 
stock with the farmers which can sus­
tain him for the whole year. I would 
also request the Government to look 
into this matter and to improve the 
present situation.

The functioning of the National 
Seeds Corporation needs to be tonned 
up. Most of the farmers in far flung 
rural areas are not aware of the fact 
that they can get good variety of 
high-yielding seeds from this organis­
ation. Therefore it is essential for 
the Government to see that good 
variety of high yielding seeds are 
made available to the farmers in time 
and at a reasonable costs. Fertilizers 
particularly the chemical fertilizer 
Play a very important role in augmen- 
ting agricultural production. Here too 
our agriculturists do not have any 
practical knowledge about the use of 
such fertilizers. They do not know 
the type of fertilizers that should be 
used in a particular type 0f 80il i
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would therefore suggest that apart 
Irom the governmental agencies, co­
operation of agricultural universities 
and institutes should be enlisted and 
the teachers from these organisations 
should go and impart practical train­
ing to the cultivators about the cor­
rect use of chemicals fertilizers and 
help them to raise their production.

Although sugar is not produced in 
substantial quantity m the eastern 
regions yet I feel that if the cultiva­
tion of sugar is undertaken in ‘ he 
rotation of crops the cultivators n*ay 
stand to gain. The whole of the 
eastern region particularly the hilly 
regions are very rich in forest wealth. 
However, facilities for exploitation of 
this wealth is far too inadequate «nd 
it is time that Government must 
think of proper and fuller utilisation 
of this wealth. Madam Chairman I 
would take this opportunity to high­
light another point of importance 
connected with the forests of our 
country and it is the wild life of our 
country. I have no hesitation to sa> 
that the Government’s efforts to save 
and enrich the ’Wild life of our coun­
try have not been very comendable. 
You are surely awarte of the fact 
Madam that the one horn rhinocerous 
is available in Assam and no where 
else in the world. These and other 
animals are preserved in the game 
sanctuaries which are located on the 
banks of river Brahmputra. It is a 
common knowledge that when floods 
come in Brahmputra it takes a heavy 
toll of life and the furious flood 
water every year carry away hun­
dreds wild animals who are Pre~ 
served in these sanctuaries. It is 
therefore essential that the Govern­
ment should pay serious attention to 
this problem and ensure proper pre­
servation of the precious wild life of 
our country

Another important agricultural 
crop that is grown in Assam is tea. 
The number of tea gardens was 1080 
and it ha8 now been reduced to 751

as a result of amulgamation. The 
head offices of the tea gardens of 
Assam are located mostly in Cal­
cutta. As a result of this the State 
of Assam is losing tax that is being 
paid by these head offices and in 
addition to this the young educated 
boys of our State aife being denied 
ihe opportunity of employment. T^ey 
cannot become managers or deputy 
managers of the tea gardens. 1 feel 
that this matter needs to be looked 
into closely and carefully.

I would like to Say a few words 
about the urgency of taking flood 
control measures in the eastern region. 
For those who live in Assam flood 
control is more important than irri­
gation because Assam gets more 
rainfall than any other State and 
during the rainy season it suffers 
heavily from flood water. The Gov­
ernment have initiated the Brahm­
putra Flood Control Project but it. 
functions in name only. Every year 
because of the floods we are not only 
losing crops but hundreds of versons 
are rendered homeless. But then 
Brahmputra is a mighty long river find 
even of we propose to build bunds or 
embankments I think it would be 
beyond the financial capacity of the 
State Government to undertake this 
venture although the subject matter 
falls within the jurisdiction of the 
State Govt. 1 am equally doubtful 
whether the Central Government can 
also achieve this task without any 
foreign assistance. I must congra­
tulate President Carter of USA and 
the British Prime Minister Mr. Calla­
ghan who have expressed their will­
ingness to finance project for control 
of rivers in the eastern region of India 
including Bangladesh. If the scheme 
fructify, the turbulent river Brahm­
putra can be tamed and it will no 
longer spell disaster but will usher in 
an era of prosperity in the eastern 
region.

For nearly a decade now the Bar­
rack Dam Project has remained a 
subject of research with the ’Govern­
ment. f f  this project takes shape 
then the persona living in lower 
Assam and Kachar will be greatly
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behefttted and their economic stand­
ard will be raised. 1 would there­
fore request the government to see 
that the project which has hitherto 
remained a non-starter is started soon.

And finally as I close my speech I 
would request the government to pay 
more attention lor the electrification 
of entire eastern region and for the 
production of hydro-electric power for 
which great potentials have been pro­
vided by nature and which remains 
unutilised

SHRI PABITRA MOHAN PRA- 
DHAN (Deogarh); Madam Chairman, 
1 rise to support the Demands for 
Grants under the control of the Min­
istry o* Agriculture and Irrigation. 
Prior to roe, so many Members have 
already made so many suggestions 
which are very valuable and those 
sugestions which are feasible and 
practicable can be considered for exe­
cution within the coming four years.

SHRI D- B. CHANDRE GOWDA 
(Chikamagalur): Why don’t you re­
duce it by one year* One yeat has 
already passed.

MR. CHARMAN: Don’t interrupt 
him. Let him continue.

SHRl PABITRA MOHAN PRA- 
DHAN; Now, let these feasible and 
practicable suggestions be executed.
I have only one suggestion and the 
suggestion has also come from 
others. My suggestion is that 
either rain water or water caused by 
the melting of the snow should not be 
permitted to flow into the sea; that 
water should be reserved in so many 
resetrvolrs of different dimensions so 
that thl8 water would serve the pur­
pose for irrigation; as a result the 
country would reach the stage of 
plenty. While making this suggestion,
I also gay that the waters of the 
Brehmputra should be diverted to the 
Ganges through the Tiesta river and 
from the Ganges it should be brought 
to Vindhyas by canals and it should 
be pumped out in different stage* to 
the South Indian rivers, Godavari, 
Krishna, Cauveri, Narmada and Tapti 
and the Orissa rivers Mahanadhi, 
Brahmanl, Valtaranl, Subemarekha

and other rivers so that the entire 
India could be irrigated. Let the 
AgriciUture Ministry ransack the flies; 
they **11 be able to find this sugges­
tion m their flies and it will take 
about '5—40 years to complete this 
Project point as a result the entire 
waters of India would be utilised for 
irrigation purposes.

Water is tbe prime necessity for 
irrigation and for any type of agri­
culture So in this way, water should 
be utilised. In my opinion, fertiliser 
and insecticide are secondary neces­
sity. instead of spending so much 
money on fertilisers insecticides and 
pesticides, let the government give 
more attention towards this. While 
suggesting such a gigantic irrigation 
system, 1 want to caution the govern­
ment, nay society, regarding one point. 
In every river bunding there is bound 
to be submersion of vast areas, as a 
result a great number of peoples liv­
ing areas are likely to be submerged. 
This causes complicated, intricat* 
problems of resettlement. From my 
experience I say that not only Orissa 
but afeo throughout India, leaders and 
political parties and governments tfk* 
credit that they have done such and 
such woi-k but they do not take any 
real interest in practical resettlement 
problems. It is throughout India. I am 
not going to say what lias happened 
in other States. I am going to men­
tion the difficulties of the displaced 
persons in Orissa 1 think and I claim 
that in India, nay, in the entire world, 
Orissa is the only State where m one 
river valley project, viz., Hirakud 
project, 1,30.000 people have been dis­
placed and the Government did not 
take much care with the result that 
now some of the people are begging 
from door to door. I was a Minister 
in the Ortega Government for a long 
period, for about fifteen years and am 
responsible for this problem. Today 
I am mentioning this one thing parti- 
cularly to my Minister here. There is 
another project vhs., Bengali Project. 
It Is done by bunding the river Brah- 
mini in Orissa State. In this project, 
land* of about eighty thousand peo­
ple are to be submerged and they are
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to be displaced. The Orissa Govern­
ment Engineers in the last lour years 
are very briskly, actively and promptly 
going on constructing the dam and 
they have not given enough attention 
to the resettlement problem. As a 
result of that, those eighty thousand 
people are very much dissatisfied and 
they have been complaining. They 
have taken a vow that it is better tc 
die there, to be drowned there than 
to be displaced and to leave their 
home and heart. As a result o£ that, 
they have made a mass petition to 
this House and I have Dresented it 
here. They have made a mass petition 
to the Orissa Assembly also rfhey 
have gone to all the highest Officers, 
higest authorities in Orissa, and here 
also. They have gone upto the Presi­
dent. They have gone to the Prime 
Minister, the Irrigation Minister and 
they come here also, through me 
with a mass petition.

I think the Orissa Government is 
sleeping an() is not taking so much 
■care to see that they ire resettled 
properly. 1 warn the Ministry, the 
Ministers, both of them, who are pre- 
sent here, the Government and the 
nation as a whole that if we do not 
take proper care for their resettle­
ment, those people are n.">t going to 
budge an inch from th&ir place. Let 
anybody go there, drag them, but 
they will "9rag them in such a way 
that together V.th them, they will be 
dragged ana the result would be that 
there will ;>e a struggle between ihi*m 
and the persons going there to drag 
them, to displace them. Thi<*» will be 
resistance. I apprehend that there 
will be resistance this year and they 
may not allow the work to #0 on. 
Thousands will be coming and sitting 
on the face of the work. As a result, 
you will have to shoot them. But 
they are not the men to be shot dead. 
Before they die. they will kill many 
of your engineers, so that that place 
will be a deserted one. None but the 
government will be responsible for 
such violence. They know how t* 
flght. In 1842, I fled away from Jail 
by scaling the wan of the Jail and

we some submerged people had a 
parallel Government there and tnase 
people had to face bullets. The Bri­
tish Government and the Stale Gov­
ernments, all combined, could not face 
them. They had to quell the agita­
tion by aerial machine gunning with 
the result there were thirteen mstan 
taneoug deaths. Those people are 
there and they have alrc,s.iy pressed 
me to taxe up the’r caus<* and 1 took 
up their cause Constitutionally and I 
advised them to go to all the authori­
ties of the State and the Centre and 
they have left n> stone unturned to 
approach the authorities If the 
authorities, either the State Govern­
ment or the Central Government, 
would not look to the right pleas, 
rather the birth-rights of these peo­
ple, you would be put to great diffi­
culties; I very cautiously g've this 
warning to the nation. It is a ques­
tion of life and death fo- them For 
any violent work government will ne 
fully responsible, not the people.

The Orissa Government says that 
there is no land. I say there is land. 
Let the Minister of State accompany 
me; 1 will show him plenty 01 land. 
The Orissa Government would not 
agree, would not be willing, is not 
willing, has not been willing, to cut 
trees in the reserve forests. It means 
that the value of the of a man is less 
than the value of a tree w the opi­
nion of the Orissa Government. The 
Orissa Government argue that it is 
not the Orissa Government, out it is 
the Central Government that has 
directed them not to cut any trees in 
the reserve forests. So, I demand of 
the hon. Minister that he should write 
a letter to Orissa government that, if 
need arises, and the need has already 
arisen, they must deserve the reserve 
forests and cut trees and give load 
to the persons who are to be displac­
ed.

They should be given land for land 
and house for house. Now If the 
department construct a house, they 
charge 18 per cent as construction 
charges. Betides that, the displaced 
person will have fo lose at least 50
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per cent in various ways to the con­
tractor before the house is construct­
ed. So, it come to 50 plus 18, which 
is 68 per cent. Therefore, only 32 per 
cent will remain with them by the 
time the house is constructed. That 
is why 1 demand that you give them 
the money and let them construct the 
houses themselves.

„ In all humility, but with all deter­
mination. I make this suggestion, 
nay, demand, that the Governments 
of the State and the Centre should 
take proper measures for the resettle­
ment of the displaced persons, mean­
ing land for land. If 1 have 20 acres 
of land, which have been taken, you 
must give me 20 acres of land at one 
place because of ehakbandi, not 2 acres 
in one place, 3 acres in another place 
and so on I am not going to beg 
for it, have legal and moral right.

MR. CHAIRMAN: I think you have 
made your point. Please conclude.

SHRI PABITRA MOHAN PRA- 
DHAN. Because of the necessity of 
the society, you displaced me, you 
took away my land and you took 
away my property Would you rot 
give me the same extent of land and 
the same value of property? Other­
wise, I will not allow you to enter 
my place. There is no justice, cither 
legal, economic, social, cultural or 
moral in this. So, I would request 
the Government That they should take 
special interest in the resettlement of 
persons who have been displaced in 
the Past, and who will be displaced 
in the future, because of the taking 
up of such national projects.

Shri Biju Patnaik. Central Minister 
hag already told me that he would try 
to attractively resettle the people. It 
goes there, I think the matter may be 
settled. I shall accompany him.

Now the compensation given for a 
lemon tree is only Rs. 3. It is really 
a wonderful thing. Such funny com* 
pensation for other properties also. 
What an injustice!

MR. CHAIRMAN: Please conclude
now. I have to call the next speaker.

SHRI PABITRA MOHAN PRA- 
DHAN: After congratulating the Min­
ister, and the Ministry for giving more 
attention to agriculture, I resume my 
seat.

SHRI S NANJESHA GOWDA (Has- 
san): Madam Chairman, I am happy 
that at least now, after waiting for
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some time I got a chance to speak on 
the Demands. I  rise to support the 
Demand* of the Ministry of Agricul­
ture and irrigation. On this occasion,
I would Bke to congratulate the 
Janata Government and also the min­
isters & S. Barnala and Shrl Bbanu 
Pratap Singh, fortheir earnest attempt 
to do something good in the agricul­
tural sector. 1 am very hapoy that 
they themselves being the farmers, 
have taken lot of interest and the 
Government has also given the high­
est priority to agriculture with a view 
to give sufficient protection to farmers 
in the country. In this respect, I 
would like to say that many of the 
Members have given their valuable 
suggestions in the agricultural sector 
to the Ministry. I thank them. I do 
not want to go into details of those 
suggestions but 1 would like to high­
light certain points in this sector re­
garding the development of agricul­
ture in the country.

I would like to speak a few words 
in my mother tongue so that I can 
put my feelings and the suggestions 
in a proper way. * Madam Chairman,
I rise to say a few words on the 
Demands for Grants of the Ministry 
of Agriculture for 1978-79.

At the very outset, 1 would like to 
emphasise the need for greater atten­
tion to be paid by the Ministry of 
Agriculture to the problems of pea­
sants in our country. It is being 
bruited about in the Annual Report 
of the D epartm en t of Irrigation that 
800 irrigation Projects are dotting the 
country. It is understood that 450 
irrigation projects have been com­
pleted and 850 projects are in various 
stages of execution. Some projects 
were started 20 years ago and some 
others 15 years ago and till now they 
have not been completed. The origi­
nal estimates were about Rs. 100/- 
or Ha. 150 crores and meagre amounts 
of Us. 5 crores or Rs. 10 crores were 
being provided W  after year for 
these projects. The slow pace of 
work and stringent monetary provi­
sion have led to inordinate delay in

the completion of these projects, &ow,
I am sure that their coat o! construc­
tion must have gone up by leap* and 
bounds. It might be in the region of 
400 crores of rupees now. The pau­
city of irrigation facilities has ted to 
non-utilisation of cultivable 
Consequently, we are unable to aug­
ment our foodgrains production. By 
the time these irrigation projects are 
completed, the people’s back would be 
bent with the beastly burden of in­
creased expenditure.
1 a*i not generalising. I am having 
tbe personal experience of one irri­
gation project m my District which 
was started some 20 yearfc ago and I 
am afraid that 40 move years may 
elapse before it is completed. The 
pace of execution of this project can 
be conveniently compared to snail’s 
pace. You add to this the wastage 
of national wealth in water. Such in­
ordinate delay in execution is 'urther 
aggravated by interstate water dis­
putes. I demand that irrigation pro­
jects must be completed expeditiously 
and that interstate water disputes 
must not be allowed to linger on for 
any length of time. We canndt afford 
to have our agriculture as a gamble 
on monsoon.

I would now come to the question 
of rural development. It is said that 
40 per cent of this year’s budget has 
been allocated for rural development. 
It is also stated tnat agriculture and 
irrigation have been given lion’s share 
in the budget. In our Grose National 
Product of 89.M7 crores, 47 oer cent 
i8 contributed by agriculture. Natur­
ally, it is within Bounds of propriety 
to demand that 50 per cent of the bud­
get must be allocated to agriculture.

Here I have to say that the officers 
drawing a fat salary of Rs. 2500 a 
month must move out of their air- 
conditioned ivory towers and go to 
villages to acquaint themselves with 
the problems of peasants. It is nol 
enough to formulate plans in «hete 
cosv office rooms. The standard ox 
living of an agriculturist ii worse than

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that of a IV Grade public servant,
who is able to wear good clothes,

-who is tbit to educate hit wards and 
«* o  i* assured of two square meals. 
The farmer is not sure of his next 
meaaly meal. He has to expose him- 
Mtt to the sun and showers, in his 
torn clothes. He i8 being roasted
alive in the Are of poverty. 30 years
•f independence have not improved 
his position. It is not the responsibi­
lity of any one political party in tne 
country. Whether it is Janata Patty

• Or the Congress Party, all the poll 
tical parties have to apportion this 
blame to themselves. We, no doubt, 
Wake good tpeedhes on the pitiable 
jpUght of our cultivators, but we have 
to jurove our consideration for them 
in concrete action.

I am sure that my friends on fhe 
Other side understand me as I 
ajn speaking in Kapnada. I am tnank- 
f(|l to the Secretariat for the intro­
duction of interpretation service frim 
Kannada into English and Hindi.

IMA hra.
The agriculturists ate not getting 

remunerative prices for their products. 
They do not have marketing facilities 
at the door-step» and, in consequence, 
they axe being exploited by middle­
men. They do not get adequate cre­
dit facilities for agricultural opera­
tions. 2 refer to tbis kind of callous­
ness of all of "us even when agricul­
ture is the backbone of our nation’s 
economy, because I am anxious that 
We >tart bestowing our best attention 
to agricultural growth in tne country.

W« have the Agricultural Price* 
Commission to fix the prices of agri­
cultural commodities. They have not 
done justice to the farmers in the
cpuntry. I v jjj give you one instance. 
While wording out the cost of agricul­
tural products, they have not con­
sidered the actual coat of cultivation, 
some details like operational cost being 
la. 1*94, total operation being 
Ra. 3129.88, have been given. But the 
cost of irrigation per hectare hea been

g*yen as Ra. p.*5. 1* it poMible to 
irrigate one hectare at a cost of 
Ite. 9.85. it Is just an absurdity. * 
am a farmer myself. It ig >w»yrwyihu» 
to irrigate one hectare ajt land at a 
cost of r s . 9.85. There are so many 
such absurdities which I can go on 
enumerating. The Agricultural Pricep 
Commission is not representative of 
fanners' interests. The big officers 
may be experts in their own Helds. 
But they do not know the problems 
of farming at a& Since they are not 
acquainted with the day-to-day pro­
blems of the farmers, how can they 
cpme to a correct decision about the 
cost of cultivation? Tne entire struc­
ture of the Agricultural Prices Com­
mission must be changed. The far­
mery’ representatives must be on th.s 
Commission. There are Farmers’ 
Federations, Associations etc. They 
mu»t be invited 4 °  **ve their sugges­
tions befoie fixing up prices of the 
agricultural commodities.

How do we fix the price of an in* 
dustrial product? The coat conaioua- 
neas in the industrial sector has en- 
able<j the producers to price the com­
modities on a profitable baaia. The 
Agricultural Prices Commission n u t  
have on it the representatives of far*
mers, wno are conversant with the 
coats of inputs in agriculture, and 
such other matters. Then only the 
&nners will be able to get remunera­
tive prices.

MR. CHAIRMAN; Kindly conclude, 
Mr. Gowda.

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SHRI AMBIT NAHATA (PaU): 
Madam Chairman, 1 want to draw 
the attention of the Minister of 
Agriculture and the House towards 
the problems of the Indian desert, 
which sprawls over ten districts of 
Rajasthan, two of Haryana and one 
o f Gujarat. During the last thirty 
years, more than Rs. 500 crores have 
been spent over the Indian desert. 
This Government is going to spend 
some more money on desert develop­
ment, some money on drought-prone 
area programmes and some money for 
providing drinking water; another 
Rs. 500 crores will further be spent 
over the Indian desert in the coming 
ten-iifteen years and yet, I am sorry 
io  state that the desert is where it 
-was. This is because, I am afraid, 
there is no awareness of the real pro­
blems of the Indian desert in the ad­
ministration here or even in the 
States.

A  hundred years ago, we did not 
have any desert on our soil; a hun­
dred years ago, this region known as 
the ‘thor’  was covered with lush 
green vegetation. There was ade­
quate rainfall to cover this whole 
landscape with busheries, fodders and 
grasses and it was essentially a pasto­
ral landscape. About eighty years 
back, tRe British Government ceded 
this part to the erstwhile States and 
these princely States distributed these 
lands to feudal landlords. These 
landlords started inviting farmers 
from all over the country to come, 
settle and cultivate here, because they 
wanted more revenue. From the day 
the plough invaded this region, the 
process of desertification started. It 
is the plough and the greed of man 
which has o^er the years disturbed 
the total ecological balance of this 
Tegion. Today, the situation is that 
not an inch of land has been spared. 
The plough has invaded the whole

soil; the vegetation his been Uproot­
ed; the upper six inch layer of soil 
which is the fertile part has been 
loosened by the plough and that 
fertile part of the soil has been swept 
away by the winds which sweep the 
region. There is, thus, total land 
erosion and even when there is good 
rainfall, the sand yields nothing. Its 
productivity is finished and there is 
no green fodder. This region is fam­
ous for the best breed of cattle and 
the three well known cattle breeds, 
that is Rathee, Tharparkar, Kankrez, 
have deteriorated; the cattle wealth 
has been depleted. For an open 
grazing, a cow needs ten to twelve 
bighas of land. Today this desert of 
ours cannot afford to give even two 
bighas of land per cow for grazing 
and there ^either crops can grow nor 
fodder can grow.

Then there is another problem in 
the desert. That is drinking water. 
Hundreds of crores of rupees have 
been spent. Some tubewell* have 
been sunk. About 35—40 per cent 
of the villages are today being sup­
plied with drinking water through 
pipelines but I am afraid that in the 
coming 10—15 years these sources 
would dry up because these tubewells 
are just water mines and we are 
mining for water. Some lakes have 
formed geologically and water accu­
mulated in these places is being 
taken out over the years. They would 
dry up and our people will have no 
source of drinking water. This whole 
desert of ours along otic western 
bonder which perhafls theAaostt 
active border even today and where 
our army is stationed at various 
points will be left with no drinking 
water. Jodhpur, the second largest 
city of Rajasthan may have to be 
evacuated during the coming summer 
because there is no drinking water.

Now, the question is how to restore 
the ecological balance dt the desert 
Nowhere in the world and nowhere in 
the desert crop husbandry has been
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allowed, whether it is Israel or Cali­
fornia or Jordan or Australia. Crop 
husbandry is a costly luxury which 
a desert cannot afford. If today 
the ecological balance of the desert 
is to be restored, the entire economy 
will have to be transformed into a 
milk economy, wool economy and a 
fruit economy. But even for that 
purpose we need water and for 
drinking we need water. Our desert 
is rich with certain minerals and foT 
development of industries based on 
these minerals we need water. As is 
known, water is a precious commo­
dity m all desert because it has to 
be brought from long distances and 
it has t0 be used in the most econo­
mic manner. The only source of 
water available to the Indian desert 
is water from the Himalayas which 
would flow through the Rajasthan 
Canal. If the wate-s of the Rajasthan 
Canal are not used to restore the 
ecological balance of the Indian 
desert, then the desert would con­
tinue to pose challenges to us, human 
and ecological, while the waters 
which we are bringing from the 
Himalayas to the '’ esM would be 
used m a most wsu,teiul manner

The second stage of the Rajasthan 
Canal envisages irrigation for agri­
cultural purposes along our borders 
in  this desert. It is estimated that 
the second stage of the Rajasthan 
Canal will irngrte about 8—10 mil­
lion hectares of land. Now. I want 
to warn the Minister here This 
second stage of the Rajasthan Canal— 
its blueprint was made without any 
survey of this landscape and I chal­
lenge that this assessment made is 
baseless. The Second stage of the 
Rajasthan Canal as its stands today, 
will never be able to irrigate more 
than 2 million hectares of land be­
cause the whole landscape is a very 
difficult terrain. Huge sand dunes 
are dispersed and 'there are small 
patches of valleys in between which 
can be Irrigated.. . .

SHRI A*RIT HAJ&Tte The 
Minister does not bother. He will 
read my speech, I know. This com­
placence marks not only the Minister 
but his whole Ministry and the ad­
ministration.

I was saying that when the blue­
print of the Rajasthan Canal was 
framed we were in a hurry because 
we wanted to divert the waters from 
Pakistan and therefore, just an aerial 
survey was made and hurriedly this 
blue-print was made—let us confess 
it—because we wanted to use all 
these waters but a detailed survey 
was never made. Even now I can 
challenge the Agriculture and Irri­
gation Ministry if they can prove 
that they can be able to irrigate so 
much of land in the second stage of 
the Rajasthan Canal. They cannot.

Secondly, even if I assume that 
they will put these waters to their 
optimum use and irrigate 8 million 
hectares of land in the second stage 
for wheat and other crops, the rest 
of the Indian desert would continue 
to starve. We will live in an oasis 
of affluence m vast desert of poverty 
and want and deprivation. Famine 
will continue to stare us in the face 
and the cattle wealth will continue 
to be depleted and people will con­
tinue to starve and face thirst, while 
these waters are more than adequate 
to solve all the problems of the entire 
Indian deserts.

Instead of using water extensively 
for crop husbandry, this water should 
be used intensively. It should be 
dispersed widely all over the desert 
for growing green fodder and fruits 
and drinking purposes and industrial 
purposes.

As a matter of fact, agriculture of 
crop husbandry has been banned all 
over the world in deserts. And, agri­
culture of crop husbandry should be 
banned even in our desert, but that
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can't be done unless alternative 
economic and profitable occupations 
are made available to the people. 
That can be wade available to the 
people it  the waters of the Rajasthan 
Canal in its second stage are dispers­
ed widely through lift canals and 
through pipelines.

Now, Madam, the second stage of 
the Rajasthan Canal runs parallel to 
our borders. About 250 mile long 
border is still left. Let us not forget 
that this Canal will also be a Defence 
Canal. If it is extended right up to 
the end of the border, Bakhasar, then 
the whole of this border is secured. 
There is not much of lift involved; 
either. For a very short distance a 
small amount of lift is involved; 
otherwise the whole area is a natural 
gravitational slope, so. it is my plea 
that this canal should be extended 
right up to BakhasaT which would 
also serve as a defence canal all 
along our border.

Secondly, nowhere in the second 
stage of the canal should crop hus­
bandry be allowed. Besides the main 
canal running right upto the end, we 
should have six or seven canals 
through lift or pipeline running across 
the desert from north to south. Thus 
we will have seven stretches of green 
belts and Wind-breaks On both 
sides of the seven lift canals and on 
both sides of the main canal let peo­
ple grow fodder 'and fruits The 
entire population in the desert could 
be settled by means of these seven 
or eif?ht lift canals Then the whole 
economy could toe 'converted into 
milk economy, fruit economy and 
wool ecc.io-nv, as I said earlier1. 
Then, millions and million? acres of 
land would be liberated from the 
plough over a short period of 10 
years Thp entire region would again 
be covered with green vegetation, 
lush vegetation, that would open up 
grazing areas for sheep and cows. 
This is the only method by which 
we can utilise the water to the opti­
mum use. Otherwise, the drinking 
problem <rannot be solved and the 
ecological problem cannot be solved.

Our people are prepared to pay 
more. I do concede that it would be 
costly. You can collect double the 
charge from the lift. We are prepay 
ed to pay double charge. We see 
that the additional cost would be 
about Rs. 140. All right. Take it 
from us. The desert people are pre­
pared to pay even Hs. 200 or Rs. S0d 
or Rs. 400 per hectare for this water 
because for them this water would 
be nectar. Let it be metered. People 
are prepared to pay. For small
patches of land, let water be meter­
ed and used only for fodder and
fruit. The whole economy will
change. The ecological balance will 
be restored and the desert popula­
tion will be permanently insured 
against recurring drought.

There is no other solution, no other 
alternative to this. Otherwise you 
will only go on spending money over 
drought-prone area programmes, you 
will go on spending money over
desert-development programmes, but 
nothing will come out of them, be­
cause, human greed and human ag­
gression through the plough has gone 
to such an extent that there is no 
alternative.

Therefore I would urge upon the 
hen. Minister to discuss thoroughly 
this problem of the second stage of 
the Rajasthan Canal in much great 
detail and then decide what is to be 
done regarding the second stage.

I have only two more points to 
deal with.

Madam Chairman, there is a talk 
about land army in our country. I 
do not know what is the concept of 
it? But, I want to suggest a propo­
sal to organise <& land reclamation 
army. In our country, we have about 
7 million hectares of saline lands; 
they are barren; nothing grows there. 
Now, the scientists have proved that a 
direct application of gypsum will 
rectify these lands. This is a very 
simple thing. We have an inexhaus-
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tible reserve of gypsum in our coun­
try. It has to be mined and ^ >>na 
to be pul vened and to be applied 
to those lands.

Then we have about 11 million 
hectares of ravine lands all along the 
banks of the rivers in U.P., Madhya 
Pradesh, Rajasthan and Gujarat. 
These lands are only to be levelled. 
We need only bulldozers. Let this 
bulldozer, a symbol of oppression, 
during the emergency, be used as a 
symbol of youth power. Can’t we 
organise the youth army which will 
reclaim these millions of hectares of 
lands and settle them there to culti­
vate these lands?

I would request the Minister for 
Agriculture to give a thought to it. 
Lastly, the other day, my senior col­
league, Shri Dwarka Nath Tiwary 
was giving some figures about the 
agricultural yield in Japan and 
Taiwan. The Minister of State for 
Agriculture was saying that because 
there is a very high rate of invest­
ment in those countries, the yield is 
high. But, he again missed the point. 
Now, it has been established that the 
smaller countries of the world are 
the most advanced in farm technology 
and agronomy. It is not the Soviet 
Union or America. They are the 
most backward countries, as far as 
agronomy is concerned. But Japan 
and Taiwan, South Korea and North 
Korea are advanced in this field. 
The smaller the country the more 
advanced it is. Ours is also a small 
country. We have more population on 
lands than many other countries have. 
Now, it has been established that 
even in our country the optimum size 
of landholding is 5 acres. Beyond 
that, the land will go on giving dimi­
nishing returns. This is so.

With the present farm technology 
that is available; when it improves 
further; the size of the optimum plot 
will be reduced further. In our 
country, the conditions are ideal for

intenalve type o f farming. The 
•mailer the country, greater would 
be the yield it would bring. So 
smaller the holding greater would be 
the yield. Other things being equal, 
with same amount of investment and 
technology, if there is one man who 
owns hundred acres of land and if 
there are ten men who own ten acres 
of land each, the yield of the land 
held by ten men will be more than 
what a singleman holding hundred 
acres of land can get. This has 
been scientifically established. There 
is no other solution to the land pro­
blem of our country; there is no other 
solution to the problem of rural un­
employment in our country. The 
entire emphasis on agriculture and 
farming would mean only another 
distortion in the economy, unless and 
-util land-reforms are implemented 
in a true spirit.

One last sentence and 1 have done. 
There is no question of money. We 
have invested in citiejs. But what 
has happened? Have the cities be­
come rich? There is as much poverty, 
squalor and deprivation in cities as in 
villages. We have, of course, pala­
tial buildings, air-conditioners and 
cinema houses in the cities. If we 
want, well, there may be some air- 
conditioners and some palatial build­
ings in the villages also. That is not 
the meaning of rural development.

If the money is going to be in­
vested and if development is really 
meaningful to thfe ipeopjle in fop 
countryside, land reform is a must 
and there is no escape from it.

SHRIMATI V. JEYALAKSHMI 
(Sivakasi); Madam, Chairman, I 
thank you very much for giving me 
this opportunity to participate in the 
discussion.

As you gaid, I represent the rural 
constituency and so, I hope, you will 
be a little considerate to me.

MR. CHAIRMAN: I hope you will 
also be a little considerate when I 
zing the bell!
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SHSOSATI V. JlEYALAKSHMI: 
You ' Mid tlutt the rural area mem­
bers will get more time.

ME. CHAIRMAN: X am sorry you 
have misunderstood me. I said that 
a large number of Members come 
from the rural areas. Please coope­
rate with the Chair. When I ring 
the bell, you have two minutes more.

SHBIMATI V. JEYALAKSHMI:
1 would like to finish my speech 
within the time allowed.

Madam, Chairman, the cultivable 
area in India is 161 million hectares 
and 27 per cent of it is irrigated; 19 
million hectares of land are irrigated 
by river water. Tanks, and wells in­
cluding tubewells and other water 

resources irrigate 24 million hectares. 
This shows that 118 million hectares 
of land is dependent on the mercy 
of weather. The Estimates Commit­
tee in its 12th Report on page 8 
says:

“The Committee note that at 
present the average annual flow of 
the various rivers or groups of 
rivers in the country is estimated 
at 180 million hectare metres and 
utilisable flow is about 70 million 
hectare metres. Of this, only 25 
million hectare metres has been 
utilised at present. The Committee 
consider that to meet the food and 
fibre needs of the increasing popu­
lation of the country, it is of the 
utmost importance that high prior­
ity is given to the utilisation of the 
utilisable flow of the various rivers 
or groups of rivers in the country.**

The same Committee recommended:
♦The Committee consider that for 

the proper management of the 
rivers and waterways as also for 
optimum utilisation of the utilise- 
ble water in the overall interest of 
the country, it is but appropriate 
that the Central Government should 
play an active role in the develop­
ment and use of water resources. 
For this purpose, it may also be

desirable that a National Water 
Policy ig evolved in consultation 
with the States. The Committee 
would like Government to seek the 
cooperation of the State Govern­
ments in this regard and examine 
the question of enacting suitable 
legislation under Entry 56 ot the 
Union List of the Constitution.*'

Madam Chairman, unless and until 
the government enacts a suitable 
legislation or amend the Constitu­
tion, you cannot utilise the natural 
resources like water and power and 
the various inter-State river disputes 
which are pending now cannot be 
resolved. The basis of agricultural 
self-reliance is irrigation and none 
can deny this fundamental factor.

No doubt, our ICAR has considera­
bly contributed te country’s agricul­
ture. But my impression is that the 
Government has failed to popularise 
the research work and technology 
among the farmers. That is why in 
India the yield of rice is one tonne 
per hectare whereas it is four tonnes 
in Japan, Taiwan and Korea. The 
requirement of rice in our country is 
120 million tonnes and the production 
is only 74 million tonnes.

As regards the procurement policy, 
our farmers are very unhappy. The 
Agricultural Prices Commission which 
was constituted in 1965 needs to be 
re-constituted. The economists in 
that Commission are mostly urban 
elites and they are interested only 
in the urban consumers. The officials 
in the Commission sitting in their 
airconditioned rooms in Delhi—with­
out any practical knowledge about 
agriculture—«re fixing the prices. I 
request the Minister to set-up a tri­
partite commission consisting of offi­
cials, consumers and the fanners. It 
should be done not only at the Cen­
tral level but also at the State level. 
Then alone justice would be rendered 
to the farmers in the country.

yadam Chairman, another dis­
heartening factor is tbe paddy pro-
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curement policy. We htve no jtttdg® 
against the wheat grower*. But why 
this disparity in prices should «®st. 
The price of wheat is Rs. 112 per 
auintal whereas it is only Rs- 77 per 
quintal tor paddy. While interven­
ing in the debate the Mmister of 
state, Shri Bhanu pratap Singh ssid 
that it was b traditional one and has 
been there lor the last SO years. 
Heaven won’t fall if the tradit.on is 
broken. If it is so, why the Janata 
Government had hurriedly reduced 
the traditional subsidy for foodgrams? 
In 1977 the subsidy for wheat, millets 
and rice per quintal was Rs. 24.14, 
Bs. 13.39 and Ra. 1.35W * ? * '  
In 1978 this was reduced to Rs. 23.3». 
Rs. 13.24 and Iis. 0.04 respectively. 
The reduction of subsidy m the case 
of wheat and millet was 1 per cent 
whereas in the case of rice 1 ..
97 per cent. Why is it so? Is it 
because the wheat lobby is powerful 
and paddy growers have no lobby at 
all. I would like to quote from your 
report:

“During the financial year 1976- 
77, an amoynt of Rs. 506 crores 
including Rs. 106 crores on account 
of arrear for the previous year was 
paid to the Food Corporation of 
India as subsidy on 
transactions. During 1977-78, an 
amount of Rs 460 crores had been 
provided in the Budget provisional- 
]y.”

In this amount of Rs. 460 crores. T 
do not know how much subsidy has 
been given to the paddy ?roweis and 
the noe eaters.

I want to bring t0 vour notice 
regarding the remark made by Dr 
Kissinger Be said-. ‘Too* P°™r »  
mightier than Nuclear power . Here 
I would like to quote Mr. Bhanu 
Pratap Singh who had once said in 
a Seminar.

"The Agricultural Economics De­
partment of the Punjab Agricul­
tural University has made a

thorough study of the impart of 
indirect taxes on agriculture In 
Punjab.

According to them, the burden 
of indirect taxes on various airi- 
cultural inputs as percentage of 
total original value was as follows: 
Fertilizers—41.99; Pesticides—35,00
Oil Engines—9.31; Electric Motors— 
28.73; Tractors—44.74; Tractors 
Parts—2(6.93; Diesel 011—7447; 
Mobile Oil—30.14. Those who in­
sist that the prices of agricultural 
produce should be kept low, be­
cause these are essential commodi­
ties, should also realise that those 
inputs, which go into agricultural 
production, are more essential than 
the essential commodities.

Even in enhancing direct taxes 
on land there has been no sparing 
of effort. During the four years 
from 1971-72 to 1975-76, direct 
taxes on tend were raised from 
Rs, 106 crores to Rs. 190 crores i-e, 
by nearly 80 per cent.”

While the Government insists 
that the agriculturists should con­
tinue to supply agricultural pro­
duce at the old rates or only margi­
nally increased rates, it is itself 
unable to provide services to agri­
culturists, such as supply of power 
and irrigation at the old rates ”

So, Mr Bhanu Pratap Singh was very 
sympathetic towards the farmers, but 
I pity that his voice was a lone 
voice and nobody in the Cabinet sup­
ported him. I will again quote him 
what he bad said m the seminar.

"In a democratic set up, unfortu­
nately, the governments are more 
susceptible to pressures of public 
opinion than to reason and justice. 
In our own country, public opinion 
is judged not by what most people 
think or feel, but by what most 
vociferous elements of society are 
able to project. The cause of the 
agriculturists, who are largely dis­
organised, and are not in the habit 
of staging demonstration etc. has
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«one by default. Agriculturist! will 
have to organise and made their 
voice heard.”

So, now tbe farmers of Tamil Nadu 
have raised their voices. I will not 
blame the Chief Minister of Tamil 
Nadu While your procurement price 
for paddy was Rs 770 only, the 
Tamil Nadu Government has fixed it 
at Rs 97 0 per quintal and because of 
the policy of the Government of 
India, we are suffering Similarly, 
three operational Rice Research Cen­
tres are to be set up m the flood- 
prone and pest endemic areas of 
Onssa and West Bengal Why can’t 
such centres be set up m Tamil Nadu 
and Andhra Pradesh7

Now, coming to cotton, I would like 
to quote the reply given to the Un­
starred Question raised by one Rajya 
c  ’ hi Member as also by Mr D D 
Desai m Lok Sabha I will read c 
the Question

“Will the Minister of Commerce 
and Civil Supplies be pleased to 
state

(a) what is the present market 
price of raw cdtton produced m 
the country and imported from 
abroad, and

(b) what are the reasons for the 
difference in the prices7

The reply given by Shn Mohan 
Dhana is as follows

‘ (a) A statement is attached
(b) International pi ices of cott0n 

have been higher than prices of 
Indian cotton because

The reply is as follows

“ (i) World prices are governed by 
natural market forces

(ii) World carry over stock at 
the beginning of the season was 
low and the good demand during 
the season maintained the trend of 
high prices,

(iii) Government of India have 
been taking step* to keep the prices 
of cotion In the country at a reason­
able level”

The Minister had decided to keep the 
price of cotton at a reasonable level. 
How7 They are importing lakhs of 
bales from abroad In the name of 
losses the Government of India have 
paid to the Cotton Corporation of 
India more than Rs 200 crores It is 
fantastic and regrettable to note that 
the foreign farmers have been given 
subsidies for cotton and oil seeds Do- 
you want to crush the local farmers* 
Why not give 200 crores of that sub­
sidy to the Indian farmers so that 
they can also get an incentive and 
leneflt by that subsidy'

With regard to chilly cultivation, 
Andhra Pradesh aid Tamil Nadu are 
first in the list of its cultivation They 
are growing it as a mam commercial 
crop But there is no price guarantee 
and the farmers are at the mercy of a 
few merchants who have export licen­
ses There is always pnce fluctuation 
also I request the Minister to arrange 
for the purchase of chillies through 
NAFED

In t^e bJi et it is mentioned that 
more money would be spent on rural 
development But quite contrary is 
the case and I would quote only from 
the report of the Estimate® Commit­
tee

MR CHAIRMAN You should try to 
conclude now and cut out quotations

The credit-deposit ratio in rural 
areas worked out at 57 4 per tent a > 
against 102 49 per cent in metropo­
litan centres at the end of 1976 The 
branches of banks m rural areas are 
acting as agents for diverting funds 
from villages to cities The Gov­
ernment bad Axed an overall target 
of lending to the priority sectors at 
833 per cent of the total advances 
for 1976 79 but tiU 1977 the advan­
ces to this sector had reached only
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26.9 per cent. Considering the slow 
pace in the previous two years, it is 
doubtful that the target will be 
achieved by the end ol the current 
financial year. The Estimates Com­
mittee of the Lok Sabha in itB eigh­
teenth report, has pointed out that 
owing to the lack of absorptive 
•capacity, the deposits generated in 
rural and Mckward areas find their 
way to urban areas and accentuate 
economic disparities. To arrest this, 
deposit mobilisation* schemes tor 
rural and under-developed areas 
should go hand m hand with the 
formulation of development schemes 
so that the funds mobilised in these 
areas may he utilised for their 
development.”

I request the hon. Minister to pay 
more attention to cattle insurance and 
farmers in drought prone areas, irres­
pective of categories should be cover­
ed  by that policy. More 
schemes for dairy development should 
be taken up districtwise and chilling 
centres and milk processing units 
should be set up Like Amul *ind 
Mehsana dairies, units should be en­
couraged in all the states. Cattle 
feeds and medicines for livestocks
should be provided to drought prone 
areas at subsidised rates

MR CHAIRMAN- I have got a large 
number of speakers, will you please 
conclude now?

SHRIMATI V. JEYALAKSHMI: I 
shall conclude within two minutes. 
The reduction of excise duty on trac­
tors upto 30 horse power Should be 
considered, so that technology Is tak«»n 
to the fanners to modernise agricul­
ture which will provide more employ­
ment by multi-cropping system. 
Finally, I should like to say a few 
words about fisheries. South India 
with its vast coastline has wide scope 
4or fishing industries. Under the guise

of impotoving, modernising and pro­
moting exports poor fishermen have 
been discriminated. Only big people 
with their mechanised boats are enter, 
ing the industry. I understand about 
the scandalous purchase of Mexican 
trawlers. Allotment of these trawlers 
has been made to big monopoly houses 
by the officials of the ministry in Delhi 
without consulting the concerned coas­
tal states. They have completely kept 
out of the Marine Products Exports 
Development Agency, which is exclu­
sively dealing with the fishing indus­
try.

MR. CHAIRMAN: Please resume
your seat. I am sorry. I am calling 
the next speaker. Dr. Periasamy.

•DR. P. V. PERIASAMY (Krishna- 
gm): Madam Chairman, after 30 years 
of independence, after having imple­
mented five Year Plans, it is really 
regrettable that the rigours of liveli­
hood of 80 per cent of our people have 
not been lightened. We have 1900 ’ akh 
acres of cultivable land out of which 
only 190 lakh acres are getting river- 
water irrigation The waters of wells, 
tanks and tube-wells wet 240 lakh 
acres. It Is not appalling that only 
20 per cent of the cultivable land in 
our country gets irrigation m our 
country and the remaining 1470 lakh 
acres of cultivable land are dependent 
upon monsoon. It is not, in these 
circumstances, far from truth to say 
that in India agriculture even today 
continues to be a gamble in monsoon. 
The agriculturists are battered by the 
vagaries of weather and they continue 
to scan the sky for rain-bearing clouds. 
It is unfortunate that while the nor­
thern parts of our country are ravaged 
by swirling flood-waters the area of 
arid zone la southern parts is on the 
increase on account of acute drought 
year after year. No lasting solution 
has yet been found for this lingering 
problem.

Madam, I will substantiate my con-

In this set-up, is agriculture going to 
progress or going to recede? I do not 
know in which century the lot of 
agriculturists in our country is going 
to be improved. The price of chemical 
iertilisers, as compared to 1973, has 
/{one up by more than 50% in 1978,
just in five years.

Urea 43%
Ammonia Sulphate 58%
Calcium Ammonia I>8%

I would like to know whether the 
lirice for the agricultural product has 
jjone up at this rate during the oast
live years. How do you expect tbe
(Agriculturist to raise his output in 
nucb a bleak environment?

The situation gets alarming if y«u 
uee the invidious distinction in the rate 
of subsidy being given to wheat and 
paddy. In 1977 for wheat the subsidy 
per quintal wa« Rs. 2444 and in 1078 
It was reduced to 28.39 rupees. In 
1£77 the subsidy for paddy Was Rs. 1.3 
and it was reduced to four palse in

1978. Can the Agricultural Minister 
contradict that the cost o f production, 
for paddy is higher than th *  of wheat?
As if to add Insult to Injury* the pxo~ 
curement price for paddy is much 
lower than the cost of cultivation^
while for paddy it is substantially
higher. While the rate of reduction*
in subsidy or wheat is juat 1%, it is* 
about 97% in the case of paddy. I» 
it because that the rice-cultivators have 
not voted for Janata Party? I would 
like to know the argument of the 
Minister of Agriculture for such a- 
variation in the rate of subsidy bet­
ween two food-grains.

Chillies and bananas are being ex­
ported from Southern States, particu­
larly from Tamil Nadu. The Banana 
Corporation is not encouraging in 
financial terms the banana cultivators, 
in Tamil Nadu. I demand that a 
separate Corporation must also be s«t 
up for Chillies so that their export can 
be augmented. The Central Govern­
ment must energise the working of 
Banana Corporation so that it can be 
more helpful to banana cultivators.

Sir, the sugarcance cultivator in 
North gets R». 180 per tonne, while hi* 
counter-part in South gets only Rs. 80 
per tonne. The recommendations of 
Agricultural Prices Commission and 
the Bureau of Industrial Costs and 
Prices are shoved aside by the Gov­
ernment. I would like to know the 
basis on which the price ol sugarcane 
is fixed for different areas in the 
country. 1 don’t think the Minister 
can take exception if I say that North 
is nourished and the South is depleted

Like the Rural Slectriflcation Corpo­
ration under the aegis of the Agricul­
ture Ministry, I demand that a sepa­
rate Rural Water Supply Corporation 
must be constituted so as to enable the 
villagers to get regular supply o£ 
water for cultivation. This Corpora* 
tion must engage itself in the con- 
struction of percolation tanks, overhead 
tanks, small and large tanks etc., for 
storing water. This organisation 
should also concentrate on exploring 
and exploiting underground water
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.resources in the country. This 
.question assumes serious signifi-
cance in view of lack of river-
water irrigation facilities . Here 
I would refer to the undersirable hur-
<lle of providing ground water clearance 
certificate, which is hampering agricul-
tural production in the country. There 
is also the restriction of 800 ft. and 
600 ft. between two wells. This 
dampens the enthusiasm of small agri-
.culturists. A cultivator for his 3 crops 
with the help river-water irrigation 
facility spends only Rs. 150 an acre, 
while with an oil engine he has to 
spend Rs. 1000. With electrification 
one need spend only Rs. 250 per acre, 
while an agriculturist depending on his 
cattle has to spend Rs. 1000 per acre. 
While the agriculturist with the facil i-
ties of assured power supply can deepen 
.the well to the extent he likes with 
minimum of expenditure, the a~ricul­
-turist with the oil engine or with his 
.cattle is at a disadvantage; his expen-
.diture gets doubled up. That is why 
l demand, in the interest of increasing 
.agricultural yield, the regulation of 
rdistance between one well and another 
well must be repealed. You take the 
.case of a family of four members owing 
6 acres and each one will be tiiling 
1.25 acre. How do you expect them 
;to observe this regulation of distaPce 
and also submission of Ground-water 
.clearance certificate?. In other coun-
tries where 1000 acres are cultivated 
Jn one stretch by one set of people, 
such a restriction may be necessary. 
'In India, it is meaningless and un-
necessary. When we are unable ~n 

-supply adequate water for irrigation, 
·why should such hindrances be put on 
the way of already harassed agricul-
·turists? This system must be abolish-
·ed forthwith. In fact, more incentives 
must be given for exploiting under-

:ground water resources by providing 
.electric motors and pump-sets at rnb-
sidised prices. Similarly. insecticides 
-and pesticides must also be supplied 
:on time at minimum prices. 

Here, I would also like to point out 
4hat the farmers do not get fair price 

for their produce. For instance the 
groundnut is sold· at Rs. 50 a ' bag, 
which does not even meet the cost of 
production. But, at the time of sow· 
ing season, the seed-groundnuts are 
sold at Rs. 200 a bag. The seed· 
groundnuts are supplied in bulk to 
some middlemen on whose whims and 
fancies the cultivators are to depend. 
I suggest that the distribution of seed· 
groundnut must be through Pancha. 
yat Unions and it must also be ensured 
that the supply is regulated acre-wise 
cultivation. The price o! seed-ground-
nuts must also be reduced to the le·;el 
of procurement price at least, if not 
lower than that. 

While thanking you for the oppor-
tunity given to me to say a few words, 
I conclude my speech by appealing to 
the Agriculture Minister that he should 
minimise the hardships being under-
gone by the agriculturists and >naxi· 
mise the supply of in-service facilities 
for them .

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SHRI K. SURYANARAYANA 'Eiu- 
ru); There can be no two opinions in 
this House that agriculture is not a 
political matter, that it is an economic 
issue concerning the entire country. 
Eighty per cent of our population is 
still depending upon agriculture, 
whether it is the agricultural labourer 
or the kisan This as well as the pre­
vious Government have not been con­
sidering their problems m a proper 
way, m the way in which they should 
have been considered. They appoint 
committees of experts, consisting „t 
people who have no experience of 
agriculture. The committees give 
some reports, and out of them, on’y 
whatever suits the Government s 
accepted, while the real difficulties 
faces by the agriculturists are ignored. 
For instance, much has been said by 
our friends regarding paddy levy 
prices, but I will come to that later.

Now I want to deal with sugar. Bor 
the last 15 years Government had been 
stating that the sugar industry shoull 
be developed in the rural sector by the 
growers themselves on cooperative 
basis. Believing this, so many growers 
have themselves constructed co-opera- 
live sugar factories. Their fate is very 
miserable now. You may ask why

only the co-operative sugar factories 
should grumble and not tbe other sugar 
factories. The other sugar factories 
have their own methods pf manipulat­
ing their accounts, they have got other 
industries also to depend upon, where­
as the co-operative sugar factory is 
owned only by the innocent farmers. 
They cannot manipulate their ac­
counts, they cannot cheat the public 
and the consumers. They are the cane 
producers, they are the manuacturers, 
and they arc also consumers.

So, three types of people are involv­
ed in the cooperative sector. When 1 
brounght the disparity to the notice of 
the Government, they said that the 
northern people are suffering Decause 
the yield is low and the recovery is 
also low and that is why, they bhould 
be helped. Then I told the Minister: 
“Why don’t you ask them to 3row 
wheat?”  When you are giving only one 
price to the entire people, why do not 
you adopt the same policy to all the 
factories and to all the growers?You 
are not considering all these things. 
For the last four years. I have been 
demanding to appoint a committee to 
enquire into the affairs of cooperative 
sugar factories. One Mr. Marathe, an 
economist of the Bureau of cost and 
Prices made the study some time 
back. I say that this is a mis-calcula- 
tion by the Tariff Commission which 
is headed by one Mr. Sampath. He 
has to get some favours from the pre­
vious Government and that is why, ho 
has increased the price from Rs. 149 
to Rs. 440 and for Andhra it has come 
down from Rs. 149 to Rs. 117. There 
is> no basis in the calculation. I asked 
this question from the Government 
but uptil now there is no answer to 
that. When I asked a question from 
Shri Barnala, he answered on 14th 
November, 1977:

"The two main recommendations 
made by the Bureau are (i) calcula­
tion of levy price on the baais of 
the minimum notified price and 
(ii) grouping of sugar factories 
into price zones on the basis
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o f their performance character- 
istlcs in place of the current geo­
graphical zoning. The report has 
«lso made recommendations regard­
ing relief to sick units, prevention 
o f  diversion of sugarcane to its less 
efficient use in the manufacture of 
gur or khands&ri, sharing excess 
realisations on the sale of non-levy 
sugar with the sugarcane grower 
etc. Government have accepted the 
recommendations relating to levy 
sugar prices being based on the 
minimum notified price, but have 
decided that each factory should be 
individually considered for the pur­
pose of fixing the price of levy 
sugar.”

I want to know whether they con- 
sidered all these things. They are 
increasing the price to the factories 
in nothern India only. I wrote a letter 
to the Prime Minister and he replied 
<0 me on 4th February, 1978 saying:

“I have received the memoran­
dum signed by you and eleven other 
Members of Parliament from An­
dhra Pradesh in which you have 
referred to the state of the sugar 
industry in Andhra Pradesh and 
have urged for fixation of levy 
prices at the level recommended by 
the Bureau of Industrial Costs and 
Prices. Levy prices are fixed after 
careful consideration of all relevant 
factors, and I doubt if any revision 
is justified.”

But they are justified in case of these 
people. Give them one thousand 
rupees, I am not bothered. But give us 
whatever we have to get on the same 
basis the remunerative price. Several 
States have represented to you. On 
what basis did you increase their 
price? Somebody said on the basis of 
recovery. In Andhra Pradesh, the 
recovery is 0.24 and our price is from 
117 to 157 whereas in Bihar, the re­
covery is 9.24 but the price is 237 to 
2*2. The same case is applied to 
other places where the climate does 
not suit the sugar crop. Why don’t 
you not prevent them from growing 
sugarcane?

The Government says that in the 
entire country the cooperatives should 
be encouraged. Mr. Morarji Desai 
has worked in the cooperatives. He 
has confidence. But in spite of all 
these things, we are losing heavily in 
cooperatives.

The other day, I also received a 
telegram from my factory at Bhima- 
dole. This is the fourth year that they 
are losing. This is the telegram I 
have received:

“Crushing upto Fifteenth April 
One Lakh fiftytwo thousand eight 
hundred eighty metric tons. Expect­
ed Cash loss 1977-78 season Forty 
lakhs loss including depreciation 
Sixty four lakhs. 1974-75 season 
profit of Rupees Six lakhs. Loss in­
cluding depreciation Sixtysix lakhs. 
1975-76 season cash loss Twentyone 
lakhs Fiftysix thousand. Loss in­
cluding depreciation Fiftytwo lakhs 
fiftyfour thousand. 1976-77 season 
Cash loss Thirtyeight lakhs sixty- 
three thousand. Loss including 
depreciation Sixtythree lakhs forty - 
seven thousand. Total Sixtythree 
thousand. Loss including depre­
ciation Sixtythree lakhs forty seven 
thousand. Total Cash loss till 1977- 
78 season Ninetythree Lakhs ninety- 
one thousand loss including depre­
ciation and development rebate Two 
hundred fortyfive lakhs fortysix 
thousand.”

This is the state of affairs of the co­
operative sugar factory.

We have borrowed from the Union 
Bank. 1 am also a sharc-holdct I 
have paid Rs 4,000. They have given 
me a loan of Rs. 6,000 Now, they 
have sent me a notice thnt I owe 
them Rs. 10,300 bccause what­
ever I paid is wiped away by interest.
I did not get a single pie as dividend.
Rs. 73 lakhs were borrowed from the 
bank by shareholders and credited 
towards the share capital. Who is 
getting all the profits? There is no 
reply from the Government. 1 told 
the previous Government also about 
it. I am now telling the present 
Government. The share-holders are 
now thinking to have a satyagrah.
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[Shri K. Suryanayana]
The Government is always saying, 
they are for the farmers. The previ­
ous Government also said it. But the 
farmers cannot wait for years and 
years.

What is the price that is being in 
other States? I have got the State- 
wise figures. In Punjab, it is Rd. 232; 
in Haryana, it is Rs. 187. In Andhra 
Pradesh, it is Rs. 159 which is lowest. 
This is the fate of sugar factories in 
Andhra Pradesh. We have encouraged 
the poor farmers to grow sugarcane. 
They have borrowed from the banks. 
They have formed cooperative sugar 
factories. Not onJy in Andhra but 
in the entire Deccan area, m the 
eouth, they have got cooperative 
sugar factories. All the sugar 
factories arc losing heavily. Now, 
you want to penalise them for their 
cfficicncy in northern India. There is 
no possibility of growing more sugar­
cane. They wanted to grow more 
sugarcane. If this is the state of 
affairs, wc will convert our sugar 
fields into wheat because there is no 
need for any investment. We have 
invested several lakhs of rupees there. 
We have borrowed from the banks. 
The banks are now giving notices to 
small farmers.

Coming to other crops, particularly, 
lice, the price fixed by the Govern­
ment in Andhra Pradesh is only 
Rs. 70 or Rs. 75 per quintal of paddy 
■whereas in other States, in Punjab 
and Haryana they are paying Rs. 112 
per quintal for wheat. There are no 
purchasers of paddy in Andhra Pra­
desh. It is fantastic that disparity is 
being done in the case of Andhra far­
mers. Why is this difference even m 
prices? In north, there are also grow­
ers. In South, there are also growers. 
Why should they get Rs. 112 per quin­
tal for wheat and why are we being 
paid only Rs. 75 for paddy. There is 
a disparity in subsidy even in the case 
of foodgrains. For vrtieat, the subsi­
dy is Rs. 23.39 per quintal but for rice, 
it is only 4 paise which is an unrea­
listic policy. Are all these things 
happening because wheat is not grown 
in South India? The mind of the

Government is working like this. I 
would request the' Government to give 
due consideration to all these -things. 
The Agricultural prices commission or 
other commissions are not giving a 
reasonable consideration to our point 
of view. Since you are in the Gov­
ernment, they wanted to show some 
favour to North India. That is why 
they are doing all these things. I re­
quest you to give due consideration 
to South India also. We are also 
growers of all the crops as they are 
in the north. We are developing like 
anything. Therefore, I request you to 
give full and sympathetic considera­
tion to our growers also in South.

Lastly, I would request you to ex­
pedite financial assistance for the 
completion of all the irrigation pro­
jects which have been sponsored by 
the Andhra Pradesh Government. 
There are projects like Godavari Bar­
rage, Srisailam, Pochampad and 
Nagarjuna Sagar. We need i-everal 
crores of rupees to complete these pro­
jects. The Andhra Pradesh Govern­
ment has requested you to give finan­
cial assistance for the completion ot 
these projects in the interest of the 
entire country. As you know Andhra 
Pradesh is a big agriculture-oriented 
State and Government should give 
due consideration for these projects 
which have been sponsored by the 
Andhra Pradesh Government.

The Government must give due 
consideration to appoint a committee 
for all these things regarding the con­
struction of sugar factories. They 
must enquire into the affairs of the 
construction of sugar factories. Other­
wise, the entire industry in the deccan 
area will be ruined. As far as north 
is concerned, these people are very 
near to you. They come here and sit 
over you and you are showing some 
iavour to them. I also request you to 
give due consideration to our side also. 
I want to request Mr. Bamala to ap­
point a committee to go into the 
affairs of sugar factories, enquire all 
these things and then rectify the 
wrong ernes, because we are also de­
veloping in a scientific way. Do not 
penalise us. We have developed with­
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out any assistance from you. Please 
give encouragement to agriculture in 
Andhra Pradesh also. We are also 
having an agricultural industry and 
that is the only industry in rural 
areas. There are only sugar factories 
and rice industry in rural areas of 
Andhra Pradesh. If something good 
is done in northern India you should 
not feel happy that the entire coun­

try has become great, has become 
prosperous. Then I request Mr. Bar- 
nala to take one or two cases perso­
nally and look into the whole thing, 
as far as Andhra Pradesh is concern­
ed, or in Maharashtra. We arc not 
capitalists. We are having all co­
operatives. Ninety per cent of the old 
sugar factories in northern India, 40- 
50 years old sugar factories are man­
aged by private people. But in Dec­
can area, more are in cooperative sec­
tor with latest machinery. Even the 
previous Government had ignored 
our views.

As far as Bihar and U.P. people are 
concerned, they have been given 
higher prices for sugar industry for 
sugar per tonne because they are near 
to you whereas we in South India are 
being paid less price, whiqh is un­
realistic, uneconomic. If we start 
growing wheat in the South will you 
give this much price, will you give re­
munerative price? As far as we are 
concerned, our climate does not suit 
this wheat crop. If you do not give 
due consideration to all these things, 
then we are going to change our 
crops; we are going to take to other 
crops which will give us some help, 
some food. My factory at Bhima- 
dole in West Godavari district, for the 
last four years, has been working al­
most t0 full capacity. It was cons­
tructed by me after waiting for the 
licence for twelve years. There, the 
people are grumbling because they 
are not getting a remunerative price 
for the crop and a xeasonable price 
for sugar. People there know my sin­
cerity and honesty. That is why they 
are obliging me by electing me; this 
was the fourth time that they had 
elected me. Otherwise, they could

have necked me 0ut of my constitu­
ency. I request Mr. Barnala to ap­
point a committee to inquire into all 
these things that I have pointed out.

The Bureau of Costs and Prices 
which had been asked to inquire into 
the sugar industry, have fixed six 
zones. Government have agreed to 
only those proposals which have suit­
ed them and they have not agreed to 
the other proposals which are bene­
ficial to the farmers.

The previous Government also had 
not done well. I had charged the 
previous Government also because, 
first and foremost. I am the repre­
sentative of the people. Though I 
have been clected on a Congress 
ticket. I have been elected by the 
people and I represent those people: 
therefore, I should help my agricul­
tural community.

What is the Government’s policy? 
Do they want to rum all those coope­
rative sugar factories in the Deccan 
area? Do they want to favour only 
those capitalists in U.P. and Bihar, the 
owners of factories in U.P. and Bihai 
which are very old? There is no time 
for me; otherwise, I could bring seve­
ral things to the notice of the Govern­
ment.

Please have a Committee of persons 
who are interested in cooperative 
sugar factories including private fac­
tories, and inquire into all these 
things.

Government are comparing al] those 
rotten factories which are 40 years old 
with the new factories that have comc 
up, mostly in cooperatives, in the Dec­
can area!

I have already given one example, 
the economics of Bhimadole sugar 
mill. Government have penalised me. J 
want to make a humble request to the 
hon. Minister, Mr. Barnala. The pre­
vious Government had harmed, and 
this Government is also harming, the 
interests of cooperative sugar factories 
without knowing the real difficulties 
of the poor people.

One factory in my constituency has 
been constructed by me at a cost of

Rs. 3 crores. Factories with the same 
capacity with the same machinery 
have come up in other States at about 
the same time; 20 factories have been 
constructed, factories with the same 
capacity as mine, at a cost of Rs. 4 to 6 
crores. Government have fixed a for­
mula that whichever factory has spent 
more than Rs. 4 crores will be given 
all the concessions. I have also cons­
tructed my factory with the same 
material. It is not that they have 
constructed their factories with sliver 
or gold. They have constructed with 
steel; mine is also steel. But how is 
it that they have spent Rs. 4 to 6 
crores? This should be inquire into 
I have constructed my factory at a 
cost of Rs. 3 crores in an area of 130 
acres 1 have been penalised. I have 
been deprived of the concessions. In 
fact, 1 had negotiated the cost from 
Rs. 4 crores to Rs. 3 crores. After 12 
years I got the licence. Now it is 
working with,almost full capacity. I 
do not want to deprive the farmers ot 
their rights. In my factory, the Ma­
naging Director is a Deputy Collector. 
Simply because they had spent lcssei 
money, they should not be given all 
these concessions which are being 
given to the factories who spent more. 
After all, how did they spend more? 
They managed to get the same machi­
nery at a higher cost, Rs. 2 to 4 cro­
res. I demand from this Government 
that it should be inquired into. I had 
demanded the previous Government 
also. They are no longer in office. I 
would ask the present Government to 
inquire into these things. Last year 
Mr. Barnala had promised me; the 
Finance Minister also promised me 
that they will certainly enquire. How 
could the other factories have been 
constructed at Rs. 4 to 8 crores. it is 
a fraud. It should be inquired into.
I want to make this appeal to Mr. 
Barnala. because he is also an agri­
culturist. 1 want to request him to 
appoint a Committee to inquire into 
all these malpractices in the sugar 
industry and help the farmers who 
have put their earnings and burnt

their fingers in the sugar industry, 
particularly in Andhra Pradesh.

MR. CHAIRMAN; I would request 
Hon. Members to cooperate. Other­
wise, they are taking the time of
their own colleagues.

SHRI M. RAM GOPAL REDDY 
(Nizamabad): Mr. Speaker, Sir, at the 
very outset. I congratulate Shri Bar- 
nala for having taken right steps at 
the right time. Had he not increas­
ed the levy price for sugar by Rs. 15 
a bag and Rs. 18 a bag to the sugar 
mill owners, the whole sugar indus­
try would have been destroyed by this 
time. He has also offered khandsari 
mills concession in the matter of ex­
cise duty. So, the factories are in a 
position to purchase more cane. I 
would, therefore, say that the Minis­
ter should insist on all the factories 
that they should crush to the last 
stick of sugarcane that is standing in 
the field. If more concessions are re­
quired, I would request him to give 
them, because the cane has already 
grown and it is standing in the field. 
There is no distress sale. He should 
punish all those guilty industrialists 
who are trying to dupe the cultiva­
tors.

The jaggery prices have come down. 
He has made several statements that 
the FCI is going to purchase some 
jaggery. But in several places they 
have not opened the depots to pur­
chase jaggery. In my own place, Ni­
zamabad, jaggery is being sold at 
Ra. 80 per quintal. The minimum
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jprioi should be Rs. 80 ao that they 
may grow more sugarcane next year 
also. I f the cane grower are not help­
ed thif year, they will not grow sugar­
cane and there will be a sugar famine 
in  two or three yeprs time. This is 
the experience of all previous years. 
The area under sugarcane should not 
b «  allowed to be reduced. Previously 
there used to be shortage of sugar 
every alternate year only because of 
.the reduction in the area under culti­
vation of sugarcane.

Now that sugar stocks have been 
built up, I request him to export a 
minimum of 15 lakh tonnes of sugar. 
Even if Government has to incur 
some loss, of say Rs. 30 or Rs. 50 cro­
res. it is worth it and it must be done. 
Previously also, Government export­
ed sugar and suffered a loss, but the 
days are coming very shortly when 
by sugar exports we will be able to 
earn over Rs. 506 crores. However, 
though the Ministry has taken a deci­
sion to export five or six lakh tonnes 
of sugar, not much of it has moved 
out of the country. ' So, it should be 
started immediately. The STC must 
be given full authority to export 
sugar, irrespective of the price.

The rates for transport and other 
things for the FCI were fixed in 1965 
and so far they have not been chang­
ed. This must be looked into.

Turmeric must be exported. In fact, 
all the agricultural commodities which 
are in excess in the country must be 
exported, so that the kisan may grow 
them in larger quantities.

Since my time is over, I shall not 
go into other things. 1 shall write a 
Retailed letter to the hon. Minister 
and 1 request him to look into it.

THE PRIME MINISTER (SHRI 
MORARJI DESAI): Mr. Speaker, Sir. 
I am very sorry that my colleague 
has been taken suddenly ill and he is



in the hospital. It is, necessary, 
therefore, that I should say on this 
resolution what he wanted to say.

What he had said earlier, I am sure, 
the hon. Members must have heard 
with attention. The question of law 
and order is bound to be the con­
cern of everybody, more so the con­
cern of Government because Govern­
ment has a responsibility. I do grant 
that. But is it because of the fault 
of Government that this is happening? 
That also has got to be considered. 
Government would be worthy of 
blame if Government has done some­
thing to encourage violence or for 
failure to take action where violence 
takes place. The extent of responsi­
bility of the Central Government in 
this matter has also to be understood. 
Law and order is the responsibility 
of the States and the Government of 
India’s responsibility is to help the 
States, but the help has to be taken.
Of course, in Union Territories, the 
responsibility will be of the Centre;
I do recognise that. Therefore, in 
Delhi, it will be the Government of 
India’s responsibility. It was said by 
my hon. friend that the motion re­
flects the national consensus, as 
Members of all parties have spon­
sored it. I myself say that it is the 
concern of everybody. But does con­
cern mean that the blame should be 
laid squarely at the doors of Govern­
ment? This is what has to be care­
fully considered. There is an air of 
violence in certain areas. There are 
several incidents where Government 
did nothing to fan them, encourage 
them or failed not to deal with them. 
Take the case of what happened near 
Amritsar between the Nirankaris and 
some Akalis and Sikhs. Trouble 
broke out between two groups of 
people suddenly; it was not expected 
and the Government has dealt 
with it and is trying to deal with 
it further so that this trouble does not 
recur. Cases are coming up which 
will disclose whose fault it is so that 
action can be taken against those 
who are responsible for it. There can 
he no justification for violence, in my 
view. U Nirankaris want to follow
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their faith, they have a right to follow 
it, but they have no right to abuse and 
insult other people. No faith has a 
right to run down any other faith. 
That is the meaning of equal reaped 
for all religions and that is the policy 
which government has been following 
for the last 30 years. I do not see 
why some of them should have done 
this which was resented by others. 
This is how all this trouble arose. It 
will be dealt with properly by fSe 
State Government.

Take the case of Sambhal. What 
had Government to do with it? Did 
the government create it? It was a 
local thing and then it took a com­
munal turn and it led to a communal 
not where the majority living in that 
area attacked the minority living in 
that area. But the way the govern­
ment has dealt with it, has stopped 
it from spreading to other places. 
There was no question of any retalia­
tion coming from other areas as a 
result of the steps taken by Govern­
ment. Otherwise, that would have 
happened. Does that not show that 
the government is anxious to deal 
with such law and order situation in 
a proper manner? The State Govern­
ment has set up an inquiry to go into 
the causes of the trouble.

What happened in Pantnagar is 
very unfortunate. But if people 
assault policemen and do not carry 
out the requirements of law and 
when the Police try to see that they 
do it, they assault the policemen, what 
is to happen? I would not like to 
say more about it because there is a 
judicial inquiry set u p ....

SHRI SAUGATA ROY: But it was 
a mini Jalianwala Bagh. It is very 
unfortunate.. . .  (Interruptions)

SHRI MORARJi DESAI: It is the 
height of irresponsibility to call it a 
mini Jalianwala Bagh, if I may say so. 
My friends may say anything they 
like, but I cannot support this wild
statement-----(Interruptions) It is a
wild statement What has Jalianwala 
Bagh got to do with It? In Jalianwala
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Bagh people were in a compound 
With only one exist to go out. They 
were not armed but they were pounc­
ed upon by armed policemen. It was 

•quite a different proposition here. It 
was not a case of students being 
confined in a yard and being pounced 
upon by policemen

MR. SPEAKER; You may not go 
into further details as there is a 
judicial inquiry.

SHRI MORARJI DESAI: There­
fore, I am not d°ing that. What I am 
saymg is that there can be no com­
parison between the two___

SHRI VASANT SATHE (Akola) • 
You have already prejudiced the 
judicial inquiry by your remark that 
they attacked the police. It was no­
body’s case.

SHRI MORARJI DESAI: What
else can I do? By mentioning 
Jalianwala Bagh you are provoking 
me to refer to it. I cannot help it. I 
cannot allow such statements to go 
unchallenged. This is what the Police­
men have said. I air. not passing a 
final judgment on it.

My hon. friends want that I must 
•endorse all that they say. If they 
want that I must endorse all that 
they say, then I am sorry I cannot 
accept that kind of dictation___(In­
terruptions) I wish my hon. friends 
learn to practise non-violence; then 
things will turn out better. We do 
not want any agitation or protest 
which is done non-violently and in a 
real spirit of satyagraha to be crush­
ed by violence on any account These 
are the instructions. But if instances 
where they are not carried out or 
“where anybody has defaulted are 
pointed out to us, we will take action 
against them.

Then the manifesto was quoted 
about Satyagraha. We mean it. It 
was my friends’ government which 
had said, ‘in a democracy there can 
he no Satyagraha.*

Well, if people wish to protest 
against any injustice, protest has to 
be allowed in a democracy. T cannot 
deny the right of either labour or any 
other sections of people to make pro­
test against what they think is an 
injustice but the protest must be based 
on Satya, and must be conducted in 
the manner of a Satyagraha as 
Gandhiji taught us. If that is so, the 
Police will not interfere with them 
in any violent manner. I can guaran­
tee that. Will my hon. friends help 
us in doing it? This is what I want.

There are labour troubles. I have 
personal knowledge of twD or three 
labour troubles where violence by the 
strikers took place. Strikers have 
every right to strike if they want to 
strike But that must be peaceful 
and in accordance wih law; and even 
if it is not m accordance with law 
but if they do it peacefully, I will not 
disturb them But if they take to 
violence, then, what is to be done? 
Then the Police have a dutv to intere- 
fere and see that that violence is put 
down with minimum force and not 
maximum it is not a licence that 
the Police wants I agree here en­
tirely.

Now, all these disturbances have to 
be regulated properly. I can quite 
understand the anxiety of my friends 
or the anxiety of others.

I do not think we should, in matters 
like these, make any political capital 
out of any particular incident. If 
we have erred, I am prepared to 
make amends for it. This is not a 
matter m which I would like to de­
fend an error or if Government haVfc 
failed in their duty. We are not in­
terested in carrying on Government 
anyhow or in an inefficient manner.

But we have to see the conditions 
which obtain in this country and if 
people go and create trouble in courts 
what is the Police to do? And you 
must have seen that the Police are 
taking impartial action. If two 
groups clash against each other, both 
ar« picked up and both are dealt
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with properly. It is not a Quertfcn of 
y^vjng up one and not the other; 
Hist is not being done.

But we must try to see that if some 
people lose their head, others do not. 
Then it can be met very squarely and 
properly.

Now, to achieve this objective, it is 
necessary that we should sit together 
and And out the best methods. And 
we want to do that. In the matter 
of Harijans, or in the matter of 
minorities, I do want to have a 
conference of leaders of all
sides, to find out what best we
can do to see that this scourage 
disappears for ever. I call this
scourge. All violent action is scourge. 
And I would like to see that such in­
cidents do not take place.

But, it is necessary to see thp‘  we 
sit together not to apportion blame. 
But I would certainly be interested to 
see that none of us approves of any 
violent action by anybody. And if 
we do that and if Police act in a 
wanton manner, we will dismiss
those policemen, wherever they do 
it. I can assure my hon. friends on 
that score. But will my hon. friends 
there and all my friends here on this 
side be ready to condemn acts of 
violence of any people, to get their 
disputes resolved? They must not 
use violence. They must create an 
atmosphere for peaceful solution of 
disputes. We have got to 8ee that our 
people follow this policy. But, many 
times, they receive encouragement 
from gome people who act in an 
irresponsible manner; they are not 
even responsible people who do not 
wish to restrain but encourage these 
people. I do not think any respon­
sible person can encourage violence 
because that does not help anybody, 
nor does it help their cause.

But, there are people who act 
irresponsibly everywhere and we 
have got to control them. It is, 
therefore, necessary that we must 
find out ways and means to do it. 
And, ag 1 said, I have decided to do 
tfeat Bat, we must have some time 
when we can sit down coolly and

discuss the matter* ao that we come 
to some effective conclusions. I hope 
my hon. friends will help us in doing 
that I do not want to enter into an 
argument that cases of violence are 
now less than before or more than 
before. That does not help us in any 
way. I do not want any violent in­
cidents; I do not want crimes to take 
place though we must all be very 
concious that all crimes are not going 
to disappear. Whatever we may do, 
human society is not going to be per­
fect as we expect it. It must be 
reduced 10 a minimum and to reduce 
it to a minimum, it is necessary to see 
that prompt action is taken where- 
ever peace is disturbed and those who 
are responsible for breach of peace 
are found out and punished ade­
quately.

This is the task on which we are 
engaged, and, if there, all of u&, put 
our heads together and find out ways 
and means to do it, I am quite sure, 
we wilt be able to change the whole 
atmospl-ere as everybody wants it to 
be changed. I am quite sure my hon. 
friends also do not want violence. 
But, when they get angry, sometimes 
such things happen. We will there­
fore have to Eschew anger. That is 
not so very easy.

SHRI MOHD. SHAFI QURESHI 
(Anantnag); The Home Minister also 
gets angry.

SHRI MORARJI DESAI: I know
he is also human. Why do you want 
to make him a saint and you want to 
remain what you are? Is this fair?

If anybody wants to become saint 
he should become one and not wait 
for others to become saints; it is not 
an easy thing to do. I know how 
difficult it is to eschew anger. Some 
of my friends in the other House said 
that ‘you are very calm and you 
have XiQ anger; you are complacent 
and you do not take notice of it’. 
This was what I was told. I said 
that ‘even this wont’ make me angry.' 
Please understand this. If I am not 
angry with you, you cannot be angry 
with me.



SHRI SAUGATA ROY; The Prim* 
Minister should not be complacent.

SHRI MORARJI DESAI; I can 
never be complacent. If I am com­
placent, then I do not succeed in 
what I aim to do for myself and lor 
the country. Complacency is crimi­
nal, in my view. But, let my hon. 
friends not be complacent merely in 
pointing out things and not finding 
out remedies. This is what I would 
ask them to do.
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Let us, therefore, talk to-day 
calmly and out ways and means
to do it. I hope my hon. friends will 
be ready not to apportion blame here 
or there but assist us in devising a 
code of conduct which we can en­
force by our joint efforts. It cannot 
be enforced by police also and that 
is where I seek their help.

SHRI C. M. STEPHEN (Idukki): 
Mr. Speaker, Sir, I am sorry, the 
Home Minister has not been able to 
conclude his speech. I join with my 
hon. friend, Shri Saugata Roy, in 
wishing him a very speedy recovery.

I rise, in fact, as a disappointed 
man, sad man, to reply to this debate. 
I had started on this exercise wih an 
anticipation that here at last is an 
issue on which there will be an ap­
proach and an effort to find a solu­
tion to a national problem. I had that 
anticipation from the fact that, with­
out mutual consultation, without one 
Member talking to another Member, 
over a period of time, many Members 
of this House gave notice of the 
same motion in the same terms which 
meant that there was a feeling all 
round that things were going bad. 
And this is a fact which the Presi­
dent’s Address to the joint sitting of 
the two Houses in toto-^-taking a 
resume of what happened in the last 
one year—took note of the fact of 
agitations, protests, violence , intimi­
dation and sabotage. This the Presi­
dent’s Address took note of. Only they 
said certain reasons which I do not

want to go into, which reasons stand 
belied. After this House began sit­
ting what has happendl As a friend 
of mine told me, this month of April 
could be described as a cruel month. 
So many things have happened one 
after the other. We have got before 
us the picture of the Harijan atro­
cities in Vishrampur, the clash in 
Amritsar, the clash in Sambhal, Pant 
Nagar, Tamil Nadu, Hyderabad and 
Bailiadilla. At all these places inci­
dents took place after we started 
sitting. Now, this is the most signi­
ficant and a very harrowing aspect of 
this summer.

In my speech I analysed and show* 
ed that there are three classes. One: 
the individual attacking the indivi­
dual—dacoities murders, rapes,, 
crimes, etc. They are increasing in a 
very big way. I expected the Home 
Minister to acknowledge the real fact 
of life of this increase and try to take 
the House into confidence or arguing 
with the House that this must be 
done or that this can be done. Un­
fortunately, that was not forth­
coming. Now, he is not here. So, I 
do not want to go into that. Would 
any Member of Parliament from 
Delhi city contend as a proposition 
that the crimes in the city are coming 
down? Is there any Member of 
Parliament from Delhi city who 
would not s(ay it is coming on to a 
very very alarming scale? Large 
number of cases there are. They are 
individual cases.

Then a class attacking another 
class. In the individual cases the 
individuals do not get protection. 
That is the complaint we are hearing 
all around. Now, a class attacking 
another class, viz., the atrocities on 
the Harijans and the communal 
clashes. What happend in Amritsar! 
These are one class attacking another 
class. There what you find is 
depending on the character and 
authority of the officers concerned 
and in regard to the Particular class 
which is attacked the police force is 
either inactive or over-active, fa  
Amritsar the Prime Minister made

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mention about {he Nirankari situa­
tion. I do not want to take sides 
about it  There are two versions 
about it. I do not want to go into 
that because there ere two versions 
about it. But there is one version 
just because, I said, Sir, meeting take* 
place, somebody goes there and there 
•attack takes place. Circumstances 
are there. What did the government 
do? Was the protection forthcoming? 
When the bona fide® of the Govern­
ment ere attacked by a religious sect 
and the Government is put in the 
dock by saying that they are talri«g 
sides, is it not necessary that the 
doubts must be dispelled? Is it not 
necessary that there must be an en­
qu iry-* high-level judicial enquiry— 
which they are asking for? Should 
it be denied to them? Why should 
it be denied to them? Now, therefore, 
there that happened.

About Sambhal people went there. 
The main accusation is that the police 
was inactive. Therefore, one section 
was attacked by the other section. 
People suffered. Shops were gutted. 
These things happened there. We had 
three occasions to discuss atrocities on 
Harijans after we started sitting. This 
shows the gruesomeness of the situa­
tion. What do we hear as a defence! 
This is the most crucial part of it. The 
Harijans feel they are helpless. Their 
helplessness is voiced in this House— 
not only from one section but from 
different sections. An absolute utter 
feeling of utter helplessness. Why? 
Because we are told this is a gang of 
confirmed criminals attacking another 
gang of confirmed criminals—no 
•casteism, nothing of the sort. That 
picture is given with the result that 
the person8 who are murdered and 
killed feel desperate about it.

The third type of cases are the cases 
•of agitations and protests coming in 
and that is what happened in Baila* 
dilla, that is what happened in Pant- 
nagar. Many people went to Pantnagar 
and came back. Not one party only 
went there. I am hearing for the first 
time that the workers bad started
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violence. This is the flrst time that I 
hear about It I do not know the 
details about it. People from different 
parties including Janata Party thee** 
selves have gone there and seen the 
atrocious things that have taken place 
there. And there are attempts to 
defend it  Now this is the situation 
and the Government have no respon­
sibility about the crimes increasing? 
Government have no responsibility 
about the weaker sections of tbe peo­
ple being attacked and the attack to- 
creasing? Tbe Government have no 
responsibility when communal dashes 
are taking place and death toll is 
being taken and finally when the 
labour trouble starts—labour trouble 
is there—any respected Prime Minister 
has said “I will not be against any 
labour struggle going on, satyagraha 
and all that”. But there is a new trend 
developing. The trend is wherever 
there is a strike, there comes the posi­
tion.* withdraw the strike, then alone 
we will task. But if it is a private em­
ployer he says that hell will be brought 
to that place. I heard that that posi­
tion was taken up by Mr. Raj Narain, 
that position was taken by the Prime 
Minister himself, that position was 
taken by Mr. Biju Patnaik. Withdraw 
the strike then we will talk. Why do 
people go on strike? People go on 
strike not for the fun of it but for 
finding a solution to a particular posi­
tion and before finding a solution 
should it be withdrawn? Unless it is 
withdrawn there will not be any talk 
at all. It makes the people desperate. 
Well, Sir, what I am saying is that it 
was the Janata Party’s manifesto. The 
Prime Minister has said “we are not 
against satyagrah”. Let ua not go into 
that aspect. What about your position? 
Two fundamental declarations were 
made. One is that the demo­
cracy will not be there unless the right 
of peaceful resistance is guaranteed 
and the second is the political charter 
that you gave guaranteeing the right 
of protest. These two things—resist­
ance and protest both—you have 
guaranteed. The present position is if
there is a real proposition that in
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Pants agar there was violence which 
justified this sort of a lulling, if there is
4 real contention that in Bailadilla there 
was that much violence which justified 
this sort of killing, has there been, a 
real case like that9 Certainly some 
case* will be put up by somebody But 
was there anybody who reported that 
way?

A gathering of about two
hundred people threw stones and that
is given all the importance and nothing
else. My point is this. We are now
facing a situation of very great im-
portance and very great implications.
If that is not solved, difficult positions
will arise. (Interruptions) By shout-
ing and arguing, the situation cannot
be solved. Unless the fundamental pro-
blems are tackled, there is no answer
to it. There is freedom today; there is
freedom for the blackmarketeers and
smugglers.

SHRI MORARJI DESAI: If this is
the attitude, I do not know what good
will come out of a Conference?
