Please let me know,
how many people appeared for the
test, passed and were put in the list
and how many of them are still
waiting for posting  even-to-day.
Please tell me the number and what
is the delay in posting them?

SHRI NARHARI PRASAD SUKH-
DEO SAI: There are about 898 offi-
cials who have been selected. Out of
these 799 have already been posted.
Now the waiting list is of 99 only.

SHRI VAYALAR RAVI; 1 am
glad to haye this information. The
complaint was that the posting was
so much delayed and even this
class....

(d) With possibility of using the
very large deposits of bauxite. recent-
ly discovered on the east coast, two
feasibility studies have already been
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commissioned one for Orissa gnd the
Other for Andhra Pradesh. The for-
mer study, for an alumina plant of
600,000—-800,000 tonnes and an alu-
minium plant of around 160,000 tonnes
per annum to start with and the lat-
ter, that js Andhra State, for an
alumina plant of 600,000 tonnes capa-
city initially would be ready around
the middle of 1979.

MR, SPEAKER: You have asked

many questions; it is very difficult to
remember them.

SHRI B1JU PATNAIK: 1 think I
have answered all the questions. Dr.
Pandeya need not be under the mis-
apprehension that there is a lot of
bauxite ore in Madhya Pradesh.

In fact, to feed the BALCO plant
in Korba, a very considerable quen-
tity of bauxite has to be brought
from Orissa also. I am glad to in-
form the House that the Orissa Gov~
ernment has very kindly ggreed to
allocate certain areas of bauxites for
the Madhya Pradesh plant. The pre-
sent constraint ig due to power. The

power position, I hope, will improve
in not too  distant g future. But,
when the power position improves
the total capacity would be 3,16,000
tonnes. When you and the new capa-
city, thmt can only come by taking a

" very large deposit, as I mentioned in

answer to question (d).

SHRI JAGNNATH RAO: Sir, at
present, the private sectors like
HINDALCO, INDALCO, MALCO and
Asanzol’ Aluminium Corporation have
been producing. What is the produc-
tion of these private sector units and
what ie the demand of the country?
Is it mainly .becilise of shortage of
power that the production hms gone
down? What is the actual demand
in the country and what ig the short-
fall if any? How are you going to
improve it because when aluminium
is going to replace copper, the de-
mang will be very much higher, Is
there any projection of demand and
Supply?

SHRI BIJU PATNAIK: 1 have
unswered that to part (d) of the
question of the hon. Member. I have
explained that it was due to shortage
of power. I have also said that the
quantity of aluminium import would
be proportionate to the rising demand
of the country. I do not wish to give
the tonnage. That is a commercial
intelligence which I do not wish to
give. If 1 say this, it will raise the
price in the world market.

SHRI R. VENKATARAMAN: Sir,
ihe hon. Minister has given a very
happy thought to the House that
some day India will have a com-
manding height in the aluminium
market of the world. To starving
and struggling industries in India,
to-day, it is a wvery comforting
thought.

We would like to know, firstly
what is the proven quantity of bau-
xite both in Orissa and in Andhra;
secondly, what js the amount of
power that would be required to
utilizse this proven quentity in that
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area and, whether provision has
been made for the supply of ade-
quate power and thirdly, in view of
the commanding position that the

Minister wants India to have, wili he

consider giving up the idea of-export

of alumina and see that every bit of °

it is manufactured into aluminium in
the country?

SHRI BIJU PATNAIK: Sir, the
hon. Member who had been a very
competent Minister of Industries here
as also a Member of the Planning
Commission here, should know that
the feasibility studieg are being made
and when these feasibility studies are
in the hands of thg Government, then
only we would be able to plan
investment. Possibly, when we talk
of one millian tonnes of aluminium
metal, there is a need of—ag Mr.
Venkataraman knews well—nearly
2,500 M.W. of power. Recently for
600 M.W. hydroelectric power plant
in that area, the Prime Minister put
the foundation stone. Therefore, that
is for the peaking load. Both in
Andhra and in Orissa, there is un-
limited coal reserve which will gene-
rate as much thermal power as we
require and, when we talk of going
in stages of one million tonnes of
aluminium metal, I have no doubt
that the planning of large power
plants of 500 MLW. capacity, thermal
capacity, would also form part of the
package deal in terms of investment
or credits or whatever we plan to
obtain.

The second question was as to why
we ¢hould export aluminima. As I
said, on the basis of a feedback sys-
tem of credit, for a few years, we
have to export some quantity of
alumina to obtain the credit for build-
ing these plants. This is the normal
procedure. There is an estimate of
more than 2 billion tonnes between
Andhra mand Orissa. The proven ve-
serves are already nearly 700 million
tonnes. 1 have po doubt that these
reserves are world’s biggest findings
in bauxite, It is lucky we have it.
We must exploit it to the best ad-
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vantage of the nation. When today's
total aluminium production is only 15
million tonnes in the world the cape-
city of 1 million tonne of India will
give it a commading height. That is
what 1 have said.

SHR; K. GOPAL: Mr. Speakar,
Bir, in the nameof eye camps in our
country, people are taken like cattle.
Opetrations {ake place—300 or 406 in
number. It is not the quickness of
operation that matters; it is the post-
operative care for any operation,
especially cataract, that does. What is
happening is that once some people,
especially people from the villages, are
operated, not post-operative care is
given to them, with the result that
many people Jose their eye sight. Re-
cently, an unofficial team from the
Uniled States and one surgeon from the
Soveit Union came and contructed
camps in our country, wheiein they
employed new methods and techniques.
Is the Government aware of such
methods and techniques? I am told
that normally for cataract operatioas
the hospitalization is for a week. But
~tcording to the new method, it is only
24 hours. No detachment of ratina
or any such thing takes place. Will
the hon. Minister tellus whether,in
these eye camps they will eon-
stitute Government supervision so
that no malpractice takeg place?

oping coun problams are
crucial to their development, The
Group now funciions actively at
Geneva in the context of UNLGTAD
and at the UN. Headguaraters in
New York:in the comtext of the.Seqe
ond Commities of the United Nations
General Assembly desling with eco-
momic matters.

(b) The phrase “Third World” was
first coined by the French after the
Afro-Asian Conference at Bandung in
1955. Government of India have al-
ways regarded the description of de-
wveloping coumtries as “Third world”
as a misnomer. The phrase “Third
World Countries” really means deve-
loping countries and Government of
India have consistently preferred to
describe thie developing coumtries as
developing countries, or, in the popu-
lar parlance at the United Nations, as
the Group of 77.

The Central Council of
Indian Medicine has prepared a comp-
rehensive syllabus for under-graduate
education in Ayurveda and with the
approval of the Central Government
this has been circulated among the
States for implementation.

The Central Council of Indian Medi~
cine has also prepared minimum stan-
dards and curriculum for post-gradu-
ate education with a view to produc-
ing specialists who can be efficient
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teachers, clinicians, pharmaceutical ex-
perts and research workers in their
respective flelds of Ayurveda. It has
contemplated the introduction of 13
subjects for the post-graduate degree
course and 15 subjects for the post-
graduate diploma course.

The National Institute of Ayurveda
set up in Jaipur is expected to provi-
de facilities for ayurvedic education a
high standard. The Post-graduate
Institute of Indian Medicine in the
Banaras Hindu University, Institute of
Post-graduate Teaching and Research,
Gujarat Ayurved University and 16 up.
graded departments of Post-graduate
education in different parts of the
country also provide facilities for
Post-graduate education. All these
institutions have been established with
financial assistance from the Central
Government,

The Central Government provide-

financial assistance to under-graduate
colleges run by voluntary organisa-
tions for constructing college huildings,
hostels and laboratories and also for
the purchase of essential equipments
and establishing pharmacies and herb
gardens,

A proposal for giving financial assis-
tance to colleges administered by State
Governments and private agencies is
under the consideration of the Central
Government. In order to improve the
quality of teaching staff in various
under-graduate colleges, a proposal is
being considered for providing train-
ing to teachers who are not post-
graduates.

nese ore suppliers. A Committee of
Experts from HSL, MMTC, SAIL
and the Eastern Zone Mine Owners
Association examined the claimg re-
lating to increaseg in cost of produc-
tion, in detail. Based on this exami-
nation a new 5 years agreement with
a base price of Rs, 62 per tonne for
supplies of low grade manganese ore
effective from 1st April, 1977, against
the earlier price of Rs. 49.80 per tonne
wag finally negotiated on 15th July,
1977,

With regard to iron ore, the pub-
lic sector steel plants draw the bulk
of their supplies from their own cap-
tive mines. However, Durgapur and
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Rourkela Stee} Plants procure some
quantity of special grades of iron ore
from private sector mine owners in
the Barsjamda area through the
MMTC. MMTC have been recom-
mending an increase in the price of
such jron ore on the ground of in-
crease in prices of POL, transporta-
tion costs, loading charges etc. Based
on MMTC’s recommendations Rour-
kela Steel Plant have agreed to un
increase of Re. 0.18 Paise per tonne
for 1976-77 and Rs. 2.25 to Rs. 3.18
per tonne for 1977-78 over the prices
in 1975-76. Durgapur Steel Plant
have similarly agreed to an increase
of Rs. 0.75 Paide per tonne for iron
ore supplies during 1976-77 over the
price in 1975.76 and are negotiating
prices for 1977-78.
