(a) & (b) Yes, Sir. In the Union Budget 2020-2021, Five archaeological sites i.e.            
   Rakhigarhi (Haryana), Dholavira (Gujarat), Sivasagar (Assam), Hastinapur 
   (Uttar Pradesh) and Adichanallur (Tamil Nadu) are declared to be developed as 
   ‘Iconic sites’ with on-site museums. 

 



(c)  At present, seventeen (17) Centrally Protected Monuments located in and around 
 the historic city of Sivasagar are selected for development as Iconic Site,  

  The list of monuments is enclosed in Annexure -1. 

(d)  In view of (c), the question does not arise. 

(e)  Yes, Sir. Archaeological Survey of India carries out works related to 
 conservation, preservation, beautification, providing of amenities and 
 landscaping around the monuments of Sivasagar, as per requirements. 

 Government of Assam has allotted 5 acre of land to State Archaeology for 
 construction of onsite museum. 

(f)  In view of (e), the question does not arise.
