(a) to (c):     Yes Sir. Some of the State Governments/ UTs are providing free bus 
travel facility to women within their respective jurisdictions. However, as per Seventh 
Schedule of the Constitution of India, ‘Public Transport’ or the means of 
communications, that is to say, roads, bridges, ferries, and other means of 
communication not specified in List I & III of Seventh Schedule; municipal tramways; 
ropeways; inland waterways and traffic thereon is a State Subject and the State 
Governments are empowered to formulate and implement such policy/ programme.   
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
