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stores and equ~pments hitherto 
'being imported; 

(ll) utilisation of surplus capacity 
wherever availa.ble for m~nu­
facture of equipments for the 
civil sector of items now 
being imported; 

(iii) ways and means of reducing 
foreign exchange expenditure 
as far as possible and also 
earning foreign exchange by 
e1tporting equipments manu-
factured in the Defence 
industries. 

The recommendations of the Con_ 
ference have been submitted to Gov-
ernment and they are under active 
consideration.
