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through brokers or by direct negotia­
tions.

(b) The sales at Calcutta are being 
checked during inspection of ac­
counts of Car Nicobar Trading Com­
pany and Nancowrie Trading Com­
pany with reference to statements of 
accounts of Calcutta firms. No in­
stance of manipulation or suppression 
of sale proceeds was revealed during 
inspection of accounts of Car Nico­
bar Trading Company for the years 
1959 and 1960 and Nancowrie Trading
Company for the years 1959-60 and
1960-61.
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Developmeftt of Adibasi Culture
1581. Shri H. C. Soy: Will the Minis­

ter of Scientific Research and Cultural
Affairs be pleased to state:

(a) whether it is a fact that except 
inviting Adibasi cultural troupes an­
nually to New Delhi and to State 
Capitals, nothing concrete is being 
done to encourage and develop Adibasi 
cultural organisations existing almost 
in every village, specially in Bihar; 
and

(b) if so, whether Government pro­
pose to recommend to State Govern­
ments to open separate wings in their 
Welfare Departments for this purpose?

The Minister of Scientific Research 
and Cultural Affairs (Shri Humayun 
Kabir): (a) Though the Central Gov­
ernment gives grants, the develop­
ment of Adibasi cultural organisations 
is primarily the responsibility of State 
Governments.

(b) There is no such proposal.
