(a) w hether it is a fact that six
Indians of Dhang village in Muzaffar- 
pur district, about a mile from  the
Indo-Nepal border township of
Bairagnia were reported to have been 
arrested by the Nepal police when 
they w ent to G aurbazar in Nepal on 
the 18th July, 1962; and

(b) the steps taken or proposed to 
be taken to secure their release?

The Prime Minister and Minister of 
External Affairs and Minister of 
Atomic Energy (Shri Jawaharlal 
Nehru): (a) Yes, Sir. Six Indians of 
village Dhang, district Muzaf^arpur, 
Bihar, w ere arrested by the Nepalese 
police at G aurbazar in Nepal on July 
18, 1962.

(b) The m atter was taken up with 
the Governm ent of Nepal by the 
Embassy of India, Kathm andu, and all 
the six arrested persons have since 
been released.
