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Closure of Old Delhi Factories 

1285. Shri R. G. Dubey: Will the 
Minister of Health be pleased to 
state: 

(a) whether it is a fact ~hat 800 Old 
Delhi factories established in areas 
reserved for residential purposes are 
going to be closed; and 

(b) if so, the reasons therefor? 

The Minister of Health (Dr. Sushlla 
Nayar): (a) The industrial units 
located in the non~onforming areas 
are required to be shifted to approved 
industrial zones as provided under the 
Master Plan fQl' Delhi. The detailed 
programme of shifting is being work-
ed out. Shifting is to be done in a 
manner that causes the mlrumum 
amount of dislocation of production 
and does not put the industries and 
workers to undue 'hardship. AJ; time 
is given to them to carry out the 
shifting in accordance with the nature 
of the industry and other factors. 
There is, thus, no question of the 
closure of industries operating in non-
conforming use-zones. 

A survery is being conducted to 
find out the exact number of units 
thus affected. However, according to 
the information available with the 
Delhi Municipal Corporation, about 
3,000 factories are functioning in the 
non-conforming areas. 

(b) To redevelop different areas in 
conformity with the provisions of the 
Master Plan for Delhi so as not only 
to prevent haphazard development 
but also to eliminate nuisance and 
health hazard caused by fue existance 
of industries in residential areas.
